1835—LEONARD-Y EUDES—1885,

Minnesota’s First Golden Wedding
Celebrated New Year’s Night
at the Merchants Hotel.

Col. Allen said yesterday to the ,GLOBE
that the Leonard-Yeudes golden wedding
celebration at the Merchants, on New Year's
day, was the first anniversary of the kind that
has transpired in Minnesota, and, as such, it
was a notable event. A few days before the
“Happy New Year” a modest card
reached a few 8t. Paulites notifying
them that Charles E. Leonard
and Katie A. Yeudes would at
i 3 p. m. January 1, celebrate the fiftieth an-
| miversary of their marriage. Mr. Leonard
| was born seventy-five years ago,at Worthing-
| ton, Hampshire county, Mass., and seventy-
| two years ago Kate A. Yeules entered this
| world which has been so bright and happy to
| her,at Rodmau,Jefferson county,N. Y. Fifty
| years ago (January 1, 1835) when the con-
| tracting parties were respectively twenty-five
and twenty-two yeal
of Whitesville, in th® township of Rodman,
said the vows that made them man and wife,
and since they have jourveyed on together,
| flnding life’s highway, as others have, now
bright with smiles, now wet with tears.

Thirty-nine years ago (1846) they came to
Minnesota and settled at Stillwater, where
Mr. Leonard served as sheriff, and opened
the first court ever beld in Minnesota,Judges
Goodrich and Cooper presiding. In 1850
they removed to St. Anthopy (now East
Minneapolis).” In 1852 Mr. Leonard was
appointed treasurer of the territory of Min-
nesota, the late Willis A. Gormon being
Governor. Mr. Leonard held the office for
four years, having in the meantime become
a resident of St. Paul. In 1859 he removed
to Point Douglas and engaged in mercantile
business, and continuously resided there
until 1831, a period of twenty-two years.
Four years ago the family removed to Prince-
ton, Minn., which is at présent their home.
| Two sons were given them, both of whom
are living, one residing at Ponea, Dixon
county, Nebraska, and one at Minueapolis.
For twenty-four years of his residence in
Minnesota Mr. Leonard has served as Justice
of the Peace.

Although Mr. Leonard was at the time
past the age demanding of him military ser-
vice, he cntered the volunteer army in the
lute war as & member of thetFirst Minnesota
cavalry, and served the 1all ferm of his en-
listment.

In politics Mr. Leonard is a Jacksonian
Democrat, having cast his first vote for Old
Hickory, and Lis last for Grover Cleveland,
and he rejoices that he has seen tbe day, long
watched and waited for, that bas given the
country 1« Democratic P esident once more.
