Moist soil is nearly alwavs pre lisposed
to the diseases of rheumatism and pulmonary
complaints,

The paper contained many practical and val-
uable sanitary suggestions in constructing resi-
dences, and. rcommended what system of drain-
age shounld {lemployed. For soil pipes cast
iron should be used, the same to be well coated
with tar, givinga smooth surface, contribuiing
greatly to cleanliness,

PLUMBING ORDINANCE.

Mr. Millard, chaiiman of the special committee
on plumbiag ordinance, submitted a report,
recommending many minor changes in the pres-
ent ordinances in St. Paal and Mlaneapolis.
They found that trap ventilation was only tem-

porury in value. The two ordinances had
been iovestigated and coasidered separ-
ately, and after pointing out various
defects from an architect's  standpoint

in the interests of sanitary rules, the committee
mude the following recommendations pertaining
to the Minneapolis ordinance :

That the ordinam-e be 50 changed that cast
iron pipes coated with tar or asphaltom, be nsed
for ventilation, and for soil and drainage piges
iron shall be nsed, Air pipes shall be ron as di-
rect as practicable,

Pertaining to the St. Paul ordinance the com-
mittee also recommend that cast iron pives
be the material to be ased for
drain pipes, and cesspools shall be ven-
tilated with a pipe not less than six inches
diameter for lateral extensions and four for ver-
tical extensions.

The question raised excited considersble dis-
cussion. It was suggested that to the boilding
inspector belonged the respoasibility of inspect.
ing and decidiug upon whether or not baildings
have propet and sufficient ventilation, bat In-
