“Toe laws will not amount to that!” re- |
plied the Judge, illusirating his answer by
suapping his iagers. **Congress already has
provided & way out of all difficulities, that is,
of course, if President Cleveisnd bastue nec-
essary amount of back bone, and his friends !
say that he has.”

As the Tifiu Congressman is author of
that standard legal work, Seney’s cole, and
one of the most brillinnt lights in the legal
profession, your representative particularly
listened while the Jadge interpreted the law
as it is.

“I have a great many applications for of-
fice from my district,” continued Mr. Sency,
“and some of the appicants wanl to be
Postmasters of offices tuat are termed Presi-
dentials oues. Tue Postmasters of these of-
fices are appointed by the president for a
term of four years, and as the term of near-
ly every one in my district does not expire
for several years to come, I have been look-
ing up the law, and I tind that it will be very
easy to put a Democrat in every presidential
office in the country soon, after the
fourth of March as Mr. Cieveland may be de-
sire.

Audy Johnson, you
know, was formerly a Democrat, and he
commenced his famous swinging around the
circle preparatory to getting back to his first
love-—the Demoecratic party. All over the
country Johnson was removieg Republicans
from office and putting in Democrats.  Con-
gress, which was overwnelmiugly Republi-
can, determined to stop this wholefale re-
moval of Republicans, and, to head Johnson
off, passed in 1867 what was known as the
Civil tenure of office law, which progiled
that when the President removed an official
and the senate refused to confirm the new
appointed of the President the removed of-
ficial was reinstated in his position, there to
stay until his successor was confirmed by the
To illustrate, we will suppose that
Johnsou removed Jotn Jones, the Republi-
can postmaster at Squedenk, and appointed
Peter Swith, & Democrat, to the vacancy. If
the senate refused to contirm  Smith  under
the civil tenure of office law Junes was rein-
stated in his old position. The law worked
well and Johuson was pretty effectually head-
ed off.
