The House Passes the Naval Appre-
priation Bill by a Unani~
mous Vote.

They Appropriate $14,980,472, or $913,961
Less 1han the Previous Year’s
Appropriation.

FORTY-EIGHTH CONGRESS.

House of Representatives.

WasmiNgron, Jan. 10.—In the house to-
day immediately arter the reading of the
journal Mr. Randall moved to dispense with
| the morning business for the purpose of
| pressing the navy appropriation bill to pass-
| age.
| This was strongly opposed by Mr. Stocks-

lager, who maintained the house sbem d pro-
ceed to the counsideration of the special order
| In reference to public buildings.

Mr. Randall pointed out the importanee of
passing the appropriation bills speedily. Not
! to do so would be to risk an extra session,
which would be of little good to the country
and still less to the party which he belonged.

Mr. Stockslager replied with some warmth
that he was performing what he considered
his duty in contending for the execution of
the special order.

Quite a brisk and apparently personal col-
loquy then sprang up between Messrs. Ran-
| dall and Stockslager, but tbe counfusion in
