SENATE.

Another dull day as far so matters of gen-
eral interest are concerned. The usual num-
ber of local bills were put in, and after (wo
hours session the senate adjourned to allow
the committees to work and perfeet meas-
ures for more mature consideration. Senator
Doran’s bill fortidding the running of cor-
ners in grain was not exactly killed, butit
might as well have been, for it was amended
to a fine as low as $1 to be Imposed.

REPORTS OF COMMITTERS,

The judiciary committee reported on sev-
eral bills as follows: the bill relating to furn
i2h supreme court reports to couunty attor-
neys instead of probate Judges, and the bill
relating to practice In justice courts,
fudetinitely postponed.

The petition for woman suffrage referred
to the committee on elections. The bill re-
lating to the examination of judges of insan-
ity of probate courts was ameuded, giving
the judge of the diatriet court jurisdiction. The
bill allowing the salaries of county attorneys
to be raised from $1,200 to $2,000. The bill
fntroduced by Senator Doran, relating to a
misdemeanor for conspiring to countrol the
market priee of grain, was amended, allow-

0
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ing the Jowest fine to be 81 Instead of §1,000.
The bili relating to the manover of voting for |
all school officers was referred to the senator
who introduced it for reconsiruction. The bill
for repaiss on the capitol, and the bill to pro-
Bibit the abandonment of inmates of insane
asylums were recommended to pass. The |
third readings of bills passed the one for the |
relief of Duniel Rice, that relating to clerk |
hire in Otter Tail county, and that of a!
lengthened term of the county commission- |
ore of the sawme county. |

The temperance committee held its first
session yesterday afternoon, and Chairman
Leland is correspondingly happy. :

The committee on federal relations reported
back the senate memorial to cougress for an
appropristion for the improvement of
the upper  Mississippl, recommending
as a substitute a concurrent resolution mak-
ing the same recommendations, which was
adopted,

The house spent some thirty minutes in
chafflog over resolutions to vote postage and
bill binders to members and officers, tinally
defeating that for postage and ordering the
binders. There was a good deal of levity
exhibitel while the resolutions were being
considered, und a good deal! of dodging
when the vote was taken, Though the post-
age resolution was defeated, it will undoubt
edly again bob up serenely ere long.

At the meeting of the temperance com-
mittee it was decided to ask the house to-day
to limit the introduction of bills on that sub-
ject to February 2, the same as has been
done in the case of biils in the case of ware-
houses, grain inspection and railroads.

The railroad committee held another secret
meeting yesterday afternoon, at which they
took up and considered the several bills be-
fore 1t fur regulating these corporations. The
provisions prohibiting railroads from charg-
ing higher rates to interior than they do to
terninal points, was combatted very strongly
by Mr. Drake.

The bill of Mr. Mason relating to the la-
bilities of insurance companies, dictates that
in all cases where fraud is not proven, the
amount of value written in the policy shall
be accepted as the true loss in the liquida-
tion of.a loss. ‘

If the bill of Mr. Becker becomes a law
county attorneys will hereafter file their
bonds with the register of deeds, where
other bonds are filed, instead of the clerk of
the rourt.

The billof Mr. Lienau relating to the
Knife Falls Boom company requires that
company to pass logs for mills below its
booms without bindrance and free of charge.

Mr. Pratt, of Washington, proposes that
the clerk of the city of 8tillwater shall serve
four years and that his salary shail be in-
creased from $600 to $200.

Hereafter, if the bill of Mr. Lee becomes a
Jaw, as it probably will, school district clerks
will be required to file a bond with the regis-
ter of deeds.

The bill of Mr. Turrell amending the char-
ter of Baldwin school, now MecAllister col-
Jege, St. Paul, provides that two-thirds of the
trustees shall belong to the Presbyterian
church.

Mr. Griffin, in his bill, proposes a general
law governing damages for street grades,
where the same is not already provided for in
city charters.

