NREGLECT OF F1OT IRY CHILDREN.

Colored and ““white trash’ Southern ({llit-
eracy is quite matched by Northern factory
illiterncy. In New Jersey, the Child Labor
luspectors having investigatad the condition
of minds in the factories anl work-shops of
the State report some startling facts in regard
to the lack of any elucational facilities af-
forded to children. Inspector Fell gives a
total of over 8,000 factories in the State with
more than 15,000 children employed, and
three fourths of the children have no educa-
tion whatever, From the large fund appro-
priated for educational purposes the thou-
sands of factory children are excluded,
derivinz  therafrom no benefit, whatever.
It is hardly ereditable to the State that it has
slumbered over this matter so long, and a0
grossly meglected the factory children. A
Hke lospection Inother factory districts and
communities would show like results.

The Tnspector makes some proper sugges-
tions which shouid be heeded by the legisia-
ture. There should be an operative law,
enforeing compulsory edueation, and a reduc-
tion of hoars of labor for women and chil-
dren. Such regulations are wise and should
be embolied in laws 1o prevent these children
from growing up uncducated and uncivil-
zled in 8 christian community. How beney-
olent and enterprising christians are in
sending the Gospelaud educative, and civiliz-
ing influence to elevate the hesthen in dis-
tant lands, when they have heathen at their

FOR SECRETARY OF THE TREASURY
HON, WM. C. WHIINEY.

It seems to be very generally and very
properly conceded that the Empire State is to
be accorded a position in Goy. Cleveland’s
Cabinet.

1t scems to be equally, generally and pro-
perly conceded that the position to which
New York Is entitled is that of Secretary of
the Treasury.

These two propositions being substantially
settled, the third and remaining one is the
selection of the gentleman to fill the chair.
To those familisr with the inside history of
the late campaign one name is uppermost,
and that is the name Hon. Wm. of C. Whitney,
of New York City. In the essential points of
ability and integrity Mr. Woitney possesses
the wmost emphatie qualifizations. He is both
an accomplished attorney and financier.
His record as Corporation Counsel in New
York bas placed him in the front rank in
the legal world, while bis large fluancial
transactions bave given him equal promi-
nence in the business world.

Possessing as he does, in an undisputed
degree, the Jeflersonian qualities of integrity
and competency, the question of his claims
in other respects becomes a proper subject of
consideration. At the Chicago convention
which nominated Mr. Cleveland, Mr. Whit-
ney was more than the power behind the
throues~he was substautially the throne it-

self. It was his cool judgment and
geod management which so  shaped
matters  at the very outset of the

the proceedings that the application of the
unit rule to the New York delegation was
overwhelmingly voted by the convention.
When, later in the proceedings, the well
uigh successful ‘‘Hendricks boom’ was
sprung upoun the convention, it was Mr.

For the press to be untrammeled,
and free to avow opluions, to censure when
it must, to approve when it can, should ever
be regarded ss a sacred preogative, elevating
the character and giving dignity and just fn-
fuence to journalism. To be the parrot-like
mouthpwee of & party, a corporation or an
administration with wo will but the will of &
master, boss or association, is o surrender
every attribule of mankood and to sink to
the condition of A mere machine; and to be-
come & seri, to act, not from innate mental
force, but only to act as one is acted upon.
This is beneath the dignity of & man. Such
a characler is pointedly illustrated tn Sir
Waiter Scott’s powerful novel, “‘Ivaaboe,”
where he depiets “Wamba, the son  of Wit
Jess, thrall of Cedric the Saxon.” A fear
less, independent press is now the greatest
power in the land, while the atterances of an
acknowledged, bandicapoed “‘orzan™ are of
but little account.

IN CLOSE QUARTERS.

Gen, Stewart said to be Entirely
Surrounded by the Rebels in
the Desert.

His Position one of Extreme Peril, and the
Gravest Fears Entertained for
His Safety.

The Work of Rescuing the Snow Im-
prisoned People of Italy Prosecuted
with Energy.

