The bills recently introduced for the dis-
posal and care of the state lands have elicited
some informal exchange of views regurding
them and what should be done with them,
amoug senators. Regarding the disposal of
school, univergity and capitol lands, there is
no question as to the wisdom of the state
officers regarding them.  But a former leg-
islature proposed an amendmient to the state
constitution, which was adopted in 1881,
whereby the state swamp lands were diverted
from the purpose for which they were orig-
inally donated by congress (i. e., to internal
improvements, the construction of roads and
bridges, draining and reclaiming overflowed
lunds, aiding the construction of railroads in
sparsely settled regions, ete.,) and applied
them to the support of the educational insti-
tutions, (already munificently endowed,) the
charitable and penal institutions.  Now, sup-
porting these institutions ont of the proceeds
of swamp lands will slightly reduce the taxa-
tion of the older and wealthicer portions of the
stute and will retard the progress of settle-
meut and development in the northern por-
tion. The senators from the north feel
aggrieved, and say their sections bave been
barshly and unjustly dealt with; that might
is mpot always rigiht; that a majority can
sometimes be unjust und oppressive, and that
the amendment should be repealed in
order that all parts of the state shall receive
and eujoy the largesses of the general gov-
ernment, share aud share alike. A glance
at the southern and middle portions of the
state, gridironed by rallroads, most,ol which
have received United States land grapts and
swamp land aid from the state, and then a
glance atthe northern third, makes the jost-
pess of their complaint self-evident, Their
views will receive legislative and constitu-
tional recognition sooner or later.

Senator O'Brien’s bill requiring drinkers
to obtain a license or permit . before the
“sgpree-keeper’’ shall be allowed to sell the
convivial chap a drink of the “‘ardent,” was
referred to a special committee corposed of
Senators O'Brien, Peck, Comstock, Hick-
man and Billson. Tbe great, dark pool of
obtivion will quickly swallow up this wmeas-
ure. ‘ .

Senator Wilson again introduced a bill for-
bidding county, town and municipal aid to
raflroads in the form of a constitutional
amendmenvt. The measure was defeated at
the last scasion of the legislature.  “Perse-
verence and industry must prosper.” Article
4 of the constitution is the one sought to be
80 amended.

Tihe ‘“‘grangers’” came mnear scoring a
**scoop” upon the railroad committee In re-
speet to the bill  providing for Joint legisla-
tion on the part of the state of Minnesota
and territory of Dakota on the subject of
railroad tariffs. The bill was reported by the
agricuitural committee to the commitive of
the whole, and it came uear being recom-
mended o pass. It is now in the hands of
the committee on railroads.

HENRY M’KENTY.

An odd genius was Heury McKenty!
Small, wiry, active, genial, persevering,
pushing, public spirited, generous, sensitive,
proud, everlastingly quick at a bargain, he
seemed to be driven by a forty-horse steam
power engine, and in the prime of his life
he used the capacity of the machine for all
it was worth. His ideas were broad and lib-
eral, and he had nerve and courage
to  carry = them to completion.
He came to Saint Paul just ata time wheo
bis genius as a real estate man had ample
opportunity for free scope, and he led off in
this special departinent as the great warrior
of bis profession. He “was pre-eminently
king! He was an original, bold, startling,
aggressive land operator, not eonfined to the
limits of a city, or village, but reaching out
for “*broad acres,” on a broad platform, with
broad and liberal views of business, and he
headed the column, until he went down in
the trying times of 1857-8. McKenty was
truly a character! In early life a little wild,
he came west not only to retrieve what he
bad lost, but to gain in the affection of one
be subsequently called—wife. He won botb,
but the end, ob, how sad! how bitter!

INCIDENTS.

“Mac! I bave no money, but I’ll take a
lot of you for a wateh!”’ said the writer in
1853. ‘*Agreed,” said the smiling- lJand op-
drator, “‘I bave a lot in Mankato; give me
your wateh and [ will give you your deed!”
And the bargain was closed. The watch
was worth $30, the lot  $10. We
held the property for about twenty-five years,
when we found it was part of an uncouth
stone quarry, and some way or other we pad
lust sight of the matter, until recently, when
we discovered the identical lot to be a valu-
able piece of real estate! We guess we have
Mac's deed yet; we are going to look it up!
Possibly we've struck oll.

