MR, DEUTSCH AGAIN,

He Goes Thirsugh the Fire of a Hot Exam-
ination, but Doea nut Make Satis-
Jactory Explanation.

Jacob Deutsch, the insolvent dry goods
merchant, was before the district court yes-
terday on 2n order granted by Judge Young

| to compel him to disclose the whereabouts of

certain assets. There is a discrepavcy of

| $60,000 between his statement of his assets

prior to the assiznment and the actual assets
the assignee.
The ereditors, who have exhibited anytbing
but confidence in Mr. Deutsch’s desire to
pay bis debts, feel certain that he has dis-
posed of a portion of bis estate for the pur-
puse of defrauding them, afid so made the
demand for a disclosure.  Mr. Deutsch was
pui upon the stand and was subjected to a
His replies were evasive
and when cornered he would plead that he
had wo recollection of the transactions con-
cerning which he was questioned. He pro-
fessed an entire ignorance as to the amount
of goods he bad sold at New Ulia last spring,
but was  finally induced to  say
that he- thoughbt the goods
amounted to about £1,000, and were takepn
irom botk his Minneapois and Euu Claire
stores. A similar amount had also been sold

at St. Peter. He did not seem to have a very

| exact idea of the amouut of his average |

daily sales at his Mioneapolis store, but
finally gave $100 as an approximate figure.

| He thought that last August the stock in bis
| two stores would

invoice about $25,000;
di‘ln’t know what his indebtedness amounted
He was asked how it was
then that his schedules showed 845,000 worth

; of new goods purchased in August, but said

he could not tell anything about it. At the

The wituess, however,
proved guite intractable and unsatisface
tory us in the morning. Mr. Jacksoo, at-
torney for the creditors, claimed that between
Auzust 1 and December 1 about $75,000 of
goods had been disposed of. The ussignee
had received only about balf of that amouut.
What bad become of the rest? The witoess
“Why,” said the at-
torney, “[rom your own statemeut you had
tbe assign-
and your schedule of ussets
show only $35,000.” But Mr. Deutseh  had
no other explanation to off:r except that the

mouey had been spent for expenses. Mr.
Deutsch denfed giving any monies to s
wife, nor advising his nephew who had
charge of the Euu Claire store to sue him.
He also denied that he had tried to secure the
clalm of the Northwestern bank.

The questions were put very sharply, and
the attorneys for the creditors did not  hesi-
tute to accuse Deutsch of perjury and con-
tempt of court in making false statements

and refusing to answer.  The court also in-
timated that the witness’ defective recollec-
tions concerning his business transactions
were hardly reasonable. The examination was
fipally continued to Saturday’s special term.

A HUSBAND'S VALUE

4 Wife Nues Her Father-in-Law for De-
priv ng Her of Her Husband.

Judge Lochren decided a peculiarcase yes-
terday.

Jenunie Hazer, by her guardian ad litem U.
C. Prathis, sues James H. Hazer for $10,000
damages for enticing her busband from her.
Tbe plaiudff was married Nov. 7, 1884, at
Hudson, Wis., to Frank Hazer, a son of the
defendant. She alleges that during Decem-
ber, 1884, when they were living bhappily
together as man and wife the defendant ma-
licious!y with intent to deprive her of her
husband’s soclety and support by threats,
arzuments and persuasion enticed ber hus-
band to leave her and live at his fatber’s
home. Farther, that she believes her hus-
band is desirous of returning, but is re-
strained from so doing by threats of bodily
bharm.

The demurrer made by the defendant that
the complaint does pot state facts suflicient
to coustitute a cause of action is sustained.
The judge holds in bis decision that unless
the harboring of a husband when be chooses
to live separate from bis wife gives the wile

a right of action, the complaint is
insufficient. It may be safely held
thet vo court has ever held that a

wife has a cause of action against a third per-
son for barboring the husband. Keeping
the husband away by threats gives tue wife
no cuuse of action. If. for example, a bus-
band were imprisoned or assauited, in order
to deprive the wile of his society the busband
would have cause foraction, but not tbe wife.
If the case were reversed and the busband
deprived of the wife, she cou:d only recover
for injuries, and her bushand could also
maintain an action for the loss of ber serv
ices, to which be is entitled. She is not en-
titled to his services in the same’ sense tbat
be is entitied to hers. The partics are not
yet perfeetly equal. The husband is still the
bead of the family and entitled to the services
of the wife, whose position is subordinate.
He is under no shadow of legal disability,
and is presumably competent to act for bim—
self, the law recognizing no tecessity of pro-
tecting others azainst the danger of bis giv-
ing way to enticements. Where the husband
is induced to leave the wife, as a natural re-
sult, by some direct tort commiited against
the wife, she ean set up that fact as ground
for special damages, as where the
wife is slandered and the husband,
crediting  the accusation, discards ber.

The building is
uow occupied by Dunnington and Mayer's
saloom, and probablyis not worth over §5,000,
so the price per foor for the
chunk of gilt-edzed real estate was
about $900. An effort was also made to pur-
chuse the lot by a syndicate which proposes
to erect a building on the site of the Academy
of Musie, and Mr. Dunoington has refused
$33,000 for the property, which included a
lease which bad two years to run.

Attempted Suicide.

MaxgaTo, Feb. 12.—Late last evening
Officer Kelly brought 2 man about thirty-five
yeuars of age to tbe city ball, who stated that
be wuas out of money and bad no pluce to
stay. He was given a cell and left to himse'f.
This morning when Officer Sheldon opened
the room he discovered the man upon the
foor lying in & pool of bis own blood, which
was Issuing from a fearful gash across his
throat. The man was still conscious and
stated that bhe bad done the deed
soon after daylight with a view of
ending bhis life. By his side on the
floor of the cell lay a common bone-handled
pocket kuife, the smaller blade, about two
and ove-half inches long, being opened and
covered with blood, indicated the instrument
he had employed. Examination showed
tbut he bad stabbed himself first in the left
side, about three inches below the heart, the
knife striking a rib, and had then cut a gash
four inches 1n length across his throat, just
missing the jugular vein and failing to sever
the windpipe. He was at once cared for and
Dr. E. J. Davis summoned, who dressed his
wounds, which he declares severe, but not
necessarily fatal. The most serious one is
the wound fn the side, the knife having pen-
+trated the lung, and blood being raised by
him quite frequently. Upon being ques-
tioned he gave his name a8 Lewis Cornwell,
and said that be came to Mankato from the
town of Avtriam, in Watonwan county,
twelve miles from Madelia, wlere his mother
and brother now reside, and that be bad a
sister in Mankato named Fuller, with wbhom
bis little g‘rl, uged ubout four years, was re-
siding. He also stated that be had been a
withess in a law suit at Sauk Centre,
Minnesota, against a family who
were  engaged in stealing wood,
which resulted in their conviction.
They had foillowed him ever since and threat-
ened to kill him till be thought he might as
well be dead as alive. During the day his
sister and her husband, W. H. Fuller, who
reside two miles from the city across the
river In Nicollet county, were sent for and
came promptly to bis side. They confirmed
all that the injured man bad sald. The little
girl, a brigbt little one, came with them, bat
did pot seem to realize the terrible state in
which her father was situated. The friends
of Coggwell said that he was a man of tewm-
perate habits, honest and respectabie, aod
that notbing but the coostant hounding of
the rascals whom he had testified against,
and who  had followed bim to
Watonwan county, had ever induced bim to
commit the deed. His wife dled at Sauk
Centre last spring, leaviug the little girl
mentioned. At the close of the day be re-
muined cousclous, though very weak, and
while not out of danger may recover unless
inflammation skould lotervene.
