Lord Beaconstluld once publicly declared
that he ruled mankind by 'despising It, and
his books, his speeches, and his actions com-
blue to prove that his cynicism was real, and
not merely assumed for occasional use.
Nothing more distinctly shows his habitual
tone of thought than the eontentu of a wnll-
thuuibcd little MS. vote-book, which a literary
friend of min^ has recently had the f;o.>d
fortune to light upon while overhauling a
a box of miscellaneous rubbish in a small
shop iv the neighborhood of Clare market,
Londou. This important "find" is a small
oblong liiiio vol. of 120 pa^es, bound iv
faded Russia and somewhat stained by damp.
Inside the cover is Disraeli's autograph; and
ninety-eight of the pas;es are closely written
over on both sides by the same hand. It is
difficult to assign a date to the MS. but I
should fancy, from internal evidence, that
the greater portion of it must have been set
down about the year 18S5. Every line of it is j
interesting and eminently characteristic of
the writer. It is clear, however, that the con-
tents of the note-book were not intended for
publication, at all events in their present
form, for Disraeli more than once In bis
books dwells upon the necessity that exists
for the man who desires to succeed to keep
on good terms with

THE FAIRER SEX,
and Itis perfectly certain that many of these
wittycynicisms are enough to set every wo-
man in the world in arms against their
author. ,

Iam permitted by my friend to transcribe
some of the more striking of the entries in
this unique commonplace book, and I pro-
pose in the present letter to collect those
which more particularly and p:>iutedly deal
with the ever attractive subject of woman.

A Court Scandal In Hungary.

Vienna Corr. London News.
A court scandal, which nearly resulted in

a duel, is the talk of all Vienna and Pesth
to-day.

Among the
early arrivals were Count and Countess Pau
Festeties, Jr., whose family name is familiar
in London Society.

But the lady followed him to his
new quarters, and eventually they were
joined in matrimony at Klansenberg by the
Helvetian rite.

Later on they went together to Rome and
were remarried there In the Catholic Church.
A reconciliation with the Count's family was
a'terwanls affected, and the Count and bis
wife resided in Pesth. On entering the ball-
room on Wednesday night they were c >olly
greeted by the ladies of the aristocracy, and
presently an official belonging to the Lord
Chamberlain's office came up to the Co mt to

ay that his wife had been invited by mis-
take, requesting him to take her home. The
Count, although naturally indignant at this
extrao dlnary" proceeding, retired accord-
ingly, but subsequently returned al >ne and
asked for an explanation. He was told that
the invitation which had been addressed t
wife was intended for another la ly of tie
family bearing the Fame Christum name.
Not satisfied with this excuse, he challenged
the official in question. This evening it Is
annouuc.d from Pesth that by order of the
Emperor the Lord Chamberlain has made a
suitable apology to the Count, and that the
affair will no further go.
