ORGANIZED LABOR.

The Briekinyer: and Masons of Minne-
upolis Organize a Branch of the
Tuternational Union,

In accordance with the notice given, the
bricklayers and  masons of the eity
met last night at 110 Washington ave-
nue south to organize Minnesota
Uuion, No. 2, of the International
Bricklagers’' and Masons’ union. G. A. La-
fayette, of St. Paul. was present by request,
and delivered an address upon the question
of labor organizations. He explained the
difference in the positions of the contractors
and the mechanics, and gave instapces. of
the power given to labor by organization.
He counseled arbitratiovn rather than coer-
| eion, ana said he had po objection to eapital,
but thoaght as capital is the fruit of labor
it sbould be subject to it, and labor
not subject  to  eapital. He also
dwelt upon the benefits derived from unions
in a disciplinary sense both in education and
skill. He stated that the St. Paul brick-
lurers. because of their organization, were
receiving from fifty to seventy-five cents
more per day than the bricklayers of Minne-
apolis. Mr. Lafayette is a very forcible and
iutelligent talker, and bis remarks were
ceived with approval.

REAL ESTATE RACKET.

The Boom in Minneapolis for 1885 Already
Strucelk: In.

Real estate continues lively despite the
cold snap of last week, although bad weather
retards reul estate just as it does other
b bes of busi The approach of the
building season, however, exerts too strong
an influsnce to allow even the weather to
bave a depressing effect. Tosum up the
situation in a few words: The real estate
market remains practically unchanged from its
condition of a week ago. The sales are
quite numerous, and constant inquiry indi-
cutes that a steady improvement can be
looked for. After Mareh 1 the boom will
set in and the real estate reviews which bave
heen rather uuninteresting reading during
the past three mouths will be looked for with
interest.

Some of the Important transfers recorded
in the office of the register of deeds last week
were the sales of part of block 61, original
plat: T. J. Buxtou to R. B. Langdon, .con-
sideration, $25,000; parts of lots 7 and 8,
block 54, orginal plat; 8. H. Mattison to R.
P. Dunnington, $26,000; part of block 100,
original plat: Minneapolis Mill company to
North Star Woeolen mills, $11,000

*‘You are a little early,”” said & prominent
architect to a GLOBE reporter yesterday, “‘in
asking for facts concerning this year's build-
ing prospects. We only bear rumors in
February as to what may be done.  People
are just beginning to'think of building, and
baven’t fully made up their minds. By March
or April they have decided eituer to build or
oot to build and then you can get something
like an accurate idea as to whuc is
going to be dome. All T can say
is that if one-half the schemes we heur of are
carried out it will be a very lively year
for building.

000. An eight-story block will go up on the
Academy of Music site probably. I expect
tosce R. B. Langdon put up a fine block
where that exeavation is next to the Kasota
block on Hennepin avenue: R. L. Stillman
will build one of the hapdsomest blocks in
the city on Fourth street. between Nicollet
and Hennepin avennes, five stories high,
67x155 feet, with a stone front, costing
£80,000."

“C. M. Cushman and Jacob Barge have
leased the loi beiween Harrison hall und the
luck-up, and by the terms of their contract
must have a building at least three stories
high erected thereon by July 1. Why, just
look ut First avenue south, at the corner of
Second street.  Geo. A. Brackett has let the
contract for a building to cost £53,000 on the
northeast corner; right opposite him a four-
story hotel is going up, to cost $14,000, in
the rear of which a four-story stone front
block, with forty feet front, is to be built.
Pomeroy, the saloon keeper, is to put up a
brick, at the cost of $15,000.
