Two Texas Desperadoes Mate a Bold At-
tempt to Escape.

Xni After Killing the Officer in Charge are
Both Mortally Wounded and Die.

| United States Marshal Hal Gosling were re-
ceived until too late to be available last

| night. A San Antonio special gives the
I following details of the tragedy: Marshal
I Gosling, accompanied by two of his trusted
i deputies, J. F. Manning aud J. L. Loving,
were conveying two United States
prisoners from Austin to San An-
tonio for safe keeping. The prisoners
were James Pitts and Charles Yeggar, who
have won notoriety <n Campusas and Burnet
counties as highwaymen and postoffice rob-
bers. The officers and their prisoners occu-
pied seats in the smokiue car on opposite
sides of the coach. The prisoners were se-
curely handcuffed together They were es-
corted by Mrs. E. A. Drum, grandmother

of Pitts, and Miss Rosa YeaErsrer,
a sister of one of the prisoners. The women
occupied seats in front of the prisoners, who
in turn were" escorted by four men occupy-
ingseats removed from them. The smok-
ing car was well tilled with passengers,
among whom were several cuttle men in a
flow of spirits. When the train pulled out
of San Maries the two women left the smoker,
carrying with them a leather Valise, into the
first secoud class coach adjoiuiuic. After a
short absence they returned to the smoker

I and occupied the same seats immediately in
i front of the prisoners. This manoeu't-er
! attracted tbe attention of Marshal Gosling
, and deputies, who eyed the prisoners closely
I until they became satisfied that
all was well. Tue prisoners and
women were quite affectionate in

I their demonstrations, but no more so thau
they had been before the manceuver men-
tioned. The first intimation that anything
wrong was goiutr on was the

SHARP REPORT OF A PISTOL.

• This was followed by a rapid discharge of
shots, which tilled the coach with a dense
smoke, in the rifts of which the prisoners
were Doticed to be moving toward tbe oprxisite
seats occupied by Gosling and his depnties.The
first shot evidently missed tbe marshal. He
was in the act of drawing a pistol, and while
riising to his feet, another shot rent the air
and simultaneously with the crack of the
gun the gallant marshal fell forward with hia
head into the aisle and his weapon drawn,
pinioning Deputy Manning for a time to
the seat. Before the deputy could
free himself from the body of his chief, he
received a ball iu the neck and one in the
shoulder. Clearing the seat Manniug took a
position in front of the door, to^ prevent the
escape of tbe prisoners by that exit. After
he hud fired every shot in his pistol he de-
liberately drew a pencil aud began to remove
tbe exploded shells from his six-shooter,
while the prisoners were

PEPPEKIXO AWAY AT HIM.

Deputy Loring backed to the rear door of
the car. tiring whenever a gtirapse of the
prisoners was to bo had through tbe
stuoke. Tli« prisoners poshe<l on
to the rear, forcing Loving . to
tbe platform of the sleeper, where the
deputy fired the last shot us the despera-
does

JCMPED FBOM T1TE TRAIN

while it was in full motion. As they struck
the ground, Col. May Held of Helena, Cams
county, who was in the lirst-class coach,
fired a wel-ldirected shot at the prisoners as
did Conductor George A. Fowler,
who was attracted by the
smoke to the firing. The prisoners
made off in a northerly direction up the lane
four miles north of Brownfels. Pitts was
presumed to be wounded, as Yeagger was
almost dragging him when they were last
Beau iu the taue. Tbe train, altera delay of
three or four seconds, was stopped. All was
confusion. The coach was filled with the
stencil of blood and powder lumes.
An investigation revealed that Marshal
Gosling was dead, lying on bis face on tin*
seat occupied by him before the firing. The
fatal ball took effect la the rear of hia head,
burying itself iu the bruin jnst back of Iho
forehead. Mrs. F. A. Drown, grandmother
of Pitts, was lyiug near almost dead. The
marshals 6hot h'.r in the stomach
and she was In great agony.
