CONTRACT PRISON LABOR.

ItForms the Theme of Discussion at a Muss
Meet! ng in the House Chamber.

Although there was not much of an at-
tendance, upon the part of senators and
representatives at the meeting for the discus-
sion of the convict, labor question in this
state, at the hull of representatives last even-
ing, yet the body of the house was thoroughly
tilled and the gallery overflowed, showing
that there -is a deep interest lelt on
this subject among the people. The meeting
was organized by the choice of E. R. Ilaroun
of St. Paul as chairman, who stated its ob-
jects and who called upon

O. a. LAFAYETTE
of St. Paul, who pronounced the whole sys-
tem of convict labor from end to end as
gross injustice to the working man and an
unwarrantable interference and competitor
with honest industry. He went on to show
how, in the erection of the First
National bauk building and the Hotel Ryan
in their interior woodwork, convict labor at
43 cents a day had come in competition
with the skilled labor of the St. Paul mech-
anic at $2 and 12.50 per day, and left the
former in idleness aud want. He questioned
the right of the state to permit this sort of
things which did not enrich the state treas-
ury a penny, and only inured to conserve
the interests and add to the wealth of private
individuals who were, not dependent upon
their own labor for support.

He held that the stale had no business to
treat criminals except as criminals, and to
seek to reform them; but their being taught
skilled trades and the products thereof being
put upon the markets at an under price was
but to let them injure the public in another
shape in as great a degree as it would be to
turn them loose on the community.

Ifthe system was to be continued the
good! made at Stillwater should be put
upon the market at the market
price; instead of convict labor being

farmed out to the contractors, it should be
put UDder the management of the warden
and hit assistants, and the entire revenue
thus accrue to the state, instead of patting
millions of surplus earnings Into the pockets
of those who hire the convicts to work them
on prison fare like slaves.

THIS COXVICT l.VHuil

was a crime against capital as well as indus-
try, for the two were allied to an extent that
money was the very life-blood of business.
It caused money to lie idle in the banks
and unemployed, while labor languished as
a result. Convict labor by contract should
be abolished, aud the labor of that class be
made to subserve the Interests of the me-
chanic and taxpayer, while methods should
be taken to reform criminal* in fact, as this
reformation is now only a thing of time.

K. H. BHADRICK

!of Minneapolis was then introduced, and
j said that the system of convict labor should
be made to subserve to the best
Interests of society, and in no form
should be suffered 10 exist longer than it
fulfilled that condition. The theory of jus-
tice in the incarceration of the. criminal was
the protection of society against the recur-
rence of the injury, the correction of the
criminal and his punishment. The method
of dealing with prisoners at Stillwater as now
existing was wrong and totally inconsistent.
It protects against one injury and indicts
another. A good-for-nothing, idle, shift-
less num. of no use to the commu-
nity and not a bread winner therein, com-
mits a crime and is sent to Stillwater, where
a weapon is placed in bis hands by which he
can injure men not 11fortunate enough to
have outraged the laws under which they
live. Before the convict law was repealed in
New York state,it was shown that under con-
tractors, prisoners were forced to harder
work than they could sustain under prison
fare, that they had no opportunity to appeal
from the severity of their masters, that they
were virtually owned by those who
hired them of the state, and that this usage
heated the load of hatred in their sou's
against society.

lliiwSlloll.n W1 KKKOItM TITE CI'.IMITfAI.?
Not by confinement in idleness, for idle-

ness was dangerous both inside and outside
of a prison. The state was bound to pro-
vide for the unfortunates in charitable Insti-
tutions and to incarcerate the criminals in
penal institutions, and be thought it the best
way to correct the latter by making them fill
the soil and work at aboemaking and tailor-
ing, so that they shall provide for the mate-
rial wants of the Inmates of the former in-
stitutions as well as themselves, instead of
pitting them .'it a wage of forty-three cents
against the skilled latorer whose wants de-
manded $2.50 per day.

Messing i:jste.id of a cursp to all rrvn.
Idleness was th>> worst of all Banish-
ments When enforced in a solltarv cell with
a guilty conscience for roopanlnwahip.

THE VOICE OF INDUSTRY \u25a0

in this matter must be heeded, for the enter-
ing wedge to destroy or perpetuate society is
labor. The industrial standard must be ele-
vated to make the people strong, and it must

not be yoked to either Ignorance or crime to
enervate it. Itwill not do to teach the child
that to live a life of labor be must spend bis
life in competition with crime, and lead it to
tifgin in the earlier years to look forward to
the grave as the only refuse from injustice.

To-morrow the legislators of this state,
which is the servant of the people and not
their masters, will In- sifted on a vote on this
subject, the only one asked for for the pro-
tection of mechanics; while the protection
of the farmer baa bain carefully cov»red.
The Interest of the farmer anil mechanic are
allied even in this matter, for. if the state
treasury now bad in it the fortunes wrunz
out ofconvict labor in this state by contract-
ors, the taxi* would be lowered in
a proportionate degree. The Industry
at tt.e penitentiary at Sllllwate'r
should no longer exist where its
contractors are coining dollars out of the
blood and sweat of the convirU to the injury
of the worklngmen all over ibis -state. There
was not a convention or a caucus held in
Minnesota that the hands of these contractors

was not in the pie after thHr plum. The
workiuzraen of the state all know this, but
would p> to the polls and vote to keep this
ring in existence. But the last straw wt<
getting on the camel's back when the children
of farmers wLose gMMriei were full Of
wheat wvre going barcfoottd in this
state and the children of skilled
laborers were crying for bread,
and the way to get even with this political
machine was to put down on record every
man in the prestnt legislature who voted
against the doing away with convict labor,
to pole against him in the future and to

travel miles to east that vote.
THE GOVERNMENT

had recognized labor and established a labor
bureau at Wasbicgt^n, and such bureaus
were established in sixteen of the states of
the Union. Itwas about time thai the North
Star state took a seat in this wagon, created
such a \u25a0M and put workibrnu-n Instead
of politicians at its bead.

Ifemployed to any amount, he. considered
injurious t:> workingmen of the state when
the products of their work were put on the
market to undersell outsiders.

A shrewd and novel device for replenish-

ing the exchequer was developed in this city
yesterday.

It was
one night some months after that the spotter,
who was in Montana, C"t on his train, a
fn-iuht, on which the orders prohibited pas-
teneers fromriding. Anderson did not say
aworltohim, until be reached a lonely
place near Albert L'-a, When there was not a
station on either side for near ten mites.
Then he stopped the train BndgßVC the spot-
ter* l"fJflT" a kick In the ditch, and took
the spotter lumself by the coat collar and
slung him after it. When he arrived at
Minneapolis he went to the superintendent
and .-aid:

"I fo-.ind a spotter on my train near Al-
bert Lea and I kicked him snd hi-- baggage
off, «nd vow I want to resign." The luper-
lendent looked up. r;-.t li<t pleased, and said
there was no necessity for resigning, as tWe
company was in need of such men. He was
traij-.ferrc-d to v passenger tram.

1rtfinn to Inj ivICarh Olhrr.
The war between the West Shore and the

New York Central roada bus resulted in the
publication of circulars and newspaper arti-
cles by each calculated to Injure the other,
and now the general superintendent of the

Railroad official Fay
that such action is unprecedented, and no
railroad has ever before sorted to the mean
of publishing accidents on other roads for
the purpose of gaining an advantage.
