France is said to
have a double standard, but she restricts
silver coinage. The amount of her silver
coinage has not been increased for years.
lam in favor of stopping the coinage of
silver. Ihope the new secretary of the treas-
ury willmaintain the present

GOLD STANDARD
and save the country from the disgrace of
doing business on a silver basis. Our credit
as a nation willbe seriously impaired ifwe
seek to pay the principal and in-
terest of our . debt in anything
else than gold. IfGov. Cleveland has pluck
to carry out his announced determination to
advocate the cessation of silver coinage be
willhave the support of honest, intelligent,
upright men everywhere without regard to
party.

and not a bit of a Green backer, and then
pass a law that silver either coined or in
stamped bullion should be a legal tender for
all debts under $100 or §50 at tbe market
price on the day of tender. The market price

willalways fluctuate just as with wheat and
corn. Myplan preserves the gold as a basis
of calculation, gives a full sufficiency of me-
dium of exchange and leaves with the
government the benefits and profits arising

from tbe destruction of currency in
process of circulation. Ipresume $50,000,-
-000 of the currency so far issued by this gov-
ernment willnever be redeemed. Itis fair
that since all benefit from an easy medium
of exchange all should alike benefit inits loss
or destruction."

The banks can get
along, but the poorer classes among whom
silver is now in circulation will be
the sufferers. It will be easy for persons
to buy up large quantities at a reduced value
and pay it out in small amounts toemployes,
who are unable to refuse to take it at its face
value. Silver really ought to take the place
of the one and two dollar bills, but the coun-

The tables were spread in tbe ele-
gant corridor, the beautiful ladies ordinary,
and the large and handsome room imme-
diately off from the corridor proper and
facing upon Hennepin avenue. The table
decorations were magnificent and artistic in
tbe highest degree, and tte capacity in the
aggregate was two hundred plates. As soon
as one set of guests bad finished snpper an -
other set quietly and systematically took the
places so made vacant. The menu cards
were in the latest and most artistic typo-
graphical style. The word menu was
embossed in gold and silver
letters of a rustic character, diagonally
across the left bad upper corner.

TABLE BEOORATIOS3.
Inthe corridor and next the parlors ex-

tended a long and elegant table gorgeously
decorated with rich' blooming flowers and
ivy and myrtle vines from end to end. Lit-
erally speaking each and every table was a
scene of beauty. The ornaments and "cen-
ter pieces" were of pastry and 'confection
composition, the handiwork of George Dern,
the chief, and Gustavo Sopper, the head
pastry cook, and they reflected unbounded
credit to the ingenuity^ skill and taste of
those artists. . The first ornament of
considerable dimensions which attracted tbe
eye of the guest upon entering the corridor
was a center-piece fullyAye feet iv height,
composed of confections. The base was a
miniature race track some twelve feet In cir-
cumference upon which were a dozen
thoroughbred coursers withcostumed jockeys
distributed the entire length of the track.
The inner paling represented a deer park,
filled with deer, plants and flowers made of
sweetmeats. The pedestal was of a square
shape and stood up in the center about two
feet and was a competent illustration of the
skillof the architect, and resembled in its
essential features the base of a fountain
profusely ornamented. At either corner
was a statue of a Hercules supporting the
crest. The "whole was surmounted by a
comical ornament of odd and novel
design, made' of lobsters ,and
trimmed and decorated with ivy vines and

The next piece was also a pyramid and

was particularly beautiful. Reoresentations
of cranes with upstretched beads and wide-
open .beaks ana divers ornamentations of
lilies and other blooming flowers.

One of"the most unique and beautiful
pieces was the aquarium, in which cunning
littlefishes were seen to swim about and dis-
port themselves, as though they realized the
occasion and appreciated the festivities.
The aquarium was surrounded by a hunting
park with wild game of all kinds, and the
sportive hunters shooting their prey on every
'side, partially secreted in representation
of' underbrush. The water is spanned
by an exquisitely designed arch, at either
comer of the supports of which swam a beau-
tiful, graceful white swan. The span or arch
was profusely and tastily decorated with arti-
ficial flowers made from confections.

There were on this table a large number of
pastry pyramids and ornaments of unique
design, ranged at proper distances, and of
various sizes, shapes and styles.

In the ladies' ordinary were spread nine-
teen tables, seating six and eight guests at
each. Inthe farther end of the corridor or
corner over the exchange, were four tables
seating twelve, one seating four and one
seating six. In room 222 were six tables,
seating from six to ten each.

Among the few volumes which he
found in the cabins of the illiterate families
by whichbe was surrounded were the Bible,
Bunyan's Pilgrim Progress, Wecms' Life of
Washington and the poems of Robert Burns.
These be read over and over again, until
they became as familiar as the alphabet.
There is hardly a speech or state paper of bis
In which allusions and illustrations taken
from tbe Bible do not appear. Burns he
could quote from end to end. Long after-
wards he wrotea most able lecture upon this,
perhaps next to Shakespeare, his favorite
poet. ;
