FUNNY SIXTH WARDERS.
They Hake Merry Over the Failure of the

Levee Bill.
The West Side Citizens' union was called

to order by its president at 8 o'clock last
evening.

The following resolution, offered by Mr.
Hall, was read:

Where.- s As itis a well-known fact that the
so-called lairsissippi river is no respecter of per-
sons, ami that in its annaal rise and overflow of

the flats and lowlands along its banks, the dan-
ger to life and property \*very great, and.

Whebkas, The matter has been a subject of

consideration by the authorities of the city, and
the *aid authorities have condemned and set
aside a strip of land along the riverfront 200 feet
in width, and have also given a fourth part

thereof to an indu-irial tsiaociation, namely, the

Jiinneeota & Northwestern Railroad company,

therefore be it
Resolved, That we, the directors of the West

Side union, do coidially and earnestly Indorse
the action of the said city authorities tbere<yi,

and that we would respectfully bute*i-n<.'stly urge

the said city authorities to at-* Immediate ac-
tion todisuse of the remainder of said eirip of •

land to otner industrial corporations us may be
anxious to secure it,upon the same terras and
condition:? as were accorded to said Minnesota ifc
Northwestern Railroad company, *nd while thus
protecting the live? a id p-operty of the public,
earn the thanks and everlasting gratitude of a
long MilTeringpeople, the entire levee being thus
deposed of Ina most just and satisfactory man-
ner.

Resolved, That itis the sense of this meeting
that the city authorities should immediately
cause to be constructed an eml-?nkment south
of the south line ofsaid levee, the cost thereof
to be p lid from the appropriations for the in-
creased (-alary of the city officials.

A motion was made and seconded to in-
dorse this somewhat ambiguous production,
but an amendment was thrown in to refer
to the sanitary committee to secure its in-
terment out of sight, which resulted in its
sudden burial.

HIGH WATER.
The committee to whom was referred the

communication of Judge Wood in reference
to the high price of water in this city re-
ported that as long as the Sixth ward is not
supplied with water we deem it unnecessary
toinvestigate the matter and would recom-
mend the whole thing bo laidon the table.
On motion the report of the committee was
adopted.

The amount in the treasury was reported
by the treasurer as $115.05.

Capt. Starkey arose and said the levee pro-
ject wan stone dead. He thought the mem-
bers of Its union should rejoice in its de-
cease, butitwas very evident the majority
did not. He said the union bad acted in
this matter in good faith and bad only wanted
to protect the ward so as to have the work go
on under tbe direction of the city oouncll.
Because there were no woodchucks in it for
the railroads the last bill drawn up had failed
to get through the legislature. The common
council bad power to grant all the privileges
on the levee that a legislative enactment
wouldhave given. All the Transfer com-
pany wanted legislation for was to use
it as capital for raising money
in the United States The
city attorney was his authority for saying that
the city council would let parties in on the
levee to Improve iton the same terras offered
to the Minnesota &Northwestern railway.

JfO SANITAKI REPORT.
Mr. McDonald called on the sanitary com-

mittee for a report, but Mr. Boles said it.had
taken no action, even to the extent of re-
moving an offending bog pen which had
been complained of. In answer to an in-
quiry by Mr. Erdmon about the Robert
street bridge, he was Informed that William
Dawson had been deputed a special messen-
ger by the mayor to lay the plans before the
secretary of war, and would leave for Wash-
ington for that purpose next Tuesday eve-
ning.
Mr. Bales proposed as an mend merit to the
by-laws of the union that do politics should
bo discussed in that body aud no endorse-
ments of c.indicates be permitted therein.
Laid over untilnext meeting. (.'apt. Starkey
then offered the following:

BeaolMd, That this union willat all times be
ready and willingto encourage any proposition
having firIts object the promotion and material
Interests of the Sixth ward, whenever the same
shall be otiered Ingood faith, and all matter* of
detail in relation to the same shall haw been
acted upon and agreed to by the common council
of the city.

Rtsottsd, That we appreciate root favorably
the efforts Of City Al'orncy V.urray in behalf of
the bast Interests of the Sixth ward, aad hereby
tender that gentleman our thanks for the interest
manifested by him in the Interests of the city in
ttie recent application of the West Side Union
Depot A Transfer company in relation 10 levee
construction.

Mr. Erdman did not believe in thus thank-
ing Mr. Murray, for he didn't think be had
done the ward any benefit in this matter. If
any 0O« was to be thank.-. I for killing the
transfer company project, It was
C. 1). (iiltillau who said that it
would take more than three weeks to decide
what the Sixth ward wanted iv the premises
when the subject was first presented to him
for consideration. It was he who had killed
Cock Rubin and no one else.

Mr. Boyd was agaiust this endorsement of
Mr.Murray, as be didn't want to make the
the union a laughing-stock. Why, the same
men who had got up In the unlou and In-
dorsed Mr. Stickney and his transfer COM-
pauv proposition In one meeting with a res-
olution which was carried unanimousiv, In
the next meeting go:up and repudiated him
and his scheme.

