READING AND SPELLING.

The most important subject in our course
of study is reading. Good reading is
both a means to improvement in other
branches and an end to be attained worthy
of strenuous  effort. ‘Reading, spelling and
writing are the daily requirements of nearly
every one after school life is over, while
much that is learned in gchool is forgotten or
its use rarely ever called for. The first care of
our public s~hools then should be tosee to it
lhat its pupils are taught to read and spell
well

Rational methods should here be employed

and care taken that the instruction be given

with a proper understanding of the end to
be attained. The basis of reading, at least
as it should be taught in the pubiie schoois,

seems to me to be comprehension of thought.
Bilent reading is nothing butgaining thought
from the printed page, while oral reading
pdda to this comprehension, at sight, of an
author’'s meaning the expression of itin
such a way that a listever may in time un-

derstand. Artistic reading would, perhaps,

fnclude the appreciation of emotion and
feeling and its expression, but this side of
the subject has to do with the elocationist
and may be almost ignored in planning the
work of public schools, because, in the first
place, if pupils elearly understand what they
attempt to read, matters of expression will

Jargely take care of themseives, and in the
pecond place not one out of & bundred of our
pupils bas & taste for or will ever .bave any

occasion for other than what ay be called
intelligent reading. Any instruction
then in reading based upon imitation of |
the teacher's manner or that does not re-
cognize as the fundamental rule that pupils

wust bave the thought before they are called
upon to express it is not in accord with the
plan for teaching reading in our schools,

We begin in the lowest grade with the
word unit, and teach word by word,

coml is into short sentenees, uuntil
pupils have acquired a vocabulary, and theo
teach them to find out new words by means

of known sounds of letters which are associ-
ated 1 the printed characters. The school
reader is then taken and a sharp distinetion
made between laboriously calling the words |
in succession and reading.

bold the whole attention of the pupils.
Chiidren in connection with their reading
should be given a glimpse into the realm of
literature and bé taught how to avail them-
selves of the stores of knowledge contained
in books. The use of the cheap editions of
classies for children known as the Riverside
series and others authorized by the Board in
reading classes in the higher grades, and
the supplementary readers for the lower
grades, are in the line of forming a correct
literary taste for our pupils.

The public library, which should be the ef-
ficient co-worker of the public schools in
this matter,bas been made available to pupils
by the preparation of small finding lists
giving the title and shelf number of
every book in the library giving any light to
pupils upon the subject of their studies.
These, with courses of reading, for pupils of
different ages, soon to be prepared, are
intended to serve as guides to the res
sources of the library in departments of
greater literary werit than those of sen-
sutional literature, boys’ stories or tales of
adventure.

The aims thus of our instruction in read-
ing are to make pupils able to read intel-
lizently, making the expression largely de-
pendent upon the interpretation of the
thought apd the cultivation of a love of good
reading. In the High school,although more
attention is given to expression of thought
and feeling than in the lower grades, yet
even here the intellectual side of reading is
recognized as the important one, and no at-
tempt is made to secure an artificial training
in what is known in some schools as ‘‘elo-
cution.”

In teaching our pupils to spell we recog-
nize that they will be called upon in after
life to spell only as they write. In fact writ-
ing is spelling and the naming of the let-
ters in their order is telling bow to spell.  In
all our schools, even in the lowest grade, in-
struction in spelling appealssolely 10 the eye
and its exercises are all written. Spellingisalso
taught in connection with the use, meaning
and proounciation of words. Lists of words
unsuited to the voeabulary of pupils are not
presented to them for study. Arbitrary
efforts to memorize the order of the letters of
certain words which might as well be Choe-
taw as English for all that pupils know of
their meauing are not demanded. The laws
of associution are emploved to assist the
memory and the words used are the signs of
familiar ideas with which spelling is to be
associated. The use of the spelling book is
continued, but not as furnisbing lists of un-
known words. Those not within the proper
scope of the instruction of the several grades
are omitted and words misspelled in written
work of the otber branches are added, and in
all cases words are given meaning and their
use shown as a means of improvement in
spelling.
