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GREAT CITIES.

Their Growthand Progress Inthe Old World
and the New.

London— Paris—New York—Advance of

Population During the Century.

Notwithstanding the circumstantial ac-

counts that have been handed down from
past age3in regard to the enormous size and
large population of the great cities of an-

tiquity, there need not be any hesitation in
asserting that there were never before co

many large cities in the world as there are at

present. If Rome in the time of the Em-
peror Claudius had, as is nlleged, nearly

seven millions of inhabitants, it is remarka-
ble that for more than a thousand years after
the fallof tbat great city there was no city in

Europe with so many as 1,000,000 people.
Indeed, at the beginning of the present
century there was no city in Europe with that
number of inhabitants, the most
populous being London with 8(55,-

--000 persons. There are now

live European cities with upward of a million
inhabitants, the first two of which contain, in
the asgregate, 7,000,000 persons. In Amer-
ica, at tue beginning of the century, there
were no cities that would now be regarded a&

moretlian fourth class towns; the population
of New York was about CO,OOO. Atthe last
census there were twenty-six cities in the
United States which exceeded that figure.

London stands easily at the head of all
modern cities, jet it has added five times as
much to its population during the present
century as itdid during the previous thou-
sand years. There is a difficultyabout stat-
ing the exact population j\fLondon, because
England's metropolis ,i*v>ot a city in the or-
dinary sense, but aaftnfgregation of towns,

an ever spreading r \u0084i.rgrowu aggregate of
bouses and streelb, <s^uien is constantly in-
vading new territory aud covering it with
buildings. Thus the old city of London had
at the last census but 50,526 inhabitants.
London, within the registrar general's tables
of mortulity, had 3,514,571 people; the Lon-
don School Board district had 3,832,441
people, while the London of the metropolitan
and Citypolice districts had 4.704. 312 inhabit-
ants, nearly as many as tue whole state ofNew
York. Tlie latter figure may be taken as
the proper population of London, regarded
is a community. Its increase during the
previous ten yean was feSU.OOO, or at tue rate
uf 23 per cent. It is easy to figure up what
the continuance of such a rate of iucrease
would linaliy lead to. Itwould give London
»t the next census nearly six millions of iu-
babitunts and at the next succeeding one
7,250,000. Of course this rate of increase
may not be maintained, but that is a matter
a which no oue can speak with certainty.
Wli.-u Londou had but 2,000,000 inhabitants
everyone said tLal this wonderful growth
must soon stop; but since then London lias
been growing faster than ever and with tlie
viirorofa young Western town. There, if
anywhere, willbe solved the problem as to
how many people can exist in one great city.

I'aris, once well abreast of London in pop-
ulation, now takes second place and will
have to Lro down to tLird before many de-
i-inles. Itfl population at the last census was
2,269,000, it having Increased abe»ut 570,000
during the previous twenty years. Its rate of
Increase la therefore comparatively slow, and
as the population of Frauce is nearly sta-
tionary, it iniii-t necessarily be slow in the
future.

New York is now the third of the great
cities of the world, leaving out of considera-
tion the cities of China, of whose population
there is no reliable enumeration. The posi-
tion of New York as the mart of a vast conti-
nent is unequaled, but the narrowness of
Manhattan Island and the inferior facilities
'\u25a0•r rapid transit prior to the era ofelevated
railways have been against it. Its popula-
tion of L,206,000 at the last census should
Lave crown to 1,550,000 at the next census,
and to 2,000,000 at the succeeding on.-. If
the population of New York was reckoned on
the game basis as that of London it would
take in Brooklyn, Jersey City and a number

:of small adjacent towns, with a united popu-
lation at the last census of 2,250,000. Ttie
aggregated community' thus indicated is
growing at the rate of 80 per cent, every ten
years, -'> that the total population gathered
here at the next census willbe nearly 8,000,-
--OUO, ami at. the following census nearly

•4,000,000. The population of Brooklyn is
increasing more rapidly than that of New
York,its Increase being at the rate of50 per
cent between ISOO and 1870, and 43 per
rent, between 1870 ami 1880, against 17 and
28 per cent, for the same decades for New
York. Of course, if these relative rates of
increase should be maintained itwould only

be a question of time when Brooklyn would
be the larger city of the two.

