CANTIENY AGAIN.

j:;Jorts to Secure His Liberty on Bail
Fruitless Thus Far.

Yesterday morning John G. Woolley,attor-
ney for Antony Cantieny, convicted of man-

slaughter iv the second degree, presented to

Judge Koon in the district court an order
the supreme court signed by Judge

Dickinson, which ordered a stay of sentence
until the motion for a new trial is made in
th supreme court, and remanding the ques-
tion of Cantieny's admission to bail to the
district court. The application for bail was
deuiei. In the afternoon Mr. Woolley ap-
peared with another order from the supreme
court in which the fact was r -cited that a

for iinew trial is pending and grant-
ing iistay of execution, the defendant to

il for his appearance in the mean-
time, which should be approved by tbe dis-
trict court. Judge Koon did not construe

ibis to bean order admitting Cantieny to bail
and again refused the application after con-
sultation withJudges Lochren and Young.

Mr. Woolley again went to St. Paul, to se-
cure an explicit order, with what success re-
mains to be. seen. There has been no clash
between the district and supreme courts as
has been stated. The district court has
simply decided tbat as long as the matter is
left to its discretion Cantieny will not
be admitted to bail. If the euprerne court
orders that he be admitted to bail its man-
date willbe respected, but the order to that
effect must be direct, and relieve the district
court of any responsibility.

She appeared
weak and feeble, and when asked by Judge
Koon if she had anything to say why the
sentence of the law should not be passed,
burst into tears, protesting her innocence
and alluding to the mysterious Smith aft the
author of her misfortunes. The judge said
he would sentence her to three years in the
penitentiary, which was not the fulllimit of
the law, aud intimated that he considered
that the whole truth about the case had
not been brought out. For this reason he
was disposed to show her clemency.

The prisoner was taken to Stillwater at 1
o'clock by Sheriff Brackett.

THE REFUSAL TO CONFER

Creates Considerable Discussion
—

Mr. Mc-
Xair Declines to lie a Candidate.

The action of the Democratic convention
in refusing to confer with the Republican to
select a non-partisan ticket for park com-
missioners and school directors has provoked
a great variety of comment about the city.
Leading Democrats are divided in their opin-
ions, and the action is in turn loudly ap-
plauded and vigorously denounced. The
charge is made quite generally that the Re-
publicans snub the Democrats in such con-

ferences aud ignore their claims in making

lup tickets in a way that amounts to insult,
and that the "non-partisan" results ivschool
affairs are a delusion and a snare. There

Iare others, however, headed by men like J.
W. Lawrence and Isaac McNair. who say the
Republicans have treated them fairly and
who are utterly opposed to partisan nomina-
tions. With many Democrats itis a matter
of independence which they claim inspires
them, and that the time has come for them
tomake a square stand and a party tight.

M'XAIR DECLINES'.
Isaac McNair, who was nominated for the

school board, willnot consent to stand. He
left the convention before the committee re-
ported his name and knew nothing of it
untilhe saw itin yesterday's Globe. He at
once dispatched a letter to Chairman Matthew
Walsh, declining to be a candidate. To a
Globe reporter he said: "Ivoted against the
proposition to moke partisau nominations
for the school board, and of course Iwillnot
stand. lam opposed to that system and
cannot countenance itby becoming a candi-
date. Iwas not in the convention when I
was nominated. Ishould have declined at
the time." This, he says, is imperative, and
now the convention must name a man in
his stead. Mr. McNair stands high among
his friends and among business men gen-
erally and would have made a strong candi-
date."

A TELEGRAPH SCHEME.

TJte Baltimore C Ohio to Come to the
North trent ns a Xetv Competing Line.

The Market R'-cord has'caught on to a tele-
graph scheme of interest. Itsays:

Arrangements have been made to build a
new telegraph iine into Minneapolis and St.
Paul this summer. The Baltimore &Ohio
Telegraph company has never been satisfied
with its failure to tret control of the line built
a year ago for the bankers and merchants,
from Chicago to Minneapolis, by a Min-
neapolis construction eompauy. Whr-n the
Hue was completed the Bankers <fe Mer-
chants was passing through serious financial
embarrassments, aud being unable to take
the line aud pay for ittiie construction com-
pany having the line on band aud with no
v-><- for it,offered it to the Baltimore «fc Ohio
and to the Western Union. Bids were re-
ceived from both, and the Western Union
being the more favorable, and that company
pressing for an answer, its bid was accepted
and the line turned over to its control, thus
saddling upon Minneapolis a continuation of
telegraph monopoly. The Baltimore <k Ohio
has ever since been restive with being

shut out of this city and St.
Paul. A few weeks ago the
Baltimore «fe Ohio made plans and
specifications for the construction of a line
from Chicago to Minneapolis aud St Paul
nnd invited bids privately. These invitations
for bids have been responded to by parties
from different sections and are now under
consideration at the headquarters of the Bal-
timore &Ohio company. That company's
practice is to build its own lines, aud tiie
probability is that the bids will be rejected,
and that the Baltimore &Ohio willbegin the
eoustruetiou at au early date, doing the work
with its own force, though this point is not
fully settled. The company has an agent on
the road n<>w to look up right-of-way matters,

and a Mr. Nye, formerly manager of the
Southern Minnesota line, it is said, is to be
in some way connected with this work.

NELSON NOMINATED

Bt/ Acclamation, by th« Democrats of the
Second Ward.

