While the aggregate sales of our wholesale
dealers are fully up to those of last year the
trade of the city seems to be a little backward,
while no one seems to be able to give a very sat-
isfactory reason for it. We are gratified to note
a decided improvement in the dry goods trade
during the past week. Quite a considerable
number of buyers were in the market and their
purchases were moderately large.  Assortments
selected were general, all kinds of goods receiv-
ing more or less attention. The order demand
was active, all sections tributary to the market
being heard from aud their contributions were in
the aggregate large. Unless th2 snowstorm
which has just visited the Northwest should pest-
pone operations the coming week gives promise
«f being the largest of the season. Stocks are
now very complete, the assortments in all lines
shown by our wholesale houses  ex-
celling in variety and beauty the
efforts of previous seasons. No better evidence
of the growth and development of the Northwest,
not only in population buat also in weualth and
cunlture, can ve obtained than by an examina-
tion of the stocks now carried by our wholesale
dry goods merchants. Where a few years since
only the strictly staple cheap fabrics, saitable to
a poor, frontier demand, were to be seen, now
can be found fine lines of dress fabrics,woolens,
fine hosiery, underwoar, shawls, sacks and the
many numerous fancy ite.as dear to every refined

lady’s  heart. The richness and taste
evinced in  the collection of  these
stocks rival those of the oldest Eastern cities,

and is the natural outgrowth of the demands
upon our wholesale merchants for a higher grade
and quality of goods. To our notion it must be
some attraction outside of prices and assort-
ments that wonld cause & country merchantto
pass this market in favor of any further Last,
and the fact that the uumber that go further
East every year grows less is the best evidence
that the efforts of our merchants to make this
the mariet of the Northwest are appreciated.
Prices are without any material change. Cheviots
are in very active demand with further advances
in outside brands. The drug market is fairly
active and sales are in advance of last
year’'s sales at this time, but collections are a lit-
tle backward. Bromine and its preparations have
advanced. Quinine is unprecedentedly low.
Clover seced and timothy seed are held at ad-
vanced prices for' clean seed. Second quality
can be bought always at cut prices. The sale of
field sced is larger this year than ever betore.
The sale of sulphur and blue vitriol is also
larger than any other year's sales. Messrs.
Noyes Bros. & Cutler report 150 orders in hand
yesterday from Minnesota, Jowa and Western
Dakota, Montana and Washington territory.
Some changes have taken place in quotations of
groceries, Currants, Turkish prunes and Valen-
cia raisins have declined !gc. Some grades of
sugar have also declined. Powdered, granulated
and standard have falien off gc. Business,
though good and fiflly up to that of the same

season last year, is mnot quite what
our dealers expected. Thers seems to be a
kind of backwuarduess, both in sales

and in collections that was not expected. There
is a kind of lacking in energy not heretofore ex-
perienced. Usually the grocery trade is the
first and strongest to take hold of the spring
business. The lumber trade still suffers from
the arbitrary rate established southwest of
Omaha by the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy and
the Rock Island roads, which virtually shuts the
Northwest out from all business in that regZion.
Though this is not a vital blow to the lumber in-
terests of the Northwest itisa very injurious
one. Omne year ago nine-tenths of the lumber
shipped from this locality was shipped to points
south and southwest of Omaha. Under
the present arrangement we cannot ship
any atall there. 1In other respects the lumber
business is active, with & good demand for all
descriptions, Hardware is very auctive, and col-
lections fair. Roofing has declined to $11.50.
There iz little to add to the statementof the situ-
ation a= given inour review of the generai aspect
of the market in our last issue. A numberof
manufacturers in special lines report that they
are doing a satisfactory trade, but the complaint
is quite general that busiress is light und nun-
remunerative. The continuance of cold weather
has been frequently referred to as having a re-
pressing effect upon trade, but when the zeason
is fully opened it is expected that business will
show a decided improvement. There are not
many important changes to be noted, but the
market does not show that firmuess which it was
hoped might characterize it at this time. The
spring demand for barbed wire hag not yet set in
in this market, althonzh a better inquiry is re-
ported from the South and prices are firmer.
Boots and shoes are without change, the ac-
tivity in this line continuing right along rega-
larly. Leather is fairly active with prices un-
changed. Finished ironand ‘steel is active, and
there is a good demand for wiagon builders’ and
wheelwrights' materials. This market is firm-
ing up though no advance has yet been made.

During the preceding
week May wheat at Chicago, with the exception
of oue day, did not touch 80c¢, running along
during the whole weck about 79!4c, and was
consequently regarded as steady, and closed on
Tuesday night, the 24th, at 79%c. Last Wednes-
day, the 25th, it advanced to 81%e, and during
the last part of the week it steadily advanced
till on Saturday it reached 8213c. Monday it
dropped back to 803c, and yesterday it reached

These flgures governed the markets in St.Panl,
Dulath and Minneapolis, and altogether it has
been a week that in all respecis was unsatisfac-
tory. In St, Panl the mills that bave heretofore
depenied upon street deliveries for most of the
wheat used have obtained very little indeed from
that source and have been forced to go into the
elevator for what they wamt. The roads still
continue in such poor condition that the farmers
cennot get into town. The receipts by rail
during the weck, at the elevators have been
11,362 bushels wheat while the shipments were
19,309 bushels. Wheat in store forthe month was
3,059,481 bushels.

The movement of No. 1 wheat is generaily
sgid to have been free and millers generally are
well supplied. There is no corn in the elevators
and but very few oats and while the receipts
of oats have mnot been large quotations
have not materially eadvanced. the demand
not being very urgent, and dealers knowing
where they could get all they might want to ar-
rive. Barley has been growing in demand and
vesterday was quoted at 62c. Feed has been
very steady, but within the last few days has
firmed up a good deal with some advance. Corn
meal also within the last day or two advanced.
Bran is firmer. Hay has been 1n good demand.
Butter is without material change from the pre-
vioua week, except that the commission men
have succeeded in getting freec from some of
the surplus stocks that have annoyed them for
so long a time. There is still an immense stock
of it on hand and there is little use for
country merchants to send ftocks forward
to market  while this condition con-
tinues. There is no room; for any more and but
very little sale for what there is in the market.
In cheese there is a fair trade, which is confined
principaily to flat cheese of the better grades.
Eggs are coming in more abuncdantly than ever,
and consequently the price is being reduced.
Poultry still remains firm with a supply equal to
the demand, and may therefore be regarded as
steady. Mess pork has been fluctuating a good
deal and declined from $13.50 to $12.75, but yes-
terday it came up again to $13. Bacon and lard
without change. Flour is steady. Dres:ed
meats are steady. Furs, hides and tallow with-
out change.
