fallingoff was due solely to lack of interest
as there was none of the Ted heat of a year
ago. The city no doubt can poll2,000 votes
with a little strain.

The vote last week to divide the county of
Emmons and make the new county of Wi-
nona, lor the benefit of a town of that name

was defeated by a tic vote, 157 to 157.
George W. Stone, a leading officer of the

G. A. K.of Michigan has reached Mcintosh,
one of the newest counties in the Bismarck
region, with twenty families, the advance of
a large colony from Michigan.

Minneapolis parties are arranging to build
a two hundred-barrel mill at Mandan this
season. Mandan is likely to grow quite
largely this year.

The late election in Fargo shows that nom-
inations in conventions and caucuses hare
about the same value as the average petition
of the office seeker. One man had the peti-
tion of 500 voters, as alleged, out of less
than 1,500, to run for mayor, with three can-
didates in the field, and yet pulled out after
accepting, because be did not believe half of
the men who signed his petition would vote
for him. He knew something about popular
petitions. Mr. Johnson, who was elected
mayor by 278 majority, had no nomination
from any public gathering, although some
sort of a convention was held in the minds
of a fewmen who touch popular wires. Mr.
Reddich, who was the nominee of the Demo-
cratic club, and for a new man he made a
line run. His vote was a high personal com-
pliment. Judge Connell was on all the reg-
ular tickets for police judge and had the sup-
port of all the papers, and yet a bright
young lawyer whose gait was a little more
fleet among the boys, pulled in just a notch
ahead. An Independent was elected for
treasurer nnd in several wards for aldermen.
The men beaten in convention usually run
all the same, and are apt to be elected. In
fact, it is thought to help a popular man to
be beaten in convention.

WISCONSIN.
Rising Rivers.

Special to the Globe.
EaO Claire, AprilB. The recent few days

of moderate weather followed by a warm rain
yesterday has loosened the Ice in a number
of streams tributary to the main rivers ami
the expected rise has commenced. The
waters of the Eau Claire are. quite turbulent,
and a rise of ten inches is visible since
Sunday. The Chippewa is rising proportion-
ately, and a large number of drivers are
being stationed on the treacherous streams*
so as to get in their work the moment their
services are required, as these streams rise
and fall very rapidly. Reports from the Up-
per Black river arc, in substance, that
the river, is coming up finely, though
the flooding dams on the Hemlock
remain firmly bound in ice, but
Is assuming a spongy texture. This river is
clear of ice obstructions as far down as the
Onalaska booms above LaCrosse, and by
Saturday it Is expected the new logs willbe
running. A number of prominent lumber-
men from Hannibal, Muscatine and other
points along the Mississippi arc here looking
over the result of the winter's work and not-
ing the prospective situation of the log
market.

WYOMING.

The Northwestern .stock Growers' Associa-
tion.

Cunni-, Wyo., April B. The Stock
Growers' association reconvened this morn-
ing. The finance report, after some discus-
sion, was adopted, lt showed a deficit of
$11,925. To cover this a resolution was
passed appointing a board of equalization to
make an assessment on all its members from
Wyoming, Nebrask, Dakota, Montana and
Colorado, such assessment to be equal in per
cent, to the head In each state or territory, to
be represented by two members of the asso-
ciation. The report of the round-up com-
mittee was taken up and adopted. The

veterinarian oime association reported that

there was no contagions diseases among the
cattle of Wyoming, but that owing to
tbe _'"at danger of Importing con-
tagion the governor of this territory
has given notice of bis proclamation
prohibillug the introduction of cattle from
certain localities. This lion the report
considered wise and timely. A resolution
prohibiting the racing of horses on tbe ranees
and playing of car as injurious to the
morais of camps, was almost unanimously
adopted. The old board of officers was re-
elected for tbe ensuing year. Adjourned
sine die.

RUNNING BRISKLY.

The Water Power Improves and the Mills
ofMinneapolis MoveMerrily.

Inits Issue of to-morrow, the Northwestern
Miller willsay of the flourproduction: "Once
more our mills have good water power, and,
under the stimulus of higher markets, are
moving along inno uncertain way. The river
commenced to show the effects of warmer
weather before the close of last week, and by
Saturday the power was very much better.
Ice loosened from above, however,
was carried into the West Side mill
pond, gorging there, held ". the
water back from most of the mills,
while much of itfound its way over the
apron unused. The management of one of
the larger mills thought the flour production
should not be restricted while water was run-
ning to waste, and started itup Friday noon
out of turn. This was the signal for the
breaking of the pool, and shortly nearly all
the mills were tryingto run, in which those
at the upper end of the platform were more
successful than those below. The water,
though thus drawn on heavily, by Monday
was about equal to the fullest demands made
upon it. The flour production last week was
98,595 barrels

—
averaging 14,055 barrels

daily for the seven days
—

against 83,100
barrels the

'
preceding week, and

105,540 barrels for the
'

corre-
sponding time in 18S4. Out of the twenty
three mills in the city, there were nineteen
in operation Wednesday, at good capacities,
and the production this week bids fair to
reach 135,000 barrels, ifitdoes not exceed
that amount. Unfavorable crop reports, to-
gether with more threatening war news,
have sent wheat up, and advanced flour ten
to fifteen cents per barrel, where it is held
very firmly. The Millers' association has
made a .further advance of two cents per
bushel in wheat, but receipts are very light.
