Chicago, April 9.—The opportunity the

bulls "long have sought and mourned be-

cause they found itnot," was afforded by the

war advices received before the opening.

The report of the collision of the English-

officered Afghan troops with the Russian ad-
vance was confirmed and the conclusion was

at once jumped at that a general war was

now inevitable. The effect was instanta-
neous, and this because cereals were quoted
2}/. points lower. The market, strengthened
yesterday by unfavorable crop reports, was

in a condition torespond quickly, and from
the tap of the bell at 9:30, the board pre-
sented a

never experienced in its history. The open-
ing bid on March wheat was S5Wc, an ad-
vaoce 'of 2}_e. over yesterday's finish,

and in fifteen minutes it had ad-
vanced to SSc. Five cents on
a bushel of wheat in less than a quarter of an

hour was too much for the oldest beads, and
the panic in the bear ranks was beyond de-
scription. There was a wild rush to cover,
and every effort still farther advanced the
figure. As affording additional strength,
just at this time orders to buy came pouring
•11 from the outside, and it was evident that
the grangers understood the condition fully

as well as the knowing ones, who watched
the ticker from morning till night without
cessation. The excitement kept

AT FEVER HEAT,

and it was everybody's day. Old-timers,
whobad passed through the heat and tur-
moil of strife and could afford to look quietly
on. said that never since the day of the for-
mal declaration of the Franco-German
war had the scenes been so full of
interest on the board. At that time wheat
advanced a total of 1ie, but the entire day
was consumed, whereas the morning limit
ofBS%c was reached in half an hour. The
wheat pit was a singing mass of yelling
and sweltering humanity, and when the
pressure from within occasionally sloughed
an operator off tile rim, he would rush hither
into the provision or cornfquarters and buy
anyway. Until11 o'clock, when the limit
had apparently been played, every one with
vocal organs expressed a consuming desire
to purchase everything in sight, but from
that time until 'the closed prices eased off
eligbtly. Itwas a poor little bouse and

The pres-
sure of orders from abroad was continuous
and oppressive, and there was no evidence
of weakening.

Mailshowing the greatest weakness, while the
Grangers remained strong. The street was very

much puzzled over the somewhat conflicting

reports from London, which showed that the

British and Russian consols were very weak,

while the governors of the Bank of England,
who nut to-day, failed to make • any change in

the rate of the discount of3'/i per cent. It was
claimed that if the situation was in fact serious,

one of the firstacts of the governors would be to

decrease the discount of rates, bat against this
was the admitted fact of the heavy decline in
British government securities, with an advance
at the same time of the better class of American
securities. The only potent .influence through-
out the day on the market, was the news that
was received from Europe regarding the pros-
pects of war, and as this news continued to indi-
cate the probabilities that a declaration of war
was inevitable, prices rallied soon utter in some
of the leading atocks. The total sales ot the day-

were 337,441 shares, an Increase over yesterday
of 175,000 shares, but of to-day's business seven
stocks monopolized 79 per cent., in the order
named: Chicago &Northwestern, Pacific Mail,
Chicago, Milwaukee &St. Paul, Lake Shore,
Delaware, Lackawanna & Western, New York
Central and Union Pacific.

Late in the afternoon there were rumors tbat
the Bank of England had changed the rate of
discount, and also that a formal declaration of
war between England and Russia had been
made. The argument of the street is that a
declaration of war will cut off grain, petroleum
and other supplies from Russian ports, which
must thereafter be obtained largely from this
country, and that conservative investors will
also seek the better class of American securities
inpreference to those of a country engaged in
war. New York Central opened np 1 X per cent,

To the Common Council of the City of St.
Paul: -•'
Gentlemen: The Committee oh Streets,.

Sewers and Bridges to whom was referred
the communication of Harold Borup and
others in relation to an improved sewer,
manhole and coalhole cover, beg leave to
report: \u25a0' v7'->-.\u25a0"'•

\u25a0 That we have made a careful examination
of this cover as constructed and set up,
so that we could Inspect its workings when
in actual use, and upon such examination
we are prepared to 'give the same our un-
qualified approval. The difficulty with the
covers now in use and common to all covers
not of this new design, is that they are very
liable to become displaced and that when so
displaced or removed from any cause the
opening is left wholly unprotected. This
gives rise to frequent and often serious acci-
dents, and as we are advisted by the Cor-
poration Counsel, the city isnot infrequently
subjected to expensive suits and mulcted in
large damages by reason of them. The
Borup cover wholly obviates all such trouble.
Itis impossible for itto suffer accidental dis-
placements, nor can itbe removed at all ex-
cept by raising the frame work in which it
is set about two feet and turning itpartly
around. Then the cover is readily taken off
while the opening is guarded by the uplifted
framework. Itis very simple in its con-
struction, not liaole to get out of repair and
quite as convenient inuse as the ordinary
cover. The slight additional cost over those
now in use is of little moment as compared
with the increased safety secured to public
travel.

We thinkitvery desirable that this im-
proved cover or some cover possessing these
general features should supplant as far as
possible the old style cover heretofore inuse,
and that public safety willeventually require
its use wherever such openings are allowed in
either the streets or sidewalks.

While it may not be advisable to
pass an ordinance compelling the imme-
diate substitution of this new pattern for
those hitherto in use, yet we believe this must
eventually be the result, and to this end we
suggest that the City Engineer be instructed
to recommend and influence the adoption of
this improved cover wherever the same may
hereafter be required.
