NO MORE BEAD LINE.

The Complexion of the New Council Dif-
ferent from that of the Old.

The organization of the city council, the
election of officers within the prerogative of

that body, aud the probable action respecting
the "dead line" and the liquor license are

just at present the all-absorbing themes of
conversation among citizens. Talks with
aldermen indicate that the prevailing opinion
is that President Clark willbe re-elected to the
office. Most of the members of the council
agree that he is entitled to that recognition
from courtesy, if nothing more, although
others incline to the opinion that Mr. Clark's
ideas are not in sympathy with the progress
and advancement "of a flourishing city.
However, he will probably be re-elected en
Tuesday.

After carefully canvassing the new council
as it willbe after its organization, the con-
clusion is positively arrived at that the "dead
line" must go. Many who voted for the
measure last spring are now convinced that
the .-.stem is wrong and that it has proven
a failure, and will vote to abolish it this
spring. Both the new aldermen from the
Seventh ward are opposed to itand all the
newly-elected aldermen will vote against a

"dead line" save those from the Second and
Eighth wards.

When the "dead line" is done away with
$500 license willprobably be indorsed by a

majority of the council.

FATED TO1IRE.

Another "Seminary" Nearly Destroyed—

Excitina Scenes on Rue de One.

A lamp exploded .last evening about 9
o'clock in the kitchen of Lou Davis' maison
de joie, 222 First street south, setting fire to
the house, which, being an old frame struc-
ture, burned rapidly. The fire department
arrived promptly and succeeded in prevent-
ing the flames from spreading to the ad-
joining houses. Tbe rear portion of the
house was partially burned withits contents,
but the remainder was saved. Tbe firemen
used as tittle water as possible and the furni-
ture, with tin.- exception of what was burned,
was very little damaged. The contents of
one of the parlors on the first floor and two
bedrooms upstairs were destroyed and the
loss amounts to about ?-"»00, upon which there
was an insurance for $1,000. The roof of
the adjoining bouse occupied by Lila Hoff-
man caught fire and was slightly damaged.
Both buildings were owned by Madam France
and are fully covered by insurance.
& number of dresses belonging to the in-
mates were also ruined.

The fire drew out an immense crowd, and
Die prospect that the entire row of frame
structures would be destroyed created a great
commotion among the denizens of the
locality. Trunks and boxes were pulled out
on the sidewalk and excited females rushed
around by the score with their valuables in
their arms, while carpets were torn out and
furniture put in position for moving at short
notice.

Till.BODY RECOVERED.

Th'- Ice inthe River Above the Falls Dis-
placed and the llodyPound.

Yesterday morning Lieut. Bosworth of the
East side police department, with six men,

began workremoving the ice just above the
apron at the falls in the search for the body
of Mrs. Vanderhorck. Dynamite cartridges
were employed, and nearly fifty pouuds of
the explosive was used before the Ice bad
been sufficiently displaced to allow the re-
mains to float. About fifteen minutes after
the last explosion bad scut the Ice swiftly
down over the falls, the body was seen to
emerge from the gorge and float over the
edge and then down the apron to the eddy
below. Aboat and tWO men bad been sta-
tioned at this point, and it required but a
few minutes' effort with a graphng hook to
brinsr the body to the shore. Tin: coroner
Lad tin- remains at once removed to the city
morgue but no Inquest will lie held, as it is
clearly a case of self-destruction. Several
scalp wounds were found, but otherwise the
body was uninjured.

JIAIXTAIXI iXUISAXCES.

Flagrant Disregard of the City Health Or-
dinance.

Complaints are frequent that certain res-
idents manifest a shameful disregard for the
city health ordinance. Scarcely a night
passes without someone dumping offal and
garbage into the street gutters. The city
scavengers have made many com-
plaints and the health officer has instituted
quite a number of prosecutions. Yesterday
there were three cases before Judge
Bailey wherein the defendants were
charged with maintaining nui-
sances, and other prosecutions will
follow. Samuel Sutton was found guilty,
but judgment was suspended until April 15.

6ratton, pleaded guilty to depositing gar-
bage in the street aud paid a tiue of $5, but
11. A. Bennett was dismissed, owing to a
lack of testimony to convict.

Itrequires only a cursory examination
Into the facts to ascertain that as usual there
are two sides to the story of the troubles of
handling the gates of the water workssystem.

Besides he is not given exclusive
charge of any one of the three, but must
simply obey the orders of his superiors. He
bus no right to shut a {ate untilhe has been
instructed so to do by one in authority.
Evidently if there is anything wrong, itis "in
the system and not the man.
