ADJUSTED.

The Experts Give an Estimate on the
Damage to the Court House.

Barclay Cooper and S. C. Cutler, the ex-

perts agreed upon by the insurance com-
panies and the county commissioners, to
adjust the losses on the court house which
was damaged by fire April2, yesterday made
their report to the effect that "for $6,397 the
building can be repaired and placed in as
good shape as it was before
the conflagration. The estimate is con-
siderably below what was expected.
The commissioners had previously "marked"
for their own edification and the estimates
run all the way from $10,000 to $15,000, be-
ing about double the amount returned by
the experts as necessary to repair the build-
ing. The insurance companies willprobably
be allowed to make the repairs, and for the
time being the proposition of removing the
court house to a site nearer the busiuess
center of the city is effectually disposed of.
