New York, April9.— At the close of the

first performance inthe Lyceum theater last

Monday evening Mr. Steele Mackaye, the
founder and director of this new and beauti-
fulhouse, came upon the stage and made a
characteristic speech. He let out his feel-
ings, so to speak, for the benefit of the audi-
ence. He declared that he had been "swin-
dled" out ofhis rights long enough and ad-
ded that the Lyceum would not tolerate
"goody-goodyism or vulgarity." These can-
did and unexpected remarks were directed
against the Messrs. Mallory, who, in associa-
tion with Mr. Mackaye. established the Madi-
son Square theater. Mr. Mackaye's partner-
ship with the Mallorys, it is wellknown, did
not last long, and the feeling between them
has since been extremely bitter. Mr. Mack-
aye has never hesitated to affirm that he was
"swindled" by the Mallorys, whereas these
gentlemen regard Mr.Mackaye as a "crank"
who isbound to quarrel sooner or later with
his best friends. Whether Mr. Mackaye is
right, or whether the Mallorys are right, I
don't pretend to know. The Mallorys are
estimable and agreeable men, and they have
conducted the Madison Square theater with

INTELLIGENCE AND HIGH SPIRIT;

and Mr.Mackaye is a very able and a very
hot-headed enthusiast. In the circumstances
Mr. Mackaye was not wise in his speech on
Monday night. Self-repression would have
been better than self-expression. Besides,
a general audience cares little for the quar-
rels of managers. Only a few persons

—
actors, old theater-goers and criticsunder-
stood the point of Mr.Mackaye's remarks.
Of Mackaye personally Ican speak cordially.
His quick temper springs from a good heart.
He is a warm friend and a vigorous hater.
He is unquestionably a man of robust brains
and immense energy. His mind is essen-
tially inventive, suggestive, scheming. Dur-
ing the last few years he has gone through
all sorts of ups and downs. After he left
the Madison Square theater he was for months
in the worst plights of poverty; this, too, in

face of the fact that he had written the most
successful drama of the day, "Hazel Kirke,"
and invented

THE ADMIRABLEDOUBLE STAGE.
He could not stay poor or quiet long. He

invented a new theater chair, which is used
quite generally now. Then he took hold of
an ambitious scheme for the building of a
theater with the school of acting attached to
it. He was laughed at of course. But the
Lyceum school Is to-day an actual thing,
while the Lyceum theater lias an important
future before it. Itwillbe admitted, there-
fore, that Mr. Mackaye has accomplished his
objects. Ifhe can find good plays for his
theater the Lyceum willBoon be famous.

The architectural arrangements, the deco-
rations and the mechanism of the I.v.Mini

theater are as perfect as they could be. Much
has been said about the "elaborateness" of
the decorations; but they are elaborate only
In the sense of being artistically complex.
The whole effect is rich and simple and illus-
trates a

CLEAR AND ELEGANT DESIGN.

The house is small, having a seating ca-
pacity lor less than one thousand persons.
That part of the house behind the proceninm
Is a marcel of (ngentus structure. The stage,
for example, is composed entirely of small
wood blocks and can be tipped inany direc-
tion. The musicians occupy a position
which is covered upon the front of the stage
between acts. When an act begins, there-
fore, the musicians disappear suddenly. This
transformation, which Is very striking, is
effected behind two curtains that glide later-
ally across the stage. The beauty and nov-

A REVIVAL OF GAYETY.
Easter Monday -Brings New Life to

the Throng: of Pleasure-Seek-
ers at the Capital,

Arid They Clearly Demonstrate the
Fact That Washington Society

Can be Unconventional.

Sons and Daughters of Prominent People-Capering Around and Kickingup
Their Heels for Charity.

Riding the Present Fashionable Craze—
Pleasure the President Finds in

;
Drives About the Country.

