A BEAUTIFUL CHARITY.

Che St. Paul Catholic Orphan Asy-

lum Dedicated.
The two orphan asylums in the St.Paul

Catholic diocese are situated inSt. Paul

and Minneapolis respectively. To that in
Minneapolis are sent all the male wards
and to that in St. Paul the female. The

St. Paul asylum prior to March 1 was lo-
cated in a building on Grove street, at
which time the inmates were removed to a
spacious structure constructed with the
fund willed by the late Justice Ramsey,
and donations of members of the diocese,
in the center ofan elegant and beautiful
tract of land at the corner ofMarshall ave-
nue and Carroll streets. This structure is
three stories inheight with a commodious
high basement and attic, withaboilerhouse
and laundry in a smaller building some
fifty feet away from the main structure. It
is 00x50 feet in size, has a three-decked
piazza running its whole length in the rear,
witha smaller one on its Marshall avenue
front. Its foundations and basement were
laid by Contractor Michael, Roach, are a
masterpiece of good workmanship and are
of granite, the balance of the edifice being
of Milwaukee brick and is surmounted with
a French roof.

THE VI.AX
was drawn and donated by Architect Bass-
ford, and while lie lays loyal claim to the
elegant outside outline of the building, he
gives Mother Josephine and the nine sisters
wlioliavq the asylum in charge the credit of
ha ii,. so arranged the Interior by their
suffgestiuifs as to make it the most perfect
institution within his knowledge in the
country, those in the East which lie has re-
cently visited not excepted.

Yesterday afternoon lit. Rev. Bishop
Thomas 1,. Grace, assisted by Fathers Hef-
i'roii and Danehy, consecrated and blessed
the structure to the purposes for which itis
designed^ by passing through every room
therein in silent prayer, after which the
building was thoroughly looked over by the
asylum officers and invited friends, of
whom were Rev. Father Shanley, Henry 11.
A they, M. J. O'Connor, J. G. Donnelly,
John Caulfield, E. F. Benisford, Mark
Costello, John Dowlan, Michael Roach,
Henry McNamee, Thomas Manning, Pat-
rick Butler, John W. Willis and T. 11.
Gravel.

The clergy, sisters, orphans and visitors
then adjourned to the gem of a chapel in
the asylum building, where Bishop Grace
presided at the blessed sacrament, the
children of the asylum giving the responses
in a most perfect and charming manner.

GREAT IMtOFICIKNCY SHOWS.
Atthe close of the*« services Mother

Josephine and the sisters led the way to the
pleasant and airy school room in the third
story of the asylum, where the sixty-one girls
ranging all the way from 3to 15 years of
age not only evidently astonished his grace,
but the entire company Of visitors by a dis-
play of their proficiency inmusic, elocution
and what may bo termed kindergarten ex-
ercises.

As the company were seated the girls,
all cleanly and neatly clad, with bright
and cheery faces, were seen standing in
lour rows, and at once their mingled voices
rose ina charming "song of greeting" to
the visitors. This was followed by a very
graceful speech from one of their number
addressed to the bishop, In which was con-
veyed in elegant phrase the thanks of the
orphan girls for the kindness of the Cath-
olic diocese ofSt. Paul in providing them
with such a delightful home and the means
Of intellectual and religious Instruction.

This was followed by an exceedingly
choice program of music, dialogue and dec-
lamation, which elicited from all a hearty
encore as one surprise followed another In
rapid succession. First came a dialogue by
the very little folk, then an amusing recita-
tion from an older pupil entitled The
Widow Green, then akindergarten exercise,
An Hour for Play, by the baby girls; a
most laughable dialogue in two parts enti-
tled Aunt Susanna, brimful of fun but of
choice moral sis well: then the declamation,
The Old lien and Her Chickens, by a
charming little toddler of three years of
i\s,'e. whose effort was perfection itself; the
declamation] The Lighthouse, by the entire
group, describing a shipwreck, in a manner
which surprised everybody but their efficient
teachers.

The girls closed their exercises with an
excellently-rendered hymn, To the Sacred
Heart,11 after which nine boy visitors from
the Minneapolis asylum were ushered Into
the room, four being provided with
violins, two with banjos-, two
with life* and one with a
triangle, and treated the audience to some
first-class music, showing considerable pro-
ficiency and training. The exercises closed
with a temperance song by one of these
lads, in which his companions joined In
chorus, giving evidence of similar accom-
plishments invocallsiu.

