A Fight Predicted Between Riel and Mid-
dleton's Forces in Twenty-
four Hours,

Their Lines Repbrbed (Olose Together on
the Saskatchewan—Both Sides
Eager for Battle.

WiNNiPEG, Man., April 18,—All of the
Middleton column execept the Toronto
Grenadiers have arrived at Clarke’s Cross-
ing.  The Grenadiers will reach there_to-
morrow. The crossing of the river was
comumenced this morning, and if all the
troops are taken over work will not be fin-
ished before Tuesday night. It is reported
that Middleton will on this aceount send
half of his troops by the East Shore and half
by the West to Batoche’s. It is very un-
likely that there will be any fighting, as the
half-breeds will either be treated with and
granted their demands or they will make
their escape. It is said that already large
numbers, including Gabriel Dumont, have
deserted Riel on the approach of the troops.
It is thoroughly believed that the Dominion
government has already made arrange-
ments to smooth matters over without
further bloodshed, owing to its pressure
from Quebec followers.

IMPORTANT MOVEMENTS
are anticipated soon. The Quebec cavalry-
men arrived in Winnipeg this afternoon.
The Halifax battalion will reach Red Rock
to-morrow and Winnipeg on Monday. There
are now gathered here the Seventh and
Ninth battalions of infantry, Toronto and
Quebee cavalry and Capt. White's scouts.
It is not likely that any but the latter will
go west of here. It is reported that the
crew of the steamer Northcote, which was
to have been sent up near to Clarke’s Cross-
ing with supplies, have refused to proceed
in view of the danger from attack by the
rebels.  Gen. Middleton telegraphed orders
to have Capt. White, with his troop of fifty-
two seouts, proceed forward at once. They
will proceed to Quw Appelle to-morrow, and
will then go down to the Moose mountain
country for service along the frontier. B

Talking Peace but Meaning War.

Loxpoxn, April 18.—The prospect of
peace may be delusive. Many experienced
diplomats entertain a firm conviction that
the apparent truce is taken by England to
get proper breath for effective action. The
very firmmess with which Mr. Gladstone
malkes his public statements, and the cold,
calenlating exactness . with which he
phrases his utterances all tend to
convinee those who know the premier
well that he has determined upon a poliey,
no matter how surprising, it will by no
means be one of retrogression.  Mr. Glad-
stone has made some retreats during his
ministry, but he has always, on these occa-
sions, betrayed himself by indecision and
evasiveness in his parliamentary statements.
It is quite different with him now. To all
interrogations -in the house of commons
during the past week, the premier has pre-
sented the very-pertection of

FIRMNESS IN REPLY.

It is admitted, even by the premier’s friends,
that his conduet has been like that of a man
strong in foreknowledge about the result of
his cause, like that of a man managing well
a good ecause with many ugly features
necessarily attending the preliminary stages
of its progress. Mr. Gladstone appears to
have his entire case. in hand, seems
to be unembarrassed by prospects,
and undcubtedly has the full
sympathy and co-operation of his entire
cabinet. As a sporting man states i, **Mr.
Gladstone is playing a waiting game and
knows all the cards.” It would appear
from all this that the premier has another
coup de theatre prepared for next week's
vote of credit day. Hence, although all
the surface indications warrant the state-
ment that the prospect is one of peace,
the only deseription of the actual
situation which ecan be given as literally ac-
curate is contained in the statement, ‘‘The
situation is practically unchanged.” Of
course such a statement is rather oracular,
but so is the situation, for no one gutside
the cabinet seems to know just wat it is.
It may be set down as absolutely true that
the rise and fall of the war talking darihg

THE CITY’S INDEBTEDNESS,

Comptroller Roche Replies to the
Pioneer Press’ Attack.
To the Editor of the Globe:

During the past week the newspapers of
the city of Minneapolis have been over-
whelming in their slanderous abuse of me.
They ask ‘‘the people of the city of St.
Paul to proceed immediately to the sup-
pression of the fresh individual who is
bringing ridicule upon the city of St. Paul
over the official signature of John VY
Roche, city comptroller,” and maliciously
claim that my thoroughly-correct statement
of the bonded indebtedness of the city of
St. Paul, as published in the newspapers of
St. Paul, “‘is false.” This is also a desper-
ate effort to destroy the high financial credit
of the city of St. Paul,

