THE IRISH NATIONAL LEAGUE.

Interesting Discussion of its Aims at
Last Night's Meeting.

The Irish National league held its regular
weekly meeting at Windom hall last even-
ing witha fair attendance. After the trans-
action of routine business the president,
Mr. McPartlin, explained the objects of the
National league, and then proceeded to
enumerate what the organization under the
leadership of Charles S. Parnell has accom-
plished since its establishment five years
ago in Ireland. He said the league had
helped in a great measure to educate the

Irish people in a knowledge of their polit-
jcal rights, and has stimulated them to
strugele for the attainment of those rights
in a legal, constitutional manner: that it has
more than any other movement inangurated

in our day, tended to unite the Irish people
and has infused life and vigor_into Irish na-
tionality. 1t has also drawn to Ireland the
attention of the civilized world as re-
gards its wrongs and aspirations to self-
government: it has compelled the Gladstone
ministry to pass a land act by which land-

lords in many instances have been forced
to make reductions in rent to the extent
of 50 per cent., besides the passage
of another act for the benefit
of laborers, under which the
latter will be provided at least with com-
fortable houses to live in. The league has

also been instrumental in getting Gladstone
to pass a bill for the extension of the suf-

frage. whereby the people of the United
Kingdom can

HAVE A VOICE
in the making of the laws that govern
them. The next thing, and the most im-
portant that the Land League party ex-

pects to obtain, is local self-government,
and that would be gained at no distant day.
In response to calls, brief addresses were
delivered by Messrs. Corrigan, Mogan,
Steele, McHugh and others, and, after ap-
pointing a committee on program for next
meeting, the members adjourned.

The interest in the glove contest to take
place in this city to-night and to-morrow
evening received a damper to-day, when it
was announced that Alired Greenfield had
quit the combination and left for his hoine
in England. Capt. James H.
Dalton will take his place.
The combination now includes Messrs,
Glover, Burke and Dalton. It 1is
claimed by some that Glover and
Burke are middleweights, although it is al-
leged by many that they are too heavy for
that class. They are both clever, and a gen-
tleman who recently saw them in Chicago,
informs the GLoBE that Glover is a hard
hitter, and advances the opinion that he is
the best man of his eclass in the country.
Gypsey Ward, of Milwaukee, who visited
this city last week, however, speaks quite
differently of him. “I believe,” said he,
‘‘that Patsy Mellen can whip him, and
Patsy has a $50 forfeiture now in the Mil-
waukee Sentinel office waiting for Glover
and his backers. Give Mellen six weeks’
training and he will meet the best of ’em.
I tell you he made a good impression in the
sporting circles of the Cream City.”

A well-known loeal sport remarked
in the presence of the writer last evening
that Greenfield will refuse to meet Wilson
because of the dark hue of the latter’s skin,
“but,” he added, *‘it is not his color, asa
matter of fact, but the heavy slugging that
Greenfield objects to, only he won’t acknowl-
edge it.”

Capt. Dalton is too well known in Minne-
apolis to require an introduction. He spent
a goodly portion of the summer of 83
this eity, and appeared before the Market
hall footlights several times. He was de-
feated in a soft glove contest with Prof.
Donaldson for points, although he gave
Donaldson several telling blows. This
evening Dalton and Tom Devine of this city
will have a set-to. Devine is quick, a rapid
sparrer, and muscular, but he isin no con-
dition, having recenty been seriously ill,
and is still suffering somewhat from inflam-
matory rheumatism.

Glover has offered any Minneapolis boxer
$50 to stand before him four rounds,
Queensbury rules, and little Jerry Murphy,
Minneapolis’ noted light weight, has ac-
cepted the challenge. Jerry has not been
in training for several months, but he has
confidence in his ‘‘staying” powers. He
has experience of many contests and he
has never been ‘‘bested,” to use a sporting
phrase.

Prof. Donaldson, who has just returned
from his northern trip, will give a scientific
exhibition with Patsy Mellen. This will
doubtless prove one of the features of the
tournament. They are both exceptionally
clever boxers and pretty well matched.

SIX AND SIXTIETH

Aunniversary of Oddfellowship Ap-
propriately Celebrated in Min-
neapolis.

The Odd Fellows of Minneapolis with the
Daughters of Rebececa. the ladies’ branch,
vesterday celebrated the sixty-sixth anni-
versary of Oddfellowship in the United
States. The day was exceptionally fine,
which fact aided in making the outdoor
demonstration a success. Promptly at 2:30
o'clock every lodge in the city, except An-
chor lodge, which has its own celebration,
met at their halls and marched to the cen-
tral hall, cormer of Nicollet and Third,
which was the general rendezvous. At
that point the procession was formed.
There were about 350 men and women in
line, and the display with the showy re-
galias was quite a pretty one. The line
marched up Nicollet avenue to Eighth
street, thence to Fifth avenue, and thence
to Gethsemane church. corner Tenth street
and Fifth avenue south, where the memor-
ial services were held. The church was
literally packed with people. Front pews
had been reserved for the Odd Fellows, and
the remainder of the auditorium was
crowded to the doors, while many
were unable to obtain admission.
The services were of unusual
interest. Rev. L. F. Cole, pastor of the
church, preached a sermon on frater-
nity, charity and love, the three links that
bound the order together, touching upon its
history and the event of which the day was
the anniversary. Choral music was a beau-
tiful feature of the services, which occupied
over two hours. At their conclusion the
procession was reformed and marched back
to the place of beginning, where the lodges
separated and returned each to its hall.
