SALE OF CITYBONDS.

The City's Credit Again Vindicated
and its Tradncers Take a

Back Seat.
Bids were opened in the office of the city

treasurer yesterday afternoon for 6600.000
bonds, at 5 per cent, Interest, for the ex-
tension of the sewer and water works. Of
the amount named, $400, 000 arc for improv-
ing the water works and 8*200.000 for sewer-
age purposes, the bonds being of the
denomination of $1,000 each and maturing
in thirty Years.

The bids were opened by Aids. Cornish,
Dowlan and Van Slj ke, Comptroller Roche,
City Clerk Prendergast and City Treasurer
Rels.

The bid of Blake Bros. & Co. was ac-

cepted, the premium offered being 5% per
cent, the city making a clean $33,018 by the
transaction. It should be noted that the
Imver also assumes the accrued interest for
the month of April, amounting to over
$2,500 more.

This premium is the highest ever realized
by the city, and presents a strong contrast
to the days when 6 per cent, bonds were
only realizing SO cents on the dollar to the
present time, when the bonds of St. Paul
are sought after by the most conservative
institutions in this country and Europe,
with 5 per cent, bonds bringing a premium
of 5% per cent, and this at a time when
certain politicians and papers are doing
their utmost to traduce the credit of the
city. No better evidence of the prosperity
and splendid credit of the city could be pos-
sibly asked for.

The first installments of the bonds—
tween $300,000 and $300,000— will be de-
livered Monday, and the rest every few
days until all have been delivered.

***Among the gentlemen present in the
office of the city comptroller when the bids
fort 8000,000 bonds were opened yes-
terday was Mr. W. K. Merriam, the Re-
publican candidate for mayor, and when
the high premium of 5}4 per cent, was bid,
even he could not suppress his enthusiasm,
and grasping Mr. Roche by the hand he re-
marked "Icongratulate you, John. You
are indorsed. This premium vindicates
your administration."

***Abig howl went up from the Republican
strikers yesterday when the high premium
bid for the sewer and water extension
bonds was made known, and with decided
ill-grace a Republican remarked that "it
was just like the Democrats of Ramsey
county, to open the bids at an opportune
moment when they knew what magnificent
campaign material itwould make."

The enumeration, by
the provisions of the law governing it,refers
only to residents on May Ist, 1885. The
names of all persons dying after that date
will be entered as living, and the names of
all persons born after that date are to be
omitted. Enumerators are supplied with
postal cards, and each one is required to
mail a card each evening to the county as-
sessor, informing him how many names have
been placed on the census list in his par-
ticular district during the day; they
are also supplied with the census form on
half-letter sheets, and failing to get the re-
quired information on the first call at a resi-
dence, they are to leave this small census
form, which contains a request to the
householder to fillit out so that it may be
ready for the enumerator on his second
call, which if complied with will obviate
the necessity of oft-repeated calls and re-
quire less time. The law provides that the
work is to be done during the months of
May and June.
