The Closing Board Forces Prices Up
to a Respectable ¥Footing, But
Don’t Bet on Figures.

A Fair Amount of Strength in Stocks
Awaiting Action of the Chi=
cago Meeting.

CHicAGo, May 5.—The markets on
*change to-day were characterized by dull-
ness and a drop in prices all around.
Trading was less active, if anything, than
yesterday. The boys in the wheat pit in-
dulged in the pastime of secalping each
other, as there was a dearth of orders from
outside. June wheat opened at 88Xe¢,
which was ¢ lower than last night's close.
At the start there was a lot of long stuft
thrown on the market, which added to the
weakness at the opening. The option
quickly sold down to 873{e. The loyal
shorts then rushed into cover, and the price
was shoved up to $8'¢e. The see-sawing
game kept up. The second drop, which
was to 87lse¢, was caused by New York
parties selling. There were no large lines
thrown out. Everybody took a hand in the
game of battledoor and shuttlecock, but
only dealt in small lots. Crop reports re-
ceived were to the effect that warm rains in
some sections were bringing out the spring
wheat. These reports, however, had liitle
effect on the markets. The decrease in the
visible supply was not as large as was ex-
pected. A few large traders got

THEIR HEADS TOGETHER
in one of the brokers’ offices and spent the
time in figuring out the prospects for the
future. They carefully compared the price
of June wheat at this time last year and the
present price.  They found that from May
5 to 12, 1884, it sold from 93e to 95c¢;
but about May 15 a big break came, con-
sequently they argued a break might come
soon this year, provided, of course, there
isno war.  As to a cause for a break they
said that some of the wheat which had
lately been shipped to New York was re-
ported to be musty. and it would not take
much for interested parties to start a ery of
hot wheat. which could be made so loud
that it would affect the market. Toward
the end of the morning session news was
received of a report on the London stock
exchange to the effect that Earl Dufferin
had resigned his position as viceroy of In-
dia. This meant further foreign complica-
tions and the shorts all started in to buy.
In consequence the price of June wheat
jumped suddenly up to 89¢, and the option
closed nervous at 881¢e. During the after-
noon the market firmed up, and the.clos-
ing figures were but a few points below
the highest of the day. May wheat closed
at 863{e, June 88%e¢, July 90%{c.

much of a figure in this market for some
time,” said Charles Councilman.  *It
comes right down to this point: If England
had wanted any of our supplies, she would
have bought heavily when the excitement
was the highest, and it was possible hostil-
ities might begin any day.

The stock market to-day has been some-
what irregular, with special weakness at
times in the Grangers and the Vanderbilts,
and a great deal of strength in most of the
Gould stocks, especially Pacific Mailand Man-
hattan Consolidated. Before the board

opened this morning, reports from
London showed that the market
there was weak. First prices here

were generally from 4 to 13§ lower than the
close of last evening, the bears manifesting
a disposition to continue the attack started
yvesterday, but immediate support was given
to nearly all the active stocks on the lists,
especially the so-called Gould stocks, and the
early prices were about the lowest made dur-
ing the forenoon. During the first hour the
market was very active and opening losses
were gonerally recovered. Later there wasa
small decline, then another rally and in the
last hour another selling movement which
continued to the close and left prices this
evening for the most active stocks decidedly
mixed. Of the®6 most active stock on the
list 13 are lower. 3 are unchanged and 10 are
higher. The greatest declines are in the Van-
derbilts, and the Grangers follow next, not
including the Omahas. Some idea of the
activity of the market may be obtained from
the statement that during the first hour the
sales were 106,000 shares, during the first two
hours 155,700 shares, and during the day 264,-
660 shares. The dullest time was between 12
and 2, when the total sales for two hours were
only 41,100 shares. Leading bull operators
claim that a large portion of the trading for
the last two days has been for the short ac-
count of the bears, that the borrowing de-
mand for the active stocks is large and that
they are buying on a scale downwards. They
insist that it requires the sale of five times as
much stock to cause a decline of 1 per cent.
as it is necessary to purchase for 1 per cent.
advance. They also say that a stock-
holders’ protective association is being formed
to proceed legally against the promoters
of railroad wars and in the quotations of rail-
road stocks. and on the other hand the bears
talk much more confidently than for some
time past, claiming that the bulls have grown
tired of holding the market against adverse
influences and that the latter are the real
sellers at present. There is no doubt that
Chicago houses were early buyers of North-
western and St. Paul to-day on a2 downward
scale and this led some persons to believe
that an early settlement of the railroad war is
probable. Nevertheless, private dispatches
were received late in the afternoon asserting
that nothing will be done to stop the war; on
the contrary it will be waged more fiercely
and this was followed by the selling
movement above referred to. Thirty-six per
cent. of to-day’s business was done in St.
Paul and Northwestern,and about 80per cent.

