THE COUNCIL..

A Biff Grist of Routine.
At last night's meeting of the city council

plumber's licenses were granted to the fol-
lowing parties: J. L. Hague, W. A.
Wagner, E. C. Couvet, E. Buffton, J. Fitz-
gibbous, J. M. Horan, A. Abercombre, J.
J. McGuire, J. S. Cusick, Martin ft Taft,

F. W. Kelly,*H. L. Peterson, S. Hunter &
Son, McCarthy & Courtney. P. Osander &
Co., Isaac Fuller, A. W. Scott, Bull ft

Ames, S. G. Matthews, George McGurren,
Bailey «fe Joy.

Nelson Williams, superintendent of the
poor, communicated an announcement that
he had been appointed a delegate to the
National Conference of Charities and Cor-
rections, to be held in Washington June 4.

Upon motion of Aid. Pratt the superin-
tendent was granted ten days' leave of ab-
sence.

WANTS nOUSE HIRE.
D. C. Fisher, one of the ousted pound-

uiasters, presented a bill for 5175 lor house
hire, which was referred to the committee
on claims.

A petition, numerously signed, was pre-
sented asking that Plymouth avenue be ex-
tended to the city limits. Referred to the
committee on street grades and additions.

THE PKEACIIEJRS PROTEST.
A resolution from the clergy of the city

protesting against the proposed extension of
the dead-line territory was referred to the
committee on license.

The petition from East side property
owners asking that all proceedings in open-
ing and extending Quincy street be aban-
doned, was referred to the committee on
roads and bridges.

THEY WAST A SALOOX.
Apetition was presented with a long list

of names attached, asking that a liquor li-
cense be granted Peter Lamer at 2091
Twenty-fourth avenue south, and the same
was referred to the committee on licenses.

Aprotest against changing the grade of
NieoOet street, on the island, was referred
to the committee on streets, grades and ad-
ditions.

A XORTII SIDE MARKET.
Lambert Hayes asked the privilege to

erect and run a suitable market building for
hay. wood and produce, to be located at the
corner of Third street and Twelfth avenue
north, and to include and comprise all the
territory lying north of the north line of
the central market. Referred to the com-
mittee on markets.

ANOTHER ELECTRIC LIGHT.
O. A. Pray communicated a request tobe

allowed the privilege of making a proposal
to the city, in the event it was decided to
adopt electric lights as the illuminating sys-
tem, to famish the same. Referred to the
committee on gas.

The protest against changing the Minne-
apolis street railway tracks from Seventh
street and Western to First avenue north
was referred to the committee on railroads.

THIXKS HE IS PERSECUTED.
T. J. Conney, of the firm which holds

the contract forlaying the cedar block pave-
ments, presented a lengthy and detailed
petition asking for the removal of the in-
spector appointed by the city engineer, on
the ground that he was a competitor in bid-
ding forthe contract, and that he is endeav-
oring to embarrass and hinder the con-
tractor in the prosecution of his work, and
on the further ground that he is not com-
petent and impartial.

A PERSISTENT CITIZEN.
"W". H. Eustis has three times asked the

city council for the privilege of laying a
narrow sidewalk on Sixth street, whereas
the ordinace requires it to be fifteen feet in
width, which requests were denied. Last
evening he presented another, stating that
he had laid a nine-foot walk, and asked that
it be adopted. Referred to the alderman
of the Fourth ward.

The matters of grading Bloomington
avenue. Bryant avenue, Pleasant avenue
and for sprinkling a large number of streets
were given proper reference.

A bill from Hawkins Bros, for extra
work on the North Minneapolis sewer for
81.230.56 was referred to the committee on
sewers.

THE OTHER SIDE OF THE STORY.
A communication was received from the

city engineer stating that the cedar blocks
Deing used by Thomas J. Conney & Co. on
the streets are of an inferior quality, and
that the commands of the inspector are
totally disregarded by the contractor, and
that blocks condemned by the inspebtor are
being used in the pavements. Referred to
the committee on pavements.

CITY ATTORNEY GIVES ITTIP.
The city attorney reported that the suits

fordamages against the city can be settled as
follows, and recommended that the same be
paid: Suit brought by Eliza J. Flake, S300;
Belle Redner, 3500. Referred to committee
on claims.

