THE OAKLAND IMPROVEMENT.

An Expensive But Much Needed Fill
Ordered.

Among the improvemedts ordered by the
eouncil at its last meeting, is one of grad-
ing and constructing the necessary retain-
ing wall on Oakland avenue as now ex-
tended from Ramsey street to Summit
avenue. What the Seventh street fill has been
benifically to that locality, the grading of
Oakland avenue will, it isfcl:mn_ed, be to
the section of our city to which it leads.
The work is estimated to cost $90,292.
The length of the proposed grading will be
1.700 feet,or that distance between Ram-
sey street and the center of the block be-
tween Floral and Lawton streets. The
grade will begin at the point on Qakland
avenue from which Pleasant ‘and Summit
avenue diverge. As Summit avenue oc-
cupies the lower ground level the retaining
wall will be erected on that side. It will
be of stone masonry and vary regularly in
height from three feet to twenty-two feet
which will be the highest point.
Of theamount estimated for the improve-
ment $50,000 will be required for the ma-
sonry and $18,000 for the grading. The
grade on Oakland avenue when con_lpleted
will be 3 2-10 feet in 100 feet, while the
Jowest grade at present is on Snmml.t ave-
nue, which is 5 feet in 100. The lighter
grade on Qakland will doubtless draw a
large per cent. of the travel which now goes
over Summit avenue. The following dia-
gram of a cross section, taken about one-
third of the distance between Ramsey and
Floral streets, will give a good idea of the
