THOSE SCHOOL BUILDINGS.

One or Two Found Defective by the
Architects’ Commission.

The board of education held a special
meeting last night for the purpose of hear-
ing the report of the architects that were
called in to examine the three school
buildings referred to by the inspector of
buildings, Mr. Johnson, as being defect~
ively constructed.

THE REPORT READ.

As soon as the preliminary business was
concluded the report of the committee on
real estate was called for, and Mr. Minor,
the chairman, read it. This report simply
recited that it had selected, with the aid of
the building inspector, Messrs. James Boyd,
John Nevin and Asher Bassford to congﬁ-
tute a committee of architects to examine
the building referred to; that they went
around to them and attended to the duty
devolving upon them, and had made a
written report which was submitted to the
board. This was read by the secretary, the
important points of which were as follows:

First—The Washington school—Mortar
made of gravelly, unscreened sand. The
stone in the walls too small and not prop-
erly bonded.

Second—The German school—Parts of
the brick work complained of pulled down
and we find it a good wall.

Third—TFhe Douglas school—Part of wall
pulled down and it is the opinion of this
e ittee that it is a passable job of stone
work. Other than this we have no recom-
mendations or advice to ofier, as this lies
jirectly within the province of the architect.

ST. PAUL’S TRADE.

What Our Wholesale and Retail
Merchants Have Been Doing
the Past Week.

During the past week the money market
has been easier, although there has been
considerable activity in financial eircles.
Discounts remain unchanged. Easteérn ex-
change has been at a premium of about 50
cents,

Real estate continues to be exceedingly
active; numerous transactions have taken
place, some of which were large. The de-
mand for property in West St. Paul has
been particularly brisk.

In wholesale groceries the usual large
business has been done. Prices have an
upward tendency in all lines, .which helps
to improve the trade generally. :

The dry goods business has been fair, an
improvement over the previous week.

‘The drug trade is active and collec-
tions fair. Few changes of note. Glass
factories go out of blast in June, hence sup-
plies should be ordered at once; heavy sales
are reported of cheap heavy goods on ac-
comnt of low freight rates. Credits are be-
ing curtailed where accounts run past due.
The largest stoek of drugs ever carried here
is now in store; evidently our large dealers
have little fear of the future.

The wholesale clothing houses report a
fair amount of orders coming in, and a
good active trade has been done in hats and
caps.

The boot and shoe trade has been- good,
as also the leather trade, prices remaining
firm and unchanged.

There is an active demand for all season-
able hardware goods, with satisfactory col-
lections. .

The demand for lumber is greater than
any previous spring, owing to the immense
amount of building going on in all diree-
tions. Large orders from the country have
also been filled.

Heavy shipments of raw furs have been
received from Montana during the week,
which were sold at steady prices.

The fruit trade has been exceedingly ac-
tive, especially in strawberries. All fruits
ieceived here are now finding a ready mar-

ket.

The retail trade has been quite active, a
good satisfactory business having been done
in all lines, the fine weather having helped
it very perceptibly.” €. A. MCNEALR,

STOCK RAISING IN DAKOTA.

Interview With E, V. Smalley~=«
A Large Wheat Acreage.

E. V. Smalley, editor of the Northwest,
who is making a trip for business and ob-
servation to the Pacific coast, over the
Northern Pacific railroad, returned yester-
day from Dakota to spend Sunday at home,
In reply to inquiries by a GLOBE reporter
Mr. Smalley said:

The acreage of wheat in Dakota has been ¥
underestimated. @ The farmers kept on
plowing and seeding until May 20, stimu-
lated by the higher price of wheat and the
prospect of still better prices. A liberal
allowance must be made for the very large
increase in the acreage in crops in the newly
settled counties where the settlers who
went in last year broke up a good deal of
land, but raised no wheat to, speak of.

“In La Moure county, for example, the
area sown appears to be twice that of last
year., The feeling of people in Dakota is
quite hopeful, but considerable disappoint-
ment is expressed at the small amount of
iinmigration coming in this spring.

‘*‘One thing I observed as quite worthy of
note in traversing the country was the
amount of stock on the prairies. I saw
thousands of head of cattle where there
were very few to be seen last year. The
Dakota farmers have come to the conclu-
sion that stock raising pays well, and have
been shipping in cattle from Minnesota and

Iowa. A few days before I was at La
Moure a herd of 1,250 head was
driven up the valley on the way

to the Mouse river country, 250 miles dis-
tant. These cattle had been shipped by
rail to.Ellendale and were being driven
across the country to their destination.”

‘‘Is stock-raising becoming general?”

‘‘Farmers in the valley of the Cheyenne
and the Jawmesand alsoin the Red river
valley are going into stock-raising as an ad-
junet to wheat farming, believing that this
would be much more profitable than to de-
vote their entire attention to wheat. I saw
at Lake Park, Minn., a herd of 250 head of
high grade short-horn cattle that had been
wintered on the native prairie hay without
a pound of grain and were as fat and sleek
in .th? spring as any corn-fed stock in Illi-
nois.”
