si. CAUL A MAMKACTfKING TOWN.

It is pretty evident that St. Paul is at-

tractiiiir the attention of•\u25a0 the manufacturers
'ofthe country. The evidence of this con-
sists partly in the fact that our real estate
dealers and business men generally are eon-

tiuually receiving letters from"capitalists in
the East making inquiries in regard to com-
ing here and establishing themselves in
various manufacturing enterprises, and
partly in the fact that several quite large,
manufacturers have been established here
this season and mow are coming. The
favorite point seems to be near the Trans-
fer. Two well-known manufacturing firms
have within the past week bought acre
tracts in that vicinity and will immediately
commence work. The last one is the firm
of Brooks Bros., who a, day ( or two ago
purchased fiveacres near. the transfer and,
will immediately establish thereon a lumber
yard and a sash, door and blind factor}'.
Another firm purchased a tract of several
acres near St. Anthony park and will com-
mence immediately the erection '[out there
of a furniture factory. These are but two
out of a great number that have come here
quite recently. The reason for this is the
tact that St. Paul is recognized on account
of its position as the commercial depot of
the West and Northwest, ami thus presents
superior opportunities for business arid the
disposal of manufactured articled :of all
kinds. These considerations.- present an
argument that is unanswerable to the man-
ufacturer, showing that St. Paul is the site
above all others for the location •of
any industry the product of which
is to seek sale and patronage from the peo-
ple of the Upper Mississippi valley and the
country west and northwest to the Pacific
COast ; ._ •.-\u25a0; ..

Itmust be borne in mind by the manufac-
turer who is looking toward St. Paul as . a
favorable site for this or that industrial en-
terprise, that the chief merit of the \u25a0 selec-
tion does not exist in securing an .unoccu-
pied field with the certainty of fair; imme-
diate return, but is due to the ; opportunity
to develop capacity and production in the
line operated, in proportion as the country
tributary to St. Paul b; \u25a0comes populous. It
must kept in mind that the empire ofthe
Northwest aggregating the most fertile ag-
ricultural lands, the most extensive rattle
ranges, the richest mineral region , and the

. most valuable and extensive forests of the
entire country, is equal in area to more than
a quarter of the United States, and that it is
developing more rapidly at this time than
any other region ot the . continent . has de-
veloped in the.past. - , \u0084; :\u25a0. ; .

• of itsrailroad facilities, St. Paul is the natural
market for all this territory; that the North-
ern Pacific, with its headquarters and prin-
cipal terminus here, is a main highway of
all the region indicated, and the only and
controlling route of travel and commerce for
the greater portion of the entire area. The
manufacturer then who locates; in St. Paul
is not dependent upon present trade condi-
tions, favorable as they may _ee_u, but is
merely starting a plant mat cannot but ex-
pand year by year as the country tributary
grows in wealth, population ami necessities.
*Vhat Chicago is to-day as a manufacturing
center, St. Paul, backed by its commercial, 1

transportation and financial facilities, and
the natural resources of the country , tribu-
tary and accessible, willbe within a few
years.

THE KL'KI. SUPPLY.
Many Eastern manufacturers have an

erroneous opinion concerning the matter of
fuel supply In Hub locality, believing that
works requiring constant and heavy con-
sumption of coal or coke cannot be prolit-
ibly operated here. So far us the besi an-
ihraeite coal and coke are concerned, it costs
more to place them in St.Paul, oi' course, than
It does in Pittetrarg and many other East-
•rn manufacturing centers. But this ex-
cess in cost of these particular fuels to St.
Paul is more than counterbalanced by the
iccesslbility of St. Paul to the most exten-
give copper mines in the world and to the
largest and most valuable iron mines in the
2omitry. Besides this, St. Paul
has now more direct and cheaper
access to first class Bessemer
ones than Pittabug ever had. It may
farther be said that St. Paul can secure an-
thracite coal and coke by way of the lakes
to Duluth. and thence 150 miles oniy by
rail. at much less cost of freightage than the
heavy-manufactured goods can be shipped
to this point. There is one other matter
that may be mentioned in regard to this
matter of fuel. St. Paul is not, by any
uieans, so very dependent upon the Eastern
coal liehis. for she has cheap access to the
coal fields of lowa and Illinois, both of
watch (SO be readied by river freightage.
Sow the fact is. that, after ail tliis talk
about the cost of fuel, coal and coke of any
variety can be delivered in St. Paul at the
present time at nearly the cost of delivery
in Chicago. So far as charcoal la con-
cerned, it can be furnished in St.
Paul at far less cost than it can
possibly be obtained in Chicago or
Cleveland. It may also be said in addition
that the coal liekb west of St. Paul, in Da-
kota and Montana, will be developed, and
in the very near future this city will be
largely supplied with coal from the West,
over the Northern Pacific load. In wood
St. Paul can boast of an unlimited quantity
at lower prices than any Eastern manufac-
turing city can now secure. St. Paul can
secure wood, charcoal and soft coal at lower
prices than Chicago can.

IBOH AN'P BtJSKL WORKS.
Pittsburg, Cleveland and Chicago iron

workers will doubtless be surprised to learn
that so far as nearness to lirst-class Bes-
semer ores is concerned, St. Paul actually
has a decided advantage over either of the
great iron and steel marts named, yet the
statement is true. It is well known, of
course, that Pittsburg is compelled, by
reason of the inferior quality of its local
ores, to combine many different mine pro-
ducts together, even securing ores for
admixture from Missouri and Tennessee,
hi order to procure first-class results. Cleve-
land is dependent entirely upon the mines
of the Peninsula of Michigan, while Chi-
cago draws her supply froih the same
source. Cleveland and Chicago are com-
pelled to use a combination of both rail
and water routes in securing their iron ores,
or else all rail, as Chicago sometimes does,
via the Northwestern railroad from the
Peninsula mines. The fact that Chicago
does receive some of its ores by all rail
proves that the iron makers there can afford
to carry first-class ores a distance of over
four hundred miles. Now, the distance
from these very mines by rail to St. Paul
willbe but 330 miles, or less than three
hundred miles when the Sault Ste. Marie
railroad is completed. Furthermore, un-
doubtedly, the largest anrf best deposits of
specular hematite ores (the true Bessemer
ores) on the American continent are now
being developed in the state
of Minnesota, in what is known as the Ver-
milion lake district, 200 miles nearly due
north from St. Paul. The value of these
mines is more conclusively and clearly dem-
onstrated by the character of the men en-
gaged in their development than by any
paid-for analysis; and it is sufficient to state
that the Towers «fPennsylvania, the Elys
of Cleveland and Breitimf of Michigan are
the iron men who have organized the com-

pany which has been ': spending $4,000,000
on : the Duluth i&- Iron , Kuiige -i,railway
through the heart of an absolute .wilderness
of forest, rock and swamp, in order tomake
this greatest iron discovery ofL the,; age ac-
cessible.
