Cuicaco, May 23.—The existence of a
vessel rate on wheat to Buffalo of 1 cent
per bushel, with rail rates proportionately
low, is sufficient evidence that the traffic 1
grain could not be in a much worse condi-
tion. This is the lowest rate on wheat ever
known here, and yet a much lower one
would seem to be necessary before any im-
portant improvement in the shipping trade

can be hoped for. As is® quite natural, the
condition of speculation is equally hopeless.
Very few trades of other than a scalping
nature have been made during the week,

and owing to the very limited range of

fluctuations, the scalpers fared badly
enough. DPrices yesterday were barely a
point or two lower than a week ago.
