The trip to Red Wing was without inei-
dent, save when the announcement was
made that the special was in sight. There
was a rush to the platform, and soon guests
and hosts were mingling in fraternal con-
fab.

After a grand gift distribution, con-
ducted by W. J. Allen, in which each drew
an elegant zold and crimson badge, cigars
were distributed. When Red Wing was
reached it was decided to go to Kellogg
rather than while away the time at the
depot. Shortly after 4 o'clock Kellogg was
reached and a few minutes later the special
train arrived, which the reception party
proceeded to board. The usual exchange
of greetings, renewal of acquaintances and
introductions followed.

THE TRAIN
consisted of four coaches and a baggage
car. under the charge of Conductor J. S.
Cauchlin, with George B. Clason and F.
D. Underwood as superintendents extra-
ordinary. The trip from Chicago was the
fastest ever made, although no particular
attempt was made to make extraordinary

time. The time of the entire trip from
Chicago to © Minneapolis, including
stops, was eleven hours and
forty-five minutes, so some idea

can be gained of the rate of speed attained.
The last fifty miles before reaching St. Paul
were made in fifty-three minutes. The
conductors having charge of the train were
C. F. Willis, from Chicago to Milwaukee;
Seneca Green, from Milwaukee to La
Crosse: J. S. Caughlin, from La Crosse to
Minneapolis. Frank Dunn was the engin-
eer who brought the train from La Crosse
to Minneapolis in safety with the best time
on record.
““THE BEST TIME ONX RECORD”
was not confined to the rate of speed at-
tained. but extended to the passengers,
for a more social and congenial set never
boarded a car. Conductors are proverbially
good fellows, and when brought together on
one train under such circumstances nothing
but a good time could result.

TROUNCING THE TRIBUNE,

Several Rattling Speeches at the
Meeting of the Irish League.

At the meeting of the Irish National
Land league last evening several very large
vials of wrath were opened and poured on
the heads of the editors and proprietors of
the Tribune. The room was crowded full
with members and interested outside Irish-
men and the liveliest interest was taken in
the proceedings. Cheers and applause were
lavished on every utterance or sentiment
that pleased the crowd, and the meeting
was emphatically of one mind as regarded
the object of the meeting. Routine busi-
ness was dispensed with and Roger Vail
was called on to deliver an address in an-
swer to the later editorials in the Tribune.

Mr. Vail read his address from manu-
seript because, he said. it was intended for
a larger audience than this, viz: the read-
ers of the newspapers in this and other
states, and because he wanted a check on
the reporters, such as manusecript only
would hold. He began by reading the
original Tribune editorial, clipped from the
paper itself, because the charge was made
that he had garbled its language, and he
then continued his statistics' of last Sun-
day, showing beyond a doubt that Ireland
was not open to the charge of national ig-
norance. Reading the second Tribune
editorial, he replied to the charge
that the original Windom hall  men
were ““two or three merce-
nary and despicable agitators.” They
were Rev. MeGolrick, James R. Corrigan,
J. J. Keenan, J. H. Steele and Roger Vail,
and the speaker gave a brief encomium of
each, which was greeted with cheers. Mr.
Steele was received with cheers and ap-
plause, and the same demonstration greeted
the name of Roger Vail, when the speaker
modestly referred to himself. He then de-
fined the origin and mission of the Irish
Land league, in reply to further strictures
of the Tribune in the same editorial. The
club, he said, had sent hundreds of dollars
to Ireland, and in the sums were contribu-
tions from a number of leading citizens, in-
cluding ex-Gov. Pillsbury, ex-Mayor Ames,
M. W. Glenn, Father M¢Golrick and hun-
dreds of others. All this, he said, the
Tribune was doubtless ignorant of when it
stigmatized them as ‘‘bummers aud mer-
cenary rasecals,” but he would not use the
language of Horace Greeley or of Wilbur F.
Storey, ‘“You lie, you villain, you know
vou lie,” but would rather be dignified and
gentlemanly, and crush the Tribune by ar-
gument.

At length, dropping the argument, he
took up the cause of ridicule and directed it
against the proprietors of the Tribune per-
sonally, keeping his audience in one broad
grin for a half hour. He read the com-
ments of the press, on the action of the
league, including Minnesota and foreign
papers, and announced he would have the
Boston Pilot and Irish World next week.
On his motion a vote of thanks was ten-
dered those papers that had sympathized
with the league in its course.

Speeches were also made by James H.
Corrigan, Judge Quinn and others, all pa-
triotic, enthusiastic Irish speeches, which
were warmly applauded. Before the meet-
ing closed, a large number of Irish-Ameri-
cans came forward and enrolled their names
as members of the league.

A CHEMICAL FIRE

Summarily Handled by a Chemical
Engine Yesterday.

An alarm of fire was turned in yesterday
morning, bringing the department to the
southwest corner of First avenue south and
Fifth street. The blaze was a large frame
structure, occupied above by W. L. Keiler
as a paint shop and below by E. J. Samp-
son as a confectionery. The attention of
pedestrians had been attracted by a dense
smoke pouring out of the upper windows,
and the alarm given. On Saturday night
the painters had thrown a quantity of rags
saturated with paint and benzine into one
corner, and the mass had taken fire spon-
taneously. In the room was stored a quan-
tity of oil, turpentine and benzine, and in a
short time the interior was a roaring fur-
nace. The chemical engine did admirable
work, and the flames were confined to the
rooms in which they were discovered and
finally extinguished. Keiler is a loser to
the extent of the stock on hand, including
some completed work, but is fully covered
by insurance.

