Republican Promotions.

Washington, May 29. —There was a
whole series of promotions to-day in the
office of the treasurer of the United States.
It was a severe blow to the Republican pa-
pers that Secretary Manning, tlie "un-
scrupulous machine politician,'' promoted
Mr. Graves, a Republican officeholder, to
be superintendent of printing and
engraving. However, they would have
forgiven that little slip on the part
ofMr. Manning ifhe had only appointed a
Tammany heeler or County Democracy
striker to succeed Mr. ("raves as first as- i
sistant treasurer. On the contrary, this
remorseless champion of the spoils system
promoted Cashier Whelpiey to be assistant
treasurer, Asssistant Cashier Whitney
to be cashier. Principal Teller True
to be assistant cashier and Teller's
chief clerk. Meline. to be principal "teller.

' Secretaay Manning's failure to reward a
few New York ward workers is about as
severe a blow as the Whitelaw Reid variety
ofRepublicans have experienced for months.
Mr. Whelpiey is a native of Albany, the son
of Herman C. Whelpiey. a well-known
attorney of Albany. In 1861, Mr. Whelpiey
was telegraphed for by Secretary Chase to
come to Washington to assist in getting out
the first issue of United States greenbacks,
and his name appears on the face of the
6,000,000 notes issued at that time. After
performing this duty he was in 18(52 ap-
pointed a first clerk in the treasurer's
oflice.

! completed at the Virginia military
j institute. In 1854 Col. Denby re- j
moved to Evansville, Ind., where, with
the exception of three years during the war,
he has since resided and practiced law.
During tlie Rebellion he was a lieutenant-
colonel of the Forty-second Indiana regi-
ment. He was twice wounded. He has
been a member of the Indiana legislature.
Col. Denby was requested to accept the
nomination to congress from the First In-
diana congressional district, but declined
and lias devoted his time almost
exclusively to the legal profes-
sion. He was endorsed by the
entire Indiana delegation and by prom-
inent men outside of that state.

Mr. W. S. Crowell of Ohio, ap-
pointed United Statesconsul at Amoy.
China. to-day. is at present a
member of the Ohio state senate. He
is about 45 years of age and a lawyer by
profession. He is a personal and political
friend of Mr. Oliver Payne of Cleveland,
and was indorsed for the appointment by
Senator Payne.

Ifow Investigations arc Smodicred
Special to the Globe.

Washington, May 29.— A movement is
being made in the three principal depart-
ments of the treasury, interior and post-
office, which has for its object a large num-
ber of dismissals among the clerical force.
In justification of this it is said that offi-
cials, to whose attention cases of suspected
wrong-doing in their bureaus have been
brought, are feeling themselves handicapped
by Republican clerks in subordinate posi-
tions, a high officer of the treasury de-
partment, in speaking of this sub-
ject, to-day said: -The reference of papers
to these clerks for investigation and report
places the clerks in possession of the move-
ment of the enemy, a position which they
are quick to take advantage of. it affords
them an opportunity to inform interested
parties outside oi the department that an
investigation threatens, and it is easy to see
how valuable and important such a warning
must ii;' to guilty parties. Tlie great
trouble experienced by Democratic officials
iu authority/' continued this gentleman,
"is that they stand at the head of their bu-
reaus with no subordinate upon whom they
can rely should they desire to conduct an
investigation. They must either examine
books or files in person or delegate the
work to Republican clerks who, if they are
not directly implicated, are hand in glove
with others whose positions ami characters
are ai stake. Anyone who has noticed
how quickly a prospective investigation is
whispered through a department will ap-
preciate the difficulty under which the new
officials labor.

Superintendent of ti_e Yellowstone.

Washington. May 39.—Mr. 1). Walker
Wear of St. Louis spends, a good part of his
time at tiie interior department, making the
exploration of Yellowstone park by a docu-
mentary route. There are leases on top of
leases in bewildering confusion, and the su-
perintendent must be tlidtoughiy posted re-
carding the various interests over which he
is lo exercise supervision. Mr.
Wear was presented to the president
by Senator Cockrell. Mr. Cleveland
said that the position ofsuperintendent of
the National park v» as considered a very re-
sponsible one. The administration was de-
sirous of preserving in good condition this
great reservation with its game and natural
curiosities. "Ifyou don't take good care
of the park," said the president, laughing,

$900 a year. This duty consists chiefly in
riding over the reservation and protecting
it from vandals and hunters, "it is a mis-
take,'- remarked Mr. Wear this evening "to
say 1 have ten appointments in my hands.

