Chicago, June I.—Peter McGeoch, hale-

looking and good natured, makes the run
between Chicago ana Milwaukee very often
now. He has become a leader again at Mil-
waukee, and if the luck of the last ninety
days willonly stand by another ninety it is
possible that he may become a leader at
Chicago. "Idon't believe that there will
be any hope for the bulls," he said to the
Globe reporter, ''until the present accu-
mulations of wheat are out of the way.
About next October willbe the time to be-
gin to play the 'buff side of wheat with
profit." The Scotchman nodded his head
decisively and looked quite as confident and
sell-satisfied as he ever did in his hey-day.
The truth is McGeoch has been a winner of
late, on a large scale, too—so large that
his friends are contideutly predicting that
the old man will "win out"' before lie leaves
off. "The trouble all comes," said Mc-
Geoch in this same conversation, "that this
country raised in the years ISB2-3 two crops
of wheat in one season. There was never
anything like it before. There may be
nothing like it again. I think that this
year there willbe such a

CHOP FAILURE

as was never suffered before, but itwon't ad-
vance figures until the enormous accumula-
tions are out of the way." It is remarka-
ble that McGeoch's recent successes should
be so welcomed by the crowd which he first
lorded over, and which he finally caused to
suffer so much. It is the tribute
of the mob to the Scotchman's
courage. Traders who used to curse Mc-
Geoch when he ran corners, and who
cursed him when his lard deal col laps sd
and there was a loss of53,000,000 to be dis-
tributed, are now anxiously watching the
old fellow's progress, predicting that with
money in his coffers again there will be
some hope for the market and some chance
for the broker. The venerable and irascible
David Wells, Jr., and the sturdy Peter are
now playing high-low-jack-and-the-game
once more at the elegant residence of diplo-
matic Alexander Mitchell. The suits begun
by David, whenever he pretended "towant
to know, you know," and the cross suits
by Peter, whenever he pretended to lay
claim to what was left of his venerable

partner's millions, "*
have not been dismissed. The two old fel-
lows are keeping them standing to deceive
outsiders. They are half ashamed to let
the world know that after quarreling they
haw again become like cooing doves.

The live cattle men are on the dead run
from the dressed beef shippers.

mains a good thing only so loug as it takes
outsiders tofind it out Swift and Armour
and Hammond have made some millions
out of dressed b.eef, and now Sam Allerton,
and Tim Eastman and George Fowler
and John Dutcher want to
go in and run the - business.
But there is the poultry business, which has
always been neglected, and the dairy busi-
ness. \u25a0 It needs no stretch of imagination
to believe that within the next five years
the manufacture of artificialmilk, cream
and eggs, on a scale to supply the world,
willbe in fullblast at the stock yards.

'"The speculative market continues feat-
ureless," said a prominent trader to the
Globe man to-day. "It is quite certain
that the visible supply has not yet stopped
increasing, and pretty certain that the price
of wheat has not yet stopped declining.
The people who usually gobble the pork
and about this season advance the price,
are in a panic lest .cholera should appear.
Pork is likely to get under §10, and wheat
under SOc." WtM

MONDAY'S MARKETS.
The grain market was again weak and

lower to-day. The present down turn
started at about 93c for July, and to-day it
struck 8GHe for the same option. At the
opening the situation lo6ked a little threat-
ening, and one failure was reported on the
open board before the other one began its
belated session. July wheat closed last
Friday at 87>^c, and opened this morning
at 86^c. This was the "put price," and a
reaction set in from the beginning which
carried the market up to 86 %c, where it
hung during the greater part ofthe session.
Tne feeling, at the outlook, was un-
deniably weak, and the early buy-
ing this morning was mostly by the
shorts, who had a good profit and wished to
secure it. Those parties, also, who bought
"puts" at 86%c or better, would naturally

buy against them after such a decline, as
chances were better of getting their money
back in the upward direction rather than
the other.

FOREIGN ADVICES
were weak and depressed aud there is little
to hope for at present from that source. As
the weather improves the crop reports grow
more favorable and the prospects forspring
wheat are now decidedly good, especially in
the gftat Northwest region. On the
other hand Mr. Talmadge, the Mil-
waukee statistician, has put forth his
estimate of the entire crop this year at 340,-
-000,000 bushels, while Mr. Walker of New
Yorkonly goes him a little better, putting
the figures at 380,000,000 bushels. But,
say the bears, if these estimates are correct
or nearly so. the surplus of over 100,000.000
bushels ofold wheat, which will be left
over, added to the lowest figures given,
makes out a fullaverage crop after all; and
this fact leads many to look for still lower
prices, unless the foreign demand shows
Bonie signs of reviving.

THE RECEIPTS
porsed, being practically for the three days,
were much smaller than was expected. St.
Louis was much firmer, in proportion, for
winter wheat than we were, while New
York opened %(B>%c lower and rallied sub-
sequently. It is possible that May will
now step in and steady the market for a
time, fearing the consequences of a further
decline. The close was heavy and lower,
at 84%cJune, Ss% c July, 87% cAugust,
%9%c September. This represents a de-
cline from Friday's close oil%c June, l%c
July, l%c August.

Corn held its own remarkably well,
2onsidering thejbountiful supply which cur-
rent postings exhibited. About 1,100 cars
showed up as the result of three days' ar-
rivals. The July option etosed on Friday,
at 44 %c, opened at 44 this morning, sold
iown to 43%c|and then rallied with wheat to
I4)£c, where it remained steady for some
time. Some parties think that the sup-
ply of

OLD COKX
willprove to be much less than is now an-
ticipated, but others say the free movement
from first hands, so long prophesied, hus at
last set in and that we shall receive large
quantities of that grain from this
time on. Future prices will depend
somewhat upon which of- the above
views turns out to be the correct one. The

feeling to-day, after the first break, was
rather firm. There is no such mountain of
surplus overhauging the corn trade as de-
presses wheat, and hence bulls take hold
with more confidenoe. The close was
slightly under tlte latest figures .of Friday,
quotably 44}£c June, 44% c July, 44%c
August, 45^fc September.

Oats were strong and tame late, but
closed higher than on Friday. Trade was
active for future delivery, raid the major
part was of a speculative character. June
sales were made at 31>£@S2Kc, with 82&c
the closing.
