Indian Inspector Gardner Talks
About the lied Ulan.

R. S. Gardner, United States Indian in-
spector, came to St. Paul yesterday on his
way home to West Virginia from a long

tour of the Indian reservations of the
country, lie said to aGi.or.i: reporter that
during his trip, since last August, he bad
visited nearly every state and territory west
of the Dakota line. and had looked into nearly
all the offices in that territory. He believed

the Indians were all right and doing well.
Those In the British possessions, he
believed, who were just now making
trouble for the government, would prove
an elephant on the hands of the Dominion
government. They had, he said, learned
enough of civilization to know when they
were being imposed oo ami ill-treated, and
to resent it. and that until the government
was ready to deal squarely with them they
would continue to make trouble. Col. Gard-
ner says he is

THE OLDEST DTDIAN I3TBPECTOB
now in the service of the United States,
having been appointed in ISTH. During all
that time he has been traveling so con-
stantly that he lias been at home not more
than 100 days in all. He has seen every
agency and is posted on every redskin ox
any note in the country. Although he has
a trace ot* Indian blood in his veins and has
been among Indians so frequently, he can

speak but a few words of tlie aboriginal

tongues, and always converses through an
interpreter. He had noticed considerable
improvement among the Indians since he
began his duties and believed that the
whole Indian question could be reached in
the one word '"education."

QUEEB IDEA?.
"They have queer ideas on some things,"

he said, "and one of these is that they
should be paid something for sending the
young bucks and squaws io school. Some
willsend them for nothing, and others ask
SlO a head. They learn rapidly, as a rule,
and, like the Chinese, are great imitators.
On my visits the pupils frequently
wrote little notes of welcome. They
call me in one tribe 'La Kota Tonka.'
the 'Big Indian.' who brings them a mes-
sage from the great father at Washington.
Another good thing was the movement
inaugurated by the last congress, making it
a law that any Indian committing a mis-
demeanor shall be tried by the same court
as a white man. Heretofore an Indian
would be tried by Indians, and. whatever
the penalty might be, he would pay it with
a few ponies.

"Another good indication is that they
are learning to acquire and hold property.
This keeps them from following their tradi-
tional fondness for going on the war path,
and are less apt to be willing to commit
de-preilatioiis."'

Col. Gardner says that polygamy is get-
ting scarce among nearly all the
Indian tribes and the custom heretofore in
vogue, of each brave having on an average
four wives, has gradually died out. The
old bucks are allowed to continue their life
as they begun it. but it is a crime for the
young man to take more than one wife.
The marriages are made by the sale of tiie
young squaws, tho mother of the latter do-
ing the trading and fixing the number of
ponies the daughter is worth.

NOT DYIXG OUT.
Mr. Gardner also says it is a mistake to

suppose that the tribes are gradually dying
out. Nearly every tribe is holding its own.
Their number is not known, as it is almast
impossible to take a census of them. The
Navajoes, the blanket-makers, say they
have lived in Puget Sound for fifteen gen-
erations, or during the lives of fifteen old
men, each being reckoned as livingseventy-
five years.

During his stay in Washington territory
last January Col. Gardner negotiated the
purchase of the right-of-way for*tlie North-
ern Pacific railway. It included 1,004
acres and the purchase price was 85 per
acre. At the time the trade was made a
big pow-wow was held. at which there were
present, beside the railway officials 1:27 In-
dians.

A COURT-MARTIAL.

Gov. Hubbard Will Order One in tlie
Bend-3laeCartUy Case.

The Bend-MacCarthy case was advanced
one more peg yesterday. Statements had
been submitted to Gov. Hubbard and the
correspondence which has been already
published. After an investigation,
Gov. Hubbard .said to a
Globe reporter: "I have decided
to convene a court-martial m the case.
Beyond this simple statement nothing
further is to be said in the matter at pres-
ent."

It was understood that the date of the
court-martial has not been fixed.

BOARD OF TRADE.

It Holds Its Annual Meeting and
Elects Officers and Committees.

