Vanity of Vanities,

Dearly beloved: In his celebrated sermon
on the vanity of humanity, Solomon, the
preacher, pays a good deal of attention to
the vanity of riches. And well he might,
for he was a king as well as apreacher, and
a rich one, too, whose surroundings were
so sumptuous that the glory of ﬁolomo}}
has been used asthe synonym for all that is
magnificent for all time. Solomon was
even for the present times a very rich man.
All the kings of Arabia and  governors of

¢ ‘v br g him. When
the country brought gold to hi 1e1
the Queen of Sheba made that famous \lslt
to him she was so paralyzed with his wis-
dom that, forgetting theeconomy natural to
her sex. she gave him $180,000,3 h}*sld@s
spices enough to flavor all the cakes his sev-
eral hundred wives would everbe able to eat,
and precious stones.  With all these re-
sources of revenue, it is related in the sacred
chronicles that the weight of gold that came
to him in one year was within a fraction of
a million dollars worth, not counting such
trifles as silver, precious stones, etc. He
had so much gold that he didn’t know what
to do with it all. He made 200 targets and
300 shields of it. His ivory throne was gold
plated and the six steps leading to it were
of pure gold. All his household utensils
were of gold, for silver was too conmmon
for him or his numerous family to drink
out of. :

Nevertheless, notwithstanding all this
accumulation of wealth, along toward the
close of his life he

HE WROTE AS FOLLOWS!:

He that loveth silver shall not be satisfied
with silver, nor he that loveth abundance
with increase; this is also vanity. When
goods increase they are also increased that |
eat them: and what good is to the owners
thereof saving the beholding them to their |
eyes? The sleep of a laboring man is sweet,
whether he eat littie or much; but the abun-
dance of the rich will not suffer him to sleep.
There is one evil which I have seen under the
cun. namely, riches kept for the owners
thereof to their hurt. As he came forth of
his mother’s womb, naked shall ke go, as he
came, and shall take nothing of his labor
which he may carry away in his hand. Be-
hold that which I have seen: Itisgood and
comely for one to eat and to drink and to en-
joy the good of all his labor that he tak?th
under the sun all the days of his life which
God giveth him, for it is his portion. Every
man also to whom God hath given riches and
wealth and hath given him power to t_-m
thereof, and to take his portion and to rejoice
in his labor.—this is the gift of God.

Now if these words which Solomon ut-
tered were timely some twenty-five hundred
vears ago, they are surely so now, when
riches are fully as troublesome to their
swners as they were then. This discourse
of his is so full of wisdom that were he
now in St. Paul I would invite him to this
pulpit and ask him to repeat it. We can
imagine that he might make the talk some-
what in the following strain:

THE SERMON MODERNIZED.

A man may love silver and gold, but it
will not satisfy him. 1f he keeps on piling
it up. he will not be content with the in-
rrease. Ile may live in a residence on
Davton’s bluff. rent houses at Post Siding,
own a controlling interest in one of the na-
tional banks and a block of stores on Sev-
enth sireet. but he won't be contented un-
less he ean have a roller rink on St. An-
thony hill and several lots on the flats in
West St. Paul. But what use is all this
wealth to him? He can’t eat it, and as for
wearing it, = the man who wears the least
clothes nowadays is the most comfortable.
The only pleasure that comes of all these
possessions, beyond the mere sense of own-
ing them, is in looking at them. But there
is the great trouble and bother they cause,
the anxious solicitude, the sleepless nights.
No man is continually inereasing his wealth
but subjeets it to eontinual risk of destruc-
tion. When the fire alarm wakes him at
night he listens for the box to see if it is in
the vicinity of his store on Wabasia
street or his block of tenements in
Dawsou's rearcangement of block 17,
Crooks’” addition., _le may buy wheat
on bull news from Europe, and see himself
shut out. He may invest in several blocks
of land with the idea that a railroad will
want to buy it at about twice its value for a
right of way, and then find that the road is
coming in on the other side of the city. He
may trust his cashier and find him in Can-
ada next week. He may invest large sums
of money in a' Democratic campaign only to
find a detested wreteh of a Mugwump ap-
pointed surveyor general. And then
to erown all his troubles, the board of
public works may assess him 310 per front
foot on his property for cutting down the
street in front of his house and leaving him
about fifteen feet above everywhere. If
these misfortunes don’t come to him, they
or similar cnes are liable to strike every man
with money. This also is vanity.

THE POOR MAN,

meanwhile, or the man with only a com-
fortable competency, how fares he? The
abundance of the rich will not suffer him to
sleep, but the sleep of the laboring man is
sweet whether he eai little or much. He
may izke an interest in polities or in
econoniics, but only as a matter of curiosity
or of information, with no overwhelming
interest in either side of any question.

