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TERRIFIC CYCLONE.

Sioux City, Le Mars and Other Towa Towns
Struck by a Terrible Storm
Sunday Night.

Buildings Demolished, Several People In-
jured and Great Destruction
Reported.

Several People in Pittsburg Badly
Hurt by Flying Stone From
a Blast,

Terrible Accident to a Factory Girl--
The Dorrance Mine Still
Burning.

Wrecked by the Sterm.

OyAHA, Neb., June 15.—The second se-
vere rain storm within four days visited this
section yesterday. Oneresidence in Omaha
was struck by lightning, but the occupants
escaped injury. A brokeman named Sul-
livan was killed near Celumbus. Immense
damage was done in the country to mills,
sheds and barns by the wind. The storm
alone the Union Pacific was particularly
severeand at Millard, twenty miles west,

two lumber yards were entirely blown |

awav. At Elkhorn two houses and a barn
were blown down. Fora distance of six
miles west of Grand 1sland telegraph poles
are laid flat. The same storm struck. the
North Platte depotand was blowing it to
pieces when telegraph communication was
shut off. The depot at Phelps station, on
the Burlington & Missouri River railway,
was partially wrecked. A great deal of
damace was done for a distance of fifty
miles along the Nebraska railway, a great
many buildings being wrecked. Reports
are meagre so far, owing h.nhc interruption
to telegraphic communication.
PERSONS INJURED.

Specisl to the Globe.

Masox Crry, la., June 15.—One of the
most terrific wind storms and eyelones ever
witnessed in this part of the state pnfsed
over a portion of this eounty lasi night
about midnight, between this place and
Rockwell. which is twelve miles south.
Farm houses, barms and school houses were
blown and scattered in every direction.
Trees were torn up by the roots and erops
hadly destroyed. As far as can be learned
no lives have been lost, yet several persons
have been injured.  H. F. Lincoln had his
barn and dwelling house blown down. Rob-
ert Parker’s house and stables and Mr. Red-
dv’s new house were totally destroyed, the
latter's wife and sister being badly injured.
Mrs. Reddy is not, according to late re-
ports, expected tolive. Mr. Samuel Carr’s
house wasblown some thirty feet off its
foundation, and Mr. Carr was somewhat in-
jured. Others have suffered, but not seri-
ously. The storm seemed to take a south-
casterly course, and with the wind was a
heavy tall of rain and hail.

5 GREAT DESTRUCTION.

SIBLEY. Ia., June 13.—Whiting, a small
village on the Sioux City & Pacifie railroad,
twenty miles south of Sioux City, was
struck by a eyelone from the southwest and
totally destroyed. The storm reached
Sioux City at about 11 last night and un-
roofed the Pierce block, a five-story build-
ing. and the debris was blown into the third
storv of the Hubbard house. It unroofed
the iwstoﬂice. tore out the rear of the jail,
blew down Lunday’s store, a three-story
block, and blew G. C. Reed’s barn off the
foundation. Mr. Shreeve’s brick house is
unroofed, Mr. Huges' house was blown
down and a son of Mrs. Reed is danger-
ously hurt. Nearly all the chimneys are
blown off, together with all the shedsand
outbuildings.

AT LE MARS.

At LeMars, twenty-five miles northeast,
the storm came at 12 o’clock, blowing the
tower off the new brick German Catholic
chureh through the roof into the basement.
The Irish Catholic Church is in ruins. The
skating rink, gas house, freight house and
coal houses are total wrecks. The mill and
opera house are unroofed, as are nearly all
the tin roofs in the eity. Many of the plate-
glass fronts are broken. One man in the
country is reported killed, and a boy had
his arm broken. Seven barns are lying
flat. In one there was a number of horses
belonging to a drayman. all of which are
more or less injured. The reason no more
were reported killed is because they were in
cellars. Later reports will no doubt bring
accounts of loss of life, as the length of
the destruetion is over thirty-five miles. The
loss will exceed $200,000.

TWO KILLED.

GRrRANITE FALLS, Minn., June 15.—The
report has just been received that during
the severe rain storm on Friday afternoon,
the house of a farmer in the town of Omro,
thirty miles west of here, was torn to splin-
ters. two children killed and a woman in-
jured so that she is not expected to live.
Yesterday another storm was noticed raging
both south and north of Granite Falls, and
report of damage is expected.

