Cenvention of Real Estate Dealers.

CeEDAR RAarips, Ia., June 22.—In pur-
suance of a call issued by President Young
of the National association, the Iowa real
estate dealers will meet in state convention
in this eity to-morrow morning at 9 o’clock.
The land men seemed to have taken
great interest in the movement to
form an association for mutval bene-
fit, and the final ecall bore the
names of more than two hundred of the
prominent dealers of the state, all of whom
heartily join in the work. The program
includes a reception by the board of trade,
an excursion to Spirit lake. tendered by
President Ives of the Burlington, Cedar
Rapids & Northern railroad, and a banquet
at that place by the Cedar Rapids real
estate men. The object of the convention
is to wunite the reliable benefit in
facilitating the transaction of business, to
secure such legislation as will benéfit prop-
erty laws of conveyance and to accomplish
such reforms in land matters are as badly
needed, but not easily accomplished with-
out united efforts. The convention prom-
ises to be a success in the matter of attend-
ance at least. A numberof delegates are
already on hand.

Creighton the Bankrupt.

One farmer paid him $2,000 on a
mortgage, for which he holds Creighton’s
receipt, but the records show that Creigh-
ton has failed to satisfy the mortgage.

The indications are
that Sioux Falls will lead a few hundred.

Mandan has two aspirants for the Bis-
marck land office—James Bellows and
James Campbell. The incumbents do not
propose to resign to accommodate them,
and have the larger part of their terms to
serve.

The Presbyterian church at Ellendale
was partially blown down in a storm last
week. One side of it will have to be re-
built. 1t was defective in construction and
Col. Pugh, the legislator and banker, pro-
phesied when it was built that it would
blow down.

Gov. Pierce is solid with the press along
the Northern Pacific. Col. Warnock of the
Jamestown Alert, Col. Burke of the James-
town Capital, Col. Richardson of the Valley
City Times and Col. Mead of the Mandan
Pioneer, have all been elevated to his
military staff, while Col. Tyner looks after
all the papers at Fargo. It is said that
they were selected, however, exclusively
for their experience in warfare and fine
military bearing, Col. Burke is known as
“‘the beauntiful,” Col. Tyner is famed for
‘“‘stately stepping,” and Col. Richardson
resembles Napoleon in appearance. Nearly
every general officer of the service served
in the rebellion.

It is stated at Fargo that the Manitoba
railroad has agreed to construct sixteen
miles of road to connect its line north near
Casselton with the on running through
Fargo, from Ripon to Heywood, if the right
of way is given. This will give Fargo di-
rect connection on that system to the fine
country and numerous lively towns on the
Casselton branch, and will be a great ad-
vantage to its trade. As the connection
will run on seetion lines it will be little in-
jury to the bonanza farms, and they will
no doubt be glad to give the right of way.

Some of the Men in the Various Depart-
ments Whose 1 are
Not B”’l

Laboring Industriously Themselves, They
See That Their Subordinates Are
Not Idle.

Commissioner Miller’s Methods of
Receiving Applicants-«A Mild
Mannered Man,

Work of the First Assistant Postmas-
ter General--Warner’s Sil-
ver Racket.

Government Workers,
Correspondence of the Globe.

WaAsiINGTON, June 19.—Washington is
supposed to be 'a prefty lazy place about
this time of the year, but there are some
busy men here just now. Indeed, it is safe
to say that there are more busy people in
Washington now than there ever have been
at this time of the year. Your average de-
partment clerk is in an agony of apprehen-
sion lest he lose his place, and is pitching
into his work with a vigor that was never
before known. The chiefs of divisions are
all anxious to make good records for their
divisions lest they be fired, and they are not
only working hard themselves but are push-
ing every one under them to their best
speed. 'T'he new officials are of course hard
at work trying to make a first-class record
for themselves and their party. ¢‘This hot
weather is a good deal harder on us than it
ever was before,” said one of the clerks in
the pension office at the close of one of the
hottest days of this week. *‘Our chief has
always urged us, heretofore, not to hurry
much on hot days, but to take it easy and
move about a part of the time, rather than
sit still at our desks constantly. But

I can tell you. They watch us constantly.
and we have to account for every minute of
time. No matter how hot it is we must be
hard at work. I have a sick son at home,
and want to leave my desk and stay with
him, but I am really afraid to do so for fear
I may lose my position. The chief of our
division is trying hard to make a record,
and watches us like 2 hawk all the time.”

