The .Treat
body of the ]K>i>ulatiou were compelled to
"loot it 1' to the business district The
Streets were filled, however, with express
wagons ;:nd carts converted for the time
into earry-a!I?. and a number of antiquated I
omnibuses were resurrected for the occa-
sion to cany passengers. How long tho
strike will last now appears to be uncer-
tain.
