The continuation of the argument for a
new trial in the case of Thomas Hauley of
- 3t, Panl, who was tried upon a change of
renue in the Hennepin district court and
found guilty of murder in the first degree,
came up before Judge Lochven. The judge
~pvarruled the motion andthen ordered Han-
ey to stand up and receive his senience,
W was as follows:
““The court is of the opinion that be-
cause of the weakness of lnﬁelll:oti 01:1 thei(tle-
fendant, though clearly short of insanity,
the case is ngf one in which the penalty of
death should be imposed. 1t is therefore
considered and adjudged that you, 'I‘?onus
Hanley, be punished for the crime of mur-
der in the ﬁll‘)st degree of which you have
been convicted by imprisonment at hard
labor in the state prison at Stillwater dur-
ing the remainder of the term of your
natural iife.”

Hanley did not show any particular
.emotion when he learned his fate, other
than to turn pale. He evidently expected
just what he received, althongh some had
predicted that the penalty of death would
be imposed. When asked his opinion con-
cerning his sentence, Hanley suid it was
what be anticipated, but he thought lt'un-
just, as he did not consider thathe had re-
ceived a fair trial. The testimony of two
state prison convicts was introduced to show
that he did not appear to be insane while
confined in the Ramsey county jail. He did
not think the evidence of such persons
should have been received.

THE CRIME
for v.ich Hanley was convicted, was the
sho ting of Thomas Ryan Tuesday after-
noun, May 22, 1883, at the corner of Min-
nesota and East Fifth streets, in St Paul.
The two had been partners in the black-
smithing business, but had dissolved.
Hanley had been sick with typhoid fever,
and claimed that Ryan had during his illness
dissipated funds belonging to the business.
When they met 2 brief conversation took

place  when Hanley drew a re-
volver and fired, the bullet strik-
fng Ryan® in the » left thigh

Ryan started to run, when Hanley followed
him up and fired vﬁain the bullet this time
taking effect in .. ..cu. and inflicting a
mortal wound. Haunley was subsequently
tried in the Ramsey distriet court, but, the
il{ll'y’ disagreeing, a change of venue to the

ennepin district court was obtained. The
case was set for trial at the October term,
but, owing to the absence of the prisoner’s
attorney, ex-Mayor O'Brien, the case was
continved from time to time, bat finaily
eame up for trial April 28. The trial lasted
three days. and the jury brought in a ver-
dict of murder in the first degree, after be-
Iniz out sixteen hours. The defense was
temporary insanity, cansed by sickness.

Hanley will be taken to Stillwater tlis
moruing by Deputy Sheriff Egyre.

In each case the amount of interest which
accrues from May 1 o July 1, making
$1,666.06, is added. The premium offered
by Blake Bros. thus amounts to $14.05%4
which makes a rate of 7,15 per ¢ent.

At
the last session of the legislature the aet
was revised and amended, changing the
rate to 5 perceut, and the time to thirty
years. It has not been since  submitted {o
‘the people, It is claimed by the city attor-
ney and other iegal gentiemen that a see-
ond submission of the question to {he peo-

~ple is not required in the cage of any
amended law. As proof the caze of the
Lake Saperior railroad is given. It was a
precisely paraliel ecase. Kxcept in that in-
stance the bouds were for a bonus, and in
the vresent case ave for an equivalent. The
question was then raised in the couris, and
it was deocided that an amended law did not
require to be again submitted to the people,
