Their Muscle.

Aided by Thousands of Sympathizing
Priends. They Make Their Strike

Very Effective.

Chicago, July I.—The West Division
Street Car company sent out three cars on

the Madison street line early this morning,
but the drivers were compelled to return to
the barn. Fully 1.000 strikers and citizens
were assembled" near the car barns, and
when the cars came out they were met with
a volley of brides and stones, which (bat-
tered the windows and caused other wreck-
age about the cars. Several of the drivers
and conductors were struck by the flying
missiles. A deputy sherili was on the plat-
form of each car, and in the excitement one
of the officers drew a revolver and
threatened to shoot but desisted.
At 11:30 o'clock a car with eight policemen
and a reporter as the only passengers
Started from the barn on Western avenue
down town on the Madison street track.
The car got through without any difficulty,
except occasional bootingo.

at Ilalsted street, but there was none. This
car was followed by two Others, also with
police and deputy sheriffs. >io passengers
were taken. The cars went over the route

without molestation. On the return trip.
however, tiny were met by a mob of lour

live thousand at Jefferson street.
They followed the cars with
hoots and yells to Union street.
From there on to llalbted street the scene
was of the most riotous description. The
crowd hurled beer barrels, bricks, stones
and ail sorts of missiles at the cars, smash-
ing the windows and nearly wrecking them.
Several arrests were made, but the police
were almost powerless to handle the mob.
At Union street all sorts of obstructions
were thrown on the track and several ring-

leaders arrested, while a shot was tired at
one Of the leaders. Missiles were thrown
from the buildings on the street at the cars.
The cars were moving along slowly with

follow-in? and uttering threats. Proceed-
ing .further west, an enormous crowd of
threatening men had assembled near Ann
street, and the air was filled with stones as
the cars tried to make their way through.
Police were hit and injured and cars badly
wrecked, resulting in their finally being
thrown off Hie track, and overturned near
the sidewalk line. The three cars, badly
wrecked, under the heavy guard of police
were finally taken to the company's barn
on Western avenue,and the riotous demon-
strations have for a time ceased. Great
crowds of excited men stilHhrong Madison
street. What the street car company now
contemplates doing, or whether it will
make any further effort to move, its cars
appears now to be uncertain. No further
trouble is expected except in the event of

attempt to start the cars.
Midnight —As the street car company

has made no further effort to start oars out
all is quiet about Hue bams and principal
thoroughfares Leading west. However, it
is certain there is plenty of evidence
that the strike is still on.
The car tracks are kept warm by
an endless string of express wagOUS and
other vehicles, all loaded with passengers
to their fuilc^t capacity. Express wagons
arc popular conveyances. Each i> con-
spicuously labeled: "10 Cents to Webster
Avenue!" and their driven confess to beine
coining money. One raoerprising tea linn
to-day Started a free "bus, labeled "For
ladies only." intending to catch the tea-
drinkers. A.l i"J o'clock there were no re-
ports in circulation indicating any likelihood
of a change in the situation before morn-
ing.

Italian MiirdcrcM Sentenced.
Chicago, July 1.—The state's attorney,

before beginning his argument in the ease
of the live Italians charged with the
strangling of Carrnsso. the lemon peddler,
paid he desired to enter a nolle prosse in
the case of Bove and Mercurio, two of the
defendants? The court sakl (he jury
would be instructed to bring in
a verdict of not guilty as against
them. The murderers were awarded
the death penalty. The jury to-night de-
cided thatA/adi < lelordi and Silvestcri were
the perpetrators of the crime, while Bove
pud Meremio. their alleged conspirators,
Krere pronounced not guilty. The juryre-
tired shortly after 5 o'clock and found no
difficulty in arriving ;it a verdict, which
they ret urn.'(l shortly after 8. Bove
and Mercurio having been in-
formed of their probable acquittal,
awaited the return of the jury with grave
faces, and the others seemed stolid and in-
different as to tlie fate in store for them.
About 160 persons, mostly Italians, had re-
mained in court to hear the verdict. Im-
mediately after it had been read. Bove and
Mercurio, at signals from their counsel,
took seats to one side. An inter-
preter then translated the ver-
dict to the convicted men and
they heard the words of sentence in their
own tongue without a movement of their
muscles. They accompanied the bailiff
back to their cells with stolid faces, appar-
ently unmoved. The indictment against
Bove and Mercurio was nolle proesed
and the judge ordered them to be dis-
charged.

