EAU CLAIRE, Wis., July 2.—The old
West side brewery, of late owned and op-
erated by the Ean Claire Brewing com-
pany, a corporation having as its prln(-i.pal
stockholders Henry Cousins, C. | Car-
stens and James Culver, burned at 1 o’clock
this morning, involving a loss of about
£6,000 on the building, but as yet the
actual loss on the stock can-
not be learned, as the  man-
ufactured portion of it was kept in a stone
vault which cannot be examined for some
time. The cause of the tire is not known.
The insurance was as follows: WitheCity of
London. 82,000 on building and machinery;
£1,500 in Washington Fire and Marive on
stock, and 2,000 in Hamburg-Bremen on
stock.

Y ANKTON, Dak., July 2.— The glaring
corruption and open frauds of the two last
legislatures have so disgusted the peopie
with ecaucuses, conveniions and voting
that only about one in ten of the voters
in  South Dakota voted in the
election on Tuesday for delegates to the
constitutional convention. Yankton cast
86 votes: Sioux Falls, 131; Huron, 2103
Redfield, 34. The whole thing was a farce,
only chronie political bummers, prohibition
eranks and woman suffrage lunaties tak-
ng part. It was not expected that
e few respectable men elected to the
cavention would ever take their seats. The
thyy is too dead. The people want division
anstatehood, but they want nothing un-
der. the leadership of the legislature.

HOT TIMES EXPECTED.

Rumors Which Have on the
Announcement of the Milwaukee Ab-
sorbing the Fargo Southern.

The Northern Pacific and. Manitoba
Companies Importuned to Ad-
vance the Rates on Coal.

Interview With Hon. Frederick Bill-
ings Relating to the General
Outlook in the West.

An Interesting Sifuation.

The announcement of the control of the
Fargo Southern by the Milwaukee & St.
Paul, while generally expected, since the
death of General Manager Merrill of the
latter company, was, nevertheless, the sub-
jeet for discussion Jy the heads of depart-
ments of all the railroads centering in St.
Paul yesterday. This was because nearly
all the lines centering in St. Paul are inter-
ested in the move, so much that an exceed-
ingly cold feeling may spring up between
several of the companies most deeply con-
cerned. The first trouble of the Milwaukee
& St. Paul in taking the Fargo Southern is
the making of rates on coal and salt to
Fargo on the same basis as those given by
the Northern Pacific and Manitoba roads,
and yesterday General Freight Agent Bird
of the former line telegraphed the general
{reight agents of the two latter lines from
Ortonville, asking for a conference on
that subject as soon as possible.
That they will favor him with a conference
is quite certain, but that they will concede
to his wishes is not. The Milwaukee &
St. Paul has importuned the Manitoba and
Northern Pacitic roads to make the same
rate on coal from Duluth to Fargo it does
from Chicago. Neither of these two lines
will do this, as they feel it would be doing
an injustice to the public. If they were to
concede to the wishes of the Milwaukee &
St. Paul they would be giving up the

ADVANTAGES THEY MAINTAIN
on their geographical situation, and at the
same time allow Chicago to build up a
business in the Northwest to the detriment
of St. Paul and Minneapolis. The facts of
the case are that the Manitoba and North-
ern Pacifie charge $3.50 for the transporta-
tion of hard coal per ton from Duluth to
Fargo, a distance of 253 miles, against a
rate of $5.50 by the Milwaukee & St. Paul
and the Fargo Southern from Chicago, for
a haul of 709 miles. The Milwaukee & St.
Paul has already been charged with
diseriminating against St. Paul and
Minneapolis by making the same rate- to
Fargo that it made to the two former
places, and merchants at these places are
likely to make it interesting for the railroad
company unless it discontinues. The con-
trolling of the Fargo Southern was always
considered a dangerous adoption by Alex-
ander Mitchell of the Milwaukee & St.
Paul, and one time he was heard to say
that as long as he remained president the
Fargo Southern should never be incorpor-
ated in his system. In 1883 a tripartite
agreement was entered into by the Mil-
waukee & St. Paul, Chicago & Northwest-
ern and the Roek Island roads not to build
north or west of their present terminals in
Didkota, as the country was undeveloped
and there was nothing to supporé any ex-
tensions that would have been made. Now
the Mijwaukee & St. Paul has seen fit to
violate this agreement, and the next best
thing it can do is to
MAKE RAPID STRIDES

