Governor Ilouser.
Special to the Globe.

Washington, July 3. —Hon Samuel T.
Houser of Helena, Mont, was appointed
by the president to-day to be governor of
that territory. The selection is well re-
ceived here by all the Democrats of the
Northwest

Mr. Ilouser has never held public office,
which was one strong recommendation to
the president's mind. His appointment was
asked for by many prominent citizens of
Montana, including Delegate Toole ofthat
territory. The new governor will do much
to build up and solidify the*party and keep
Montana in line to be admitted as a full
Hedged Democratic state.

SKETCH OF THE new governoh.

Samuel T. Ilouser is one of the most pop-
ular, enterprising and progressive of Mon-
tana's business men, and has been fornearly
a quarter of a century identified with the
interests of the territory. He is a Ken-
tuckian by birth, having been born in
that state In 1835, and is there-
fore 50 years old. His early years
were spent in Kentucky, where he acquired
bis education, and was for a short time en-
gaged in business. At the age of '27 he
went to Montana, and is one of the pioneers
that have helped to develop its resources.
He is president of the First National bank
of Helena and president of the Helena
Mining and Smelting company. He is also
president of the National Park branch of
the Northern Pacific railroad, and is inter-
ested in mining enterprises at Wicker, Ma-
ginnis and other mining camps. .Soon after
reaching Montana he joined the party of
fifteen that made the first journey down
the Yellowstone, and in the hard-
ships of the trip and the dangers
from Indians, he is spoken of as one
ofgibe most daring and cool-headed of the
party, during the sixteen months that it
was on the expedition. He has always
been a Democrat, and in the last few years
has been a recognized leader in the counsels
of tin? party, where he lias ever shown in-
tegrity and

STERLING ABILITY/.
lie has held few or no offices In the terri-

tory, but has, none the less, been a con-
spicuous figure in matters of this nature.
He was a delegate to the convention that
nominated Cleveland from Hie opening ses-
sion until he was nominated, and served as
a member of the committee appointed to
notify the president of the action of the
convention. Since President Cleveland was
Inaugurated he has made no effort
to secure appointment for him-
self, and at first had decided
objections toward becoming a candidate for
governor, insomuch that itrequired consid-
erable urging on the part of his friends to
persuade him to enter the field, and that
only when it was a foregone conclusion that
he was the man most likely to receive the
appointment. He is spoken of as \u25a0 man of
commanding ability, thoroughly business-
like in his dealings of any sort, and well
calculated to fill the gubernatorial chair of
the territory for the best interests of the
commonwealth and with credit to himself,
He is of fine physique, rather heavy set.
dark complexion and with a grizzled gray
beard. lie has sharp gray eyes and a
pleasing cast of countenance. He is well
known by several prominent St. Paul men
both as a business man and from his politi-
cal standing, and is spoken of in the high-
est feme;, the belief being expressed that
110 man in Montana is better qualified for
the position to which President Cleveland
yesterday appointed him.

ASSISTANT HAY RESIGNS.
Ex-Congressman Stevenson of Il-

linois His Successor.
Wasiiingon, July \u25a0'>. —Mr. Malcolm nay

has tendered his resignation as first assist-
ant postmaster general. The president has
accepted it, to take effect Monday, July 0,

and ex-Congressman A. E. Stevenson of
Illinois will be appointed to succeed him.
The postmaster general stated that Mr. Hay
had continued laboriously to perform his
duties in the postoffice department from the
day when he assumed personal charge of
his bureau. A few days ago be was pros-
trated by a severe congestive chill, and
while he was somewhat improved to-day he
felt himself unable to continue his work:
therefore he had sent in his resignation to-
day and it has been accepted, to take effect
Monday next. From the purest patriotic
motives Mr. Hay had striven to continue
the performance of the arduous and ex-
haustive task, but his physical strength was

NOT EQUAL TO Till-: STRAIN.
Of Mr. Stevenson, who has been selected

to succeed Mr. Hay. the postmaster general
paid that he was thoroughly in accord with
the policy of the administration, and would
carry out the wishes of the president in the
matter of appointments. Mr. Stevenson
was lorn In Kentucky in 1835, and removed*
to Bloomington, 111., when sixteen years of
age, where lie studied law. He has held
various state judicial offices, and was a can-
didate for presidential elector on the Mc-
Clellaud ticket in 1804. In 1874 he was
elected to the United States house of
representatives. As a delegate to the
last Democratic national convention he
voted on every ballot for Joseph
E. McDonald, and was a member of the
committee appointed to notify the nominees
of their selection. He has been a warm
friend of Postmaster General Vilas for
many years. Mr. Stevenson is a man of
powerful physique and is said to be well
equipped for the discharge of his new
duties. It is the intention of Mr. Hay to
leave in a few days for Colorado or Wyo-
ming. Mr. Hay refused to receive any
compensation for the time he was absent in
Florida and turned over the voucher which
be received for his salary for that time to
the treasury department.

