A NIGHT OF ORDINANCES.
Tlio City Council Disposes of ISusi-

nei>« I.omj; Waiting.
At the adjourned meeting of the city

council last night the committee on health
and hospitals submitted a report in the mat-

ter ofthe petition of Charles U. Duplessis,
manager of the Minneapolis gymnasium,
for permission to establish a swimming
school near and below the eastern extremity
of the suspension bridge and within 150
feet of the shore, and recommended that
the prayer of the petitioner be granted.
The report was adopted.

The committees on ordinances and mar-
kets presented an ordinance and recom-
mended its pas-age. The ordinance creates
a market in North Minneapolis, north of
the central market district, granting to
Lambert Hayes and his associates full and
exclusive market privUigea in the territory
designated in the ordinance, provided they
erect a proper market house in a convenient
locality. Another provision gives the city
the right to purchase the market building
ami privileges. The ordinance was read
and went over under the rules.

GLEXWOOD SPUINGS.
The committee on ordinances and water

works presented an ordinance giving Henry
W. Phelps and S. P. Snider the right to
lay an eight-inch water main from the
Glenwood springs to the West hotel to sup-
ply that house and consumers aloag the
line Cor drinking and culinary purposes
only, and the ordinance was given its first
reading. The ordinance gives the granters
exclusive rights for fifty years, except that
itreserves to itself the right to purchase the
system at the end of every live years.

A warrant was ordered drawn in favor of
F. A. Fisher & Co. for $4,500, being the
first estimate on the workhouse contract

The city clerk was ordered to draw a
warrant lor the sum of §420 in favor of the
Sisterhood of Bethany, being one-third of
the amount of the lines paid by houses of
illfame for June.

A I-ITTXEQUEER.
Aid. Comstoek moved a reconsideration

of the motion instructing the engineer to
advertise lor proposals for grading Broad-
way in the First ward. lie explained that
the aldermen from the First ward
had concluded that the work can
be done by the day better than
by contract. His motion being carried, he
moved that the special committee appointed
to attend to the opening and grading of the
same proceed with the work of grading in
any manner it deems best. Carried with-
out debate.

The committee on license reported in
favor of refunding to all butchers the
amount ofthe license paid for the same in

\u25a0 cases where no carts are run.
J. Rogers, an expert accountant em-

ployed by the city for the purpose, reported
that he had inspected the books of the
city treasurer and that they were correct.

The committee on fire department was
granted authority to purchase fifteen horses
lor the use of the department.

A JSfEW HOSE HOUSE.
The committee on lire department recom-

mended that a contract be awarded to E.
D. J. Evans for the construction of a hose-
house in Oak lake in accordance with his
bid. Adopted.

A warrant was ordered in favorof Tegart
W. Lyon for $1,050, in payment for a site
for a hose house. Aid. Burrows moved
that the committee on water
works in connection with the
committee appointed by the water commis-
sioners are authorized on behalf of the city
to make full settlement with the Minne-
apolis Millcompany on all matters in con-
troversy relative to the amount of water
power used by the city at the pump house,
on the west side of the river. Adopted.

A contract for building a sewer in Cedar
avenue from Fourth street to Fifth street
was awarded to B. M. Bluer, he being the
lowest bidder.

An ordinance changing the grades of
Island avenue, Eastern avenue and other
streets on the island was read.

Aid. Gibson gave notice that at the next
meeting he should introduce an ordinance
amending the liquor ordinance.

The ordinance amending the hack and
express ordinance was brought up. The
amendment removes the dray stand to High
street, below the Union depot. The ordi-
nance as amended was adopted.

The ordinance regulating pawnbrokers
was also passed.

A water main was ordered laid in Adams
street, . from Fifth to Fifteenth avenue
northeast.

AFTER IMMORAL PICTUKKS.
About two months ago Aid. Swanson

pave notice that lie should introduce an or-
dinance prohibiting the posting or placing in
any publicplace lewd, lascivious or immoral
pictures, etc., and last night he presented
the same, which was read and referred.

The ordinance changing the width of
Eleventh avenue southeast for boulevard
purposes was passed.

