Cargoes also were quiet
and slow. The main cause of the present
depression is the proximity of another har-
vest and the improved prospects of a better
yield than wasexpected. Particularly good
reports are coming in from Dakota and the
Northwestern wheat regions, while some
sections of the winter wheat territory,
notably Indiana, are turning out better than
was feared early in the year: but the promi-
nent statisticians and state secretaries still |
insist that there isno improvement in the |
probable outcome viewed as a whole, and
the poor traders who have no independent
sources of information hardly know who or
what to believe.

PROVISIONS STRONGER.

Provisions, influenced by lighter receipts
of hogs than were generally expected,
opened stronger and higher for all produets.
Pork sold quite freely at fully 20c above
yesterday afternoon’s close. Lard advanced
Tigc and ribs 12e. when free offerings
caused buyers to withdraw, and reports of
yvellow fever in New Orleans, although un-
confirmed, increased the disposition to sell. |
Under this pressure the advance in pork
was almost wholly lost. Ribs and lard, al-
though less freely offered, also lost a por-
tion of the advance, but later there was re- |
covery all around when the yellow fever
reports were contradicted. At1 o’clock |
tl:e tone was somewhat weaker, and offer- |
ings were more liberal. On the afternoon |
board there was an active demand from |
short sellers, and all product shows further
improvement. Mess pork shows an ad-
vance for the day of 27%<e, lard of 10e and
ribs of 121¢e, with the highest prices of the
day obtained at the close.
