The irritating microbes
are marking time, as it were, for a grand
Charge bayonetenp the cartilages of the nose
some weeks later, when the forehead will
wrinkle, the eyes become red and watery,

the upper lip contracted, the speech grow
thick and indistinct, and the whole system

will give vent to its pent-up emotions in a
grand series of aneeßßS.

this trouble is not as predominant as in the
older and more densely populated States.
But yet they are here, and some of St.

Kose cold, a sort of child of hay fever.
Domes earlier in the season than its parent
md is less demonstrative in its actions, but
makes itself known just the same. It is
the Offspring of the roses and comes in
the month of roses, and, like the rose, by
any other name it would get in its work
just as hard.

A St. Paul physician when asked as to
the nature of this disease said: "It is not
known just what it is or how to treat it.
The rose cold is much like any cold in the
head iv its effects, and some believe it
comes from the pollen of the rose, which,
floating in the atmosphere and inhaled into
the nostrils, inflames some of the nerves so
that the same effect is produced as if the
person had taken cold. Just why this pol-
len should affect some noses and not others
Is hard to say.

as persons suffering from it are able to de-
tect the presence, oi roses in a room by a
greater irritation almost immediately.

"The hay fever, which comes later in the
year, is much like the rose cold, only more
violent. This is attributed to the pollen
from certain kinds of grass flowers that
bloom at about that time of year, though
people in cities where there is no grass
for miles are afllicted with it.
Pome attribute it to the pollen of corn in
bloom, and cite cases where patients have
been almost suffocated by merely passing a
lield where the corn was just putting out its
Bilk. There is no permanent and sure cure
tor hay fever, though fumes of some com-
pounds of iodine, inhaled, will give tem-
porary relief. When the lirst frost comes
the disease vanishes, often in a single night,

melancholy. A sneeze once lost never will
feturn, and smothered sneezes, like thevorm i' the bud, will prey on the saffron of
ihe cheek.

Foreigrn Divorces in Maine.

A case involving several nice legal ques-
tions bearintr upon the legality Of divoue
obtained by Maine people in another state,
has lately occupied the attention of the su-
preme court in Bangor. Et appears that a
man named John N. Gregory went t<> Chi-
cago from Maine in LB6B, and tiie next year
octained a divorce from his wife. Mrs.
Gregory allcvvd that he had previously
vainly endeavored to persuade her to apply
for adlvoree.be saving no ease in this
state. Mr. Gregory soon after died, but be-
fore his death he deeded certain lands in his
]>ossession to his mother. The plaintiil
thereupon brought an action to recover In r
right of dower, claiming that the divorce
was Illegal according to the laws of the state
of Maine. Defendant's counsel, at that
trial, claimed that section 15, chapter 6t, <•:
the Revised Btatntes was unconstitutional.
and that full faith and credit shall in* given
in each state to the public acts of another
state. Judge peters ruled that defendant's
grounds were not well taken, and the jury
brought in a verdict accordingly. The case
was appealed. The htlleoarl overruled the
decision, and the case came back for trial:
the Question now being whether the man
removed to Chicago with the intention of
making that place his residence. Judge
Peters ruled .Saturday that a man cannot
go to another state for a divorce while he
keeps his residence here. But if he goes
with the intention of taking up his residence
there, it alters the case. There must l>e a
real and actual change of domicile. The
real issue in this case, therefore, is the in-
tention of Mr. Gregory in regard to his fu-
ture residence. The change not being
proved, the divorce is void here, ifit was
for causes which occurred here. There was
nothing, however, to prevent his obtaining
a divorce forcauses which occurred there,
but it is claimed that these could not have
existed, and the records of the trial having
been burned, the cause is unknown. Ihe
case was ended Saturday evening by a ver-
dict lor plaintiff, allowing her the right of
dower.

TCfrrliundikiiifirin Mexico.
Vera Cruz Letter.

