MILK IN THE COCOANUT.

Inside Facts of the N. . Short Line
and the Present Difficulty.

A special committee was appointed by the
board of trade last week to investigaie the
differences and difiiculties between the re-
gents of the university and the officials of
the St. Paul & Northern Pacific Railroad
company, in regard to the proposed route of
the latter throngh St. Anthony and Ifﬂzents‘
additions to East Minueapolis. This com-
mittee failed to report yesterday, and in
that failure told more than would have been
disclosed by a dozen reports. The com-
mittee has not gone over the ground and
examined it thoroughly, but has heard the
views of both sides to the dispute, and may
b to be eantirely en rapport with the
situation. Had their report been made, it
would have showed the committee unani-
mously in favor of the route as located, it
beinge their belief that the objections urged

by the regents are unfounded and exag-
gerated.  The Grope of last Sunday pub-

lished a diagram of the grounds, showing
the location of the buildings, the present
route of the Manitoba road and the pro-
posed route of ithe Northern Pacifie. ’1‘11'0
distance from the Manitoba road to the uni-
versity is 426 feet. and from the proposed
line of the Northern Pacitic is 875 feet. or
more than twice as great. The distance
from the college of agrienlture io the
Northern Pacific line is about 576 feet. The
rommittecs thought the university would be
beiter off with say fifty trains at 426 feet
and fifiy at 875 feet, than with seventy-five
at 426 feet and none on the other side. The
report was withheld in the hope of a settle-
meni outside of the pale of the board’s in-
Huence. not wishing to place the regents in
the unenviabie light of a verdict against
them.

PURLIC OPINION
is decidedly against the position taken by
the regents for one reason, as already given
in the GrLosw, that there is an  unseen an-
lazonism behind the university. It is known
that the Minneapolis & Sc.  Louis road, go-
ing east, and the Wisconsin Central, the
1llinois Central and some others, coming
west, unable to pay Manitoba tolls,are look-
ing to this line for the interurban transit,
and this, coupled with the failure to make

it ¢lear to the public mind why or how the
universify is to be damaged, have strongly

inclined the public support to the side of
the railroads.  An inspection of the ground
tends to confirm  this support. The uni-
versity grounds are bounded on the south
by A streef, in St. Anthony’s addition, and
parallel to this street, about tweunty feet
furither south and running dune east and
west, is the proposed line of the railroad.
The line rans due east until it crosses the
Milwaukee road, in Regent's addition, where
it curves away to the south toward Merriam
Park, running almost parallel with Uni-
versity avenue. From the river to University
avenue the track will oceupy a cut varying
in depth from twenty-eigit to sixteen feet,
s0 that it is diftient to imagine how the
trains could ecreate any disturbance at
the university so far away.
ON THE GROUND.

Yesterday afternoon the committees from
the St. P’aul chamber of commeree and Job-
bers’ mnion eame to Minneapolis, were
joined by a portion of the Minneapolis
board of trade coinmitiee, and the party,
escorted by Chief Engineer Kendrick of the
Northern Pacific and Vice President Trues-
dale of the dMinneapolis & St. Louis, made
a thorough inspectionof the ground. Capt.
O. C. Merrinan and Anthony  Kelly com-
pesed the Minneapolis commiitee, St. Paul

being reysesented by Messrs, Cochran,
Averill, Nicols, Driscoll, Murray, Day and

Oppenbeim.  An hour was consmmed in
examining the ground, each committeeman
being armaed with a map. No especial
opinion  was expressed, though remarks
were freely made, Mr. Cochran telling how
rlose the New York Central road ran to cer-
tain collegiate institutions in that eity.
Most of the St. Panl delegation returned at
4:30. a few remaining until evening and in-
formally discussing the situation at the
West hotel. The visit was purely a St.
Paul affair, several of the Minneapolis
board of trade committeemen saying they
knew noihing about it.
VIGOROUS WORK

is now progressing on the short line, right
through the disputed territory. A working
track has been run clear through to the
river and a gigantic steam shovel is digging
awav at the cut, the earth from which goes
to maie the fills further along the line.
Prospect street is blocked for® the present,
the tracks lying over it, but eventuaily a
street bridge will be erected.  On the west
side of the river a large foree is at work on
the abutiments of the new Northern Pacifie
bridge and two steam derricks are kept
busily at work. From the high ground on
the east side a full view may be had of the
west side connections, {from the river to the
ution depot.  The work on the new Wash-
ington avenue bridge, of which the abut-
ments and two piers are already eompieted,
is also in fall view, and gives that portion
of the city an exceedingly busy and lively
aspect.,

It is expected by the railroad men that
the preaent difficulty will rapidly and ex-
peditiously be tided over, and with this in
view the work is being vigorously pushed.