The bills of Mr. Becker and Mr. Cornish
relating to taxes, introduced yesterduy, em-
brace the reconmendations of the public ex-
aminer as to uniformity of accounting by
county treasurers and checks upon that office
by county auditors.

The appointment of E. P. Wall as clerk of
the enrolling committce, and of W. F.
Thompson, of the engrossing committee,
were announced by the speaker.

Mr. Lienan does not want to see the Sixth
ward levee monopolized by any one copora—
tion, and he therefore proposes to prohibit
the city council from granting the right to
use and occupy such levee exclusively Lo any
one person or corporativn,

PROTECTING ELECTORS,

Mr. Knox, of Aitkin, proposes to make it
dangerous for a person to attempt to deceive
an elector as to the compnsition of his ballot.
His bill on the subject recites:

Section 1. Taoal see. 67, ch. 1, genera
statutes of 1878, be and the same is amended
s0 as to read as follows: Whosoever shall
furnizh or cause to be furnished to an elector
a ticket or ballot informing bim persoually or
by uny artifice or device whatsoever con-
tained in oron such ticket or ballot in respect
to the name thereof, or the arrangement of
the name or names of the candidate or office,
attempting thereby to induce him to believe
that such ballot or ticket contains names dif-
ferent from those which do appear thervon,
or candidates for office representing other
or different political principles or parties

from that  which  they do  really
represent, with iotention to  deceive,
thereby inducing him to vote

contrary to his {uclinations, is guiity of
felony, The finding of such tickets or bal-
1ots in his possession suall be deemed con-
clusive evidence, and upon conviction there-
of sball be punished by a tineln the sam of
not less than £100, nor more than 300, or
shall be imprisoned in the state  prison not
less than sixty days nor more than one year.
The said fine shall go to the general school
fund of the county wherein such felony was
committed.

STATE HORTICULTURISTS.

A Spirited Discussion Regarding the
Location of State Fair
Grounds,

Thé Announcement of Minnesota's Pnnln-l
at New Orleans Received With
Applaunse.

New Officers Elected and An Amended
Constitution Adopted—Other
Matters,

MORNING SESSION.

‘E. H. 8. Dart, delegate of the society to
the Towa Horticultural society in 1834, took
the floor, He said last year was a bud one
for fruit in Jowa, the southwest ouly giving
alight crop. Thirty per cent. of the fruit
trees of the state were killed by the cold win-
terand 75 per cent. of the orchard trees in
seéctions where the mercury went below 40
degrees were destroged. Tiis showed the
necessity of hardier trees.. Mr. Dart reco-
mended districting this state and electing
directors in each district to report annually
to the society on the fruit interests in.each.

The report of Oliver Gibbs, Jr., the secre-
tary, was received from New Orleans. A
bistory of the disposition - of the last year’s
reports were given. The year 1884 was fa-
vorable to the apple crop, 200 bushels are
shown at New Orleans and the showing of
grapes here is an entire success.  The total
expenditures of the society proper for the
past year were given as §230.23,3a0d the to-
tal receipts $284.40; cash on hand $54.17.

The report of Treasurer 8. D. Grimes
showed the total reserve funds of the society
to be $8582.40; total receipts $§1,737.29; bal-
ance in treasury over total expenses-$257.29.
The treasurcr thought the affairs of the so-
ciety are not being conducted in & practical
business manner, that it has undertaken too
much for its means, or is spending “money
without un equivalent. Especial reference
was had to the secretary’s expense account
of $467.61 the past year in the items: for
distributing reports $100; travel and hotel
$42.05; reporter’s service $60; printing
#52.26, incidental expenses $211.41. It was
further remarked by the treasurer that the
secretary’s salary of $400 per annum nearly
equaled the state appropriation and left but
little out of the membership fees to meet the
other expenses and carry on the work of the
society. In geometrical proportion the con-
tingent expenses of the secretary’s bureau
bave more than ‘doubled. These figures are
given in proof—in 1881 they were §16.81, in
1882 §71.35,in 1883 §202.03, in 1884 §467.61

C. M.Loring, of Minneapolis, narrated the
prospeet for securing grounds at Minnehaba
for the state fair purposes, and said that a
bili would goon be introduced in the legisla—
ture providing for the purchase of the
grounds. Col. Wm. King said it was the
desire of Minneapolitans to co-operate with
this society in this matter. They had no
proposition to put now; but the Minneapolis
people desired these grounds at Minnehaha
falls, for which a bill had been prepared for
legislative action.