Gordon in Close Quarters,

LospoN, Jan. 23.—Private advices re-
ceived late this afternoon from Korti ussert
the rebels have surronuded Gen. Stewart in
the desert, where he has taken up an en-
trenched position to await réinforcements
from Gen.Wol:eley. Deserters from the rebel
lines state the mahdi’s officers consider the
affuir atthe Abu-klea walls a drawn battle,
The Arabs were neither routed nor pursued,
and fell back in an orderls mauner, not in
the least demoralized by the outcome of the
engagement. They recovered themselves
80 quickly and effectively that Gen. Stewart
dared not moge. He was compelled to en-
trench himsell on the scene of the conflict.
The government officials discredit the in-
formation in the above private dispatches.

The war office has received no news con-
cerning Gen. Stewart's advance since the
account of the battle Saturday. The absence
of news causes considerable anxiety. The
heads of the war departinent met at noon to-
day with Earl Morley, under sccretary of
state for war, presiding, to cousider the
mituation.

The officials of the war office belleve Gen.
Wolseley may tind it imperatively necessary to
reinforce the troops now operating agaiust
the mahdi in Soudan by drafts of meu from
the British army of occupation in lower Egypt.
At the same time they are afraid to allow the
army to be serionsly weakened. They are
accordingly preparing for the trupsportation
of troops from Malta, Gibraltar, and the
home depots to Alexandria, to take the place
of those who may be seut to Soudan.

ALEXANDRIA, Jan. 23.—Private advices
from the frout state the rebels are strongly
entrenched at Metemueh, which post will ve
necessary for the English forces to occupy
before they can proceed to Khartoum. It is
reported the rebels have collected at Abu
Hamed, prepared to resist Gen. Earle. The
report prevails there that the rebels have sur-
rounded Gen. Stewart, whose line of retreat
is threatened.

Loxpox, Jan. 23.—A speefal from Cairo
says: “‘The report is circuluted to-day to the
effect that General Stewart’s troops have been
defeated #nd routed by the wmabdi’s troops.
The report is very generally believed by the
natives, who have assumed such & threaten-
ing attitude that ball cartridges were served
to the British soldiers at the garrison.”

After the Insurrectionists,

Paris, Jan, 28.—The latest officlal news
from the insurrection in Cambo-
dia is to the following effect:
Col. Miramondli, the Freneh officer who was
sent in pursuit of the insurrectionists, and a
columuo of troops, surprised and attacked the
camp of Swotha, the leader of the revoit, on
Wednesday, while its members were engaged
in mining. After a sharp fight the rebels
disappeared. Twenty insurrectionists were
killed, an] the baggage of the band was cap-
tured. Swothe received a wound In the en-
counter. The troops are in pursuit of him.

Rescuing the Imprisoned.

RoMe, Jan. 23.—Further details of the de-
vastation caused by avslanches in the Pied-
montese Alps are coming In slowing,the tel-
egraph lines being prostrated and post roads
blocked by snow in many places. The
report from Bonasco states that nine per-
sons were killed and many others fnjured in
that village. At Chiabrando every house was
buried, and fn some cascs masses of ice and
snow covering the houses were twenty feet
deep. Soldiers and veighboring villagers
are laboring with desperate energy to rescae
the prople. Scores of dead bodies are taken
out. lo many cases they bear no marks of
injury, showing they must bave been suf-
focated. In mwany cases the rescued bave
been imprisoncd in  narrow and partly
wrecked cabins for several days together
with the corpses of their relatives. Relief
trains are sent from Turin with food and
clothing.

Another Avalanche,

Panis, Jan. 23.—An avalanche occarred
at Metvulles, in the department of Hantes
Alps, and crusbed a church in which a num-
ber of persons were worshipping. All were
buried under the snow.  Also twenty men
working in a marble quarry neuar by. A vol-
unteer foree is now engaged in digging out
the victims of the disaster.