‘“FIVE PER CENT. PER MONTIL."

Tn 1853 a little brisk-appearing citizen
asked Dr. Mann if he bad come to the city
to loan moucy, if so he could get him five
per cent.!  “That’s nothing,” said the Doc-
tor; *I can get five per cent. in  Philadel-
phia.”? “Oh!” said the little
zentleman, “I mean five per cent. per
month, and goeod paper at that!” “Oh ho!
aba! Yes!”’ said tbe Doctor, and a few days
ifter he loaned a number of little sums and
they were all paid buck with the Hiberal five
ver eent. interest.  Ooe morning this little
risky man wanted to sell the Doctor a lot,
and succeeded in doing so, when, towards
night he came back and said—

“See here, Dr. I will give you one hun-
Ired dollars advapce on that ot
sold you,” and of course the
Doctor took it, and repeated the trapsac-
action several times after.  This little, active,
vusy, pleasant man, was Henry McKenty,

CONSCIENTIOUS INTEREST.

Pennock Pusey was bronght up under
Quaker influences, and when McKenty told
uim he would give bim three and a  half per
cent. per month for the use of his money, he
declined the offer,honestly believing n those
days that it wonld be wrong for him to do so,
but betore the end of the war Pusey
2ot bravely over this twinge of con-
science and we should now be afraid to offer
ufm two and one-half per cent. per month!
Mac compromised on a less rate of interest;
received the money; bought *‘broad acres’
for $1.25 per acre, and ln less thun a year
after Pusey purchased some of this same
property at £2.50 per acre, and Mac made 58
per cent. on his investment! That curcd
Pusey of any further conscientious scrupler
respecting the loaning of mouey on a good
rate of interest! and especially as he suld
this same Jaud afterwards to Dalrymple for
$15 per acre!

MOKENTY'S PROFITS.

In 1854 Mac entered several thousand
acres of prairie lJand in Washington county,
at $1.25 per acre; in 1855 he sold the same
tand for $5 per acre, and cleared 300 per
cent, or £23,000! He immediately entered
again, end again, other land, always in
“‘broad acres,”” and came out with tremen-
dons profits. The great depression of 1857-8
earried land down, and with it many honest,
sagacions, hunorahle men, and they wpever
recovered from the disaster.

THAT BROKEN GLASS.

A year or two after the finaneial erash of
of 1857, McKenty began to feel the effects of
hard times, and occasionally would not be in
conditlon to pay his little debts as promptiy
aud liberally as formmerly. On  this point he
was extremely sepsitive. Coming down Third
street one day, the writer observed both of
the large glasses in his office door broken all
to pleces.  Entering we found the smiling
land operator, and Jooking around, inquired
what was the matter? “Oh! uothing, nothing
much, sir; only a big dog, sir, went through
thot window, sir! Bad dog, sir! bal d.g
sir!'" and Mae amiled as serencly as though
he had just come in possession of a great
fortune. We left him swriling, when we
learned a few doors below, that a sort of pug-
natious Individual by the name of H. E. Ba-
ker, generally ealled He Baker, bad dunned
Mae for a little bill and in sceking to press
his clalms in a somewhat aggravated man-
per, Mae scized him quickly in the founda-
tion of Lis puntaloons, and pitched
bim headiong through the window ou the
sidewalk, and ever after that when any allo-
sion was made to the broken window, he
would eurl bis lip aud exclaim—*'a dog, sir!
nothing but a dog, sir! a d-o-g!”

THAT ROCRING CHamn!l

Times conticued bad. McKenty still kept
bis office on the corner of Cedar and Third
streets, butone could see that be was finan-
cially worried. The same old pleasant smile
played about his features, and the same old
hopeful tone of voice greeted his acquaint-
ances,yetooue who koew him well,there wasa
tinge of ssdness which eliciled the secret
sympathy of ail bis old and well tried friends.

land. We do not give this a8 of our own
personal knowledge, but, as obtsined from
other parties.