The roll was called and the resolutions
tabled, 14 to 3, and the union adjourned.

THE GRAIN INSIGHT.
Commissioner Young Computes the Amount

of Grain Left Over.
The following is a summary of the report

of State Statistical Agent H. H. Young . to

the United States Department of Agriculture,
as compiled from the statements of corre-
spondents from each county in Minnesota, to
ascertain approximately the consumption
and distribution of corn and wheat in the
state on the first of March, 18S5, and to show
whether they are greater or less than usual
this year, thus indicating the comparative
stocks on hand for future use. This investi-
gation is further made to furnish farmers
who have a surplus for sale to iudge what
should be the market value of their grains,
and to know whether to hold or sell a surplus
remaining on their hands, .. •

The returns from county correspondents

"

confirm what has been hitherto reported as
to the excellence of grain crops generally In
this state last year. In a limited district in
the central western part of the state a drouth
that prevailed last June injured the wheat
somewhat, and five correspondents, whose
reports apply to a territory covering twenty-
two townships, claim a less than average
yield. Complaints about low prices, in-
justice done by dealers and their agents in
grading and weighing, and discriminations
made by railway companies tending to pre-
vent competition Inbuying grain are bitter,
and generally indulged iv by correspondents.
The winter has been unusually, severe in
all parts of the state, extremely
low temperature having been ex-
perienced from Dec. 10 to near the close of
February, yet farm animals seem not to
have suffered any Incenvenience and are re-
ported to be in excellent condition almost
universally. Their consumption of forage,
however, was much greater than usual.
Owing to the low price of wheat it is the
current opinion that a much .less acreage
willbe sown this year than that given, while
the land devoted to corn and oats will be
much greater than last season, and a large
additional amount of capital willbe iuvested
in stock and indairying business.

Premium at New Orleans.

Seth H. Kenney, superintendent of the
amber cane exhibit of Minnesota at the New
Orleans exposition, writes the governor un
der date of March 2 that be has closed his
labors as such. He says the fact has been:
established by the exhibit and analyses made
that Minnesota furnishes the purest product
from amber cane of any state in the Union.
|This is conceded, be says, by the highest
|authorities in the several states on this pro- :
iduct. Mr. Kenney further states that be pro-
cured spoons and dishes and sampled the!
goods to thousands of the visitors who were

astonished that they were produced in Minne-
sota. The planters of the South as a class

!were the most .interested, one of these re-
marking that this exhibit of sugar and syrup
had more interest to him than 'all else in the
building, and another one said that ''for my
own eating Iwould rather have one gallon of
this syrup than ten of ours." Julia Ward
Howe,on tasting, said she was surprised at its
"maple flavor," and she surely ought to be
good authority. .:;;;;-;:;;;";>•;.:iT

The analysis on which the two 'grades of
Minnesota sugar received each a first pre-
mium was made by the Exposition chemist,
the inventor of grading this sugar, which
process is to do so much for the Northern
sugar industry, beiug J. F. Porter of Red
Wing. Mr. Kenney made samples of syrup
of fiftybarrels each, on one of which two
premiums were awarded, the first of forty
dollars, for the best barrel of syrup, and a
further premium of fiftydollars for the best
barrel of auy grade on exhibition. This was
the highest award over all syrups exhibited,
and the only barrel receiving two premiums.

Mr. Kenney, in conclusion, says he finds
our exhibit has drone very much for us with
practical men. One gentleman frpm Bos-
ton said he used to think Minnesota could
not grow corn, but now that it is actually
making sugar be knows that the state has
really a wonderful climate; while another
said he had ever bad doubts regarding the
future supply of sugar as a home' product,
but this Inventive genius of the Northwest
removes them all and convinces him that
this section of the country has solved this
most important question. 'I-:.

SWEDE HOLLOW-

ASwedish Physician Thinks it is Not so Bad
as itHas Been Painted- ,

Apropos of the discussion on the Swede
Hollow question, a reporter of the Globe
called upon Dr. Cassel yesterday, as being a
representative Swedish citizen, and one who
was likely to have some knowledge of the
actual condition of affairs in the much-talked-
about quarter. The doctor said that he had
more or less practice in the Hollow,and in his
:opinion the sanitary condition was not as bad
as represented. He found no malaria down
there, though there was typhoid fever. The
cases of typhoid fever which he had been
called upon to attend were confined princi-
pally to males who bad worked in other sections
during the day, and in the cases of those fe-
males suffering from this fever; be had
found that they were nearly all girls who
worked out and had returned to their friends
to be carea for while sick. None of the
women who were there continuously were af-
flicted with it. As typhoid fever is generally
attributed to impure water, this tended to