At the last census there were in Great
Britain and Ireland twenty-seven cilie9 and
towns with upward of100,000 inhabitants, an
increase of seven over the number at the
previous census. In the United States there
were at the last census eighteen cities and
towns withupward of 100,000 Inhabitants,
an Increase of four ova? the previous census.
No otber country In Europe had so many
cities of that sire as we can show; Germany
bad fourteen; France ten. Austria-Hungary
five ami Russia nine; British India has
eighteen cities with 100,000 habitant! and
upward. Itis certainly remarkable that this
young republic should be in \u25a0 mM of such
countries as France, Germany aud Austria,
with respect to large cities, and so close upou
the beela of England, which, however, still
retains a erxxi lead and some of who»e
younger towns arc extremely vigorous In
tueir crowth. Oldham may be taken as a
striking example of this class, it having
nearly doubled its population in ten years,
the increase being from $2,000 to 152.000.
There are SIM or four cities in England
which tn»y be expected to reach 100,000 by
tlse next census, and probably the same
cumber in this country; but at the census
of 1900 twenty or thirty of our cities will
reach this figure^ and then we will lead all
biher nations of the world in the number of
cur large cities, although Great Britain Bay

ROBBING THE BANK OF ENGLAND.

j How the World's Richest Depository Was Vic-
timized for Half a Million.

Chambers' Journal.
The largest great fraud by which the Bank

of England has been a sufferer was that of
Austin Bidwell and his accomplices. On the
18th of April, 1872, Bidweil called upon a

tailor named Green inSavilerow, and, under
the assumed name of Warren, gave him a
handsome order. On May 4 he pai 1 Mr.
Green another visit. He was then professedly
on his way to Ireland, and, having about him
a laree sum of money, asked Green U> take
charge of itduring his absence.

Green hesitated to lake the responsibility,
but remarked that the branch Bank of Eng-
land was in Burlington Gardens, close by,

iaud offered to introduce Warren there. This
was dune and Warren opened an account by
a deposit of £1,200. He gave his name as
"Frederick Albert Warren" and his address as

iGolden Cross hotel. He paid in and drew
jout moneys to a considerable amount aud

J shortly began to offer bills for discouut.
IThey tore the best of names and were dis-

counted without hesitation. On the 17th ox
June, 1873, a billof Rothschilu for £4,500
was offered and was discounted in due
course. Hayine thus gained by transactions
ingenuine bills the confidence of the bank-
ing authorities, the supposed Warren com-
menced operations of another kind. Bills
came in thick and fast for discount, still
bearing the same first-class names

—
Rotb-

schild, Blydenstein, Suse, Sibeth, etc., but
they were now cleverly executed forgeries.

Tbe bank continued to discount without
suspicion. Naturally, however, itpaid in its
own notes, of which the numbers were re-
corded, and which, when it was discovered
that the bills were forged, would be uifficult
to realize. Biuwell in order to dispose of
these, and todiminish the chance of identifi-
cation, opened an account in another name
(norton; at the Continental bauk. Here he
paid in the notes received from the Bank of
England, taking French and German money
in exchange, Hills

—
under the name of

Xoyes
—

actins a3 bis clerk. Sometimes, by
way of variety, Hills changed notes into

|gold at the Bank of England itself, alleging
that the coin was for export; but the gold so
obtained was brought back again by Mac-
dnnuell and exchanged for fresh notes,
which, thus obtained, would have no obvious
connection with the original fraud.

George Bidwell undertook what may be
called tbe manufacturing department,
namely, the preparation of the plates and
the printing of the bill forms for the forger-
ies. By thus dividing their labors and
working each in a diitinct department of
the fraud the gang hoped to evade
discovery until they had made wuat
they regarded as a sufficient haul, when
they would doubtless have retired to foreign
(.•limes to enjoy tbe fruits of their labors.
How much further they would have gone
it is impossible to ?ny, for they had already
offt-red forged bills to the amount of £102,-
--217 19s. 7«L when a happy oversight led to

their detection. Two bills for £1,000 each
professedly accepted by Messrs. Blydenstein
and payable three mouth after "sight" were
not "lighted"

—
that i», the date of accept-

auce was Bot inserted. A clerk of the bank
was scut to Messrs. Blydenstein's to get the
omission rectiried and was met by the
startling information that the bills were
forgcrtes. With some little trouble the whole
of t!te gun<r wi.re arrested and after a trial
lasting eight dnys w^rr convicted and sen-
tenced to penal servitude.