The Democrats of the Second ward, by ac-
clamation, and without a dissentiug voice,
last night nominated B. F. Nelson as their
candidate for alderman. The caucus was
held at the Cataract engine house and was
very largely atrended. Witnbrop Young was
chairman and Leon Baier, secretary. It re-
quired but a few moments to complete tbe
work. Tue name of B. F. Nelson was placed
before the caucus by Jacob Becker, and he
was nominated by acclamation. Mr. Nelson
is the senior member of the tirm of Nelsou.
Tenny & Co., is a straightforward,
conservative Democrat and has already
served the city iv the capacity of
alderman. The Second ward is ordinarily
heavily Republican, but such is the dissatis-
faction among that party with Gillette and
his methods that it is thought a sufficient
number of them willrally around the Nelson
standard to scud a Democrat to the council.

An interested witness of the caucus was
Mr.Gillette himself. To the Globe envoy he
said: "Yes, lam the candidate. Icarried
the nomination by fair means, and will stay
there. The best Republicans in the ward are
with me in this fight, and by their help Iex-
pect to be elected."

The nomination of Mr. Nelson completes
the Democratic aldermanic ticket in the
city. Itis an admittedly strong one, and in
certain wards exceptionally so.

A gentleman connected with Yale college

writes to us, apropos of the norn ination of

Prof. PhelDS to be minister to Great Britain:
"Last year Mr. Ambrose Tigbe organized a
series of lectures on contemporary ques-
tions, to be given before the undergradu-

ates, allowing each lecturer free choice of
subject. Prof. Phelps at the very first se-
lected as his subject 'Independence InPoli-
tics,' and delivered a rousing speech, taking
the highest ground as to the superior claims
of the character of the candidate over the
claims of the party. This was a year ago,
before Blame's nomination was made but
dining the campaign was remembered here
by many of the young men who had votes.
He is also a free-trader of very pronounced
type. When he first came here, he was lec-
turing one day to the seniors on some law
points connected with the formation of the
constitution.

To the Board of Fire Commissioners:

Gentlemen: Pursuant to your order I
have taken the testimony iv the investiga-
tion ordered by you on the 23d inst. based
on the communications of City Attorney
Murray and Chairman Otis of the City Coun-
cil Committee on Fire Department in refer-
ence to the use of the Fire Department tele-
phones by the city policemen and other
officials.

Twenty-one persons were examined, their
statements taken and reduced to writing
and are herewith submitted for your exami-
nation and further disposition.
Isaw the witnesses as examined and could

judge somewhat of the personal feeling
which might exist and influence a person in
giving testimony.
Ifound nothing in the testimony which

makes me believe that there is any great
lack of harmony between the members of
the Police and the Fire Departments detri-
mental to the public service.

There have evidently been cases of
"jawiug" or disputing with each other,
which is reprehensible and should be stopped
ifpossible and before itbecomes chrouic.

Inmy opinion a few moments conference
between the Chief of Police aud the Chief of
Fire Department would have set matters all
ri-rht and avoided any further trouble and
there would nothing occur in either depart-
ment but what they could easily settle.
Ithink that these matters should be set-

tled by the Chiefs and not made the subject
of public investigation, such investigations
generally leaving the public and the officials
iv doubt as to who is exactly to blame and iv
most cases only making matters worse.

Inmy view of the evidence, Cand which
evidence you willcarefully review.)Ithink a
misunderstanding has existed in regard to
this public telephone service amoug the
men, as wellas among officials, which should
be corrected at once, and Iherewith submit
the following resolutions for your considera-
tion. Respectfully submitted,

F. R. Delano, President.
WHEREAS, The lire alarm and telephone

system of the city has been constructed and
is maintained at a large expense foi the
special use of the Fire aud Police Departments
and other city officers, and for the general
public benefit, and the same should be ope-
rated at all hours of the day and night. That
due allowance and special consideration
should be made by all concerned In listening
to the talcs of discharged men from either
department, aud the publicity of all com-
plaints should be discouraged iv every possi-
ble manner until said complaints are prop-
erly investigated, to the end that the greatest
degree of harmony shall exiot between the
officers aud men of the Police and Fire De-
partments, which harmonious uetion is so
important for tbe public interest. To accom-
plish this result be it

Huobtd, First—Tbat the Chief of Fire
Department make such rules as are neces-
sary for the sending of telephone messages
by policemen and other officials and cause
the same to be printed in large plain type,
and post the same iv each engine house and
office where a tire alarm 'phone is used, aud
the captain of :my company or person in
charge of an office shall only use and willbe
held responsible for tbe proper use of the
same according to the rules so posted.

Second— That the Chief of Police is
hereby requested to inform the Chief of Fire
Department in writing as to how he wishes
to have the policemen recognized and their
messages sent through the fire alarm 'phones
without delay.

Third
—

That any complaint for any action
detrimental to the public service by the em-
ployes of the Police or Fire Department
should be made in writing to the Chief of
the Department whose employe shall make
such complaint, and the subject matter of
tbe complaint should be settled and decided
by the said Chiefs upon mutual and har-
monious consultation, ifpossible, and if they
cannot agree then the matter shall be referred
to the next higher authority, to-wit: The
Mayor as head of the Police Department or
the Fire Commissioners as head of the Fire
Department for their action thereon.

Fourth
—

That no connections of wires or
instruments shall be made by any person
with the Fire Department wires and instru-
ments for any purpose whatever, except by
consent of, and under the personal direction
of the Fire Department Superintendent of
Fire Alarm, and when any instrument or
machine so connected is not in proper work-
ing order immediate notice of same should
be given to said Superintendent.

On motion,report and resolutions adopted,
an d copy ofreport and resolution » be forwarded
to City Attorney. Chairman Committee on
Fire Department of City Council and Chief
of Police.