Washington, April 9.— "Monkey busi-

ness" is the expressive but slightly inelegant
word which characterizes the performances
of Washington society this week. To see a
lotof prominent society • people, posing in
living pictures or patronizing the ridiculous
in the production ofMrs. Jarley's wax works
gives one some queer notions of the lack of
dignity, in Washington society." In fact
there is good reason for it.. Not entirely are
the experiences this week of a character to
show that Washington society may be _ ex-
tremely unconventional at times, "but they
entirely correspond with the observations of
other occasions. Itis no unusual thing to
see the wives and daughters of members of
congress, or the justices of the supreme
court masquerading in some outlandish "cos-
tume in honor of some fashionable and fav-
orite charity. Itoften happens that people
of prominence who have been abroad bring
home with them costumes of the countries
which they, have visited, and these are
promptly trotted out on all occasions when
there is an opportunity to exhibit them. Itis

NO UNCOMMON CIRCUMSTANCE
to see ladies of the families of former min-
isters attending "fairs" or "bazars" or dress
parties, rigged out in the costumes of Russia
or Japan or some other outlandish country.
Nor is itany particular surprise to find sons
and daughters of prominent society people
or officials of high rank, capering about the
stage in some amateur performance or kick-
ingup their heels as amateur minstrels for
the benefit of some fashionable charity. So
it was not at all surprising when itwas an-
nounced that a lot of society people were to
pose in tableaux and "do" the wax works
business for the beuefit of some struggling
church. This was one of the most promi-
nent society events of the week. Willard's
hall was crowded with people of prominence
who willinglycontributed a dollar each to see
others of their own set withan extra thick-
ness of powder on their faces or some unusual
toggery about their persons,, and
posed in artistic situations by
so prominent an artist as Mr.
Andrews. Of course itwould have been a
much greater curiosity to have seen them
entirely devoid of powder and appearing en-
tirely natural, but this could not, be expected
even for the sake of sweet charity, so. the
situation was accepted. The programs were
unique^ representing an Easter egg decorated
with Easter lilies. They were drawn by Mr.
E. F. Andrews, the artist, who also consented
to pose the. tableaux. Mrs. Frank B. Con-
ger's recitation of "Archie Dean,'

has charmed her friends, in private was a
feature of the event, this being about the
only occasion the public have had to enjoy
her elocution.

The president was incred-
ulous when told that the ancient burg was
formerly a large shipping port, and on the
return home he had the carriage driven
across the ford, near the old toll house, In-
stead of by the bridge route. When visitors
call upon the president, who are at all fa-
miliar With Washington and its surround-
ings, the president always leads the conver-
sation to the magnificent drives and roads
in this vicinity, and when he enters the
office coupe he makes use of the information
thus gained and leaves the details to tbe
driver, John Cobb. The carriage is becoming
a very familiar object to the citizens of
Washington, and in his dally rides the presi-
dent is kept busy responding to the saluta-

ma of pedestrians and occupants of ve-
hicles, his Invariable response being to lift
bis hat. The president has not yet essayed
much horseback tiding. This was a favorite
custom with President Arthur. It was no
uncommon thing to see him quietly riding
out, apparently quite alone, though some-
times accompanied by his private secretary
or followed at a respectful distance by a
mounted attendant.

The president's declaration In favor of the
roads, coupled with their own attractions, has
made riding a popular pastime this week. It
is quite a common thing to see merry parties
of young men and women cantering over
the hill., which rise likea huge wall about
the capital city, and to see them spinning
along the well- roads in carriages or on
tricycles. The roads about Washington are
excellent for any __ these methods of going.
Tnere are a number of ladies of prominence
here who arc especially tine riders and who
have readily found out that they appear to
excellent advantage on horseback.

•
The re-

sult is that horseback riding is becoming
very popular withthose who can muster suffi-
cient courage to attempt it. Miss Bayard,
daughter of the secretary of state, is counted
one of the very best lady riders of the coun-
try. With the (laughter of the first officer in
the cabinet, and who In the illness of her
mother must be considered practically the
first lady of tbe land.an accomplished eques-
trienne, itis not to be wondered that the
•port is becoming fashionable. Tricyclingis
steadily growing inpopular favor, too, and
it has some devoted supporters in fashion-
able circles.