BISHOP OKACE
In ft few well-chosen words complimented
both the sisters and girls on the proficiency
displayed on the occasion, and in reply to
the welcome extended by the children, said
whathe had there seen doubly repaid him
and the diocese for all the care and expense
vfsustaining the>e Institutions. Inconclu-
sion ho blessed toe orphans, displaying
much emotion, asking God to fixin their
hearts during their pupilage, and Instruction
In this institution these principles Of virtue
and moral and religious strength which
might never be shaken when they come out
to enter upon the duties of life.

ACOLLECTION.
Afterthe company had adjourned to the

parlors with a view of donniug hats and
overcoats fordeparture the sisters requested
they should first visit the basement of the
building, and upon their arrival at the din-
ing room there found most bountifully laden
tables tilled with choice substantiate and
delicacies of foot!, of which they did not
need much pressing to partake, "the repast
being altogether too tempting for refusal.
Bishop Grace presided and the test of the
spread was up to the fullpromise presented
by its original appearance. Of course man
never appears so well as when
he ha* partaken ofa luxurious meal, aud a
slight putting of heads together resulted in
a callupon John W. Willis, Esq., as an in-
vited guest, for some remarks.

Mr. Willis, withothers had been a very
observant witness of the proceedings of the
afternoon, and not only ex-
pressed his own admiration of this
charity of the St. Paul Catholic
diocese, but put into eloquent words the
though of companions as equally sur-
prised. He concluded by .saying he would
{rive this excellent work in the future, by
wordand deed, every aid withinhis power.

Father Shanley was called upon, and being
modest man. for fear of saving something

that might reflect just praise which belongs
to him as one of the pioneers and earnest
workers in this charity, expressed hi* grat-

!

itude to everybody ebo lor their good work
and dosed bypaying amost deserved tribute
to the sisters incharge of the asylum.

Archbishop Bassford was calledup,owing
to allusions made by Father Shanley in re-
panl tohis free contribution of the plans of
the structure, and his oversight of the con-
struction withoutmoney and withoutprice.
He disclaimed any credit for the arrange-
ment Of the Interior of the asylum, which \u25a0

was simply perfect, and which was the re-
sult of the sisters having unproved upon his :
original pencilinxs aod measurements.

J. G. Donnelly, the treasurer of the
asylum, was. called upgn, a&d after some
facetious remarks nude th« very
satisfactory statement that the Insti-
tution with Its five acres of site bad cart
$40,000, was allpaid fur, &nd that ithad a i

goodly sum left in its treasury for contin-
gent expenses. Of course any, treasurer
who could make <such a speech as that
would winapplause, '

and Treasurer '» Don-
nelly was liberally rewarded. | .

Capt. M. J. O'Connor was called upon
and made a veryneat talk in regard to the
institution and what he had seen of its
practical workings that .afternoon, .and
others who did not speak seconded his re-
marks withviolent hand-clapping.

The assembly broke up. with a few ex-
planations from Contractor Michael Roach
inregard to the placing of a fireescape
upon the building, he having been misled
on account of the location of the piazzas
upon the same as to which was its front or
rear. The little episode of humor between
this gentleman and Architect Bassford in
relation to this dilemma brought up the
company from the tables with features cov-
ered with the broadest of smiles.

POLITICALPOINTERS.
The Democrats of the city were jubilant

when their convention made its nomina-
tions, and rubbed their hands over the pros-
pect of an easy victory. Their joy was
much intensified and multiplied manyfold
when they heard from the Republican con-
vention. The election of the ticket which
Edmund Rice heads cannot but be regarded
as certain, the only question being as to how
many feet deep shall be the snow bank
under which his opponent is buried. If
any people were on the streets yesterday
who had confidence in the election of Mer-
riam they had no money, for none were
found willingto make even bets against
Rice. On the contrary the most confident
of them were not willing to put up more
than $100 to $150, while numerous small
wagers were made with even greater odds.***

The committee of the Republican con-
vention appointed to announce toMr. Mer-
riam his nomination reported that "they
went to his place of business but didnot
findhim in. From the assurance of his
nearest friends, however, we can say that
he willaccept the nomination formayor."
This may be all right, but it looks queer,
and Democrats were wondering why the
candidate didn't get to the front,and bolster
up his boom by making a ringing speech
in favor of the reforms be is supposed tobe
in favor of. lie would bo received with
the acclamations of the convention, his
speech wouldbe reported inthe papers, and
would help to commend his coarse to the
people. Why then, the question was asked,
did be hide, himself from the mem-
bers of the committee so securely
that they "did not find him In?"
The only answer heard to the con-
undrum was that he couldn't make a
speech. "One of the qualifications ofa
mayor," remarked one, "is to represent the
city in representative gatherings, banquets
and the like. We want one that willbe able
to perform this duty in a dignified and
graceful manner. Mr. Meniam has had
plenty of time to prepare a speech of ac-
ceptance, and the occasion was acapital
one to show off this accomplishment.''