But the more astonishing comments upon
the bonded indebtedness and upon my offi-
cial capability as city comptroller appeared
in the editorial of the Pioneer Press of the
17th inst. ]

All well-balanced minds will not dispute
that the $1,100,000 honds of the city of St.
Paul, bearing the signatures of the mayor,
city clerk and city comptroller, with the
city seal, and issued for the purchase and
extension of the St. Paul waterworks, un-
der authority of the common council

and the legislature of the state
of Minnesota, are actually a part
of the bonded indebtedness of the

city as much as all the other e¢ity bonds in
my debt statement which have been signed
and sealed, and aunthorized under the same
authority, no matter whether the interest
and principal are a charge upon the tax
revenues or not.

The Pioneer Press says “‘that the
$1,100,000 city bonds issued for the pur-
chase and extension of the St. Paul water-
works are technically a part of the city debt
and are not actually a part of it, inasmuch
as neither interest nor principal is a charge
upon the tax revenues of the city,” claim-
ing “‘that such city bonds should not appear
in my debt statement.”

I claim that the Pioneer Press is wrong.
It “‘places the cart before the horse.” The
words *‘technically” and ‘‘actually” should
be transposed, which will immediately
place the amount in my debt statement
where it properly belongs, and thus avoid
the error the Pioneer Press makes by strik-
ing it out. ?

The Pioneer Press states that the board
of education is an independent corporation,
having a bonded debt of $250,000, which it
claims *‘is not ‘technically’ a city debt, but
is ‘actually’ a part of the city debt, since it
has to be paid from taxes upon the assessed
valuation of property, and the interest is
included thereon in the annual tax levy.”
It claims ‘‘that such sehool bonds should
appear in my debt statement.”

The Pioneer Press is again wrong as to
the school debt.” The words ‘‘technically”
and ‘‘actually” should be transposed, which
will show that the school bonds should not
appear in my debt statement, as they be-
long to an independent corporation.

School bonds are never included in a city
debt statement, except when such bonds
are directly issued by the common ecouncil.

1t is strange that the Pioneer Press makes
no reference to the board of county commis-
sioners of Ramsey county, an independent
corporation with a bonded debt of $250,000,
being identical with the school debt in its
bearing upon the city debt.

It is also strange that the Pioneer Press
makes no reference to the bonded debt of
the state of Minnesota, which is about five
million dollars ($5,000,000.)

The city of St. Paul pays about one-tenth
of the state taxes, which makes $500,000
of the bonded debt of the state for St.
Paul’s portion, and making the state debt
identical with the school debt in its bearing
upon the city debt.

There are four representations for which
taxes are required to be levied upon all the
assessable property in every city where the
revenues other than taxes are not sufficient
to meet the demands, viz.: State, city,
county, school, all perfectly independent of
each other in every particular.

The Pioneer Press is not fair in partly
quoting my remarks in the debt stateinent,
particularly my views of the ‘‘farcical 5 per
cent. limit of assessed valuation does not
apply to conservative St. Paul.”

- The quotation should have been: ‘“The
city of St. Paul eannot issue bonds without
legislative authority. The farcical 5 per
cent. limit of assessed valuation- does not
apply to conservative St. Paul.” i

The conservatism of the city of St. Paul
is in her city charter, in not allowing any
bonds issued without legislative authority,
With such a restriction in the city charter,
kept inviolate, the people ecan feel thank-
ful that the ‘‘farcical 5 per cent. limit of
assessed  valuation”  cannot control St.
Paul,

To illustrate the force of the ‘‘5 per cent.
limit of assessed valuation:” A city with a
debt of 1,000,000, and an assessed valua-
tion af $25.000,000, without legislative au-
thority, wishing to increase the debt to
£2,000,000, can simply raise the assessed
valuation of taxable property to $40,000,000,
increase the debt accordingly, and subse-
queutly reduce the assessment at will,
thereby swindling the tax-payers.

No tax should be levied for a sinking
fund to redeem bonds through the course of
years, unless sucihh fund can be kept sacred
for the purpose.

But the danger i3 in subsequent legisla-
tion diverting it for other purposes, which
is characteristic of prosperous western cit-
€S,

There is a sinking fund annually levied
to cover the bonds maturing the following
year. Such fund fortunately is of short du-
ration, as subsequent legislation cannot be
obtained to divert it for other purposes.

The detailed reports (better known as the