Weekly Review.

Though there has been considerable excite-
ment during the week in regard to polities,
theinterference with trade has not been very
serious. In hardwarve trade has shown some
improvement, though buyers in nearly all
lines are distrustful of existing prices, even
when, judged by their usual range, they are
extremely low. Manufacturers are evincing
a commendable disposition to avoid the ac-
cumulation of stocks, and in many cases
where prices are reduced to an unprofitable
figure are producing very few goods and re-
fusing to meet the lowest quotations of their
competitors. Business in barbed wire has
been good. Two-point wire has been scarce
and difficult to obtain from manufacturers
owing to the largely increased demand from
consumers. Stocks of other kinds are easy
to obtain, most houses being well supplied
and able to fill orders promptly. Prices re-
main unchanged. Owing to the low freight
between Chicago and St. Paul the price of
nails has been reduced to the extent of the
difference in freight, and prices are likely to
g0 back to the old quotations if there should
be a change in freight rates. The dry goods
trade has been pretty evenly maintained
throughout the week, and there is no special
matter to mention. 'There has been no ma-
terial change in prices. There has been a
fair sorting-up trade and most of it
has been done on the road. But few personal
buyers have been in the market, a consider-
able portion of the trade coming through or-
ders. Inlawns and thin dress goods styles
are more artistic than during any previous
season. These are copies of the French im-
ported goods and are being made as low as
5c¢ per yard. Groceries are fairly active, a
regular and steady business having been done
throughout the week. In regard to prices,
no changes have taken place, except in gran-
ulated and standard A sugar, both of which
have been advanced a little.

Among the Commission Men.

The past week has not been a very active
one among the commission men. The war
news, which during the first part of the week
had a very threatening aspect, was a good
deal modified later and prices declined and
the market became weaker all around. At
this point the movement of wheat has been
very light indeed, the receipts at the eleva-
tors being only 9,990 bu and the shipments
7,900. One car of corn, 497 bu, is all the corn
received. The shipment of oats consisted of
2,181 bu, and of barley 1,100 bu. Wheat in
store yesterday 927,000 bu, oats 3,550 and bar-
ley 6,650. The street receipts were
very light indeed. This has been -the
lightest week the elevators have ever
had. The Roller mills advanced flour during
the week to $5.65 for Orange Blossom, $5 for
Red Cross, $4.75 for Brighton, $4.50 for Capi-
tal, $3.75 for Bakers’ and $3 for Derby. Pork
has declined gradually until it has reached
$12.25. Corn, owing to the very limited sup-
ply, has advanced to 45¢ for cash and May.
Oats have been in fair demand, and the very
light stock on hand has served to hold the
price pretty steady. A sharp demand would
have run them up out of sight. The stock of
barley on hand and the very light demand
has kept this grain quiet and steady.
Feed and millstuffs have fluctuated =a
good deal and have generally been
more firm, and part of the time
higher with the demand rather in excess of
supply. Hay has been in active demand all
the week, and during the middle of the week
for a day or two it was very strong and ad-
vanced quite sharply. Flax seed quiet and
dull. Butter is in little better request, the
old stock having got partly out of the way.
For the best makes there is some demand,
still it is not a very active one. Fine, perfect
makes of creamery are salable in limited
quantities at 24@28c per 1b. with but very
little of such make coming to market. Butter
is now beginning to show grass flavor and
color, and this makes holders anxious to sell
and keep stock closed out, well knowing that
hay butter will not be wanted later on,
but there is a lack of demand and
consequently it is difficult to sell. As
said above, for choice fresh, and high fla-
vored creameries and dairies, some local de-
mand exists. Goods of this kind are not
plenty, but liberal arrivals of stock that will
class as good are noted, yet it is not perfect,
nor will it answer the wants of those buying
choice butter, which includes the better class
of trade. All grades falling below strictly
desirable grades are plenty, and with slow
sales the consignments coming in, instead of
working off, are merely added to the stock
already on hand. Some new cheese is coming
in and prices are a shade easier. The demand,
however, is not very active and accumula-
tions in stock are reported. Eggs arein good
supply and prices are a shade lower.