A BOXE OF CONTENTION.
The matter of making certain improve-

ments, .as contemplated in the committee
on ways and means as printed elsewhere,
proved a bone of contention. Aid. Law-
rence took the floor to approve the recom-
mendation of the committee, on the ground
that the legislature left the matter of
making the improvements in the exclusive
charge of the aldermen of the wards in
which the improvements are to be made.
Upon referring to the charter it was found
that he was correct, so far as the Eighth
ward was concerned, and the report was
accordingly so amended as to strike out all
mention of that ward, when the report was
adopted.

Aid. Hashow— That leaves the Eighth
ward out in the cold.

Aid. Sly—Precisely.
Aid. Eichhorn moved that the sum of

$5,000 be loaned the Third ward street
fund, for the purpose of improving the
streets leading to the country, as follows:
To the towns of Brooklyn, Osseo, Water-
town, Corcoran, Medina and Shingle Creek,
and a warrant was ordered drawn forthe
amount.

PATCHING VP MATTERS.
The Third ward having been successful,

Aid. Hashow, in a spirit of generosity,
turned his attention to the Eighth ward, and
moved that 55,000 be loaned that ward for
the improvement of certain avenues, and a
warrant was ordered drawn accordingly.

The bill of Alvin Stone for a dog pound,
for $75, was referred to the committee on
claims.

Fourteenth avenue south, from Twenty-
fourth street to Lake street, was ordered
graded.

THE WORK HOUSE ORDERED.
Upon motion of Aid. Sly the contract for

building the work house was awarded to F.
A. Festen & Co., theirs being the lowest
bid at 839,890.

The street railway company was given
one year to lay a sidewalk on Third avenue
south.

The monthly budget of bills was ordered
paid.

The engineer of the fire department was
instructed to appoint Z. Morrison superin-
tendent of the fire-alarm telegraph system,
as superintendent of the police telegraph
system, and to appoint an assistant super-
intendent at a salary not to exceed $75 per
month.

MORE MONEY.
The watchman ofthe suspension bridge

was allowed §15 per month additional sal-
ary,for the purpose ofhiring an assistant to
keep the bridge clean.

Man* place was ordered laid out and ex-
tended" from Thirteenth street to its south-
erly terminus.

SLAUGHTEB HOUSES.
An ordinance prohibiting all stock yards

and slaughter houses from being located
and operated inside the city limits was
taken from the table and passed.

A warrant for §550 in favor of N. F.
Griswold was ordered drawn, on account
of moving a barn in making the extension
of Portland avenue.

An ordinance amending the ordinance es-
tablishing the grades of the streets of the
city was read and passed, and the ordinance
amending the liquor ordinance was read.
The ordinance contemplates enlarging the
patrol limits in the First ward, Third ward
and Seventh ward as heretofore mentioned.
The ordinance was ordered printed for in-'
formation.

Plats and surveys in the matter oflaying
out and extending the following streets
were adopted and commissioners were ap-
pointed: Spring street, from Jackson
to Van Buren street; Fifth avenue south,
from East Twenty-seventh street to East
Twenty-ninth street; Twenty-second street
north, from Western avenue to Cedar Lake
road; Washington street, from Fifth street
northeast to Thirteenth avenue northeast;
Clinton avenue, from Twenty-seventh to
Twenty-ninth street. Awarrant was drawn
in favor of James Pauley for §84.61, in re-
turn for money advanced for grading, and
one in favor ofW. H. Dennis for $500, for
making plans for the workhouse. The en-
gineer was Instructed to prepare a plat for
opening and widening Broadway, and to
advertise for proposals for grading Twelfth
street, from Nineteenth to Twenty-first
avenue north; and for grading Twenty-
fourth street south from Twenty-fourth
avenue south to Twenty-seventh.

KNOCKED SILLY.

Glover Sends IVellcn to the Hospital
in the First Round.

The fancy, some three hundred strong,

filled Market hall last night, to see the an-
nounced slugging match between Patsey
Mel/en of Minneapolis, and Frank Glover
of Chicago, champion of Illinois. The fact
that Mayor Pillsbury had ordered the police
to be ready with their good offices, in case
of extreme slugging, deterred many from
attending as the chances were all in favor
of a hippodrome. Itwas not all short hair
that attended, either, as several prominent
bankers and merchans puffed their cigars in
tranquil enjoyment of the sport. Lieutenant
Daily, Sergeant Hill, Detective Quinlan
and five officers were present to maintain
order.