Sampson was damaged slightly by the
water, which invaded the dwelling portion
of his store. His loss will not exceed $10¢
and is covered by insurance. The building
is damaged in the upper story only., It is
the property of Keiler and is built on land
rented from Mrs. Hill of Chicago.

The only remarkable feature of the fire
was the promptness with which the chem-
ical engine extinguished flames against
which an ordinary stream would have been
of no avail.

THE RATLROADS.
No Further Ap to a Lease of the

Oregon Navigation by  the
Northern Pacific.

The Northern Pacific Being Operated
Economically---Earnings Increase
Since the 1st of May.

The New York Central Will Put on
Three New Trains and Make
¥aster Time to Chicago.

New York Central Departure.
Special to the Globe.

NEW YoRrk, May 24.—Some important
changes in the running of trains on the
New York Central & Hudson River rail-
road will go into effect to-morrow. The
Chicago limited express will leave the
Grand Central station at 9:50 a. m. every
day in the week, and will run through to
Chicago in twenty-four hours. This is an
entirely new train, and the cars were built
expressly for this service. They consist of
elaborate drawing room, sleeping and din-
ing coaches and a smoking and reading
room car. This train will also have a fast
connection for Cincinnati. ‘Still another
new train to Chicago will leave the Grand
Ceutral station at 6 o’clock p. m. every day,
Sundays included, arriving at Chicago at
9 o'clock the ‘following evening. This
train.will make all western connections. 1t
will have through sleeping ears to Chicago,
both via the North Shore and South Shore
routes, also through sleeping cars to Cin-
cinnati and St. Louis.

NORTHERN PACIFIC.

What is Being Done and What Will
Probably be Done.

Since the return of Vice President Oakes,
of the Northern Pacific road, from New
York yesterday it is not impossible that the
company has given up hope for a time at
least of coming to any agreement with the
Oregon Navigation people in regard to the
leasing of that company’s property to the
Northern Pacific. The condition of the
much-talked-of lease has not changed a
whit during the week. The difterence be-
tween the companies is still in reference to
the-duration of the 5 per cent. guarantee,
the Oregon Navigation insisting on 6 per
cent. after one year, and the Northern Pa-
cific and Union Pacific wishing to defer
that rate until three years have elapsed.
Jay Gould, Sidney Dillon and other Union
Pacific magnates are willing to agree to
6 per cent. after two years, but Robert
Harris, Frederick Billings and several ether
Northern Pacific directors are understood
to adhere to the three years proviso. It is
not improbable that two years at 5 per
cent. may be accepted as a compromise,
but the Oregon Navigation officials assert
that they will not yield their point. Presi-
dent Harris of the Northern Pacific will
come out West and take a trip over the line
about the first of June, and many of

THE POINTS IN DISPUTE,
will be settled, that is if Mr. Harris is
favorably impressed with the condition of
the line. ' 1f the matter was left entirely
in the hands of the lawyers the lease

would be made at an early date,
and there is no reason to believe
that it will not be carried out.

Lawyers of the Northern and Union Pacific
roads say there will be very little trouble
in legally executing the lease and surmount-
ing any obstacles in the way of its execu-
tion, the agreement of terms being the main
thing. The lease can be ratified by two-
thirds of the stockholders, and this propo-
sition is said to be represented by the direc-
tors and the proxies they control.

The signing of any contract by the North-
ern Pacific with the Oregon Navigation has
been deferred to some extent by the large
decrease in earnings of the former company
and the general depression in financial
circles. Travel has been very light overthe
Northern Pacific, but it is now in-
oreasing.  and there will most
likely, as Mr. Oakes expects,
be a surplus of 300,000 over operating ex-
penses at the end of the fiscal year. The
last three weeks’ shipmentsof cattle have
been heavy, and the movement of grain and
general merchandise over the line is np to
the average of the year. The company has
been operating the road as conservatively
as possible and the construction force on

THE, CASCADE DIVISION

has been cut down nearly a half. This di-
vision was being rapidly pushed to open
new territory to the road. It extends from
Ainsworth twelve miles above Wallula
Junction, directly across the Colorado
mountains to Tacoma. From Ainsworth
this division is already in operation west-
ward as far as North Yakima, a distance of
sixty miles, and men are at work building
the road up.into the mouniains.

From Tacoma eastward this division is in
operation for a distance of 25 miles to South
Prairie, and 25 miles more east of South
Prairie are nearly ready for the iron. The
entire distance from Tacoma to Ainsworth
via the Cascade division is 252 miles. Of
this 85 miles are in operation and 25 miles
more nearly completed, leaving 142 miles
vet to be built. Upon these 142 miles a
force of men is at work at both ends. This
division will not be completed for about two
years yet, and the tunnel through the Cas-
cade mountains, the contract for which will
be let in a day or two, will not be completed
for perhaps three years. In the meantime
some contrivance might be brought into
requisition to cross over the mountains.
The report $hat the Northern Pacific would
extend its line 14 miles in one place and 6
in another and put a line of boats on the
Columbia river to reach Portland is a hoax.