Washington, May *9.—Col. J. R. Fel-
lows of New Yorksays then- i an excellent
feeling among Cue Democrats of all fac-
tions and the general disposition to unite
and support the administration. "But,'"he
says, "it is too early toi any action
in that direction now. It would make the
campaign too long. They are not doing
anything and don't intend to yet awhile,
but the Democrats are sure of the state.
Both parties are utterly at sea about their
candidate for governor. The Democrats
have not turned toward anyone as yet, and
the Republicans are just as far from deter-
mination. Among the Democrats Hillis a
candidate, and there are Flower. Coining
and several others." "How about
Whitney and Manning?'' "Neither would
he be a candidate. I have no more idea
that Manning would accept the nomination
for governor than he would accept a coun-
try postoflice. Whitney has declared him-
self and it is not likely that he has changed
his mind. The convention that nominated
Cleveland for governor wanted at first
to nominate Whitney, but he would
not have it. His election was
assured if he had accepted
the nomination and that made him the
more determined not to accept He did
notjwant to be governor. If the party had
been in a tight fix he might have felt bound
to help them out. but as soon as Folger
was nominated Democratic success was
assured, and there was no necessity of his
sacrificing his inclinations. Now neither
Whitney nor Manning will enter the con-
vention.

Washington, May 29. —The president

to-day appointed James W. Whelpiey of
New York to be assistant treasurer of the
United States. Mr. Whelpiey at present
holds the otlice of cashier. His promotion
will cause other promotions as follows: 11.
A. Whitney, assistant cashier, tobe cashier,
and J. F. Meline. chief clerk, to be teller.
Mr. Valentine P. Snyder of New York.
who is at present acting as private secretary
to Secretary Manning, will be appointed
chief clerk of the treasurer's of-
fice. The above changes will take
effect on the first prox. Since Secretary
Manning assumed charge of the treasury
department, sixty clerkships, ranging in
salary from $900 to §3,000, have become
vacant With one exception the offices are
\u25a0ill within the civil service classification.
The secretary has decided not to till any of
the vacancies in question on the ground that
the interests of the service do not require it.
This decision willresult in an annual sav-
ing of about 500,000.

DUMONT RELEASED.

United States Forces HaveXo Author-
ity to Detain Him.

Middleton Asking for Volunteers---
-So News From i'ig iJear.

WiNX-PEG, .May 29.—People here are

not inclined to feel badly over the escape
of Dumont to the United States, the feel-
ing against him being less bitter than
again-. Riel. In spite of the latter"s pro-
testations, lie is regarded as the main mis-

chief-maker, and Dumont only a subordi-
nate. Dumont also won some sympathy on
account oi bravery, though he was no doubt
directly responsible tor much of the blood-
shed. Gen. Middleton is asking for volun-
teers among the forces to remain in the
Saskatchewan country until perfect quiet is
restored. There are not very brisk re-
sponses to his invitations. There has been
no further word of Big Bear.

When Riel was cap-
tured be tied into Montana with
Michael Dumais. a half-breed at-
tendant, They were arrested and de-
livered to Col. Coppinger at Fort Assini-
boine, who communicated with Gen. Terry
here for instructions, who communicated
the facts to Washington. Under the above
order den. Terry yesterday directed that
Dumont and Dumais be set at liberty. '

Railway It-ail Clerks.

Chicago, May 29.—Among one of the
many canards growing out of the office-
seeking craze is one telegraphed from
Washington that the clerks of the railway
mail service of the Northwest, fearing
they were not to be retained, contem-
plated resigning in a body, thereby throw-
ing the mails into inextricable confusion.
Capt. White, superintendent of the railway
mail service, pronounced the report
absurd. The clerks are skilled and
efficient men and it would take a
small army of trained men to fill their
places. Capt. McGrath. superintendent of
mails, did not believe the railway mail
clerks contemplated any such action. Most
of them lived in country towns far removed
from each other, and they were not the
class ot men to engage in any concerted ac-
tion like a strike. Such a strike, however.
if it should occur, would be a great calamity
and indict immense injury ou the business
interests of the country.