Yesterday morning the board of trade of
St. Paul held its annual election, and on
retiring W. H. Hubbard. the president, de-
livered a very short address, as follows:

To the St. Paul Board of Trade:— The re-
currence of an annual election and the close
of my term of office afford an opportunity
of verybriefly referring to our past progress
and present condition. We have just
reached our fifth mile stone. This alone
gives us cause for congratulation, for like
the human race, boards of trade show an
alarming mortality during the infantile per-
iod. Secondly, looking fairly upon the past
and present, we may justly claim to have
been, and to be, an important spoke in the
wheel of St. Paul's business career. To be
sure, certain circumstances, just now nncon-

i trollable, forbid our being as conspisuous as
'boards at more speculative centers, still, we
strive to make the most of our
"environment"' and gather hope and pa-
tience from faith in what the future surely
has in store for us. Great problems, in-
volving questions of transportation and as
to what are true "terminal points," are
slowly solving themselves, and for these
solutions we can afford to wait. But to
doubt that these solutions already point to a
vastly greater business and wider influence
for this board is to doubt the iniiuences that
have doubled the wealth and population of
St. Paul in the last four years. We are
building largely for the future, striving to
lay foundations that will stand the scrutiny
of that board of a thousand members
which in a million-dollar edifice will
represent us in 1935. Our secretary's
report represents in detail the year's transac-
tions. Kecollecting the peculiar iniiuences
that have surrounded general business, and
particularly the grain trade, we have noth-
ing to be ashamed of. On Jan. 12, 1535, we
organized a produce exchange, as a sort of
"annex" to our regular board. Its utility
willbecome more manifest with the revival
of business in dairy products.

Our past history, regarded in a compre-
hensive way, would seem to call upon us
for greater activity in protecting our com-
mercial interests, particularly those relat-
ing to transportation, and " especially a
more wide-awake warding off of
hostile influences. We deserve a
more effective co-operation from our
business community, especially in the
tangible form of a largely increased mem-
bership.

In conclusion, I congratulate the board
upon the honorable manner in which ali
transactions have been conducted: upon tiie
fact that no one has "defaulted," so that not
once, so far as Iknow, has the arbitration
committee been called upon to act: upon the
universal cordiality and friendly feeling
that our daily meetings have fostered. For
the courtesy and kindly treatment even ex-

tended to your humble servant, Iheartily
thank you.

Report of the City Engineer on
Contracts Allowed in May.

The board of public works met yesterday
afternoon and considered the questions of
grading and sprinkling several streets, re-

ferring the matters to the engineer and city
council. The clerk was ordered to give
assessment notices on several streets, and
other unimportant business was transacted.
The engineer's report forMay shows:

$1,118.01; Sixth ward, SG7S.3O; . Seventh
ward, 81.100.

The city engineer reported in the Oak-
land avenue grading that the work would
not be completed according to plans and
specifications until 9,000 cubic yards of ex-
cavations, mostly slopes, have been re-
moved. There is also required for embank-
ments for approaches to Bloidere, Curtice
and Gates streets 2,500 yards of excavation.
Otherwise the grading was done in accord-
ance with the original plans. The report
was received and the engineer ordered to
notify the contractors to furnish the work
without delay.

. NEW ENGINE HOUSES.

Sites Selected by the Board of Fire
Commissioners.

The board of fire commissioners met last
night in regular session, President Delano
in the chair. Apetition from the firemen
to be allowed to wear a white regulation
shirt during the summer months was re-
ferred to Chief Black to arrange for the
style and kind to be worn.

The president reported that the commit-
tee to select lots for the proposed engine
houses have chosen one in West St. Paul
suitable for the erection of a chemical
house, one near the corner ofRice streetjand
Como avenue for an engine house and one
on Iio»s street, near Forest street, tor an en-
gine house. The one on West Seventh
street has not yet been procured. It was
the intention to build the .house
in the Sixth ward suitable
for a chemical, the one on Rice for
chemical, and the one in the Fifth ward for
a steamer and horse cart. Specifications,
prepared by E. P. Bassford, by which the
buildings shall be constructed, were sub-
mitted to tke board.

On motion of Commissioner Parker it
was decided to advertise for bids forthe
construction of the buildings and the grad-
ing of the lots according to specifications.

Commissioner Prendergast of the commit-
tee on artesian wells reported that after
looking over the ground they had con-
cluded, to recommend the pumping out of
Eggerf s well in West St. Paul, and if that
were found to work satisfactorily possibly
to put one in near the engine house. The
report was accepted and the matter left in
the hands of the commttee.