TWhat use, then, shall a rich man make of
his wealth? It is good and comely for
one to eat and to drink and to enjoy the
zood things of all his labor, that he take it
under the sun all the days of his life which
God giveth him, for it is his portion.” I
wrote this 2,500 years ago. and now I am
prepared to reiterate it without modifica-
tion. Why should you concentrate all your
energies to piling up money? You’ll not
carry away any of it.  You came into the
world helpless and naked. Yowll go out
of it without a cent.  All this property you
must leave behind, and for whom? The
lawyers will get a good share of it undoubt-
edly. If they don’t get it your heirs will,
and you wiil leave behind you the children
of arich father,which are frequently a curse
to the community.

THERE IS ANOTHER PHASE :
of the question aliuded to first, I believe,
only about a couple of thousand years
ago as follows: **What shall it profit
a man if he gain the whole world and
lose his own soul?” How many we se¢ who
are gaining thic whole world of their ambi-
tion—money. money, money—and are los-
ing their own souls. Their lives are no
broader, their sympathies no more delicate,
their feelings no nobler than they were
when they first began to acenmulate their
pile. Dces a book come out which puts in
a new light some of the deep mysteries of
life, “I've no time to read,” they say; ““my
stock and wheat ticker is the only litera-
jure my soul mneeds.” Is their attention
cailed to a new picture done in the best
style of the painter’s art? “Don’t tell me
of pictures, unless you-can bring me the
front elevation of a building that shall look
s well and cost less money than my neigh-
bors’.” Are they invited to a concert to
hear the compositions of the masters? *“The
vnly music I care for is the rumble of my
freight wagons and the seratch of pen on
the credit side of my ledger. Don’t bother
me with your books and your pictures and
your music. I've got to make $100,000
this year, and .am annoyed by this talk
of yours about refinement, education
and culture. My refinement is in the sugar
refinery, my edueation is complete when I
zan figure percentage of profits, my culture
|s polished encugh when it enables me to
drive a shrewd bargain.”

HE LOST HIS SOUL.

Hasn’t this man lost his soul? What is
there left beyond a shrewd but medicated
Intelligence to distinguish him from an ani-
mal or a machine? Isn’tita low concep-
tion of life that malkes its be all and its end
ail the piling up of dollars?

I think my way is the best. When I was
king of Jerusalem I spent my money freely.

the eabin

and that is the only way. to get any good

out of it, either for yourself or for human-
ity. Buy good herses,buy an elegant house,
go live at the lakes in summer. Stock
your library with the best books in the
market and read them. Hang your walls
with pictures. Travel. Go to Europe.
Take the wings of the morning and flee to
the uttermost parts of the earth. Invent
some way to do good with your money.
Build an art gallery. Found an institution
for the eduedtion of imbecile Chinese. Give
the city a park. Build a fountain in Bridge
square. Endow a professorship in a theo-
logical seminary. That's the way to use
your money, and if yon don’t leavea mill-
ion of dollarsto be fought over when you
die, you will live well, die respected and
stand a good deal better show of getting
through the eye of the needle.

This, my hearers, is about the way I can
imagine that Solonmon might address a mod-
ern St. Paul audience on the vanity of
riches. If, under the influence of these re-
marks, any of you feel like putting a little
more money into the contribution box than
you brought with you, you may write on a
tab what you want to give, and I will see
it’s collected during the week.

A NOTED OOLORED LADY

A Woman of the Dusky Race With a His-
tory Such as Few Can
Boast.

The Wife of a Governor and a Senator
Whom People of All Colors

0nor.

The Interesting Story of Mrs. Burch~
Dunn and Her Work Among
the Negroes.

The Guest of Presidents, a Soclety
Woman, Politician and Office
Holder.

; An Interesting Story.

‘“That woman is probably one of the
most widelv known and most refined and
intelligent colored women that ever lived
in this country,” said an official at the state
house to a GLoBe reporter the other day,
asalady of apparently 45 or 50 years
passed his door. *‘She is one of the few
colored ladies that have attended the high-
toned receptions in Washington and on
whom such men as Roscoe Conkling and
John A. Logan have called, and she has
been the wife of a lieutenant governor and
a senator.” The woman was Mrs. Burch-
Dunn of New Orleans, who has been visit-
ing St. Paul, and called at the capitol to
take a brief look at the state officials. She
is about medium height, with jet black hair
and a pleasant, intelligent-looking face and
is said to be one of the best known and
most respected colored ladies of the South.
Intelligent, acquainted with the politics of
the country, a, federal officeholder herself,

a lover of her race and with
a deep sympathy for the poor
and oppressed among them, of wide

acquaintance with prominent people, both
white and black, something of her his-
tory, as told by herself to the reporter, is
full of interest. She has been visiting St.
Paul and Minneapolis for some days, hav-
ing many friends among the people of her
race. The reporter found her at the home of
J. T. Lyle, the other evening, and she
readily consented to an interview. She
speaks with almost no sign of the dialect
commonly put in the mouths of the colored
race, and, though born of negro parents,
her skin is hardly darker than that of
many brunettes who have no trace of
colored blood. Her features are regular,
her head well shaped, and she is some-
what stout. Her 50 or so years have dealt
gently with her, and no trace of gray is in
her hair, and her few wrinkles are not
deep. 7
A CINCINNATE GIRL.