GENERALLY WRECKED.

Sroux Crry, la., June 15.—A severe
wind storm struck this city at 10:15 o’clock
last night. The postoffice was unroofed,
the wholesale dry goods store of Tootle,
Livingston & Co. unroofed and the end
wall blown in; Schenckborg, wholesale
grocery, portion of side wall blown in; Me-
Davis’ large barn and residence and J. D.

Fair & Co.’s butter and egg ware-
house were unroofed; the Standard
Qil company’s warehouse, roof and

partition wall blown down; the St. Paunl &
Omaha railroad had a pair of large boilers
and a new engine blown off a car; the ferry
boat Bennett lost its smokestack and pilot
house:; Alex Mair, dwelling demolished;
Stroogh & Nickesill, store unroofed; Meth-
odist and Baptist churches, blown down.
At Jackson, Neb., Dovey & Barry’s store
was blown down. At Elk Point, Dak., a
number of buildings was blown down and
the railroad coal hcuse and wind mill de-
molished but no one hurt. At Coleridge,
Neb., sixteen buildings are down. AtHud-
son the general store was
. BLOWN TO PIECES,
and two children killed and three people
were seriously injured in the country near
town. At Hartington, Neb.. the rink and
-anumber of small buildings are down. At
Wakefield, Neb., Anderson & Co.’s store is
unroofed. In all the country within a
radius of twenty-five miles there is much
damage to trees, fences, windmills and
buildings, and a number of farmhouses are
demolished. At this writing, 1:30 p. m.,
only one wire is working out of town.
T. R. Peck of this city had his resi-
dence demolished, and J. K. Rivers’ house
is down. Rivers had three ribs broken.
The small house of P. Jennings was blown
into the ereek. The man got out. All
over the city smaller buildings, trees and
wind mills are down, glass broken and
numerous residences unroofed. At Panea,
Neb., Davis’ store was demolished and the
flour mill unroofed. The wind was first
straight from the south and then from the
southwest. The total damage to property
so far as known is over $100,000.

A later dispatch says that at present it is
impossibie to ecompute the total losses sus-
tained or give the number of buildings dam-
aged, but at a rongh guess more than 200
buildings have suffered more or less injury
and the total loss will reach $200,000.

Injured by a Blast.

PITTSBURG, Pa., June 15.—Contractor
John Shields, engaged in an excavation for
the foundation of a building, fired a blast
without warning at noon to-day. Several
ersons were passing at the time and were
git by flying stones. Three of them, John
Connors, Mary Lasky and Mrs. Dietrich,

are seriously injured. Connors may die.

Nearly Frozen to Death.

QUEBEC, June 15.—A party of sports-

ment, just returned from Lake Jacques
Cartier, sixty miles from Quebec, state that

on Tuesday night last they narrowly es-
caped being frozen to death, a raging
snow and hail storm, accompanied by a vio-
lent wind, having prevailed during the
night.

The Mine Still Burning.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., June 15,—The fire
in the Dorrance shaft is still burning. In
the main gangway the water is several feet
deep. It was being dipped up in pails by
hundreds of workmen last nightand thrown
upon the burning woodwork.  The coal is
now on fire, and the only way to ex-
tinguish it will be to flood the mine. All
the men working in the pit were withdrawn
this morning and orders issued that no one
should descend the shaft until further no-
tice.

Several Stores Burned.

Macox, Miss.,, June 15.—A fire this
morning destroyed the stores of R. M.
Marx, J. Holbart, Charles Harden, John
Brogan and J. Fraser. Four other buih}-
ings were badly damaged. The loss is
$57,000; insured for half that amount.

Shocking Accident.
UNIONVILLE, Conn., June 15. —DMiss
Flynn was emploved at the factory of Platt-
ner & Porter. This afternoon her long hair
caught in a revolving shaft and her scalp
was torn entirely off. The doctors think
that she cannot recover.

UNEARTHING GREAT FRAUDS.
Astounding Results of Democratic
Investigations.

Special to the Globe.