There is a popular belief that the busiest
people are the heads of the departments
and the appointment clerks. This is a pop-
uiar error. To be sure, these officers are

busy, but they are not more pressed by the
anxious throng than some of the others of
their departments. Take the treasury de-

partment, for instance. It is an error to
suppose that the appointment clerk wres-
tles with all the appointments made there.
Indeed, the mostimportant work done there
thus far has been by the head of the in-
ternal revenue bureau, Commissioner
Miller. Of course all papers in the revenue
cases go through the hands of Mr. Higgins,
but the responsibility of selecting the men
for these places, ¢f listening to the appeals
for the appointments rests largely with Mr.
Miller. An hourin his room will show to
the observer 42

there is for the places in the bureau, and
the work devolving upon him.

Of course the conversation is compara-
tively private, though the average visitor
soon gets warmed up with his subject and
forgets to talk in the low, cautious tones
with which he begins his appeal. Mr. Mil-
ler is one of the most approachable men in
the whole line of the new officials. He is

always at his  desk, always pleasant and

ready to listen to what youhave to say, and
may be counted as having accomplished
more in the way of official changes than
any other officer of the new administration
except one or two of the postoffice depart-
ment officials. He has recommended the

removal of over three-fourths of the inter- '

nal revenue collectors of the country, and
his recommendations have been followed in
most or perhaps all cases. This means, not
simply sixty or seventy removals, but at
least fifty times as many as that, for the
interal revenue collectors have as a rule at
least fifty subordinates under them. So that
Mr. Miller has been responsible for probably
three or four thousand removals since he
began the work of changing the nnel
of the internal revénue bureau. He expects
to about finish his work during the present
month, and hopes to get a rest. Personally
Mr. Miller is one of the most popular offi-
cials in the new regime. . Always frank,
always .

the other department officials.

Auother very busy man, and one who is
just now attracting a good deal of atten-
tion, is Maleolm Hay, the first assistant
postmaster general. For a sick man he is
certainly making a pretty healthy record.
He has the duty of examining the applica-
tions for the appointmeht of postmnasters of
the faurth class, or in other words, those
whose salary falls below $1,000 a year. 1t
is a curious fact that as vigorous a fight
can be made over a postoffice paying no more
than $250 a year as over one where the sal-
ary is $2,500. ‘“You would be surprised,”said
a postoffice official talking of it to your corre-
spondent, ‘‘to see the contests we have over
these small offices. They becqme in many
cases a regular

NEIGHBORHOOD QUARREL.

‘‘In many cases, nearly all in fact, the
change in the postmaster means a change
in the loeation of the office, for of course
where the salary of the office is so small no
one can take it except in connection with
his business, and he must remove it to the
place where he is employed. This fre-
quently causes local prejudices. The peo-
ple in one end of the town who have had
the postoffice near them think they will be
ruined if they have to go a block or two
farther to get their weekly paper or an oc-
casional letter, and that their end of the

town will suffer great disadvantages if the
postoffice is taken to some other part of the
village. Asa natural result the other end
of the town wants it changed, and there is
a great fight. There come in petitions and
counter petitions by the basket-full. It
is no unusual thing to receive petitions for
and against a certain appointment or relat-
ing to a certain office, with two or three
times as many names as there are voters in
the town. The result is

and puzzling work in deciding what to do
with cases of this sort. When you consider
that there are hundreds of such cases com-
ing in every day and that a hundred or two
must be disposed of daily it is easy tosee
how busy a man the first assistant postmas-
ter general is.” And so he is, a very busy
man.

Still another busy man, and one who is
attracting a good deal of attention to him-
self just now, is Mr. Warner of Ohio, the
apostle of silver. Mr. Warner did not cut
much of a figure in the last congress. He
tried hard enough to do so, but found his

He has made a
decided hit. His latest proposition, for the
issue of silver certificates based on silver
bullion deposited in the treasury, is attract-
ing much attention, whatever its merits are.
He is receiving a great many letters from
all over the country on the subject, and is
He is spend-
ing more or less of his time hereand in New
York now, enjoying the notoriety that he
has thus gained. Some days he is here,
some in New York and some at his home in
Ohio. He doesnot remain away from here,
however, for in New York and Washing-
ton it is easier to pose as a great national
issue than anywhere else, and nothing suits
Warner better than to be considered a na-
tional issue.