ITlackin Sentenced.
CmcAfio, July I.—The jury in the

Mackin perjury case returned this after-
noon, having been out an hour, a verdict of
guilty. The punishment fixed was live
year's imprisonment in the penitentiary.
As the last words of the verdict were pro-
nounced, Mackin slightly paled and clasped
his hands together BS ii in a spasm of pain,
but this lasted but amonient, and hechaited
smilingly with his brother. The fury was
unanimous from the start as to
Ifaddn's guilt, and there was wary little
discussion over his term of imprisonment.
The delay in reaching a verdict—an hour
exactly-—came from the fact that the jury
sent for and read over part of the evider.ee.
The prisoner was at once taken to jail,
Where be remarked to a reporter who bad
Inquired how be felt about the verdict:
"We!!, you know, me boy. there are great
chances come in many men's lives: but we
ain't through yet. I'lllight it to the end.
The last bridge isn't crossed yet."

Tombstoxk, Ariz., July 1.—A. J. B.
Hunke. a miner, brought in news yesterday
from Fronteras, of an engagement between
the Indians and whiles last Thurs-
day, thirty miles southeast of Fronteras
in which he reported thirty-six Indians
and sixteen Americans killed and Mvoal
wounded. To-day further information was
received through Theo. Crocket from San
ITniiamlliis ranehe, situated on the trail
from Ft. Bowie to Sonoro. Db reportsaa
engagement between the entire force under
Lieut. Davis and the Apaches. Sixteen
Indians were killed and hiteen to twenty
taken prisoners. The loss of the whites is
in»t stated.

July I.—Mr. Atkins,
commissioner of Indian affairs, in tri\ in^r
his theory of the threatened outbreak amoiiL'
the (heyennes in the Indian Territory, said
to-day that he was convinced that the pres-
ence of the large herds of the cat-
tle kimrs on the reservation was a
Constant invitation to the Indians to SOU-
niit depredations. Be thought the govern-
ment would be compelled to an
all leases throughout the Indian torri-
Tory, except on the "Cherokee strip."

Ifany twoofthe leading states ofEurope

were to go to war with each other it would
be virtually a war of relatives, for the
reigning families of the continent and of
England are so thoroughly intermarried
that the tight would be all in the family,
though, unfortunately, it could not be kept
there. For instance, the emperor of Aus-
tria is married to a daughter of the Duke
Maximillian ofBavaria, while one of his
brothers is married to a daughter of the
former king of Naples, and a cousin is the
wifeofthe king of Spain. Besides these
there are twenty-six other grand dukes andduchesses, who are married in almost every
court inEurope. The royal family ofDen-
mark is also widely connected, the heir ap-
parent to the throne being mar-
ried to the daughter of the king
of Sweden and Norway, while the
Princess Alexandra is the wifeofthe prince
of Wales, the third child is king ofGreece,
and has married a Russian grand duchess,
the fourth is now the empress of Russia,
and the fifth is married to the English duke
of Cumberland. The German imperial
family is large but not widely married.
The heir to the throne is married to Prin-
cess Victoria of England, and most of the
rest are married into German noble families.The royal familyof England is extensively
married. The Princess Victoria is to bo
empress of Germany as stated. The prince
ofWales has a Danish princess for a wife.
Prince Alfred, the duke of Edinburgh, is
married to the daughter of the czar, Prin-
cess Helena is married to Prince Christian
of Denmark, and Prince Arthur to Princess
Louise ofPrussia. There are besides quite
a number of princesses and princes who
have married and have been given in mar-
riage among the royal families of Ger-
many. The mates of the imperial family
of Russia have been generally found in
Germany, though, as already stated, theempress is a Dane and the sister of the
princess of Wales, and the duke of Edin-
burgh has taken a Rufsian princess to wife.
Itwill thus be seen that, no matter what
wars and combinations of wars breakout,
relatives will be found fighting against each
tther just as vigorously as if they were to-
la 1 strangers. It is said that one of the
the most powerful influences for peace here
oately, both in Russia and in England.have
been the two Danish ladies, one of whom
shares the throne of Russia, the other be-
ing the wifeof the princess of Wales. The
story is pretty, but nothing more. It is not
at all likely that when the two nations are
ready for war they will forbear because
their royal families chance to be related.
The influence of relatives baa often been
strong enough to bring on a war, but sel-
dom has it been able to secure peace.