and build into the best regions it deems ad-
visable, to head off the Chicago & Rock
Island and Northwestern roads, which will
now advance their interests in the
wheat regions of Northern Dakota.
The first move the former line will probably
make will be the extension of the Fargo
Southern to Flandrau, opening up a direct
route from the Red river valley to nearly
all South Dakota, and giving connection
with all the lines of the Milwaukee & St.
Paul. It is regarded as quite possible
that in ecnneetion with the Fargo Southern
a line will be built from Fargo to Crookston
over the right-of-way of the proposed
Crookston & Southwestern road. In this
event next year will see more miles of rail-
road built in Dakota than auny other year.
The Milwaukee & St. Paul is now in the
North, and the Northwestern & Rock Is-
land will get there as soon as possible.
The Northern Pacifie and Manitoba roads
will be. likely to show what they think
about the invasion of the territory they
claim. Some of the Chicago lines will be
extended to Bismarck and the Turtle
mountain region. The proposed road from
Fargo to the Black hills too, may be put
in process of construction. With all this
construetion there is one faet evident: that
the roads built will have to depend upon
their own resources, as no county or town
will load themselves very heavily to secure
them.

Mr. Billings and the West.

Mr. Frederick Billings, the leading stock-
holder and director of the Northern Pacific
road, returned yesterday afternoon from a
four weeks’ trip over the line. On leaving
St. Paul, Mr. Billings went north as far as
Winnipeg, principally to note the condi-
tion of the crops in the Northwest. He
went along the east bank of the Red river
and returned by the west side to Fargo,
and then left by the Northern Pacific road
for the West. Ile found the crops in the

led River valley and along the Northern
Pacifie line in Dakota and Montana in finer
condition than on any one of his annual
visits over the line. Rain has been abund-
ant all along the line on the other side of
the Roeky mountains, and a large yield of
all kinds of grain will be the result. 1In
Oregon and Washington the yield will be
20 per cent. larger than it was last year.
The price being paid for old wheat is
nearly double that paid last August. The

change in the feeling among capital-
ists indicated, he thought, that
better times were approaching. Mr.

Billings visited Portland, and went as far
north as Puget sound and Yakima. On his
return he came over the Oregon short
line and spent Sunday at Salt Lake. Mr.
Billings inspected the main line and all
the branches of the Northern Pacitic road
by daylight, and found the line in excellent
condition. The equipments are in the
finest order, and are capable of doing all
the business put upon them. Business is
picking up, and as fall trade comes on the
indications are that the Northern Pacific
will experience a bright period in its his-
tory. in regard to the Oregon Navigation
case, Mr. Billings had nothing to say, ex-
cept that during his absence favorable ac-
tion was taken by the board on the work
by the committee appointed to arrange
matters preparatory to making the lease.
The matter is now in the hands of the re-
spective counsel of the Northern Pacific,
Union Pacific and Oregon Navigation to
carry the arrangement into effect. The
next. board will meet the latter part of
this month. Mr. Billings spent last even-
ing at Hotel Lafayette, Lake Minnetonka,
and to-day will ppoceed to Duluth, Lake
Supenor and Ashland, and then return to
New York.

Northern Pacific Earnings.

The earnings of the Northern Pacific
road for the month of June were $1,011,-
623 against $1,143,000 for June of 1884, a
decrease for June, 1885, of $31,377. While
the gross earnings show this decrease, the
net earnings are nearly equal to those for
the corresponding month last year on account
of the operating expenses being much
lighter. The prospeets of this company are
surprisingly bright when compared with
the general outlook of business. The in-
trinsic value of this property is more valua-
ble to-day than when the stocks were
boosted up to par under the management of
Henry V. The general development
of the country drained by the Northern Pa-
cific has added fresh vigor to the company
in the value of its landed property.