SKETCH OF STEVENSON.

Bloomtnotox, 111., July3.—Hon. Adlal
E. Stevenson, honored with the appoint-
ment of lirst assistant postmaster general.
has been a resident of this city since his
boyhood. He is a native of Kentucky, be-
ing born in Christian county on Oct. 23,
1835. With his parents he emigrated here
when quite young. In 1852 he graduated at
the Illinois Western university in this city.
For a time he taught school and studied
law. and in 18-1S was admitted to the bar.!
He made a success of his profession. In
1803 he was appointed a McClellan elector.
In 1877 President Hayes appointed him
on the West Point commission. In
1878 be was again elected to con-
gress. In ISSO he was defeated by
Hon. D. C. Smith of Peidn, and in 1888 by
Hon. J. 11. Bowel] of this city, the present
congressman. He was a delegate to the
Democratic national convention last year
and nominated Vilas, now postmaster gen-
eral, for temporary chairman. Mr. Steven-
son is a member of a distinguished family.
He is the third assistant postmaster general
appointed from this city. Ex-Gov. J. L.
Routt, now of Denver, Col., was second
assistant postmaster general, as was also
Gen. Giles, Smith, deceased.

New Orleans Exposition.

TREE GOES TO BELGIUM.
Appraiser of New York and Several

United States Attorneys "Vanned.

Washington, July 3.—Judge Tree, ap-
pointed United States minister to Belgium,
is a lawyer about 50 years of age. He
is a son of the late Lambert Tree ofWash-
ington, who was a clerk in the postotflce.
department for forty years or more. He is
said to be a very wealthy man. He ran for
congress three years ago, but was defeated
by the Republican candidate. Recently lie
acquired national prominence as a candi-
date for the senate against John A. Logan.

John Lamb, appointed United States at-
torney for the district of Indiana, is 32
years of age. Before he was 22 years old
he was appointed prosecutory attorney at
Terre Haute by Gov. Hendricks, and after-
wards elected to that office. In 1880 he was
a Democratic . presidential elector. In
18S2, in a close district, he
was elected to congress. lie was
a candidate for re-election last fall, but was
defeated by a small majority. He was a
protege of Senator Voorhees, who elevated
him from a butcher stall to congress. He
is a tall, raw-boned Irish boy, who enjoyed
no educational advantages whatever.

G. V. Brewer, who succeeds Mr. Perry
as general appraiser at the port of New-
York, is a resident of Brooklyn, N. V.,
where he has established a good practice in
the legal profession. He has always been
identified with Democratic interests, but
has never made himself conspicuous as a
worker or a leader. He is about 40 years
of age.

Montford S. Jones was appointed to be
United States attorney for the Western dis-
trict of Louisiana and James C. Williams
for the East district of Tennessee.

Nash ofCentral ia, Wis., has been appoint-
ed chief clerk of the postoffice department
to succeed C. M. Walker of Indiana, re-
signed.

In 1874 lie was a
country school superintendent, and last
winter took his seat as a member of the
state legislature. As a member of the
state house of representatives he attracted
the attention of Mr. Vilas by the energy
and ability be displayed in representing
the views of the young Democracy of
Wisconsin.

Washington, July 3.—State Senator
Elliott of Ohio saw the president this morn-
ing and in the slang ofthe period "mashed"
him. Senator Voorhees introduced him,
whereupon the president said: "Do you
know Mr. Urner, the marshal for the
southern district of Ohio?" "Yes, Iknow
him." "Have you any criticism as to "his
appointment?" queried the president
"No."' said Elliott. "Ihave none to make.
Ithink him a good man." "What is the
outlook in Ohio?" asked the president
"Things look fairly well," said the senator.
"There is one thing all wrong,
though." "What is that?" asked
Mr. Cleveland. "Well. the Demo-
crats ought to be given the small
postoffices. Iwill bo frank, Mr. President.
If we are going to carry Ohio, we have got
to have the postoffices. Give them to the
Democrats, and Mr. Hoadly will be the
next governor of Ohio."

"Now. look here, senator," said the presi-
dent, "there Is the postmaster general (now
pointing to Vilas, who stood in the room),
you must make him give you the post-
offices; he has got to do it. You can go
home and tell your people that everything
is going to come out exactly right Tiie
Democrats shall have the postoffices. Ev-
ery Republican now in has got to go."