The plats and surveys in the matter of
laying out and extending the following
streets were adopted; May Place from
Southerly terminus to Thirteenth street:
East Twenty-live and One-half street, from
Cedar to Fort avenue; Twenty-fifth street,
from Morrison & Lovcjoy's addition to
Stewart's addition; Eighth street southeast
from Mill Company's addition to Andrews
&iloultou's addition; East Twenty-fourth
street from Eighteenth avenue south to
right of way of Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul Railway company.

Aid. Gibson moved that the city engineer
be directed to take proper steps to double
the supply of water in the bridge square
fountain. Adopted. lie also moved that
Messrs. Harder, Lose & Co. be compelled
to extend their smoke stack to at least ten
feet above the highest roof of any building
In the block. Referred to the committee on
health and hospitals.

riie Situation Unchanged In ttie
Strike of flicStonecutter*.

"The Globe is the only paper that has
done us justice and stated our case with
fairness throughout, " said one of the stone-
jutters' committee yesterday afternoon.
"Every other paper that knew anything
\u25a0bout our strike misrepresented us."

This is about true. The Globe has
several times correctly stated the position,
and on Tuesday announced the strike. The
Pioneer Press stated ''exclusively" that
without notice the men had struck for an
increase of 5 cents per hour and a reduc-
tion of hours from ten to eight pet day; it
also said the men had given no notice of
their demand, using the following language:
"Immediately before the hour of beginning
the contractors were waited upon by

men chosen as spokesmen for the occasion,
and were given to understand that at a meet-
ing ofthe .Minneapolis Stonecutter's union,
held on Saturday, it was decided to in-
augurate a strike Monday morning, there-
fore announced their intention of not re-
suming work unless certain demands were
icceeded to. These demands were that the !
union stonecutters should receive 50 cents
per hour and not be required to work more
than eight hours per day. Heretofore stone-
cutters have received 45 cents per hour and
in many instances they have crowded ten
hours per day. While the contractors had
heard previous intimation that the stone-
cutters were dissatisfied with present prices,
and were seriously contemplating this ac-
tion, they nevertheless believed that it
would not come for some time yet. Yes-
erday forenoon all the contractors refused
to comply with the revised scale of prices,
and in most instances the men werepaid off.

The Journal of Tuesday also said the
strike was fora reduction of hours from ten

to eight, when the fact is that for three
years the time has been but eight hours.
These misrepresentations, tending to preju-
dice the public, were objected to by the
stonecutters and at their request theGLOBE
made that statement. Last night's Journal
pretended ignorance of this, but the fact
remains and the conclusion is inevitable
that what it had of the matter was borrowed
from the Pioneer Tress, the errors with the
rest.

There was nothing specially new in the
situation yesterday. In pursuance of the
course agreed upon, the cutters and fore-
men were all removed yesterday and pickets
were posted at the various yards to prevent
communication except through the union's
otlicial sources and the only work done
about the city was a little here and there.
which might bo done by the unskilled labor
known as "nobblers." Members of the
committee said to a Globe reporter that
the outlook was favorable and they
did not believe their righteous
demand would much longer be
resisted. They asked a correction ofthe
statement in the Tribune to the effect that
"it was not the majority of stonecutters
who desired the strike, but some outsiders
who had come here. These outsiders had
no families and consequently not so much
interest In the results, neither would they
be so much affected by the loss of time and
wages while they were out." They say no
one on the outside is interested and no one
but themselves had any part in the strike.
They had notified all outside unions of their
action and warned them to keep away from
here. The Globe's statement of the time
in each year when the stonecutters had
work was based on their own figures and
they here reaffirm it

THE CASE CLOSED.
Argument Finally Ended and the Big

Land Suit Turned Over to
the Court.

i Van Vocrhis Ends His Plea, Devoting
Himself Mainly to the Law

Points Involved.

Bryant Eloquently and Pathetically
Closes the Argument of

the Plaintiff

By Mopping tne Court-Room Floor
"With What Remains of lanes

and Menage.