The freighting ofmerchandise in cities on
the Mexican railroad is largely done on
tramways, which form part of the railroad,
and arc laid down through the piincipal
streets. The chief exports are sugar, coffee,
cochineal, indigo, sarsaparilla, the precious
metals. logwood, pimento and fruit; and
the imports silk, woolen and cotton goods,
hardware, earthenware, quicksilver, paper,
iron, steel, brandy, bottled beer, cutlery.
machinery, etc. To an American the dis-
cover}* that most ifnot all the imports are
of European manufacture is distasteful if
not utterly indigestible: but upon consider-
ing the interest that is being strongly mani-
fested by American capitalists in Mexico.as
shown by the lines of railroad constructed
or projected, he feels that "the commercial
annexation of that country to the United
Mates is among the events to be looked for
in the present century. That it should not
have been accomplished sooner is not
strange when the facts are carefully weighed.
The partial and intermittent revolutions
that rocked the country in the throes of
anarchy for nearly half a century* and an
elective system managed with a method un-
known to a New Yorkcaucus or a Galves-
ton precinct, had filled the minds of the
Mexicans with direful forebodings of a
thunder-storm from the United States,
which country, anomalous as itmay appear,
thus became at once the object of their hope
tad dread. The question of national exist-
ence at v time when allrecollection of what
settled government meant had been blotted
out by revolution, forced Mexico to regard
us as tier only fortress against successful
in\:i»ioii by European powers, and the
knowledge of the fact that the respoii&ibili-
:i.-- <>f guardianship might some day coni-

]«H us to restrain our insane ward was to
many the iiandwritinir on the wall of an
eaih political annexation. But this dread,
skillfully played upon by English and Otr-
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man merchants, to the detriment of United
States interests, has been gradually giving
way since President Diaz encouraged the
hope that his country is not destined to be
forever plunged iv anarchy, and the belief
is now fast gaining ground that, with the
friendly assistance of the United States
Mexico is again destined to occupy a promi-
nent jH^itiou !>efore the world. To encour-
age this, belief should be our duty. The
l>olitic!»l annexation of Mexico has ceased to

be regarded as a wise polity in any section
at the Unit Bam the extinction of
slavery and the development of one of our
most insuperable barriers in the presenta-
tion of a race question that is fast becoming
a social uuisauce; but iis commercial an-
nexation we should have, and we will have
soon, ifcongress truly represents the ereat
JBJBrest of the United" States involved in its
commercial relations with the Spanish re-
p:iblie>. This accomplished liberty in
Mexico will mean fuore than a blind attach-
ment to aY word republic, and the broad
and solid foundations of a stable govern-
ment will be laid by mutual aid and good
will.

Bird*ami Insect* know How to
I'ive the .Tlainciit Tin ) are Born.

Chick, us. two minutes after they have

left the egg, willfollowwith their eyes the
movements of crawling insects, and pick
at them, judging distance and direction
with almost infallible accuracy. They will
instinctively appreciate sounds,readily run-
ning toward an invisible hen hidden in a
box when they hear her "calL" Some
young birds also have an innate, instinctive
horror ofthe sight of a hawk and the sound
of its voice. Swallows, titmice, tomtits
and wrens, after having been confined
from birth, are capable of flying success-
fully at once when liberated, on their
wings having attained the necessary growth
to render flightpossible. The duke of Ar-
gyll relates some very interesting particu-
lars about the instinct of birds, especially
of the water ousel, the merganser and the
wild duck. Even as to the class of beasts

1 lind recorded: "Five young polecats
were found comfortably imbedded in dry.
withered grass, and in a side hole of
proper dimension* for such a larder were
forty frogs and two toads, all alive, but
merely capable of sprawling a little. On
examination the whole number, toads and
all, proved to have been purposely and
dexterously bitten through the brain. Ev-
idently the parent polecat had thus pro-
vided the young with food which should be
kept perfectly fresh because alive, and yet
was rendered quite unable to escape. '1 his
singular instinct is like others which are
yet more fully developed among insects —a
class of animals the instincts of which are
so numerous, wonderful and notorious that
it will be probably enough to refer to one
or two examples. The female carpenter
bee. in order to protect her eggs, excavates
in some piece ofwood a series of cham-
bers, in icciai order, with a view to a pe-
culiar mode ofexit for her young, but the
young mother can have no conscious knowl-
edge of the series of actionsjjsubsequently
to ensue. The female of the wasp, sphex,
affects another well-known, but very re-
markable example of a .complex instinct
closely related to that already "mentioned
in the case of the polecat. The female
\u25a0Bap has to provide fresh, living animal
food for her progeny, which, when it quits
its egg, quits it in the form of an almost
helpless grub, utterly unable to catch, re-
tain or kill au active struggling prey.

Accordingly, the mother inject has not
only to provide and piece beside her eggs
suitable living prey, but so treat it that it
may be a helpless, unresisting victim. That
victim may be a mere caterpillar, or it may
be a great, powerful grasshopper, or even
that most fierce, active and rapacious of
insect tyrants, a fell, and venomous spider.
Whichever it may be. the wasp adroitly
stings it at the spot which induces, or in
the several spots which induce, complete
paralysis as to motion—lctus hope as to
sensation also. This done, the wasp en-
tombs the helpless being with his own egg,
and leaves it for the support of the future
grub.