NEEDS HE BADLY.

ADakoin Legislator After Aid for
the Cyclone=Stricken Bistrict.

Hon. Joim T. Blakemore of Highmore,
Dak., is in the ecity soliciling aid for the
Dakota sufferers from the terrible eyclone
of last Thursday, which completely wrecked.
the towns of Highmore and Halabird, and
demolished a strip of country in that vi-
einity for twenty miles. Mr. Blakemore
says that seventy-five buildings in the two
towis were completely destroyed, and that
200 persons are now homeless, with neither
food, clothing nor shelter. The erops were
about half destroyed, and the farmers lost
nearly ali their stock. 1t is necessary that
somrething should be done at once to allevi-
ate the sufferings of these unfortunate peo-

ple. JMr. Blakemore has already visited
Ifuron, Brookings and Watertown, and

has suceeeded in securing some donations.
The places are all sinall, however, and it is
asked that the citizens of Minneapolis shall
respond to the appeal as generously as
possible.

A speeial meeting of the board of trade
has been called for1l o'clock this morning,
and the presnmption is this matter will be
one of the topies discussed.

HOARED OF TRADE.

Not the Amusement Expectede-In=
teresting RHoutine Matters.

The special meeting of the board of trade
yesierday mornmg was of less than the
usual interest.  The committee in charge of
the dispute between the university regents
and the Northern Pacifie road, did not re-
port, asking further time, which was
granted.

Mayor Pillsbury sent in a dispateh from
Hon. John L. Blakemore of Highmore,
Dak., asking aid for the sufferers of that
cyelone-wrecked town. But inasmuch as
Mr. Blakemore was in the eity, and would
make a persenal appeal, the dispatech was
not acted upon.

President Phelps made the statement
that he had understood there was a proba- |
bility of XMinneapolis losing the leading |
jobbing business done by the firm of John |
R. Coykendall & Co., since the death of |
the head of the firm. Amnthony Kelly and
W. E. Stecle both gave assurances that the
business would be continued, which was
satisfactory.

AMr. Wyman, chairman of the committee
on manufacture, to which had been re-

ferred the matter of the removal of the
Wheel & Cedar company from Fond du
Lae, Wis., to Minneapolis, made a verbal
report and asked an extéhsion of time until
the next regular meeting. e gave a state-
ment of the capital and plan of the com-
pany, the value of the patent under which
the company o tes, showing it to bea
very desirable acquisition to Minneapolis.
The concern will employ about 200 men
and he thought Minneapolis shounld not
allow this opportunity to pass. Just at
this time we have the manufacturing pres-
tige, besides the metropolis and opportuni-
ties like these should not be neglected, if
the city would keep to the front. Mr.
Wyman made a very forcible argument and
at his request the matter was referred to
the committee for a report next Monday
week.
INLANXD WATERWAYS.

H. W. Seymour of Sault Ste Marie sent
a communiecation inclosing a memorial pre-
pared at Marquette, at a meeting of repre-
sentatives of the Upper peninsula, and ask-
ing its presentation to Gov. Hubbard, with
a suitable indorsement by the board. The
resolutions are as follows:

Resolved, That the national character of
the inland waterways connecting the North-
western and Central states with the East de-
mand such suitable appropriation for their
improvement by the United States govern-
ment as will meet the wants of commerce.
That the completion of the Northern Pacific
railroad, with its tributaries, as well as the
Canadian system, north, have opened up to
settiement and are rapidly peopling a large
area of country whose products will largely
scek communication through this inland wa-
terway 1o the seaboard.