D. W. Ingersoll, of 8t. Paul. briefly set
forth the action of the chamber of commerce
of this city, endorsing the action taken by
the Union fair ground joint committees - at
Midway. The advantage of the Midway
grounds, by their proximity to the railroads,
were pointed out at length,

Capt. Blakeley said 8t. Paul people were in
favor of the Midway project. They had some
idea of offering an alternative proposition for
a location, but whether it would be done he
could not say. [{a pleasure park at Minnehaha
be suggested he thought it would be & good
place.

Mr. lugersoli, of Minneapolis, explained
that for agricultural aud mechanieal purposcs
the committees of both cities were agreed on
Midway, but the citizens of Minneapolis did
not agree with their committee and degired
to have the fairgrounds at Minnebaha falls.

Mr. Loring #aid that tue cost of - 200 acres
at Midway would purchase 1,000 acres at
Minnehaba. That point was connected with
Minneupolis by two rallroads and with St
Paul by one, which would soon be added to
by & narrow guage road, and it also bad
steamboat connection, which river trip was
the most delightf 1l for a short one In the
country. It was a little nearer 8t. Panl than
Minneapolis, and the Manitoba road could
reach it with a short branch. When people
came to the state fair they also wanted to stop
and visit both eities at the same time, and
this colation would give them every advan-
tege of doiug so.

Col. King thought Midway all rigcht for a
purely agriculturdl fair ground, but for a
track and pleasure ground added shereto
thonght Minunchaba took the cake, and Col.
Biakeley thought an nmicable scttiement of
the question wouid be arrived at, and sald
that this discussion from which the St. Paul
men were absent, though deeply interested
In, was merely to let the fruit growers know
what was in contemplation and to seous
their opinions.

Col. Blakeley and Mr, Stevens were ap-
pointed a committe e 10 ask the senate and
bouse tocall up stafrs, but they were both
too busy at the time to respond.

A member said that {he most valuable
pert of these sessions was hearing the off
bhand solutions of those present of how
they had experimented with fruits, so that
those most thoroughly versed in the science
of fruit growing could collect valuable infor-
matioh therefrom. He believed in
more talking and less presentation of
“papers’’ on fruit eulture. His bead was
very level and his premiecs decldedly eor-
rect.

Another member offered a resolution that
as no four fruit growers present thought
alike in reference to femit culture that they
should all stady botanf, but he got lost in the
woods when he left bottom facts to dabble in
sclentific terms.  The following resolution
of Mr. Dart was unanimousiy adopted.

Resolved, That in offering premiums on
apples especial prominence should be given
to Minnesota produetion, and in bringing
out new varivties, many premiums on sepa-
rate plates will be offering large preminms
on collections  likely to promote thé end
sougkt. This was amended so as to include
Russian apples as a special classand to strike
outl premiums on a general collection of crad
apples.

after mueh bard Juck struggied on and pur-
chased more plants from mnearer home, to
finally become one of the most successful
strawberry in the state. He has
raised as high 135 bushels to the acre. Last
year be raised 1,300 quarts of Creseents, and
nelghbors came 1o pick them, paying fifteen
cents s quart, they were of
sach fine favor. Mr. Catler

Mr. Cutler having just received a new
seedling granger, gave this for his excuse
for being absent. As he mentioned the fact
twice in bis report the new Cutler plant must
be estimated to be worth $2,000 at least.

g AFTERNOON SESSION.