SUBSIDIZED SENATORS,

The Election of Spooner Suggests the
Grip of the Railroads on the
- Senate,

An Ennmeration of the Members of That
August Body Under Grave Sus-
picion.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 23.—The election of J,
C. Spooner to the United States senate gives
emphasis to the open sécret that railroad
corporations will soon be in control of the

United States senate. Spooner  for
many years was solicitor of
the -Chicago, 8t. Paul, Minneapolis &

Omabha railroad, a part of the Vanderbilt sys

tem, No later than last winter he offered in
this city to oppose the forfeiture of a land
grant which bad been reported by the house
committee on public lands. He resigned bis
railroad solleitorship soon thereafter, and an
alliance was made between himself and Sen-
ator Suwyer to capture the senatorship to
which he bas been elected. The alliance
with S8awyer, it may be said, secured bim the
prize. Sawyer is the boss of Wisconsin.

When be says thumbs up, up they go, so far
as his Badger state is concerned. Spooner,
however, will prove an acquisition to the
senate, and  in contrast to his prosaic pre-
decessor he will complare as pure gold to
dross. He is quite a young map and bas the
reputation cf being the best realty lawyer in
any state. In stature he is rather small,
which mukes all the more prominent his
massive head, bnt Spooner aside. He
comes In only as an incident to show how
the railroad corporations are getting a grip
on the senate.

Those who are atthe head of the great
railroad fnterests now pay uwo attention to
the house, knowing Low well they are forti-
fied in the other branch. It is for this that
NO strenuous opposition was made in the
house to the passage of the interstate com-
merce bill.  The game is to have substitated
in the senate a bil providing for a commis-

sion, which can be packed in the
interest  of the railroad corpora-
tions.  Last winter, whether  with
or without reason, the house passed

a number of bills restoring to the public do-
main enough forfeited land grants to aggre-
gate many millions of acres. But one of the
bills bas run the gauntlet of senate.

It is bard to take up an alphabetical list of
senators and make a random hit with a pen-
cil und miss a railroad senator. Edmunds,
the president pro tempore, is owner of rail-
road stock, and has placed railroad causes
in the United States supreme court.
Bowen, of Colorado, has interests in Cen-
tral Pacific. Leland Stanford, Colorado’s
newly elected senator, is president of the
Central Pacifie. Joe Brown, of Georgia, hes
large railroad interests in the south. Camden,
of West Virginia, has interests in raliroads
already built and in course of completion.
Don Cameron is the ex-president of the
Nortbern Central railroad, now a part of the
Pennsylvania system. Dolph, Fair und Farley
are interested in either Central or Union Pa-
cific. Gorman,of Maryland, is ex-president of
a canal called the Chesapeake & Ohio, and
may have relations with the Baltimore &
Obio system. Ingalls had a scandal when
first elected touching the relations of a Kan-
#as railroad system to ald him. Jones, of
Nevada, has numerous rallroad interests,
and even Kenna, of West Virginia, is said ta
be projecting a small railroad to tap the

Chesapeake & Ohio and connect
it with some valuable  undevel-
oped  coal lands. McPherson, of

New Jersey, has the Cengral, of New Jersey.
Mabone has had large southern railroad in-
terests, notably the Atlantic & Pacific.  He
received at one time a royal salary as the re-
ceiver of this system. Manderson has cone
nection with the Chicago, Milwaukee & 8t.
Paul. Pendleton almost wrecked the Ken-
tucky Central as its president, and figured in
an  unsavory congressional investigation
touching a claim the railroad was paid some
how or other mixed up with
the Bowler  estate. Plumb has
divers interests in Kansas and elsewhere in
the railroad line. Sabin and Sawyer are
heavy stockholders in roads traveling Wis-
consin and Minnesota. The latter grew
rapidly rich through his raflroud invest.
ments.  Sewell s the president of the West
Jersey railroad, connecting Cape May
and  Atlantic City with the Pennsyl
vania system. Wilson, of Iowa, has
been a director of the Unfon Pacific road.
This ad eaptam.dum st does not include all
the senators who have railroads interests, but
it serves to show the purpose thut all
legislation affecting the railroad of the
United States will get thoughtful considera-
tion, to say the least in the senate of the
United States.