THE END OF A BUSY LIFE.

Tired with waiting for the good times to
come, Mr. McKenty sought the oil region, in
hopes to retrieve his losses, but there fats
weut against bim, avd returning to St. Paul,
he collected a little money and soon after
started for California, but he found no relief
in the golden city, and. finally drifted
back to bis old stamping ground, a disheart-
ened, discouraged, chagrined mun, but still
he struggied to regain his lost footing. We
met him at the Merchants Hotel the day be-
fore he passed out of sight forever., He sat
reading a wvewspaper, when Col. Shaw
‘glanced over his shoulder and found that the
print was upside down. He invited Lim to
dinner, and as he sat waiting to be served,
he devoted his time in thoughtlessly cateh-
ing flies. Tbe next day he was dead!
unable to ‘‘endure the slings snd arrows of
outrageous fortune,’ in a fit of desperation
be “flew to ills be knew not off,” andasmall
mound in Oakland cemetery, with no monu-
‘ment, marks the place where reposes the re-
mains of Heory McKenty !

WHEN AND WHERE BORN.

Mr. McKenty was born in Pennsylvania
in 1821; came to St. Paul in 1851, and
bronght some capital with him with which to
operate; dealt largely in “broad acres,” and
at one time owned nearly all the land about
Lake Como, except that in the possession
of Mr. Aldrich. To make these lands avail-
able, he built a road to them at a cost of
$6,000 in gold. He died by his own hand, a
pistol shot on the 10th of Aungust, 1370, aged
48 years! And what is remarkable his
youngest daughter soon after followed him,
and his wife, unable to bear these terrible
troubles, put an end to her existence by
hanging herself in her own house, leaving
one sad, forlorn, desolate, heart-brokeun
daughter, who subscquently went to Phila-
delphia and married a rich man.

Poor McKenty! Once a joyous!  happy!
ambitious! prosperous! generous!—high up
on the tee-tercenter board of life, and then!
down again on the other end, groping in the
darkness of dispair, poor, beart-broken! des-
olate! dead! we throw the mantel of charity
over thy deed, and drop a green sprig upon
thy grave!

“WHAT IS THE USED?

‘Why this everlasting struggle for money?
Why this overworked brain? Why this eter-
nal round of business?—Cul bono,—what
good? Death comes, and many, in the brief
period of twenty-four hours, are forgotten!
Dead men are not wanted in thisage! Time
is too precious to grieve!

Mr. Edgerton was born in Delaware coun-
ty, New York, in 1816, and after receiving a
limited academic education removed to Delhi,
where he was appointed deputy sheriff. We
find in the history of Ranny county the
following uotable event of his life:

A NOTABLE EVENT.

“In the capacity of deputy sheriff
he came fin collision with a combina-
tion of armed men Kunown as
antirenters, who resisled the payment

of rents and the execution of the laws. He
wis placed in commund of a posse of  horse-
men, and on that occasfon  scven prisoners
were captured and confined in  the connty
Jail of Deii. The rioters attempted to de-
stroy the jail and rescue their comrades,  As
arms and ammunitions were scares, he con-
ceived the idea of using pitch forks, which he
collected from the gtores in town, and orga-
pized a pitcb-fork brigade —to defend the
building in licu of sabres—of which he was

appointed  captain, and the Rev.
Mr. Leonard, of the Presbyterian
church, was imuade first licutepanot.

He, with his company, also assisted in- pre-
serving order at the sale of cattle for rents at
the Farfl sale in the town of Andes. His
horse was shot from under him, and Mr.
Steele, bis comrade, was ulso shot and kilied,
with his horse. He here mude his first speech
to a bandof 163 armed and disguised rioters,
warning them against the crime of wmurder
and the punishment which was sure to follow.
Two of them were sentenced to be hung and
¢ighteen to state’s prison, and a large num-
ber to imprisonment in the county jail, while
others fled the country.