show that the germs of the disease had been
taken into the system elsewhere than in
the Hollow. In the cases of fever that he had
attended he had examined the water supply
and had found it pure. Tneir water came
from hillsides generally, was deep water and
not surface, aud it was not, in his opinion,
affected by drainage from the hilltops The
typhoid fever was not as bad in Swede Hol-
low as in other sections of the city to which
his professional observations extended, not-
ably along the lower Rosabel street section
and out towards Arlington. Notwithstanding
all this, the doctors did not want to
be understood as representing that the
sanitary situation in the hollows was
just what could be desired. In fact, he con-
siders the Ho.low dangerous in the event of
an outbreak of cholera in our midst. Chol-
era raged in the densely populated centers,
as, for instance, the crowded sections of the
far distant East, and its germs were rapidly
generated in a damp soil. Swede Hollow
was so damp that he had often seen the
interior of the bouses show evidences of it.
He had great difficulty in impressing, upon
those in whose bouses he had lound fever the
importance of ventilation. There were, he
should judge, from 1,000 to 1,100 Inhabit-
ants in the hollows, and If the cholera came
itmight be necessary to clean out the place
entirely.

TRAVEL TALKS-
D.R. Noyes Tells the nou3e of Hope Young

People About Cuba
The Young Men's council of the House of

nope church have been Laving au interest-
ing series of talks on travel by members of
the congregation and others. Last night the
fourth of these series of lectures was given
by Mr. D. R. Noyes, who took for his subject
A Trip to Cuba, and In a conversational way
took his fair sized audience with him from
the time of setting sail and gltddlng down
New York harbor to the period of his depar-

ture from tbe Island. The remarks were pre-
faced with a brief history ©f Cuba
and the city of Havana, • and after-
wards came a description of the harbor
of the city named, the pArKs, drives, build-
ings and social lifeof the inhabitants. The
vegetation, the great variety of fruits, the
foliage, and the different kinds of wood
grown In the island, were dwelt upon at
length. A visit to one of the great sugar
plantations was made, and found an inter-
esting part of the evening's entertainment.
Itmay be judged from an allusion made to
the consulate at Havana that the gentleman
has wot a very exalted opinion of the govern-
ment representatives in this department.
Mr. Noyes enlivened his descriptions by an
occasional anecdote and frequent humorous
allusions and incidents connected with
bis residence in the island of Cuba. Abrief
mention was made of that wonderful river
called the gulf stream aud short visits to
littleneighboring places of interest were also
referred to. A cane made from native wood
was exhibited, as were also pictures of vari-
ous places. At the close of Mr. Noyes re-
marks he was applauded, one of the young
men of the church arose and on behalf of
the council and the audience thanked him
for the agreeable evening entertainment be
had given them. A table loaded with
oranges in pyramid form was uncovered and
each invited to partake. Allretired with the
feeling tout a well-spent evening had been
passed. These Travel Talks will continue
indefinitely and there will soon follow a talk
to young men by one of the ladies of tbe
church, which will doubtless be ina humor-
ous vein.

MONTANA COPPER MIXES.
A Meeting Held in St. Paul to Consider* the

Advisability of Lowering: Miner's
Waies.

Trouble bus been experienced of late in
the Butte copper-mines ofMontana, In re-
gard to the wages paid furnace men and
laborers. Areduction was made In their
pay but the miners would not hear of it, and
the old wages were restored. To see what
was best to lie done and make future ar-
rangements, Mr. A. Lewisohn, president,
and Mr. S. Raunheim, vice president, of
the Moutana Copper company arrived
In the city yesterday from New York and had
a meeting with their Moutana general man-

ager, M. J. Mayer. Nothing was decided on,
but they think favorably of opening some
more mines In the territory providing satis-
factory arrangements can be made in regard
to wages.

Mr. Raunheim, when interviewed by a
Globe reporter said: "In1879 and 1880,

when the Butte mines were first opened, the
Northern Pacific road was not completed
within a distance of 280 miles
from the mines, and all the merchandise and
necessaries for a mining camp bad to be
carted from the terminus of the Northern'
Pacific by ox and cart to Butte at great ex-
pense. Everything at that time was high,
and

bad to be according. Good prices were paid

for copper, and there was a big demand in

the market for it, which equalized every-
thing, making the mines quite valuable to

us.V Afterthe Northern Pacific was completed
everything of daily need was lessened con-
siderably In price. * Furnace men were re-
ceiving $4 .50 per day and mining men it.
per day for ten hours work, and paid $8 per
week for their board, but as the price of
everything was lessened, they could afford to
work for much less, and lately we made a
proposition to the managers of other mines
to reduce wages 15 per cent., which they all
agreed to except the Anaconda mine mana-
ger, who would not join us in the action.

"Of course, unless the reduction was gen-
eral we could not do anything about It but
keep on paying the old wages. In the last
year or two the price of copper has fallen
from 24*-£ cents to 10 '\u25a0 \u25a0 'cents. Of course
we could shut down our mines, but if tbe
'price of copper falls to 9% cents the Butte
mines willhave to he shut down, for there is
no helD tor Butte unless a gen-

eral reduction in wages is made.
We have about 225 men employed and keep
12 calcining furnaces, 1blast furnace and 2
concentrating mill? inoperation.