The capacity of Republicans to know a

good thing when they see it is not very well
developed, but they leaned towards a sense
of the eternal fitness of tilings In three
or four districts by indorsing the Demo-
cratic nominees for school Inspectors. They
tried to show the same sense by indorsing
Starkey's nomination for alderman, but the
convention wouldn't have it that way
andmadea nomination that willprobably
answer as wellas any other as a figure
head.

CHRISTIANITY'S BOOK.

Some Ideas on the Utilityof the Old-
;;;.-\u25a0 Testament.:;

Rev. Mr. Fisher, pastor of the First
Methodist church, on last "Monday visited
the pastors' meeting. in;Minneapolis and
raised quite a breeze among the brethren by
enunciating some views concerning the
morality of the Old Testament not alto-
gether inaccordance with the generally ac-
cepted orthodox ideas. In commencing a
series of sermons on Essential Christianity,
he last night preached on The Text Book,
in-which he unfolded more . fullyhis ideas
on the inspiration of the scriptures. His
text was: "Lord, to whom shall we go?
Thou hast the words of eternal life."

—
John iv-16. He explained that Christianity
claims to furnish a method of making men
pure and perfect; it includes therefore
teaching and life. Without attempting to
establish its claimto be able to present men
apostles to God, Mr.Fisher said that Chris-
tianity is a system of religion founded by
Jesus Christ, from whom ittakes its name.
Jesus Christ is a historical character, a
teacher of certain great truths concerning
God and man, his own life being pure, in
perfect accord withhis teachings. • He leftno
writings after being crucified. His disciples
finally committed an account of his life and
a brief epitome of his sayings to writing,
contained in the four gospels. Whatever
Christ did not teach cannot be called essen-
tial Christianity. What he did teach, if
rightly apprehended and obeyed, will se-
cure Christian life and character.

The same historical foundation of Chris-
tianity vests the recorded life and sayings
of a man as veritable as Julius Caesar or Soc-
rates or Mohammed. No attempt may be
made to prove the inspiration of the Bible.
Inspiration or • not, the biography
of Jesus and the main princi-
ples of his teachings are correct.
Ifitwas possible- to prove the entire Old
Testament pure myths, and to establish the
New, no destructive attack upon the cher-
ished doctrine of inspiration could rob us of
Jesus Christ. IfLuke collected material
and wrote as George Bancroft has written
the history of America; if John taught at
Ephesus, and his disciples committed the
body of his teochings to writing, the essen-
tials of Christianity would have been im-
perishable.

THE TEXT BOOK
of essential Christianity is therefore the
Gospel. Aharmony of the four books,
Matthew, Mark, Luke and John, dropping
all in which they differ and retaining only
that which makes a complete history, fur-
nishes a text book. In this is found the
sunlight, throwing light upon much of the
mystery ofhuman life. The text book of
essential Christianity is the Gospel ofJesus
Christ, the Son of God. Of what value are
the other portions of the Bibie?
Why should they not be thrown away?
Jesus of Nazareth was a Jew. The mis-
sion of the Hebrew people was to prepare
for Christ. They were inspired in their en-
tire lifeof a restoration. The Old Testa-
ment is the product.

The New Testament, other than the
gospel, reveals the truth manifested in
Christ. . Holy men in every age speak as
they are moved of :the Holy Spirit. Holy
men are inspired and live from God.
Visions of the highest truth impossible
to the impure are given to him.
The Hebrews only used the language,
science and philosophy of their age to
record their clear visions of eternal truth,
visions given to them by the present spirit
of God. Their doctrine assumes that holy
men were given visions of divine truth,
which are very imperfect. Only as much
truth can be revealed as the seer can com-
prehend. So the early revelations were
partial. When the supreme has come the
partial is no longer authoritative. Jesus
spoke to humanity in the universal
prayer, Our Father .which Art In Heaven;
but ifhe who offers the petition does not
come into the divine revelation of child-
hood, his words have not the same meaning
they had to him and he has not road a rev-
elation to his hearers. Inspiration is as
necessary to receive truth as to perceive
it, for reception is perception. *He that
comes to the Bible with the lifeof God in
himself Is inspired, and in ithe willsee
through history, prophecy, the gleams of
revelation. Leading shortly through the
gradual religious development of a thousand
years God brought the Hebrew people to
the fulness of time.