After an exasperating delay the ropes
were set and Prof. Donaldson announced a
Grseco-Roman wrestling match between
Dormer of Minneapolis and Cromwell of
Peoria. This was a turn-about affair evi-
dently, though considerable science was
displayed. After each had won a fall, the
third was well contested, and was finally
won by the Minneapolis man.

Avery pretty three round sparring con-
test next occurred between Patsey Cardiff
and Capt. Dalton,both of Chicago. Though
"only in fun," the match was a very fine
one, the men showing all the science of
feint and counter ofa bare-hand fight. As
a mere matter of exhibition, it was one of
the best displays of the kind ever seen in
Minneapolis.

Another long delay occurred before the
event of the evening came on, and the
crowd meanwhile became so impatient and
noisy that fears of a postponement or in-
terruption were entertained. Finally, how-
ever, after some little difficulty and the call-
ing of a dozen different names, Mike Mc-
Donald was chosen referee and the pugs
were called out. Glover seemed in splen-
did trim and Mellen appeared flabby and in
poor shape. The gloves used were small
and light, with all of the hair apparently
out. but Detective Quinlan pronounced them
all right. Time was called and the men
went to work in a way that meant busi-
ness and no child's play. Sharp blows
were interchanged, Glover pushing the work
and Mellen on the defensive, going down
once to avoid punishment. Finally, after
two minutes. Glover sent a swinging right
hander that caught Mellen in the short
ribs and sent him into his comer doubled
up and limp as a dish rag. The seconds
passed and he still lay there, and the fight
was given to Glover. The latter seemed
scarcely warmed up and received the con-
gratulations of his friends as a matter of
course.

WHAT SHADRICK SAYS.

P. 11. Kelly Promised to Use His In-
fluence for Hint.

R. H. Shadrick, the editor of the News-
Letter and well-known labor representa-
tive, was yesterday interviewed by the
Globe concerning the statement in the
Pioneer Press of yesterday to the effect that
P. H. Kelly after promising him the ap-
pointment as supervising architect, had
broken faith with him.

"It is true," said Mr. Shadrick, "that I
did have Mr. Kelly's assurance that he
would do all in his power to secure the ap-
pointment for me.

Whether
this was through his fault lam not pre-
pared to say. Until Ilearn to the contrary,
however, Ishall think Mr. Kelly did every-
thing in his power to cany out his promise
to me. I shall know the true inward-
ness in a short time and if I
find that Mr. Kelly knifed me I
shan't be slow in saying so. I know
enough about politics to understand that a
man cannot accomplish what he desires,
and as Mr. Kelly has failed to get the ap-
pointment for me I shall believe, until I
know different, that it was through some
•combination of circumstances which he
could not control. It has been intimated to
me by different parties that Kelly has been
"playing" me. but what I know of him
leads me to doubt these statements, which
Ican plainly see are made for the purpose
of turning me against him. The stuff in
the Pioneer Press is all written for the pur-
pose ofinducing the workingmen to believe
that Mr. Kelly has betrayed them. That
paper realizes that 7 the workingmen now
hold the balance of power ;in " this
district and wishes to destroy, their
probable affiliation with the Democrats
which the recent municipal election in St.

Differences Between Miller \ and
Buyer Bring the Whole to ' £

The Northwestern Millerwill say, in to-

morrow's issue: A great change has sud-
denly come over operations on the platform.
Instead of each mill being pushed to its
utmost, a half dozen or more are shut down
and most of, the others are thinking of fol-
lowing the example. In last weeks run
there were eleven mills that registered a de-
crease in output, and with three closed down'
entirely ' the production of the 'j six days
showed a loss of, over 000 barrels. The
flour production of the week : wa^ % 132,920
barrels— an average of 22, 153 barrels; daily
—against 153,174 barrels the ' preceding
week, and 103,900 barrels for the corres-
ponding time in 1884. On Wednesday
there were eight mills idle, with a capacity
of 8,000 barrels, and the prospects were fa-
vorable at that time for seven more, with
an equal capacity, being shut Idown before
Saturday. This willcut deep into the out-
put of the present • week. Some :;of ? the
mills now idle are talking of• starting : up,
but the number willprobably not be large.
As a result it seems ; doubtful at the pres-
ent writing that more than half of the
mills willbe in operation next week. The
flour market is at a very low ebb, and trans-
actions between the miller : and buyer have
practically come to a standstill/ .•'i These
parties are wide apart in their views as to
values, and each, is resisting; the demands
of the other. Our millers continue firm in
their conviction that what wheat they hold
is good property, and rather than make con-"
cessions on flour, have determined 1 to) stop
their mills.