Conn'tiou o_ Trade.

New York, May 29.—Bradstreet re-
ports the trade situation as unimproved
from last week. Bank reserves are larger
than ever and loan rates were never lower
than at present. So far as the volume of
general trade is concerned there has been
no appreciable change. Rates of freight
by rail as well as by lake
and canal have been inclined downward
rather than otherwise. Reports from the
newly-planted corn crop are not favorable,
but tiie wheat acreage is larger titan last
year and the condition of the growing fields
is reported excellent. Trade in iron, coal,
wool and other staples is very quiet.

A Kailroad Sued.
Charles O. Fanning of Cottage Grove,

Washington county, yesterday filed
a suit with the United States clerk against
the Chicago. Milwaukee & St. Paul Railway
company, asking $15. t'9(5 damages. Early in
September last, Fanning was driving
across the track, about a mile from Hast-
ing, when he was struck by a train, his
horses killed, wagon smashed, himself dan-
gerously hurt and made incurably deaf by
the accident. He avers that the train was
behind, running at a high rate of speed,
and did not sound whistle or bell for the
crossing.

LOST IN TEE FLOOD.
Terrible Bains, Accompanied by a Tor-

nado, Deal Death and Destruction
in Texns.

Two Thousand People in East "Waco
Driven From Their Homes in the

Terrific Storm.

Storm Troubles.
Waco, Tex.. May 29.—The violence of

Ihe late storms lure are overshadowed by
the rain and tornado of Wednesday night.
The rain-fall did uot cease until yesterday
morning. All the streams in and close to
the suburbs ofthe city, the banks of which
were dotted with hundreds of residences,
overflowed and transformed their surround-
ings into a vast sea. The scenes of terror
and confusion were heart-rending. The
people lied for their lives from their homes
in the midst of the raging stream. Thomas
Deiminghoff. his wife and three small child-
ren, remained in their house, which was
swept away and til! were drowned. Their
bodies were recovered and buried yesterday.
Howard Lewis, his wife, his sister and three
small children lost their lives in a similar
manner. Eleven personsare known to have

- ed and five others are unaccounted
for and reported to he drowned. The dam-
age to property by the tornado was very
large. The total damage in the city is esti-
mated at S50.000. The Brazos river rose
two feet above high water mark. The

were submerged. The losses in McLennon
county wiil aggregate fully a quarter of a
million dollars.

Seeing that
the waters of the Brazos river threatened
them with watery graves, the population.
about 2,000 persons, fled from their homes
in the nudst of the storm, aided in escaping
by tlie light of the vivid lightning and hun-
dredsof lanterns. No lives are reported lost in
this portion of the city. The river rose all
day. inn at 0 o'clock last evening it appeared
to have come to a standstill. There were
no trains on any of the roads yesterday.

The approaches to tite suspension bridge
on tin1 east side of the river, were demol-
ished and large obstructions from above
may carry both bridges away at any mo-
ment. The estimates of the damage
to property in and about Waco do not in-
clude the damage to crop** and from prop-
erty, which cannot now be estimated, but
good judges place the damage to the grow-
ing crops at 8500,000.

INSOLVENT HANK.

Mr. Bumni practically owned it. Thomas
L. Huggard was nominally the cashier, but
in reality the clerical drudge of the place,
domg all the routine business of the bank
and keeping up the ordinary daily accounts.
Mr. Bumm managed his own affairs with a
sort of exclusive care which precluded the
possibility of anybody else gaining an
insight into ins peculiar doings. Bumm's
successor had assumed control and the ac-
counts of the institution could be over-
hauled.. A very critical state of affairs
was found to exist. On Monday the audit-
ing committee of the board of directors
poet at the bank for the purpose of examin-
ing the accounts. When Cashier Huggard
was called upon to explain certain matters.