Chief Black reported that Capt. Goltz of
No. 2 and A. «J. Britz, watchman, had re-
signed; that he had transferred A.; Martin
from stoker of engine No.'i to captain of
No. 2; G. Shorn from pipeni'ari of No. 5 to
stoker of No. 1; B. Gallagher from watch-
man of No. 3 to pipeman of engine No. 5,
and that he had appointed Robert Young
as watchman of No. 1. The report was
adopted.

The chief verbally reported that he had
returned the La France engine and that the
new hose carts had arrived and been placed
in No. 1 and 4 houses.

The superintendent of fire alarm reported
that James Sherman had resigned and John
McCann been put in his place.

Bills to the amount of 82, 700 were ap-
proved and ordered paid and the board ad-
journed.

Samuel D. Peterson, New
Ulm; S. E. Olson and Andrew Tharalson,
Minneapolis; Albert E. Rice, Willmar;
John Lind, Tracy, and Peter A. Larson,
Lake Crystal, are the incorporators.

Arguments in the cases of the St. Paul
& Chicago and the St. Paul & Sioux City
railway companies against F. S. McDonald
and Frank Slocum, auditor and treasurer
respectively of Hennepin county, were
made before the judges of the supreme
court yesterday. Judge Thomas Wilson
and Attorney General Hahn presented the
case on behalf of the appellants, and Hon.
Gordon E.Cole and Judge Greenleaf Clarke
for the respective railway companies. The
cases, it will be remembered, were test
cases to determine the right to tax certain
railway lands, the titles to which have
passed out of the railwayjcompanies. No
arguments were made further than those
presented last winter, when Senator Wil-
son's bill providing for the taxation of the
same lands was before the judiciary com-
mittee.

A Court Episode.
AMinneapolis lawyer received a set-back

in the municipal court yesterday.. He ap-
peared as counsel for John Prendergast,
wlio was arrested for selling a glandered
horse. When the case was called the com-
plaint was found to be technically illegal,
so Preudergast was practically free. Before
he left the court-room, however, he was re-
arrested by BailiffClouse, who acted on the
instructions of the assistant county attorney.
The legal light from Minneapolis became
very indignant and asked the bailiffto show
his authority for arresting Pendergast.
"This is my authority," said the bailiff,
as he threw open his coat and displayed
his star.

The lawyer was still dissatisfied, and
raised such a commotion that the bailiff
finally grabbed him by tlie arm and shoved
him toward the door, and told him that he
would "tire him out of the room" ifhe had
anything more to say. The court was sit-
ting at the time and he could complain to
the judge ifhe had a grievance. Tlie Min-
neapolis man said no more. Meanwhile a
new complaint had beem made out and
served on Pendergast, who was afterward
allowed to go out on bail.

AFire at lUai'nisjrlit.

At 12:30 last night a fire was discovered
by Office Durene in the rear portion of the
building on the comer ofBradley and Grove
streets, occupied by James Ambruster as a
flour, feed and grocery store. When dis-
covered the fire was under a large tank of
oil. Inthe immediate neighborhood were
several barrels of oil, and it is thought the
origin was incendiary. The oilran in differ-
ent directions and threatened the adjoining
residence, but was finally confined to the
back part of the store, a oue-story frame.
Sir. Ambruster claimed an insurance of
\u25a053, 000 on his stock, which he valued at
53, 000. The building was owned by Charles
Lindeke, and he gave his insurance as
SI, OOO. Until a day or so ago Lindeke was
senior of the firm of Lindeke & Ambruster,
but recently the latter purchased his inter-
est. The damage is placed at about $500.
Captain Bumiell of Engine Company No. 4
had a narrow escape. He was upon the
roof, slipped and rolled down, but fortun-
ately caught against a ladder placed
against the building.

Correspondence from Ireland.
Mr. M. Haggerty, well-known in various

sections of this state as an attorney, a
teacher and politician, will leave on Thurs-
day for Ireland, his native country, in
search of new material for his book entitled
Wrongs of Ireland. Mr. Haggerty is one
of the most patriotic of his race, educated
thoroughly and of no mean ability as a
writer. He was educated in France, where
he was a careful student of Latin, Greek
and Hebrew, and afterward traveled widely
in France and Germany. He came to this
country in 1871. Aftera short residence in
New York and Boston, he moved to
Minnesota early in 1872, and was
for nine years principal of the
Mendota public school. He studied law in
this city, and took his diploma from the
lowa state university. In 1873 he was
unanimously nominated by the Democrats
of Dakota county for probate judge, and
since then has always been prominent, in
the counsels of the Democracy. At inter-
vals during the past live years he lias been
a correspondent of the Globe, and during
his stay in Ireland he willcontribute to its
columns on topics of interest from his na-
tive land. He will also enlighten his coun-
trymen as to American government and in-
stitutions as best he may. He will be in
Ireland several months.