She was born in Cincinnati and attended
school there until she was 17, ‘when she
went to New Orleans and was a teacher
among the colored people. ‘I didn’t intend
to stay there,” said she, ‘‘but as Mr. Dunn
thought it was not best to leave our people
in the dark days of slavery, we stayed.
We always tried to help the colored people
and not one of them ever came to us for
any help without getting it, if it was in our
power to give it to him.”

“‘I naturally feel a little proud of my
husband,” she continued, ‘‘for he was the
first colored man that was ever made the
governor of a state. Although a colored
man, I believe all the people in New Or-
leans respected him very highly, for when
he died we had just begun to
build -a home, and they would
not allow me to pay for finishing it, but
prominent men paid for its completion,some
$8,000 or $10,000.”

While Gov. Dunn was living and in his
official position Mrs. Dunn was much of the
time in Washington, and became acquainted
with many prominent men. With Freder-
ick Douglass she was intimately acquainted
and with him often consulted how she
might help ‘‘her people,” as she calls the
colored race.

“I was much surprised,” said she, ‘‘at
the manner in which I was treated by Gen.
Grant when he was president. A woman
has no vote, and I expected,when I went to
him to ask some favors for my people South,
that I should be fiven little or no attention,
but 1 went just the same and told the gen-
eral just what I wanted. He granted every
one of my requests, and I don’t know when
I havs been treated more kindly than by
him. 1 became

PERSONALLY ACQUAINTED

with him and never in the world did he fe-
fuse a request I made if he could
grant it.” When Mr. Dunn died in 1873
Mrs. Dunn said she was something at a loss
as to what to do, stayin New Orleans or re-
turn to Cincinnati, her old home. So long
had she lived in the South, and so much did
she desire to be where she could be a help to
her large circle of colored friends. that she
remained. Having no family and anxious
to do something she secured an important
position in the New Orleans city hall, being
the first woman ever given a like appoint-
ment, and receiving a salary of $2,000 a
year. What was not used for her own sup-
port she gave to the poor of her race, and,
with several philanthropic white people,she
founded an orphans’ home in that city.
While filling this position she became ac-
quainted with, and finally married, the
Hon. J. Henry Burch, a colored man, at
that time a member of the state senate.
With the influence of his position she be-
came prominent in society, and during the
stay of the electoral commission in
New Orleans they were entertained for a
portion of the time at her home. Six years
after her marriage to Mr. Burch she was
again a widow, and again she said she felt
as if shemust be doing something. Ae-
cordingly she received the appointment as
chief countress in the mint, which she still
holds. *‘I like business,” said she, ‘‘and
if my health does not permit me to stay in
New Orleans, as my physician informs me
may be the case, I believe I would come
North and engage in some business in St.
Paul or Minneapolis.”

POSTED ON POLITICS. !

Mrs. Dunn, for she said she should al-
ways keep.the name of her first husband, is
well up on politics, and when asked what
she thought of President Cleveland she
said: “‘I think he has acted very wisely so
far. Iam a Republican and hold office and
as he has not seen fit to make changes that
have resulted in the cutting off of my head,
I have no cause to complain. I believe he
will come nearer to a policy of civil service
reform than has ever been thought possi-
ble.”

““The belief has been éxpressed that the
colored people Sounth will change their pol-
ities largely before the next presidential
election. Do you think this will be so?”
asked the reporter.

“I cannot say how largely they will do
this,and whether they do it at all will depend
largely on how the president treats office-
holders. If he allows officeholders to re-
main on their good behavior, I think, per-
haps, the colored people of the Scuth may
change some of them to the other party,
for they are apt to go where they think they
will be the Dbest treated and they will go
with the party that seems to offer the best
inducements. On the other hand, there are
many that will not forget that it is to the
other party that they owe more than they
can repay and will never change so long as
the name Republican is kept by any party.
Tlte colored people South are gradually im-
proving in their condition. There are many
of them anxious to become educated, and
when this becomes general, as I believe it
will, I have hopes for my people.”

“Do you believe in female suffrage?”

**No, I do not; on the contrary I am bit-
terly opposed to it. I believe that women
of my race, or of any another, have work
enou’gh to do without trying to mix in poli-
tics.”

Mrs. Dunn said, laughing, that her visit
to the north might be so long that she
would find her place filled. when she re-
turned to the mint, though she added, ‘I
believe I have friends enough among the
Democrats to allow me to keep it if I care
to, though I should make no objections if I
were removed, for I have been a Republi-
can long enough to know that to the vic-
tors belong the spolls.”