CHICAGO, June 15.—Anton C. Hesing
of Chicago, who has been in Washington
for some time looking after the interest
of German Demoecrats, returned to the

city to-day and in  conversation
with the GLOBE correspondent
said: “I have the greatest confidence in

the good intentions of the president and his
secretaries and they are determined to ex-
pose and purify the scoundrelism, thievery
and raseality which has been going on, and

which has been shielded by former
administrations, in various departments.
I have every reason to believe

that Secretary Manning will continue in
the treasury departicent and that S-eretary
Whitney will rcot out the frauds in the navy
department. Manning will break up that
infamous ring in the New York custom
house which has undervalued goods to the
loss of millions of dollarsto the people and
to the particular injury of the merchants of
the West. I believe that Gen. J. C.
Black, as he has already shown, will
investigate the great frauds which have
been commiited in the pension department
by his predecessor. He has stricken from
the roll of pensions nearly one hundred and
fifty names from the District of Columbia,
among which were a large number
who had been dead for several years,

thus saving to the government over
$100,000 a year in this item
alone. Gen. Black commenced to change

various gxamination boards and he is going
to continue changing them until he has
purified the department. I believe that
Secretary Lamar is determined to restore to
the people the land fraudulently stolen from

them, as was done in the mn'tter
of the Maxwell grant in l\_ew
Mexico. Upon the whole I was so well im-

pressed with what I could learn from the
secretaries and the president himself, I be-
lieve that if they keep on as they have be-
gun they will astound the people and lay
bare the corruption that has been hidden
from administration to administration for
many years.

Small-Pox in Milwaukee.
Special to the Globe.

MILWAUKEE, June 15.—Two cases of
small-pox were discovered to-day in a tene-
ment in Sherman street. The patients are
a young man and a young woman, who had,
with their parents and other members of
the family, arrived about three weeks ago

from Germany. The two vietims
had been sick for neax'l:." . a
week, but called a physician

for the first time to-day. The nature of
their affliction was then made known for
the first time. The health commissioners
at once took measures to prevent a spread
of the disease. A child in the family had
been attending the Humboldt school and a
brother has been employed in a
brewery. To-night the whole fam-
ily was transferred to the pest house
and the premises thoronghly disinfected.
Where the disease originated cannot be
learned. Dr. Martin. the health commis-
sioner, said to-night that he could not say
beyond a doubt that the disease was small-
pox. It had just reached that stage when
a decision was hard to be reached. He
thought, however, there was littie question
of the nature of the malady. He did not
expeet an epidemic.

Pisorderiy Coal Iieavers.
CHICAGO, June 15.—Over 200 coal heav-
ers went on a strike to-day and created dis-
turbances that led to the arrest of eleven of
them. Saturday the vessel Kate Winslow

arrived loaded with  coal, and
some twenty heavers made a contract
to unload her at the rate

of 10 cents per ton. Sunday there was a
mass meeting of nearly all the coal heavers
in the city and an organization was formed,
which adopted the rate of 12 cents per ton

for unloading vessels. This after-
noon, when it became gener-
ally known among heavers that

twenty or so of their number were unload-
ing the vessel Kate Winslow at the old
rate. A mob of over, 200 collected and
marched up the North  Branch,
where the vessel lay at the dock. Eleven
of the mob boarded her and demanded
that the men should quit work.
They refused to do so, protesting it their
duty to live up to the contract made on
Saturday. Finally the men were induced
to quit work, but not until the en-
gineer had been assaulted and disabled.
At this juncture the police interfered,
made the arrests mentioned and dispersed
the mob. The entire organization is now
on a strike.

That $1,000,000 Damage Case.

NEw YORK, June 15.—In the Hoyt will
case to-day Dr. Hastings Hamilton, an ex-
pert in mental disease, swore he had ex-
amined Mary Irvine Hoyt’s mental con-
dition. He detected in her no indication of
former unsoundness of mind, and in his
opinion she was of perfectly sound mind.
If Miss Hoyt was a vietim of chronie in-
sanity for a period of ten years there must
be some indications of that malady still ex-
isting.

Anti-Prohibition Society.

MrILWAUKEE,June 15.—A society known
as the Wisconsin State Anti-Prohibition so-
ciety has been organized here. John A.
Hinsey of this city is president. Any per-
son can become 2 member by the payment
of &3, annual dues. The board of directors
are required to meet every month. State
lecturers will be secured to organize branch
associations and combat the prohibition
idea.