The English Policy.
London, July I.—LordArthur Wm. Hill,

member ofparliament forcounty Down, Ire-
land, and comptroller, in an election speech
at Down to-day, is the grst member ofthe
present government who has given any in-timation regarding the policy of the govern-
ment in relation to Irish affairs. His lord-
ship referred to the recently proposed bill
for the renewal ofthe crimes act and said
such measures were in his opinion needless,
as the ordinary laws were sufficiently am-
ple for the government of Ireland. Con-
tinuing, Lord Arthur said the present land
act was a failure and that he wouldsupport the land purchase bill,
which the Liberal government had proposed.
Lord John Manners, postmaster general,
addressing a Conservative meeting at Lei-
cester last evening, said that without pre-
tending to state the policy of the govern-
ment, he was able to say that they would
try to bring order out ofthe present chaos in
Egypt ami would endeavor to terminate the
tension on the Afghan frontiers which en-
Ottgera India. They favored increasing
the efficiency of local administration.

BATHXB DOUBTFUL.
Lady Churchill, who is the daughter of

Mr. Leonard Jerome, New York, is per-
sonally engaging in the Woodstock canvass
to si-cure the re-election to parliament of
her husband. Lord Randolph Churchill, thenew secretary of state for India. The Lib-
erals are very active in their efforts to ac-
complish the defeat of Randolph and to se-cure the election of Mr. Comegrant. The
return of Lord Randolph Churchill forWoodstock at the present election is con-sidered a very doubtful matter._ KISSIA AXD EXGLAXD.

Woodstock, June I.—Sir Henry Drum-mon Wolf, speaking to-day in support ofLord Randolph Churchill, said it was ab-solutely necessary not to allow Russia
to intrude into Afghanistan. The conser-vatives were determined that as large a ter-
ritory as possible should separate England
from Russia.

John Bright on the Situation.
Londox, July 2.—John Bright has writ-

ton a letter to Deputy Poosick ofParis in
Which he says, "If European nations
would accept commercial liberty,
that is, moderate or abolish,
customs, Europe might soon tend toan em of perpetual peace. At present allresources are swallowed up by military ex-igencies. The people's interests are sacri-
iiced to the most miserable and culpableffentasfea of foreign politics. The
real interests of the massesare trodden under foot in def-erence to false notions of
glory and national honor. I cannot heip
tamking that Europe is marching towardsome great catastrophe of crushing weight.Ihe military system cannot indif-ferently lie supported with pa-
tience, and the population, driven to
despair, may possibly before long sweepaway the royalties and pretended statesmenwho govern in their names. I hope your
country and mine wiil remain at peace andbe real friends."

Fresh Trouble Reported.
St. 'Pkteksihko, July I.—a dispatch

from Blagoveschensk, a town of Kussian
Asia, and tho capital of the ameer gov-
ernment, says that fresh trouble has oc-
curred on the Chinese frontier. According
to the dispatch it seems that the Chinese
government sent a detachment of soldiers
to protect the Aigun gold fields from inva-
sion by unauthorized parties. The troops
were instructed to behead all persona found
engaged in mining operations and not hav-
ing a permit. The Kussian government
prohibits its subjects from mining in the
Aigun gold fields.

London', July I.—Under an agreement
between Lord Salisbury and Prince Bis-
marck, the German naval demonstration
against Zanzibar has been countermanded.
The German squadron has been orderfcd. to
abstain from all appearance of hostility.

ASKING FOB SUPPORT.
Mr. Sexton, member of parliament, ad-

dressing a meeting at Wakefield, this even-
ing, ured Irishmen to support tho Conserva-
tive candidate for parliament and to give
the Conservatives a chance. The past con-
duct of the Liberals, he said, gave them no
claim to Irish support.

The cabinet council to-day decided to en-
tirely abandon coercion in Ireland, and to
rely upon the strict administration of the
general law.

AFGIIAN QUESTIOX.
The Afghan question was the subject of

a long conference to-day between the Mar-
quis of Salisbury, the minister for foreign
affairs and Baron de Staal, the Russian
ambassador.

Rev. Dr. Walsh, recently appointed by
the pope Archbisnop of Dublin, has beeß
summoned to Rome for the purpose of be-
ing consecrated in that city archbishop of
Dublin. This summons is a signal mark of
honor.

Admiral Werner has accepted the gov-
ernorship ofKaiser Wilhelni land.

The diet of Brunswick by a unanimous
vote adopted a resolution declaring that
"The succession of the Duke of Cumber-
land to'the throne ot Brunswick would be
incompatible with the peace and security at
the German empire."