Cattle Trails Obstructed.
Washington, July 3.—Complaints hav-

ing been received at tho interior department
that the cattlemen who held leases of lands
in the Cherokee strip, Indian Ter., lorcibly
obstruct and prevent the passage of cattle
from Texas to the Northwest through the
strip, the secretary has announced that
the established cattle trails through that
country are free to drovers, and that the
right of passage will be maintained by all
the power of the United States government.

Doesn't Want to Resign.
Washington, July 3. Mr. F. C.

Adams, the 800 clerk under Postmaster
General James, whose resignation was re-
cently asked for by the secretary of the
navy, has addressed a letter to the secretary
asking the reason for the request for his
resignation. Mr. Adams requests that he
be assigned to duty in some other bureau.
He expresses an unwillingness to resign his
office under an imputation that he has been
in any way connected with the reported ir-
regularities in the bureau.

The Cleveland Strike.
Cleveland, July 3.—Early this morn-

ing 1,000 strikers assembled near the iron
mills in tlie Eighteenth ward. Many of
them were Poles-and Bohemians and carried
pistols and revolvers, and men go-
ing .to work were stopped. Ed
Tillic, a foreman in the Merchants'
mills, was pretty roughly handled, but he
escaped. At 8 o'clock the crowd, augmented
a hundred fold, marched to the plate mills,
where work was going, on as usual. No

reduction was Intended here and the j
employes were willing to proceed and let i
the strikers do as they pleased. The ;
mob overcame the male keeper and ,
swarmed into the mill. The engines
were stopped and the mill closed.
In the afternoon the same program was
carried out at the Cleveland Rolling Mill
company's blast furnace, situated on the
flats. The Collins furnace, also the prop-
erty of the Cleveland rolling mill, was also
closed by the strikers. Thus every mill
and furnace owned by the company was
idle, making the largest strike ever known
in this section. Fully 3,500 men are now
idle. An open air meeting was held to-
night, but no violence of any kind was at-
tempted.

The - mur-
dered man had been away from home all
day, and returning in the evening com-
menced abusing his wife and stepson, hav-
ing stones in his pockets: he hit the latter
with one of them, and was about to throw
a second one, when the young man drew a
revolver and shot him dead. Twillinger
came to town this morning and surrendered
himself. He has always borne a good
reputation, while Dunkle's character was
bad.

A Xesrro Fiend Hanged.
Charlotte, N, C., Jlily8.—John Bogan,

the negro who criminally assaulted Mrs.
Burner, a respectable widow, near Wades-
boro, was discovered in a cave at 1 o'clock
yesterday morning by a party of twenty-
five men, to whom he confessed the deed
and gave a detailed account of his crime.
His captors then took him to Wadesboro,
and at '_: o'clock strung him up to a tree
near the court house. His body was rid-
dled by bullets, and a placard was placed
on his breast which read as follows: ''This
man confesses the deed. Our women must
be protected."

Fight at a Dance.

Ft. Stockton, Tex., July B.News has
just reached this post of a sanguinary con-
flictbetween a number ofprominent Amer-
icans and some Mexicans of equally high
standing. James Frazier, a rich cattleman
and a son of Judge Frazier, was stabbed
to death, and ('rispine Sosa and Pedro
Leopo Basillo. Mexicans, were shot and
killed. Frazier and a party ot friends were
en route to his ranch, a long distance from
here in the country, on the night of June
-"J. and stopped at the residence of Pedro
Son, a wealthy Mexican, who had given a
dancing party in honor of St. Peter's day
and which was being largely attended by
Mexican families. The party ofAmericans
intruded themselves on the festivities, pre-
suming largely upon the weather and the
influence of the Fraziers. and took 'more
liberties than the proprieties would justify.
In one of the quadrilles James Frazier un-
dertook what is commonly termed "to run
the dance." The Mexicans protested and
he hit Pedro Sosa over the head with a pis-
tol. A general shooting and stabbing
affray followed, with the fatalities men-
tioned. The Fraziers and their friends are
swearing desperate things and the Mexi-
cans are prepared to protect themselves.
Alldisinterested reports tend to exculpate
the Mexicans from responsibility for the
affray.

llorse-Tliief Killed.