The Great Mill.
The argument in the great King-Reming-

ton suit was concluded this afternoon in
the district court and an adjournment was
taken without date. For eight days past
the court has patiently listened to the pleas
of the counsel and a feeling of relief was
experienced by all concerned when Mr. Bry-

i ant spoke the concluding words of his ar-I gument which signified that the end had
come at last. At 9:30 o'clock in the morn-
ing, Mr. Van Vorhis. for the plaintiffs re-
sumed his consideration of the relation of
trustee and BMW que trust claiming that
Remington occupied a fiduciary relation.
He also considered the position of Reming-
ton as a trustee. Afterciting numerous de-
cisions, counsel summed up the conditions
which make it the duty ofthe court to de-
clare Remington a trustee in order to com-
pel restitution, as follows:

First—There is the asrecment made by
Remington with Col. King, to bid in this
property at the sale of King's assignee in
bankruptcy, for CoL King's benefit,

just as he held the lands before. In this
view it is not material whether Remington
was a trustee or a simple mortgagee. He
was mortgagee and also trustee. If either
orboth he must account, and the plaintiffs
are entitled to redeem.

—There is the deliberate but con-
cealed intention of Remington to violate
tills agreement and to cut off CoL King en-
tirely—the agreement being used as a fraud-
ulent means to accomplish the purpose.
It does not help Remington to say that
lnnes is alone guiltyof the trickery. "Rem-
ington has the avails of the fraud, and is
as guilty as his agent

Third—There is the inadequacy of con-
sideration. A property worth "at least
$•350, 000 over and above incumbrances, is
sold for IK.

Fourth—There is the arrangement to bid
M in King's interest and the neglect of
Kin:; and his friends to attend the sale, and
to pet others to bid in bis interest

Fifth—There is the statement to the
officer who made the sale, to induce him to
sell at this infinitesimal sum. that the bid
was in the interest of all concerned. A
conscientious officermight willbe surprised,
as Capt Whitney was, at such a bid as this.
And upon stating his objection to entertain-
ing such a bid, his mind might easily be
satisfied by the statement from a responsi-
ble quarter, that this bid was in the interest
of all who were concerned in the matter—
the interest ofKing, of Remington, and of
the creditors.

Sixth—There was the failure of bid-
ders to attend the sale. The arrangement
was known, beyond doubt

XO OXE CAKED TO BID,
in the circumstances, against the interest of
CoL King. Only three men attended the
sale: Inues, the agent of Remington, Capt.
Whitney, King's assignee, and Mr. Mor-
rison, the mutual attorney of Kirn:, Rem-
ington and the assignee, who went to see
that the agreed arrangement was carried
out and who swears that it was carried
out. '

Col. King has performed on his part He
promised Keraingum to stand by him and
see him through. He tli I mj. It was his
vigor, efforts aud services which secured
the construction of the motor road, so ben-
eticial to these lands, lie had no motive
to render the services performed by him in
the interest of that road, except that he ex-
jtected to be bencfted by the aid it would
give to bring these lauds iuto market. He
got donations of land for this road. He se-
cured for it the right to use a city street for
its track, an acquisition lor which Inues
had labored in vain. It appears that this
concession was granted with great reluct-
ance by the horse car company and only
granted

BECAUSE OF A PROMISE
to Col. King when he parted with his stock
that such concession should be made
for his benefit He nsed that which
was a valuable piece of property, for Hm
benefit of these lands, by insisting that it
should be considered, and probably in no
other way could the motor road have ac-
quired the right <>i way in any street in the
city. He >in.'ut considerable money as well
a> time in the same can-*.

Even ifPliilo Remington, therefore, were
a mortgagee, pure and simple; even if he
were not in any sense a trustee; if he had
never been clothed with any power in trust
his purchase at the bankruptcy sale of Col.
King's lands, under the circumstances ofthe
case, was as trustee for Col. King, and be-
fore he can set up the invalidity of the con-
tract he must make restitution of all that he
acquired by that preconceived and barbar-
ous fraud.