Resolved, That the St. Mary’s river and St.
Mary’s Falls canal are part of this great sys-
tem, indispensable 1o its adeguate use, and
the speedy improvement of the Hay lake
channel, lessening the distance through the
river twelve miles in sixty, and the construe-
tion of a new lock in the St. Mary’s canal, as
recommended by Col. 0. M. Poe, demand
larger appropriations than have been voted
h‘,\' congress to insure their speedy comple-
tion.

Resolved, That committees, each consisting
of three members, be appointed to gather sta-
tisties and secure action by state legislatures
and boards of trade relating to these subjects,
and that these committees be instruected to
make such report at an adjourned meeting of
the convention, to be forwarded to congress
for favorable action, as may be covered by
these resolutions.  Said committee to be as
follows: On harbors, St. Mary's canal and
rivers, Portage lake ship canal, railroads and
state relations.

It was referred to the committee on leg-
isiation, and the board adjourned.

WOMEN AND CHILDR EN'S HOME.

A New Institution--The Home to
Cost $39,000.

The characteristics of yesterday’s permits
were the large amounts involved. There
were only twelve in number, and, although
six of the number were of minor importance,
the total cost of the buildings in the aggre-
gate is $06,805. The largest and most im-
portant structure in the list is the 2-story
brick building, with stone basement, on
Thirty-second street and Stevensavenue,de-
signed for an old wowen and children’s
home. The building will cost $39,000. The
next permit in point of importance was that
issued to the Northern Mill company for a
one-story briek pilaning mi!l to be erected on
Thirty-second avenue and One-and-a-half
street north, to cost $15,000. There were
only two others involving sums over £1,000.
They were that issued to George W. Mor-
any for a brick store and dwelling on River-
side avenne,near Twenty-first avenue south,
1o cost 56,000, and a permit issted to James
S. Johusen for a 2-story brick-veneered
dwelling of eight rooms on Harriet avenue,
corner of Lake street, to cost $3,500.

The old women and children’s home is to
be built and condueted for the purpose
that its name signifies by the philanthro-
pists who have for a number of years con-
ducted the children’s home on the Atwater
estate in South Minneapolis. The latter
property was sold recently and the money
secured from the sale will be used in the
new and more extensive institution. Prom-
inent among the prime movers in the msti-
tution are Mrs. J. S, Pillsbury, Mrs. O. A.
Pray, Mrs. H. M. Carpenter and other
philamthropic ladies. Iarvey W. Brown
has magnanimousiy donated £10,000 to-
ward founding the home, and others have
promised aid. Already the subseriptions
aggregate something like $30,000, and there
is over $40,000 in the treasury.

Messrs. Haglin & Morse have been
awarded the contract for buiiding the
structure. It will be heated by steam and

fitted with all the modern improvements.
The work will be begun at once. The con-
tract calls for the completion of the base-
ment this season and the two upper stories
in the spring. 1f the weather is favorable
for the prosecution of the work, however,
the structure may be necarly finished this
season.
MORE SEWERS.

The Council Commirtee Decides to
Work With o Vim.

The committee on sewers from the city
council was in session nearly all day yes-
terday. It appreciates the erying need
of a more perfect sewerage system through-
out the city, and having waited in vain long
months for property owners along streets to
present petitions for the same, the mem-
bers of the committee have eome to the con-
clusion that they will order sewers laid
where they are most needed without con-
sidering petitions, as has been the rule pre-
viously. They only partially completed
their work. They decided to Jay sewers as
follows:

In Nineteenth avenue south, from Seventh
street to Minnehaha avenue; thence in
Minnehaha avenue to Twenty-seventh
sireet; Franklin avenue, from Fifteenth
avenue south to Sixteenth avenue south:
Fifteenth avenue south, from Franklin
avenue to Twenty-fourth stroet; Sixih
street northeast, from Central avenue to
Third avenue northeast; Third avenue
southeast, from Sixth street to Division
street; First avenue south to Fourth street:
Fourth street, from First avenue south to
Nicollet avenune; Sixth avenue south, from
Tenth to Eleventh street; Third avenue
south, from Fifth to Seventh street: Third
avenue south, from Eleventh to Fifteenth
street. Other sewers will be ordered laid
at the next meeting of the council.