At 2:30 Prof. Porter made a report of the
Minnesota exhibit at New Orleans. He said
every inch of space allotted the state was In
use and that twice as much could bave been
utalized. Thete has been great rivalry be-
tween the states In getting up their exhibits,
especially the northwestern states. The
Minnesota pyramid is the highest at the ex-
position, reaching to the roof, and if any
other state gets ahead of us it will' bave to
punch a hole through the roof. The Zimes-
Democrat put up its eontribution box at the
Minnesota exhibit as the most attractive place
for such wreceptacle. All the newspapers of
the state are exhibited. They were prepared
by Mr. West, of the West Publishing com-
pany.  There are 300 or 400 varietics of po~
tatoes on exhibition. We have over 5,000
entomological specimens there. Qur grains
and grasses are well represented.

On motlon of Chas. Hoag, of Minneapolls,

a vote of thanks was tendered Prof. Porter,
whereupon the latter supplemented his re-
marks as follows:
There were no more extortionate charges at
New Orleans than in other citiés at the time
of fairs. From $1.50 to $3.50 per day may
be expended. During the Mardi Gras, how-
ever, expenses will be a little higher. The
city will be overcrowded during that event,
and I would advise people to go to New Or-
leans at some other time. If you go for two
or three months, of course, it is better to
seek out a private family, Our Minnesota
teachers got accommodations for $12 a weck.
Unfortuunately the city is practicaily bank-
rupt, and the planters are also in a bad finan-
cial way, but New Orleans has refused to ask
for aid.

Geo. A. Brackett, of Minneapolis, sald he
fully endorsed what Prof. Porter said. He
bad been in New Orleans some eighteen
days. He got accommodations for §2 a day.
He was sorry to see the papers take the posi-
tion they did in regard to the exhibition. He
regarded the exposition as Tar ahead of the
centennial at Philadelphia. >

Cyrus L. Smith, of Minneapolis, opened
the question drawer with the question:

“‘Are summer meetings a failure?”’ Prof.
Porter: *““No. I would rather have one sum-
mer meeting than four winter meetings. 1
would ratber bave an hour in- a man’s gar-
den than to hear him talk ten.””

C. L. Smith said he wanted {o propose
three summer meetings, one at Rochester
during the fair there, one at Mankato and
one at Minneapolis. A motion prevailed
that the soeiety bold one or more summer
meetings this year.

Question—**Does the manuring of “apple
trees prolong their usefulness and life?”’
Prof. Porter: We want more mineral manure
and less organic manure.

Question—**What is a falrcommission for
selling strawberries in 8t. Paul or Minne-
apolis¢”  Teém per ceut., answered Mr.
Cutler.

Question—*‘‘What is the most convenient,
economical and satisfactory package to handle
and ship strawberries in, and what should be
the cost thereof#"” Mr. 8mith: The square
quart box and the sixteen quart erate, whieh
cost $4 to 5 per 1,000 for box material, 10¢
each for sixteen quart crates and 12e¢ for
twenty-four gquart erates.

Upon motion the society adopted the full
quart boxes as the measure for stawberries.

C. L. Smith of Minneupolis, said the Heu-
uepin county Horticaltural society was or-
zanized fmmediately after the annual meet-
ing, and held weekly mectings thereafter, at-
tended by fifty or sixty persons. On Sept.
20 the society held a fair. The: exliibit cov-
ered two large tables. There were sixty-five
entries and $189 in premiums padd. In De-
cember it was resolved (o continue the
weekly meetings. The average attendance
anas been about thirty. Last week we had a
talk on corn,the week before the celery ques-
tiou was discussed, and on Saturday we arc
to have some papers on grapes. The mem-
bers feel a strong desire thut the work shall
extend through the state. The meetings
Liuve been profitable to us. We have forty-
six paving members, and we bope W muke
the finest exhibit next fall ever scen in Min-
nesota.

Mr. J. 8. Harris, of La Crescent, read an
entertaining paper upon market gardening,
or truck farming. 7The paper wili be entercd
in the anunual report.