A DEPRAVED WOMAN.

Queer Doing's of the Wife ofa Rail-
road Contractor.

The divorce suit of Jerry Smith, the
well-known railroad contractor, who lives
below the university, against his wife, Mary
Smith, is now on trial in the district court.
The complaint states that the plaintiff is 45,
and the defendant 30 years old. They were
married April 14, 1870, and until within
three years have lived happily. About this
time the wife exhibited signs of depravity,
and has since been habitually addicted to
drink. She has also been repeatedly guilty
of adultery, and rive weeks previous to the
commencement ofthe action left her home
and has since consorted with loose charac-
ters. Itis also stated that she has often as-
saulted her husband and children, and has
allowed the latter, through lack of atten-
tion, to be ill-clad and miserable. Mr.
Smith, on the stand, told the story of his
troubles in a plain, matter-of-fact way
with considerable feeling. He said his
wife acted like "one possessed;" was
abusive and ugly; had visited Dimond's
road home with a hired man, and in spite
of all he could do would procure* liquor and
drink it,until she reached a stage ofbeastly
intoxication, when she became a perfect
devil. Her conduct was such that at one
time he thought of having her examined in
the probate court, as to her sanity.

The eldest ofthe four children, a boy
twelve years old, testified to seeing his
mother on a bed with a strange man. About
a dozen other witnesses were sworn and
testified to Mrs. Smith's drunkenness and
bad behavior. The case will be resumed
this morning.

TO THE FAIR GROUNDS.

A Highway to be Built at a Cost of
$5,000.

The committee on ways and means yes-
terday had under consideration the matter
of apropriating money for laying out and
extending a highway to the state fair
grounds. The state legislature last winter
gave the city authority to appropriate $10,-
--000 for the improvement. The engineer
explained that the Hennepin delegation had
referred the matter of a route to the city
attorney and engineer to investigate. Two
separate routes had been suggested. One
by Marshall avenue and another to start
from the Washington avenue bridge, on C
street, to University avenue, down that
avenue to the city limits, and thence through
St. Anthony Park. The engineer consid-
ered the latter by all odds the most practi-
cal. The Manitoba and the Northern Pa-
cificrailway tracks have to be crossed, and
by crossing them in St. Anthony park an
excellent opportunity is afforded by the
elevation for bridging the tracks. Mr.
Pratt, the owner of the park, has already
signified his willingness to donate a right
of way through his property, making an
important saving in the cost. The alder-
men also were of the opinion that the lat-
ter route possessed marked advantages
over the other. The question of improv-
ing Broadway at a cost of §5,000, and Park
avenue at a like cost were also discussed at
length, and it was finally decided to recom-
mend that the question be referred to the
following aldermen:

Boff, of the Eighth ward; Barrows, of the
Second ward; Cole, of the Fourth ward;
Comstock, of the Second ward; Eichborn, of
the Third ward; Sutter, of the Fifth ward;
Phelps, of the Seventh, and Swanson, of the
Sixth.

surance for $1,000. The court holds that
the $1,000 belongs to S. B. Lovejoy as as-
signee for the benefit of Ladd's creditors,
and that said Lovejoy is entitled to recover
from the plaintiff and J. A. Lovejoy jointly
that amount.

The Telephone Kickers.
About fifteen telephone subscribers met

Manager McKinstry on the third floor of
the city hall in response to the call issued
on Tuesday, for a conference at which
statements might be exchanged. A gen-
eral look at the central office was first taken,
Mr. McKinstry explaining the methods of
making connections and going somewhat
into the details of the duplex system. Mr.
McKiustry then read extracts from news-
papers in Chicago, Cleveland, Cincinnati,
Toledo and other cities, showing
that Minneapolis has no greater
grievance than other cities, and that
nowhere is the telephone system
absolutely perfect.