Mr. George W. Bumm, who, as a member
of the board of directors and also a mem-
ber of the firm of William Bumm & Sons,
was present at the meeting and made a state-
ment, in which he pledged the firm as liable
for the money which his linn had drawn.
and in consequence his attorney couressed
a judgment iu favor of the hank for $115,-
000. The directors unanimously, near mid-
night last night, resolved to suspend, and
accordingly at 10 o'clock this morning the
doors of the hank were not opened for
business. The stockholders, itis understood,
will pay off every dollar of the
indebtedness. In addition, the directors
themselves, it is said, have $110,000 locked :
up in the bank. 530,000 of it having been I
deposited but a few days ago. The bank !

June, and the city had deposited in the

Cattle from Walla Walla.

Report That That Road Will Extend its
Devil's Lake Branch to Port

Totten.

Trouble Expected in the Sale of Minneap-
olis & St. Louis Tickets at the

Union Depot.

Tlie St. Paul Explains Why it With-
drew from tlie Colorado-

Utah I'oal.

Central Iowa Cool Percentages are
Made Nearer to satisfaction

Than is Usual.

Mo.itaita Projects.

Some interesting gossip is coming to the
surface, growing out of the recent visit of
.T.J. Hill and. Dennis Ryan to Montana.
They went out at lite instigation of Paris
Gibson of Benton, an old Minneapolis man,
and ('. A. Broadwater of Helena. It is in-
timated that they went oul to inspect the
valuable water power of the Great Falls of
the Missouri, some distance above Benton,
and the lands adjacent to Sand coulee, not
far distant from tlie falls and of easy access.
The falls constitute a water power of from
three to five tinns the power of the falls of
St. Anthony a! Minneapolis, and much
more- easily adapted to milling and manu-
facturing purposes. A town site had til-
ready been secured by Mr. Hilland Mr. Gib-
son some two years since, also some very
valuable water power frontage at the fails
and along the rapids. Some say they went
out there in the interest of a railway from
Helena to the great falls which would bring
them within easy communication with the
capital of the territory. It was also hinted
in this connection that Mr. Hill contem-
plated extending the Devil's Lake branch of
the Manitoba system to the Missouri river.
These projects will no doubt be carried out.
but they are yet some time in the future.
When they are carried out, taking the rail-
way lines in communication with the Mis-
souri river, the Manitoba would have
through transportation facilities between
St. Paul and Helena, which might eventu-
ally develop into a through railway system
between the capitals of Minnesota and
Montana, opening up new agricultural,
grazing and mineral lands over a wide scope
of country now unsettled and undeveloped.
Strength is given to this speculation by the
fact that this powerful syndicate is serip-
ping large tracts of land about the great
falls of Sand coulee, and securing valuable
coal lands and mineral properties, it is
claimed that the coal taken front the Sand
coulee mines will make a line grade of
coke, which could be cheaply supplied to
the smelters at Wiekes, through the medi-
um of the Helena & Benton line,
when built, and the smelters at Butte and
Anaconda through connection at Helena
with the Northern Pacific, and at Garrison
with the Utah Northern and Narrow Gauge
branch of the Union Pacific. The greatest
drawback would be the breakage of bulk at
Garrison, assuming that the projected line
would be broad gauge. However, this
might be obviated by the laying of a third
rail on broad and narrow gauges. The bulk
of the coke now used to. these smelteries
is brought from Pennsylvania and
costs about S22 per ton.
Itcould be furnished from Sand coulee at
about half this price provided there was no
break in bulk in transit. This has been
proved by test coke made at and shipped
from the bituminous mines at Bozeman.
The demand for coke in Montana is rapidly
growing. This great territory is developing
into the mineral treasure house of the na-
tion, and it seems a happy provision of na-
ture that coal should be discovered in the
territory from which coke may be made for
the use of smelters in treating the rich ores
of the vast mines now only in the incipi-
tient stages of their development. It does
not require the spirit of prophecy to fortell
the future oftliis territory, nor to anticipate
the extension of the Manitoba system as
outlined above. President Hill of this road
left for New York last night, it is under-
stood, for the furtherance of these Montana
projects.