The Water Board.

At a meeting ofthe water board yester-
day afternoon bills for the past month
amounting to $11,941.98 were allowed. The
board authorized Mr. Folsom to have the
lines of right ofway, from Fauquier street
to Lake Phalen, staked out to prevent
trespassing. A communication said that at
the Lafayette avenue, Mississippi street
and Dale street crossings of the Northern
Pacific railway the water pipes will have to
be lowered to suit the grade. The work
willbe done at the expense of the railway
company. The contract for piling on Grove
street, between Kittson and Seventh streets,
was awarded to George W. Sherwood &
Co., at 25 cents per lineal foot and 36 cents
per 1.000 feet for the lumber used, the
latter sum also to include bolts, etc. The
board then adjourned.

Dan Yoorhecs as a Rail-Splitter.
Washington Cor. of Cleveland Leader.

Seeing Dan Voorhees here at the capital
reminded me of a story I once heard Maj.
Calkins tell in regard to one of Voorhees'
earlier campaigns for congress, in which
he ran against ex-Congressman Tom Nel-
son. Nelson and Voorhees were stumping
the district together, making .joint debates
at all the leading towns. They rode from
place to place in the same carriage, and one
morning, just before arriving at a certain
town, Voorhees proposed that the next de-
bale should' be somewhat denunciatory of
each other, with the previous engagement
that neither should get angry. To this
Nelson consented. They arrived at the
town, and Voorliees made the first speech.
Itwas during the Lincoln campaign, and
Voorhees drew a contrast between Lincoln
and Nelson, saying in substance: "Tom
Nelson and Abe Lincoln differ as widely as
the poles, and ifyou vote for one you must
vote against the other. Lincoln is a plain,
honest rail-splitter who has earned every
dollar he has ever made, and who owes his
success to his own efforts. He is an oppo-
nent of slavery and has nothing to do with
aristocracy. Tom Nelson ,is a pampered
aristocrat and the son of an aristocrat. His
father was a nigger-keeper, and young Tom
has never dressed himself nor blacked his
own boots since the day he was born. Now
as for;me, I have always been a plain, hard-
working man. Go up to this little town of
Covington, in your own district, where I
was raised, and the farmers will tell you
that all oftheir fences are made of the rails
which , I myself split with these horny
hands. Vote forme: Iam one of your own
kind. "What does this pampered son of lux-
ury care foryou or yours? Elected to con-
gress he willreceive you with a contempt-
uous upturning of his aristocratic nose, and
willput you aside with a disgusted wave of
that soft white hand which when not on
the stump you willfind always encased in
kid gloves. lam the man forthe people! !
lam the rail-splitter! vote forme!"

With this Voorhees sat down amid ap-
plause and laughter, and Nelson, as he
arose, well-dressed and rather natty look-
ing, was looked upon with evident disfa-
vor. He was an eloquent talker, however,
and he soon had the crowd with him. The
speeches were made on a stand under a big
button wood tre,e which at this time was full
ofbitter balls of white fuz. Characterizing
Voorhees' speech in regard to himself as a
monumental lie made out of solid blocks of
pure brimstone falsehood, he called atten-
tion to the button-balls, and compared their
fuz to Voorhees' beard, which was then
as soft and line as it is now red and coarse.
He spoke of Voorhees' reputation about
Covington, said he had investigated his
rail-splitting stories, and had found that the
only connection Dan Voornees had ever
had with fence rails about his own town
was with the -one rail on which he had been
ridden out ofit, carried by the leading poli-
ticians of his own party. This, though not
true, was a home thrust, and the crowd
took it up and cheered long and loud, while
Voorhees Dlushedto his temples, and looked
very uncomfortable. Nelson then went on
and thoroughly pulverized Voorhees, who,
having no chance to reply, was forced to
sit and listen to Nelson's stories. At last
the meeting was over, and the two set out
for the next town. Fora long time Voor-
hees was rather glum, and would say noth-
ing. He saw, however, that it had been a
fair case of diamond cut diamond, and that
he had been beaten. During the rest of the
tour the campaign was fought on a differ-
ent principle.