The Rescued Crew.

Loxpoxn, June 15.—The British ship,
Broderick Castle, from San Francisco Feb.
26, has arrived at Queenstown. She brought
Capt. Garson and the owner and erew of
British bark, Western Bell, from Sydney,
New South Wales, Jan. 2, for Wilmington,
Cal., which was abandoned on March 11 in
a sinking condition.

Nilsson Wins Her Suit.

PAris, June 15.—The suit of Mme.
Christine Nilson against the relatives of
her late husband, to recover 224,000 franes,
of which they had wrongfully deprived her,
was ended to-day. The jury returned a ver-
dict in favor of Mme. Nilsson, awarding
her 210,000 franes.

ALL IN HOT WATER.

Lord Randolph Churchill Demands a Re-
organization of the CUonserva-
: tive Party.

Belief That His Action and Views on
the Coercion Bill May Upset
Everything,

And That the Outcome of the Crisis
May Put the Liberals in
Power.

Expectation That Salisbury will An-
nounce Iiis Ministry on
Friday.

Rather Mixead.
LoxNpox, June 15.—The Ulster Conser-
vatives are signing a memorial in favor of

the adoption of Earl Spencer’s
minimum of the coercion bill.
The  Marquis of Salisbury may

propose the renewal of the act on the un-
derstanding that it will be enforced only in
an emergency. It is reported that Lord

Randolph  Churchill insists upon a
thorough reorganization of the
Conservative party, sending Sir

Stafford Northcote to the house of lords,
making Sir Michael Hicks Beach leader in
the house of commons and exclud-
ing the other members of the
old cabinet. Lord Salisbury had another
conference with Sir Stafford Northcote late
to-night. It is believed that his efforts to
form a ministry had not been sucecessful.
Lord Randolph Churchill’s action and views
on the ccereion question appear likely to
upset the Conservatives.
THE SEATS BILL.

Before the adjournment of the house of
commons this afternoon Mr. Gladstone
moved the consideration of the amendments
of the house of lords to the redistribution
of seats bill.

Sir Henry Diamond Wolf, Conservative,
moved the adjournment of the house. M.
Gorst, Conservative, supported the motion.
Sir Charles Dilke, Radical, explained that it
was the desire of the Marquis of Salisbury
that the amendments should be considered.

Sir Stafiord Northeate, Conservative,
confirmed the statement of Sir
Charles Dilke, but Lord Ran-

dolph Churehill, Conservative, supported
the motion of Sir Henry Drummond Wolf.
Iis motion was thus rejected by a vote of
333 nays to 35 yeas. Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach and Mr. Sclater, both Conservatives,
voted with the minority.

NO AID FROM LIBERALS.

Mr. Gladstone was in his usual place in
the house of commons this afternoon, and
was greeted with cheers when he rose to
make an announcement. This was that the
Marquis of Salisbury had consented to form
a government. Mr. Labouchere, Radical,
asked Mr. Gladstone if there was any truth
in the published report that the Marquis of
Salishury had only consented to form a Con-
servative ministry when assured of assist-
ance by the present Liberal government.
Mr. Gladstone in reply assured Mr. Labou-
chere that he was ignorant of the existence
of any arrangement whereby the present
government was bound by any promise to
assist the Conservative government. The
house then completed the remaining stages
of the bill granting an annuity to Princess
Beatrice on the occasion of her marriage,
and accepted the amendments by the lords
to the redistribution of seats bill. On mo-
tion of Mr. Gladstone the house adjourned
until Friday.

SALISBURY EXPLAINS.

Lord Randolph Churchill managed to get
to the residence of the Marqnis of Salisbury
just before the meeting of the Conservative
leaders had dissolved. The Marquis of Sal-
isbury explained to the meeting the resuits
of his interview with the queen, and hoped
that he would have the assistance of his
colleagues to form a cabinet. The almost
unanimous opinion expressed was in favor
of the acceptance of office by the Conserva-
tives. The lobbies of the house of commons
presented a very animated appearance this
afternoon. There was a renewal of the un-
founded rumors that the Conservative lead-
ers are experiencing considerable difficulty
in forming a cabinet. It is understood
Lord Randolph Churchill and the Marquis
of Salisbury disagree in regard to the neces-
sity for the re-enactment of coercion meas-
ures for Ireland.