Areiane. Tex., July 3.—Yesterday
morning a gang of thieves stole six
mules from a party of Mexican teamsters
encamped near Cedar Gap, about five miles
south of here, and secreted them in the
mountains. One of the Mexicans and a
companion started in pursuit of the thieves,
and in the evening discovered them and the
mules. A hot fight ensued, resulting Inthe
death of one thief and the wounding of
another. The mules were recaptured. A
sheriff's posse has started in pursuit of the
remaining thieves.

Four Persons Killed.
Boston, July 8. —A train leaving Boston

at 6 o'clock to-night on the Boston, Revere
Beach & Lynn narrow guage road, struck a
carriage at Wiuthrop junction containing
P. J. Olander and his son Frederick, his
daughter Clara and a hired man named Los
Millam. Mr. Olander and his son were in-
stantly killed. Millam was terribly in-
jured and died within a half
hour, and Ciara Olander received
internal injuries which will prove fatal.-
Mr. Olander was a well-known furniture
dealer of East Boston. The party was
warned of the.approach of the train by the
flagman. The train was running at the
rate of twenty-five or thirty miles per hour.
Mr. Olander was 00 years of age, Frederick
18, Millam 25, and the daughter about 10.
The bodies were frightfully mangled and
the carriage was broken to splinters, but
strangely enough the horses escaped injury.

Injured in a Wreck.
Trenton, N. J., July 3. —Shortly after

midnight last night, while Freight Train No.
553 ofthe Philadelphia &Reading road was
at the junction above this city on a siding,
waiting for the regular train to pass, five
cars and the caboose became detached and
ran down the west-bound track a mile and
a half to the bridge crossing the Delaware
river and into a coal train, causing a fright-
ful wreck on the bridge, the cars being piled
up on top of each other. Of the per-
sons on the coal train, Peter F. Kinney,
fireman; Richard Broon, conductor, and
Patrick Hankins, brakeman, were seriously
injured. George McDonald, flagman of the
freight train, was also injured. All were
removed to the Episcopal hospital at Phila-
delphia.

Terrible Railway Accident.
Fort Scott, Kan., July 3.—A. terrible

railroad accident occurred on the Kansas
City, Springfield & Memphis railroad,
between Arcadia and Liberal, about twenty-

five miles south of this city. Heavy rains
of the last few days had caused all
streams to swell to an unusual
extent, and as freight train No. 48, in charge
of Conductor Ed. Thompson, passed over a
small stream at that point the bridge gave
way and the engine and sixteen cars were
precipitated into the water. The conductor
was in the cab at the time. He, with En-
gineer Robert Ross and Fireman William
Reynolds, went down with the engine and
all three were drowned.

Three Persons Drowned.
Parsons, Kan., July 3.—Master Me-

chanic Phillips of the Missouri Pacific
railway, Morris Ross and Jake Jones of
this city, while attempting to cross Labelle
creek one mile north of Parsons in a skiff
about 10 last night, were drawn under a
culvert and all three drowned. The three
bodies were recovered this forenoon and
now lie at the undertaker's. Master Me-
chanic Phillips was overseeing the laying
of track washed out by the flood and en-
deavoring to get a passenger train into this
city. His body will be sent to Battle
Creek, Mich., where his family resides.

Lying there,
speechless,. she felt rather than heard some
one laboriously climbing up one of the four
posts. The climber, whoever itwas, in a
few moments landed on the bed and, grop-
ing around in the dark, occupied the place
of Her husband. Her breath came back, and
shriek after shriek went up, bringing "lights
and servants and awakening" the sleep-
walking husband, who was unable to quiet
her for a long time. The following morn-
ing a new and more thorough search discov-
ered the missing property stowed away

! under the corner ofthe mattress at the foot
of the bed, where it had been hidden by the
somnambulist.

He worked
peacefully until the time when arms were
taken up. He says also that ho never
dreamed of war, but by intriguo and
forged letters a complication of affairs
was brought about by interested
dealers. lie desired to return to tho
United States, but the people wouldnot lis-
ten to him. On March IS they were pro-
ceeding to St. Laurent to celebrate tho
feast of St. Joseph, and had to pass St.
Antoine onroute, when they learned thafj
500 policemen were coming by forced
marches to disperse them and kill their
leaders. When the half-breeds learned
this they stopped their wagons and made
an arrest of an Indian agent. They also
made one or two other arrests. Kiel . says*
he was not present when these arrests were
made, but he was notified, and when -he
went to the place he found the people bad
decided to take up arms in their defense.
Initwentytfour hours the whole population
were in arms. He concludes by asking not
to be treated like a murderer and not to be
chained before the jury have pronounced
upon his case and feels confident they will
not find him guilty. He says his incarcera-
tion is telling upon his health, notwith*
standing the kind attention- of his jailers.