AS TO MENAGE,
he is not a boua tide purchaser of any of
the lands in the contrinersy and is entitled
to no protection. He took a portion of the
lands Qf Col. King which were conveyed to
him. impressed with the trust. The rea-
sons in support of this proposition are con-
clusive and abundant:

First—This defen>e is not sufficiently
pleading. It is an affirmative defense, anil
the onus of pleading and proving it is upon
the party who relies Mit. The answer
being insufficient to allege this defense, it
entirely fails.

Second—He had constructive notice of
the trust by the references to the defeasance
in the deed*.

Third—He had actual notice, as a joint
grantee and co-partner with Innes, and is
cliargeable with the knowledge which In-
nes had.

Fourth—He bought the lands fora grossly
inadequate consideration—less than half
their value.

Fifth—He has not paid the consideration,
but has only secured its payment, and he
derived the money with which he made
such partial payments as have been made,
from the lands themselves. He put in no
money of his own.

Sixth—The sale to Menage is surrounded
with circumstances of suspicion.

THKSE CONSIDERATION'S
were separately discussed, and authorities
cited in support of the construction of the
law made.

Caroline M. King is simply a surety for
her husband. Remington had actual no-
tice that she was the owner of the lands,
because Col. King so testifies, and Judge
Prescott so testifies, and Mr. Remington
does not deny. lie also had notice by the
record title of Mrs. King. It is conceded
that Mrs. King's grantors had the legal title
to these lauds. This is equivalent to con-
ceding that she had the legal title. That
she had such title is a fact not to be
doubted for a moment Her record title i«
notice to Remington, and he could not deal
with her land to her disadvantage.
Here was no defeasance running to Mrs.
Khii:. ;iiid none was needed. She put her
property in to secure Remington for his ad-
vances for her husband's benefit. Itwas
the plain duty ofRemington to satisfy his
demands out ofCol. King's property before
resorting to hers. Remington has in fact
made a present to Robert S. Innes of a
large portion of Mrs. King's property, un-
der the pretense that it is compensation to
Innes for services. The falsity of this pre-
tense is apparent Innes probably never
received to exceed a thousand dollars a year
forservices in his lifebefore he undertook
this business. He now claims to hold
31.000.000 worth of this property for sen-
ices. This, for the five years that he was
in Remington's employ, would be £300,000 a
year.

AXD WITATKIXD OF SKRVICES
did Ir.nes render? Col. King testifies
that luno agmxl to sen*e him as well as
Remington, and this Innes does not deny.
The chief service that Innes has rendered
to Col. Kiug and his wife, is that kind of
service wnich a burglar renders to a bank
when be cracks iU safe, and which the
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highwayman renders when he stops a trav-
eler and demands his money. lie has done
his best to rob them of every dollar of their

' property.
Counsel for defendants in his opening

stated that the conveyances to Mrs. King in
1874, from her husband, were void, because, as
he asserted, they were made to hinder, de-
lay and defraud creditors. It was scarcely
worth while to waste any time on this
proposition, but the perfect answers to it
are, first, there is no proof of that fact;
second, if it were made for that express
purpose, it is good as between the parties,
aud no one but a creditor who U hindered
and delayed, can raise any objection. Mr.
Remington is not such a creditor. It would
be curious to explain why Mrs. King
should turn out all her property to secure
creditors ifeither she or her husband de-
signed to cheat them.

BEMIXGTOX WAS XOT A CREDITOR
at all of King at the time King executed
the tleed to his wife or caused it to be done.
It does not appear that the Seattle money
had been advanced at that time. Besides,
a queer way to cheat Remington it would
be to irive him all the ftmfthg as security.

The attempt to show that Mrs. King was
not a surety by showing that some of the
money was borrowed for her benefit,
utterly failed. Col. Kind's testimony shows
thai there was no provision made for any
liens on his wife's property. Whatever
Remington did in that regard, was done
for his own protection and in taking care of
the property entrusted to him by Mrs. King.

Mr. Van YoorhU here concluded reading
his printed brief, and adjournment was
taken for dinner.