Cold Water Inspection.
To the Editor of the Globe:

I have read with some amnsement the
communiecation of Mr. J. Wallace of Crook-
ston on “Cold Water Inspection,” and I
desire to briefly answer one or two points
in said article. First, then, it has been
left to Mr. Wallace to elucidate to the sei-
entific world a new and novel idea in the
testing and inspection of boilers. England.
Germany, France, the United States and
all of the great maritime powers of the
world, through their lJaw makers, and after
scientific research, have adopted the cold-
water test as the safest and best method of
trying the strength and suitableness of
their steam boilers. If a steam boiler is
entitled to carry a steam pressure of 100
pounds, it is only fair to the public that
said boiler should have a factor of safety of
at least fifty pounds in excess of the every-
day working pressure, therefore the hydro-
static pressure should be 150 pounds, and
this pressure is not injurious, as can be
fairly demonstrated by mathematical caleu-
lation, if the boiler is sound and in perfect
condition.

For example: Take a boiler 40 inches
in diameter, 25-100 thickness of plates, 60,-
000 tensel strength iron, double rivered,
and by mathematical compulation its safe-
working steam pressure is 150 pounds, its
bursting pressure 750 pounds. The water
pressure in testing this boiler for 150
pounds of steam would be only 225 pounds
and 75 in excess of its real working
pressure, while its bursting pressure would
be more than three times greater than the
hydrostatic pressure applied, more than
enough to warrant that injury would not
and could not be done the boiler in testing
if the boiler was in proper condition. If
from any cause the boiler had detoriated
and become dangerous it would, no doubt
3V0 way to, the water pressure. as it

' STILLWATER NEWS,

Apprepriations to be Asked for Im-
Pproving the St. Croix.

Shooting Match Arranged For--Wed=
- ding Bells--Notes.

The River Convention.

A great deal of interest is manifested by
the lumbermen and steamboat owners of
Stillwater in the Upper Mississippi river con-
vention. which Gov. Hubbard has called to
meetat St. Paul on Sept. 3. A number of
the more prominent gentlemen interested
were seen aud they unanimously express
themselves in favor of calling a meeting of
the citizens of Stillwater sometime between
now and the assembling of the convention,
to lay before it the needs of the St. Croix
valley, that they may be included in its
recommendations to congress. Hon. E. W.
Durant, president of the chamber of com-
merce, announces that he will call a mass
meeting of the citizens in a few weeks, for
the purpose specified above, and in the
meantime be urges a general discussion of
the question among those inter-
ested. Mr. Durant was a member
of the committee appointed by
Gov. Pillsbury and econtinued by Gov.
Hubbard, to investigate and urge the needs
of the Mississippi valley and its tributaries
on congress, and besides the information
that he has in this connection aequired, he
has had a long experience of thirty-seven
years as pilot, captain and lumberman on
the St. Croix. In an interview yesterday
he said: ‘“T'he bed of the St. Croix lake
and river is easily suseeptible to improve-
ment. Itisnota quicksand and any im-
provements made will consequently be per-
manent. I recommend a system of dams,
and at certain points dredging, so that
a mean depth in low water of four feet
would be obtained. At Rock Island and
Osceola the stream could be confined in nar-
rower limits than at present, and it would
of itself maintain a sufficient depth. At
Cedar Bend some money could be profitably
spent. The stream here runs in two chan-
nels and dredging could be successfully
done. Years ago the water at Willow River
bay was at times only fourteen inches, now
it never falls below two and a half feet.
Improvements are needed also at Catfish
bar; four feet of water is needed there.
I do not kuow of another stream of equal
length, sixty miles from the Mississippi
river to Taylor’s Falls, upon which a larger
commerce is done or more important com-
mercial and manufacturing interests de-
pend. The improvement of the river would
have the effect of wonderfully building up
the country. The appropriations hitherto
made by corgress have been small, but they
have been judiciously expended under the
direction of the government engineer, Maj.
McKenzie. Not only Minnesota, but Wis-
cousin also, is interested in these improve-
ments, and should join us in urging them
upon congress. The tendeney hitherto has
been to expend congressional appropria-
tions on the Mississippi, south of the Ohio
river. It isall right to help that section,
but this portion of the Union, the North-
west, should also be attended to, and we
can get what we need if we unite and urge
it upon econgress.”