The legislative committee presented a series
of resolutions, urging the appointment of &
state entomologist, who should be authorized
und instructed to disseminate useful informa-
tion o the fruit growers and farmers of the
state respecting the insects injurious to vege-
tation. The state i asked to make the
proper provision and appropriate 21,000 per
anpum, The resolutions were adopted, and
the society gave the legisature a pointer by
clecting Prof. Winchell its entomologist.

The Minnesota, St. Croix & Wisconsin |

Raflroad to Open Business in
St. Paul Next Monday.

Nearly All ofthe Lines Running East of Chi-
eago Openly Cutting Rates—Miscella~
neous Rail Notes,

Derailment of a Passenger Traln ou the
Chicago, Milwaunkee & St, Paul--
N. P, Mail Car surned,

The War Still Goes On,

The lines running east from Chicago are
baviug a very hard time of it in regard to
freight, and there scéms to be no way out of
the difficulty. Alllines seem to be openly
and secretly cutting the rates, Oa Wedues—
duy it was discovered that the lines to the
east had made a rate of twenty cents on
grain and twenty-five cents on provisions
from Chleago to New York, aad as the ap-
pearances were that the rates would go a
good deal lower, it was evident that some-
tuing must be done. The Michigan Central
being far ahead of its allotted percentage, is
taking as liitle business a8 possible at the
reduced rates, and the general manager bus

given orders mot  to- go below
twenty cents on grain for = the
preseut,  The  local committee of

Chicago, on east bound freight traffic held a
meeting and exchauged views in regard to
the situation. Quite a number of the mem—
bers declared they were not taking any busi~
ness for less than tariff rates, but every one
present knew this was not true and all smiled.
Everybody present admitted the situation of
affairs wus a serious one and that if some-
thing was not done to stop the cutting of
rates the demoralization wol upset all
business. Commissioner Fink has calldd
unotber meeting of the joint executive com-
mittee for next week when a rigorous effort
will be made to setule the present troubles.
On the whole there is little contidence that
the troubles will be settled. A sortof confer-
ence was subsequently beld among some of
the railroad officials and a temporary
rdte of 20 cents frum Chbicago to New York
on grain and flour and 20 cents on provisions
was agreed to, but there is uo more reason
to think this rate will stand sny more than
those that huve already been upset. Some
prominent railroad officials are ot the opinion
that the present conflict is a scheme on  the
purt of the Penvsylvania and the New York
Central to depress West Suore securities in
order to give them an opportunity to buy up.
The West Shore has been a thorn in the side
of the trunk lines ever since it was opened
for business, and it was stated a  ehort time
ago that rumors were ufloat that the trunk
lines meant to buy the West Suore, aud thus
place it in a position where it couid no
louger do them any barm. If such is the
case, the present war will no doubt continue
lor sume time,

This 18 the
third reduction this road has determined
upon. On the 1st of January the transcon-
tinental lines reduced the rates from all
eastern points to the Pacific coast points. On
the 25th of January a mew tariff from St.
Paul and castern points on general merchan-
dise to interior points in Oregon and Wash-
ingtou territories will go into effect. Now
comes the third reduction to take eflect on
the 1st of February.

Fail Notes.

Conductor Galvin, who bad his leg broken
near Lincoln, was brought to St. Paul yester-
day noon.

G. T. Wiswell has been appointed super-
intcndent of the Minnesota, St, Croix &
Wisconsin road, with headquarters at-Chip-
pewa Falls.

C. H. Woolgey, formerly with the Winona
& St. Peter rond at Winona; has been ap-
pointed agent of the Red Line st 8t. Paul, in
place of M. L. Hayden, resigned.

A severe snow storm accompanied with &
good deal of wind prevailed on the line of
the Minneapolis & 8t. Lounis road, and on
the Hastings & Dakota division of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & 8t. Paul road. Trains
were not, however, stepped.