THE MEETING.

The members of the Conservative party,
including the members of the late Disraeli
cabinet, mef at noon to-day in the residence
of Marqunis of Salisbury. It was 2 o’clock
before the company separated.  T'he name
of the new cabinet selected will be submit-
ted to the queen upon her arrival at Wind-
sor castle. It is reported that Baron Worms
has been chosen for the post of under sec-
retary of foreign affairs. The house of
lords this afternoon adjourned until Friday,
when the Marquis of Salisbury will an-
nounce his program and probably his
ministry.

PRESS OPINION.

The Times continues to condemn the late
government. It publishes a copy of the
liberal - whip issued for to-day’s formal
meeting of the house of commons, and say.
it is precisely similar to that sent out for
the cruicile division of last Monday nights
It says that the whips ery ‘‘wolf” too often,
and by using urgent terms for trivial occa-
sions weaken the effect of the summons
when a real erisis is at hand. The Daily
Telegraph says that the Marquis of Salis-
bury will have the sympathy of the coun-
try and warns the Radical leaders, Mr.
Chamberlain and Sir Charles Dilke, not to
make the mistake of obstructing the elec-
tion in the provinces, but to see fair play.
In a leading editorial it says it is clearly to
be understood that the Salisbury must be a
transition mimistry. There is no room for a
new departure or policy. It is only possi-

le to engage in legislation looking to a re-
newal of the coercion laws of Ireland.

The Daily News says that the Marquis of
Salishury adopted the only course open to
him, and the News makes a fresh appeal to
Mr. Gladstone to lead the Liberals in the
struggle for the general election. Without
such a leader it plainly sees defeat for the
Liberal party.

The News, (Liberal) referring to yester-
days incident in the house of commons,
exalts over the fresh proof of Stockins in

the Conservative camp. The Times
in an editorial says: “Un-
til the Marquis of Salisbury has

settled the rivalries in his own - party, it
will be useless, unless you obtain pledges
from the Liberals that they will not ob-

struet. It is  doubtful  whether
such pledges will be given. The
result of the ecrisis may still

be the return of the Liberals to ofiice. 'The
Standard, in an editorial referring to the

difference of opinion in the seats
bill among the Conservatives in
the house of commons yesterday,

says: Thisincident, at the present moment,
is an unfortunate exhibition of undiseipline.
We have no wish either to magnify or
minimize its influence, butit may cause

the conservative leader to  adopt
a tighter hold on the more
fractious meinbers of the team.

Lord Salisbury must be the president and
commanding spirit and asserts his position.
The statement in the court circular does not
imply that Lord Salisbury has been actually
appointed a premier.
A COALITION FORMING.

DUBLIN, June 15.—Mr. O’Donnell, mem-
ber of parliament for Dungarvon, in a com-
munication to the Freeman’s Journal, says
the Marquis of Salisbury can, secure a ma-
jority of 450 in parliament for his ‘“‘coer-
cion” measures for Ircland.

Gen. Quinters is repo! to be moving
down in support of thesé forces with 1,500
men, but he is said to too far away to
possibly arrive in time :ﬁ,&ssist in a decisive
battte. The revolutioniéts are reported in
strong force, with a thousand men and ex-
cellent arms, and the invaluable assistance
of eight armed steamers, Gen. Santo Do-
mingo Vilais in Carthagena with a strong
garrison. Events and positions indicate an
early and decisive battle, on the result of
which hangs the question of the immediate
pacification of the repablie, or a return to
life and energy of the existing revolution
and another six months of war, turmoil and
loss. The revolution is not ended yet and
a decisive vietory for the rebels at Bacain-
quilla would rekindle the flames of war.