THE CLOSTXG PLEA.
In the afternoon court convened a half

hour earlier, in order to afford X. P. Bryant
an opportunity to complete the argument
for the plaintiff. The fame of the ability
and eloquence ofthis distinguished attor-
ney, which has reached Minneai*>lis from
Boston, drew out a large attendance of
spectators and the court room was com-
pletely tilled, many ladies beimr among the
number. Mr. Bryant spoke for tliree hours
very earnestly, devoting his attention to a
review of the circumstances surrounding
the various transactions, for the purpose of
showing that the original agreement be-
tween Kiug and Remington was a deed of
trust and not a mortgage. His plea was
more interesting to the spectators than the
preceding arguments of the counsel, for the
reason that he did not consider any abstruse
legal problems, but confined him-
self to an endeavor to liuk
together a chain of evidence which would
indicate that the agreement was under-
stood and considered to be a trust by all
parties concerned until the alleged plot was
sprung by limes to cheat King out of his
property. He tirst returned thanks to the
court for its patieut endurance, and re-
ferred to the efforts of the counsel for the
other side as both able and ingenious; as
commanding the admiration, but not the
assent, of himself and colleagues.
OXE OF THK MOST IMI'OKTANTFCXCTIOX3
of a court of equity is to correct mistakes;
to ritrht the wrong in cases offraud, so that
the real intentions of the parties to an in-
strument of agreement shall be carried out.
He would treat the cases as inseparable,
and would endeavor to show by the written
statement the oral agreements, and the
conduct of the parties what the real inten-
tion was.

All things are in harmony with the theory
which we accept and insist upon. We have
the facts and ask the court to examine and
penetrate them, and have a right to ask it.
The tirst great source from which to judge
the intention of the parties is the agree-
ment between Remington and King. At a
glance it is plain that Remington was to
hold, to manage, to preserve the property
for Kiug. The instrument may be crudely
drawn up, but it is sufficient to show what
the intentions of the parties were. The
ritrht to sell and mortgage was given, U> be
exercised at indefinite times should such
aud such contingencies arise. The amounts
were left blank, aud the time forrepayment
w.ts not set. Miowing that the property was
to be managed as events should indicate.

It then became the duty of Philo Reming-
ton to sell theis property, not for his own
benefit but for their mutual beneut. The
right to sell to use proceeds therefrom to
pay off debts other than his own was a duty
and fa power wholly foreign to a mere
mortgagee. The amplest resources for the
preservation of the property and the protec-
tion of himself were given to Pkilo Rem-
iiurton. It was his duty, as distinguished
from the power of a mortgagee, to sell, and
he could not become a purchaser. When he
accepted these trusts by signing this instru-
ment of defeasance, he could secure his re-
lease only by executing its obligations.
Securing and corroborating this instru-
ment is the parol agreement

WHAT WEBE TUE RELATIONS
of the parties and what were the circum-
stances leading to the execution of the vari-
ous instruments between them? In April.
187,5 Remington was not a creditor of
Kin£. and King went to him embarrassed
by debts. What was his purpose? A suit,
which had been instituted air.iinst him by
the Pacific Steamship company, had alarmed
his creditors, and unless he could find some
friend to help him lie must lOM the protits
of a life. When I'hilo Keuiln^tou yielded
t<> this unrent appeal to save this vast prop-
erty, he did it to save the fruits of his
friend's life. This was the object which
was understood. There was not a purpose
indicated through the conduct of these
parties through a series of years which was
not in accordance with this.

William S. King thought he had a
princely estate which needed only tempo-
rary assistance, but Philo .Remington, with
his business prudence, asked if there was
any additional security. Mr. King said
that his wife had some property. Mr.Rem-
ington said it had better all go in. and so
now holds all, not only of William S. King,
but all his wife had.

Philo Remington accepted this trust.
There were only two ultimate objects to be
aivmjilished. The first was to repay
Kemiugton, the second was to restore to
King and his wife any residue. The
first has been accomplished—more
than accomplished. What has be-
come of that unexhausted residuum?
Ithas come into the hands of persons other
than the rightful owners. Who are they?
Menage and Innes and Mrs. Remington
now come into court and claim the property.
Itis not claimed that William S. King has
by any act forfeited, nor has by any opera-
tion of law broken this agreement The
agreement is denied. In all my practice,
observation and reading, I have never
known ofso heartless and so conscienceless
a defense, nor of a course more wicked than
is now being pursued by these men who are
now trying to steal this property.