The Chicago & Northwestern has issued an
order to all agents to the effect that the order
from the general freight department No. 25,
dated Jan. 13, 1885, has been withdrawn and
cancelled, and that freight for delivery at
Milwaukee to the Ludin¢ton Steamboat Line
or the Flint, Pere & Murquette road may
again be received and forwarded.

The wheat blockade at Duluth has been
partially relieved. For several weeks the
railroad has been able to deliver to the ele-
vator or warchouses in Duluth but forty cars
of wheat per day, owing to the limited stor-
age room. On Weduesday and Thbursday
the storage capacity wus so far increased that
the road unloaded ninety cars.each day. If
they can keep this up this will soon relieve
the railroad of those 1,500 cars loaded with
wheat that have been laying upon the tracks
for some time. @

The weather yesterday was agnin quite se-
vere on the railroads and trains were de-
layed all around. On the St. Paul & Manitoba
some modification had taken place though,
and it was pot quite as bad as it has been.
At Barnesville it was 15 degrees below. On the
Breckenridge division and extension it was
from 3 to 10 degrees below. It was reported
that there was a blizzard at Winnipeg bat it
had not yet struck Dakota. The Omaba train
due bere ut 1:25 was oné -howr and a  half
late, The Milwaukeée and 8t. Paul dae at
the same time was between thres and four
hours late, while the fast mail' was two . aund
one half hours late and the Northern Pacifle
was eight hours behind.

STATE FAIR GROUNDS.

Partial Compromise Between St. Paul
and Miuneapolis.

A segsion of the members of the 8t. Paul
and Minmeapolis delegations and wembers
of the state fair committees of the two cities,
was held in the senate judiciury room yester-
day afternoon to consider the matter of state
fair grounds. Dr, Marphy was chairman,
and there were present S8enators Griggs and
Gilfillan, of 8t. Paul, and Langdon, of Min-
neapolis, and Representatives Smith, Cor-
nish, Lienau and Hendricksoun, of 8t. Paul,
und Evaps and Hush, of Minneapolis, with
Messrs. Loring, Oppenheim and Ingersoll
representing the committees.

The matterof a state park was  also con-
sidered in connection with the location of
the state fair, and after a very full and free
discussion, in which all present gave their
views, the following, submitted by Dr. Evans
of Minneapolis, endorsing the propositions
was adopted to bo submitted to the full legis-
lative delegations:

That it is the sense of the jolnt committee
that it would be desirable,and we recommend
that sufficient ground, at least 200 acres, for
fair purposes in sectious 28 and 33, townsbip
29, range 23, be secured; and alzo, that
at Jeast 200 acres be secured, {nclud-
ing and surrounding the Minnehaba falls for
a state park and horticultural purposes.

It is understood that the city limits of 8t.
Paul shall not be extended west of aline
drawn through the center of said fair grounds
and Minneapolls shall not extend east of
#aid line, and neither city " #hall take into
thelr corporate limits the tract at Minne-
hahs.

This action will, it 1s thought, bhe en-
dorsed by the full legislative delegations of
the two cities, and that under it separate bills
for securing the tracts designated will be
prepared by the two delegas
tions and presented to the legislature. The
tract of land designated for state fair pure
poses is what 18 koown as the Tutumn tract,
which has been examined and favorably con-
sidered by the 8t. Paunl committee. It lies
between the tracka of the Miiwaukee & St,
Paul and St. Paul & Manitoba railroads, mak-
ing it easy of access by all the railroad lines
between the two cities, abutting on the west
oun the transfer property, and is almost ex-
actly midway between the two citles. The
proposition adopted 1s, of course, quite crude
gnd will undoubtedly bave to be deviated
from in some particulars In the formatiou of
a proper bill, but without materially sffecting
the essential features. Anyway, an amica-
ble understanding baving thus been reached,
there ought to be no trouble io perfecting the®
detalls and preparing o measure that would
receive favorable action by the Jegislature.
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