A battle is reported at Yucal between the
forces of Bernal and Mathews. Much loss
was sufiered on both sides in what
seems to have been & most stubbornly
contested fight. The advantage it
is believed was on the government side.
Later advices state that the government

forces have been coneentrated in
the neighborhood --of Carthagena to
the number of 4,500 men. They are

reported to be in a most distressing condi-
tion, without shoes and in rags. It will be
a month before they can move on Gaiton’s
forces, whoare encamped at Savanna Larga,
near Barranquilla. Gen. Mas, with his divis-
ion of 3,000, was last heard of on his
way to Janga. Callao is still suffering from
vellow fever. New and fatal cases are con-
stantly appearing. The physicians also re-
port the presence of small-pox of a virulent
character.

Death of a Prinee.

Porspam, June 15.—Prince Frederick
Charles, who had a stroke of apoplexy yes-
terday, died this morningat 10 o’clock. His
cousin, the crown prinee of Germany, was
present at the time of his death, The death
of Prince Frederick Charles has made
necessary a postponemeyt of the ‘‘audi-
ence” which Emperor Yilliamm has ap-
pointed for the Hon. George H. Pendleton,
the new minister of the United States.

ASSUME MOURNING.

BERLIN, June 15.—By. imperial decree
the court will go into mourning one month
in consequence of the death of Prince Fred-
erick Charels. The prince died after hav-
ing a second fit. His death was painless
and his face wears a peaceful expression.
The first stroke paralyzed the whole right
side of his body and the left side of his face
and tongue. Emperor William is deeply
afflicted by the prince’s death.

Accepied the Faith. -

DoxGorA, June 15.—The Mahdi has
written a letter deeclining to release the
Christian prisoners who have embraced the
Islan faith. He says they were unwilling
to leave him. The Mahdi exhorts all Eng-
lishmen to turn Mohammedan,as otherwise
he will destroy them. A letter has
also reached Dongola, signed by ninety-six
of the Mahdi’s prisoners, including Greeks,

unwilling to leave the Mahdi and are no
longer Christians. Lupton Bey and Statia
Bey are among the signers of this letter.

Admiral Courbet Dead.

PAris, June 15.—In the chamber of
deputies this afternoon, Admiral Galiber,
minister of marine, announced the death of
Admiral Courbetupon his ship, the Bayard.
His death was caused by prostratiou brought
on by overwork and mental anxiety. Im-
mediately after the announcement the
chamber of deputies was adjourned asa
mark of respect. A later dispatch states
that Admiral Courbet died of bilious fever
on Pescadores island.

Debt of France.

PARIs, June 15.—At & meeting of the
budget committee to-day M. Sadi Carno,
minister of France, stated the floating debt
of France was now 1,400,000,000 francs,
and that next year the deficit in the reve-
nue is likely to be 8,000,000,000. It might
ultimately be necessary, as a temporary ex-
pedient, to vote a graduate issue of 320,-
000,000 franes in twenty-two-year treasury
bonds. The budget committee has adopted
M. Sadi Carnot’s proposal to issue treasury
bonds to the amount of 370,000,000 franes
to mature in thirty years.

General Notes.

SHANDAIL June 15.—It is stated that the
Russians have erossed the Corean frontier,
probably to cccupy Port Lozareff.

Ohie’s Governor Talks.
‘Special to the Globe.

NEw York, June 15.—Gov. Hoadly has
arrived in the city from West Point, where
he attended the graduating exercises. When
asked about politics, the governor said: “‘I
have the utmost confidence in the adminis-
tration, not only in its patriotism, but in its
sincerity and wisdom.  Cleveland will not
knowingly appoint a bad man to office.
For twenty years the Democrats
have been as unsparingly excluded from
anv share in the patronage of the govern-
ment as though no Democrat existed.
President Cleveland will repair this injus-
tice as rapidly as possible consistently with
a desire to select the fittest man for each
place. Before the expiration of his term,
for I hope to see him triumphantly re-
elected, Ilook for Grover Cleveland, in co-
operation with the Democratic congress, to
have accomplished five great necessities:

WASHINGTON, June 15.—In speaking of
the appointments of presidential postmas-
ters made to-day, Postmaster General Vilas
said that in addition to the removals for
offensive partisanship there were as many
more cases in which, after consideration, it
had been decided not to remove the post-
masters. In thosecases, although evidence
of offensive partisanship had been pre-
sented, it was regarded as insufficient, the
president not being disposed to seize the
opportunity for removal, but to require the
existence of parlisanship to be shown as an
undeniable fact. As showing the spirit of
fairness and delicacy that has animated the
president in dealing with the presidential
postmasters the postmaster general said
there were eighteen such presidential ap-
pointments made by President Arthur in the
last days of his term in cases where vancan-
cies had  ocecurred, and which
had been confirmed by the senate,
but no commissions had been issued.
In all of these cases, as a matter of legal
right. President Cleveland could have made
appointments, because the act of appoint-
ment has not been coupled with the issu-
ance of commissions, but he thought it only
considerate and fair that he should give the
commissions in completion of the act of ap-
pointment, and it had been done in all cases
but one, and in that case there had been a
resignation by the appointee before the
commission issued.

In 1884
this loss increased to 9 per cent. Recent
investigations indicate that these losses are
mostly the result of contagious diseases.
The losses in Nebraska during the last year
have been for the first time very heavy.
Reports from forty-six of the seventy-three
counties show that out of 1,303,695 head of
swine 460,463 were affectrd with the dis-
ease and 352,921, valued at $2,445,778,
died. :

In this city (Naples) rags are stored
Jjust in those quarters of the city where the
chélera was most severe last year.”

Revolution on the Isthmus.

PANAMA, June 6.—Fresh rumors of
revolution have been current on the streets
during the last few days. Reports of secret.
meetings of the leaders of the Radi-
cal party and some of the
disaffected  liberals, were communi-
cated to the government which immediately
ordered increased vigilance on the part of
the police. These have made some arrests
and other preventive measures have
been undertaken. The fact that arms suf-
ficient for 10,000 men and half a million
cartridges are in the hands of the people of
the Arrobat, the revolutionary hotbed of the
isthmus, is considered a serious circum-
stance by the government. Less than 500
men now maintain the authority of the
national government on the isthmus.
The sanitary condition of the city is
exceedingly bad. Yellow fever has claimed
many victims. The troops from the Canca
have especially suffered, and more than
forty have died.

Cholera Spreading Rapidly.

MADRID, June 15.—At Castellon yester-
day, 114 cases of cholera and thirty-six
deaths were reported and at Cartagena, 214
new cases and sixty deaths were reported.
The people have become very much
alarmed. The cholera is spreading west-
ward along the Mediterranean. There are
several cases now in Terule, Alicante and
Cartagena. Twelve thousand persons left
Madrid during the past week in consequence
of the cholera scare. The exodus is increas-
ing the government cholera commission,
and also many native and fofeign doctors
declare that the cholera in the south of
Spain is Asiatic, of a virulent and rapid
character, and attacking all classes of so-
ciety.

Civil War Imminent,

LA LiBERTAD,June 15.—Desultory firing
was heard near La Libertad last night and it:

HOW HE WAS CAUGHT.

Details of the Arrest of Maxwell, the
Murderer of Preller at the South-
ern Hotel.

Cool Demeanor ‘of the Prisoner When
Confronted With Goods Found in
His Trunk,

Sensational Trial of Bank President
Riddell-=A Youthful Chicago
Bigamist,

Maxwell’s Arrest.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 15.—The steamey
City of Sydney from Australia arrived this
morning with Sydney advices, under date
of May 21, and Auckland, New Zealand,
May 6. The Auckland papers contain an
account of the arrest on May 5 of Walter
H. Lennox Maxwell, alias Theodore Cecil
Dangor, charged with having murdered
Charles A. Preller in St. Louis April 5.
The arrest was made by United States
Consul Gamble, who received a telegram
from the chief of police of St. Louis with
instructions to that effect. Two days later
Consul Gamble received a telegram from
the United States secretary of state author-
izing him to make the arrest. Two de-
tectives boarded the steamer at Tiertiriri.
The purser, in reply to their questions,
stated that there wasa man among the
_steert}ge passengers answering Maxwell’s
description. The man was summoned on
deck. The first question asked him was
whether

HE WAS A PHYSICIAN.