Mr. Bryant here digressed to speak con-
cerning the omitted lands, simply saying
that it was not necessary to come to the
court to reform the deed. In this connec-
tion the history of the Lake City, Johnson
and Manwarring judgement sales were
briefly given. Coming down to the time of

THE BAXKBCPTCT SALE,
he ridiculed the proposition of Judge
Shaw that by the bankruptcy sale the re-
lation ofcreditor and debtor between Rem-
ington and King was destroyed and the
debt extinguished. Any police court in the
countr>% he said, would overrule such a legal
proposition as that CoL King, up
to the time of the bankruptcy
sale, had vigilantly watched all trans-
actions affecting his property. When
he found his health was breaking down he
wrote to Remington, asking that some one
should be sent here to take charge in their
mutual interests. Innes came out here and
was shown how ''beautiful was the property
called Lyndale from the pavilion at the
lakes."

The agreement that the lands should be
bid off in Remingtons name for Kings
benefit is sworn to by Capt. Whitney, the
assignee, Mr. Morrison and Col. King, but
is denied by Innes, who says
that he intended to cut offall of King's
equities by that sale. If he did this it is
the open confession of a criminal. Ifhe
did this he did not dare to let anyone know
it. What happened immediately after the
bankrupt sale? King and Innes had an of-
fice together, and when King talked of
moving out Innes objects, saying that they
should be together, as he was only acting
fur King's ultimate benefit This is the
first verse of the first chapter of the revela-
tions of Ini^es and Remington. What else
happened? Mr. Snell, a carpenter, testified
to Innes having on three different times
spoken of

col. king's interest
in the property. Mr. Bufiingtou, the arch-
itect, also testifies to a similar acknowledg-

ment. Then w« have the testimony of
Thomas Lowry and others concerning the ef-
forts of Col. King to obtain a risht ofway tor
the motor line, upon which the value of this
property so much depend. And we learn,
too, that it was only through him that this
was obtained. Oil, ifwe had known Innes as
well then as we do now, this court would
never have been called to endure illthi*:

Mr. Bryant then reviewed the matters
pertaining to the agreement between Rem-
ington and King up to 1832, the transac-
tions ofInnes, the building of the motor,
and stated that from May, 1575, up to 18S2
there was never a single act orword uttered
which was not in accordance with the orig-
inal contract The counsel of the other
side have not found a single violation. The
only defense is a denial.

When we come to the accounting we
shall find that Mr. King's offer of 5250.000
was a liberal one, the word of the veracious
Innes to the contrary notwithstanding.
He stands here impeached and contradicted,
and we are not bound to accept anything
he says. We may apply to him the maxim,
falsus in uno, falsus in omnibus, in view
of the prevarications of which he has been
guilty.

In regard to the Menage deeds Innes
evidently without intending told the truth.
Uses have been made of the statute of
frauds that would have astonished the
originators of that measure, and which
would have paralyzed any state court. Ido
not pass over the wrongs committed by Mr.
Keinington lightly. He certainly has acted
the part neither of an honest man nor a
friend. As for the counsel of the other
side, while Iesteem them as men of integ-
rity, it certainly must have been a severe
strain for them to offer such a defense.
The Menage deeds are not valid. The
property has been simply placed in his
hands to suit the purposes of the plunderers.

THE TIME TO RF.DEKU

has come. Phiio Remington has never had
a dollar on the property since I>>TO up to the
present time, the amounts received from the
estate far exceeding those which were nec-
essary to pay out. What are the rights of
Inues, who has stolen this property, and of
Menage, who never paid a dollar for it,
compared with those of Mr. Kins: or of Mrs.
King, who has given up her parlor for the
kitchen all these years.

After expressing the hope that this would
be one of the great equity cases of the
country and by example sustain the moral-
ityof Minnesota courts, Mr. Bryant closed
with an eloquent picture of the wrongs and
trials of his clients, and resumed his seat
amid applause from the spectators.