He promptly denied this, saying he was
a native of France and an officer in the
French army. The detectives informed
him they had a warrant for his arrant, and
would have to-take him into custody. Max-
well appeared to be diseoncerted, but re-
covered his composure while the officers
were handeuffing him, and cooly remarked
that the whole matter was a mistake which
would quickly be explained away. On
May 5, he was taken into the police court
and the charges against him read. The
crown solicitor appeared for the prosecu-
tion, and Messrs. Napier and Burton for
the defense. The latter claimed the court
had no jurisdiction and after someargumen
the ease was continued to May 11. On tha
day the case was brought up. Consul
Gamble was the first witness examined.
He testified on behalf of the prosecution as
to the various articles found in Maxyell’s
trunk, which, among other things, con-
tained two embroidered handkerchiefs
marked “‘C. A. P.” and a shirt with two

on it. In reply to a question as to how the
articles, not bearing initials of his name
had come into his possession, Maxwell said
they had been given to him in San Fran-
cisco by a man named Robinson. A detec-
tive named Twohy, one of the two who ar-
rested him on the steamer, testified to find-
ing the f(_)llowing articles in Maxwell’s grip-
sack: Thirty-four cuffs, two handkerchiefs,
all marked ““C. A. P.,” a memorandum
bpol_{ marked ‘‘Dangier,” a pocket medical
dictionary, in which was written “W. H.
Lennox Maxwell, M. D., F. A. R. C. S.,”
and a dressing case, marked *““W. H. Len-
nox Maxwell.” All of these articles Max-
well said he bought of the same man, Rob-
inson, in San Francisco. Counsel for the
defense at this point in the proceedings
again contended that the court had no ju-
risdiction in the matter, and asked for a dis-
missal. The case was remanded ti!l May
16, apd again to the 30th. Judge Smith,
who is hearing the ease, said he wonld re-
mand it eight days at a time, until the offi-
cers from St. Louis arrived.

Semsational Trial.

PITTSBURG, Pa., June 15.—The trial of
William N. Riddell and G. L. Reider, late
president and cashier of the Penn bank, be-
gan in the criminal court to-day. They are
being tried for conspiracy, the charges
of embezzlement on which they were ar-
raigned some weeks ago having been ap-
parently abandoned at present owing to the
faulty way in which the indictmens
was drawn up. The trial promises to be
very sensational, owing to the number of
wealthy men directly and indirectly impli-
cated. The defendants are represented by
eight famous lawyers, among them Con-
gressman Boyle of Pennsylvania and Judge
Curtis of New York. The general impres-
sion seems to be that the case will either
break down or there will be no conviction.
Distriet Attorney Robb, in his opening
speech, said he thought he would show that
the defendants concocted a scheme by
which to-defraud the bank and other people.
They conspired to get up a system of

FALSE ACCOUNTS,
and caused the accounts of Watson & Co.,
Hill & Co., Wilson & Co. and others to be
put on the books when no such persons ex-
isted. By this system the bank was de-
frauded of £1,500,000. In order to
carTy on the scheme, they being
required to report to the board
of directors every Monday morning,
got up a system of statements which made
it appear that overdrafts were drafts or
checks by depositors, and in that way de-
ceived the board as to the condition of the
bank until three or four days after it was
swamped and closed. The assist~
ant individual bookkeeper, Mr. Craig,
after being sworn said he had an indirect
recollection of the accounts of Wilson &
Co., Watson & Co., and Hill & Co. He
would not say whether any of the firms
named ever drew direct checks. George P.
Rowley, the individual bookkeeper, said he
remembered the accounts named in the in-
dictment. No person ever came to get the
pass books for those accounts. Requests
were

to have those books made out for some of
them. In answer to a query from the pros-
ecution, Rowley said the memorandum of
the item of Watson & Co.’s account,
$118.04, was in Riddell’s handwriting. At
that time Watson & Co. had

b on deposit $226.61. Watson & Co.’s account

started June 9, 1883, and the last entry was
made on May 2, 1884. The account was
twice balanced. In December, 1883, their
account was overdrawn $394,524.75. The
witness was then taken through the account
of Wilson & Co. and Hill & Co.
in the same way that he had been through
that of Watson & Co. In some cases checks
were made in the handwriting of Riddell,
some by Reiber and some by other attaches
of the bank. There was a charging check
for $150,000 drawn by Mr. Riddell, another
for $185,000 in the writing of Mr. Normi-
cult the memorandum and charge to D.
Wilson & Co. being in the writing of
Reiber. The witness was still on the stand
when court adjourned.
