A line from Ocean to Ocean.

The announcement made yesterday mom-
ing, that the Grand Trunk Kailway com-
pany intended extending its Midland branch
to the straits of Sault Ste Mane, to those
railway men who would be interested in
such a scheme, was regarded as the inevit-
able. The extension has lons been pl©-
j. cted by the Grand Trunk, and now it is
generally believed it will build within the
next year or two. The Midland branch of
the Grand Trunk at present extends from
Prescott to a point ten miles beyond Mid-
land, on Lake Simcoe. in Ontario, and if
such an extension was made then.' would be
a junction formed with the Canadian Pacific
at a point directly north of the northwest-
ern comer of Great Mountain island in the
Georgian bay. From there the line would
run in an almost westerly direction to the
"Soo." Here connection would be nude
with the Detroit, Mackinaw ft Marqiietle,
wliich line is completed from Ste. Marie to
Huiiiboldt. The uncompleted part from
Bumboldt to Ashland leaves \u25a0 cap of about
125 miles, which, with the distance from
Midland to the "Soo,"' would make about
325 miles of line to build before a through
unbroken iir.o could be had.

When the Grand Trunk projected such a
line it did not really have any use for it. as
it had no other competition to the West,but
now that the Canadian Pacific is completed
around the north shoiv of Lake Superior
tiic Grand Trunk must make some move or
its shipments to and from the Northwest
will

in its total traffic. Since the Canadian
Pacific was completed the earnings of the
Grand Trunk system have decreased over
25 per cent, and it now notices the net that
it must do something to redeem
itself and that quickly. By the
extension of its Midland line
it would have a monopoly which
no other line could effect. The Grand
Trunk, for some time past, has been Ming
the St. Paul &Duluth line as a part of its
through route to Winnipeg from the East,
when shipments were made by water, and
in return the St. Paul &Duluth has given
the Grand Trunk the bulk of its flour and
pram traffic for shipment by what is virtu-
ally its boat line from Duluth to Samiii.
Bnt should the proposed extension be made
by the Grand Trunk road most of the grain
shipments would be made by rail, which
would lessen the distance to the seaboard
about 400 miles or more from the North-
west.

This would enable the Northern Pacific to
ship direct to the East, and would form
another transcontinental line, the shortest
route from ocean to ocean. This new line
would be on even terms with the Canadian
Pacific to battle for British Columbia
business. The only point any difficulty
would be experienced in reaching would be
Winnipeg, as the Canadian Pacific would
doubtless put as many obstacles in the way
of the Gnind Trunk as would be possible
to prevent a rapid delivery of freight. The
Canadian government does not permit any
American line to extend its system into its
dominion, and it would devolve on the
Giand Trunk to build a line from Winnipeg
to Emerson, a distance of sixty-two miles,
and this done, the Canadian Pacitic would
no longer be in the position to dictate terms
so unrailioad-like as it has been doing.
Though all the arrangements may not be
completed for some years yet itis a fore-
gone conclusion that the line aud connect-
ing lines will be extended as stated.

A World) Appointment.

James McCaig ofthe general manager's
department of the Northern Pacific line has
been appointed agent at Butte. Mont.
Mr. McCaig has been with the company
now roc a number of years, coming to St.
Panl three years ago from New Fork,where
be was connected with the company there.
He is a bright and thoroughly well-posted
young man, possessing all the qualities
which are essential to rapid advancement.
In his new position Mr. McCaig will have
direct charge of the freight and passenger
traffic originating at that point. As a
freight station it is one of the most impor-
tant ones on the line, and the most im-
portant as an ore-shipping station, itbeing
in the center of the richest mining regions
of Montana, and the appointment is a most
'important one. All his acquaintances in
the Northern Pacific office and other rail-
way offices in this city congratulate him,
and extend their heartiest wishes for his
future success.

Will Resume Work.
A well-known railway official, who has

just returned from Red Wing, says a report
is current in Puree aud Pepin counties
through which the Winona, Alma»fe North-
ern is surveyed and partially graded, that
construction work willbe resumed on that
line Aug. 15, and pushed with all possible
speed until the close of the season. This
report is traced to right-of-way agents who
have been through these counties
within the past few days closing up
arrangements for right-of-way. Should the
reports prove authentic, it will go toward
establishing the correctness of the predic-
tions made by the Globe over six mouths
since, that the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy interests have been and
are the virtual backers of this enterprise.
The rumor that the Wiuona, Alma& North-
ern would probably cross the Mississippi at
Diamond Bluff, betweeu Red Wing and
Prescott, is no doubt without foundation,
because considerable grading is done be-
tween Diamond Bluffand Prescott, and a
more reasonable theory would be that the
line will cross the Mississippi at Prescott
and enter St. Paul over the Minnesota «fe
Northwestern track from a junction above
Hastings. Stillwater would no doubt be
reached by a branch from Prescott on the
west banks of the St. Croix, parallel with
the Milwaukee & St Paul from Camp
Douglass.

Special Funeral Bates.

cided to make a special of one and one-
third fare to all parties desiring to attend
the services at Chicago, tickets to be on
sale Aug. 7 and 8.

Believed to be So.

Omaha. Aug. l.—The published rumor
that negotiations are quietly pending be-
tween the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
and the Union Pacific for the sale of tlie
formers Chicago & Omaha line to
the latter company has naturally
excited a great deal of interest
bate. Notwithstanding the assertion of
a prominent otlicial of the Union Pacilic iv
Boston, supposed to be Charles Francis
Adams, that there is nothing in the rumor,
and in spite of the professed ignorance of
the officials of the Union Pacific in Omaha,
people of this city believe there
is considerable truth in the re-
port. It stands to reason that if any-
thing of the kind were under consideration
parties interested would deny it, as they
would not wish the public to know any-
thing about it. Itis believed, however, that
the scheme is on foot and that desperate
efforts will be made to con-
summate it, A prominent railroad
man says as the matters now stand
the Union Pacific is virtually cut off in

its competition for freights shipped from
Chicago to Nebraska points, without put-
ting rates so low that the company would
lose money, with the Chicago & North-
western extending its branches into
the northern part of the state and
with the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy
covering all the southern country and run-
ning clear through from Chicago to Denver,
tapping the Union Pacific at four dif-
ferent places. They will sap the life out
of that road, unless it can get a continua-
tion of its line to Chicago by buying the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St Paul's Omaha
and Chicago line.

Another Decrease.

This
is really a furtherance of the consolidation
between the two express companies, and
while its use is of the greatest value to the
general public, it is the securing of an ad-
vantage over the Wells Fargo by the North-
ern Pacific express company. The Wells
Fargo has the facilities to cash the business,
but has not the facilities for issuing the or-
ders.

Opening of the System of Stats Grain

Inspection at St. Paul and
Minneapolis.

Elevator and Men at Neither Place
Crowd Each Other for Public

Warehouse Licenses.

Inspection of Old Wheat Under the
Old Rules— New Wheat

in Market.

What Grain and Elevator Men Say
About It—lnterview with Com-

missioner Becker.

In st. Paul.
At the office of the chief inspector and

registrar, in the Drake block, it was re-
ported that three cars of wheat and one of
com had passed under state inspection,
and the machinery had been found to be in
working order. Itwas said that no eleva-
tor had taken out the license, but it was
thought this was due to the fact that the
law will not be in its fullest operation until
the new wheat begins to move, and before
that time nearly all at the terminal points
would have taken out the document neces-
sary to make them public warehouses.
' "We shall conduct the business ofthe St.

Paul Warehouse and Elevator company
without a license." said M. W. 11. Timnier-
man of that company yesterday, "tor we
believe that from the nature of our busi-
ness our customers can be better served un-
der this system than by the public state
warehouse system. We have bins of all
sizes, and train in lots of almost any size
can be received and kept separate, and as
there is

LITTLE BUSINESS DOXE
in St. Paul, except in direct buying and
selling ofgrain actually on hand this will
fully answer our purpose. In Minneapo-
lis and Duluth. where such a bulk of the
trading is through the chamber ofcom-
merce, this willbe impossible and the ele-
vators must do a general warehousing busi-
ness."

Mr. Timmerman said that it was his un-
derstanding that even if the licenses were
not taken out, the elevators in St. Paul and
other terminal points would receive wheat
that had been subject to the state inspec-
tion. This would necessarily be so at points
where a part ofthe elevators were licensed,
as it is, by the law, the duty of the state in-
spector topass upon all grain on the track
at the terminal points unless it be distinctly
marked by the owner that it is not for pub-
lic elevators. The insi>ector would not know
which cars were bound for non-bonded
elevators. For elevators doing a private
business, however, the state inspection
would be of little or no advantage, as the
business could l>e done just as satisfactorily
without it, and the 25 cents per car load
for inspection fees would be saved.

Mr.|Timmerman further said he thought
elevator men at Minneapolis and Duluth
had objected to coming under the law until
the new rule, known as the dockage rule,
was adopted, but now their objections were
largely removed, and nearly or quite ail
would take out the license.

A COMMISSIOXEK SPEAKS.
Gen. Becker said yesterday that while

there were elevators at St. Paul, Duluth
and Minneapolis that had not applied for
the license necessary forpublic warehouses,
he expected that nearly all in the three
Cities would do this before the new crop be-
gins to move. 11 this Wai not done the ele-
vators could do simply a private business,
not allowing any grain received to lose its
identity by being mixed with that belonging
to other owners. Such warehouses would
not receive the benefit of the state inspec-
tion and weighing, nor would they get any
benefit from the standard grades established.
One linn in Minnea]tolis that owned
aline of elevators, and at the terminal
point handled only their own grain, would
probably not tike out the license, but
simply continue to do a private business.
The others at Minneapolis and all those at
Duluth, he thought would at once lake
out the license. He believed the elevator
men were disposed to give the new system
a fair trial. It was very possible, even
probable, that the law would not be found
to work to perfection and changes might be
necessary at the next session of the legisla-
ture. The importance of the change on
such a prominent feature of the business of
the state, he believed, was appreciated by
the elevator men no less than by the com-
missioners.

In TXinncnpolis.

The state gran inspection officers took
their places in Minneapolis yesterday under
the operation of the new. law. Their pres-
ence, under the change, was the only thing
new. Chief Deputy Inspector A. C. Clausen
and his force opened up their oilice at the
corner ofWashington and Fourth avenues
south, and in^»ccted five or six small lots of
wheat. The testing and weighing instru-
ments are new and pretty, as an old grain
dealer remarked, and the show has just
opened Allured by the bright red signs,
plenteously bestowed apon the stairway,
a crowd of pt ipla filled the office all day
and—gossiped. As Uie old rule forinspect-
ing the old crop willobtain until Sept l,
there is nothing Of interest or importance
in the ordinary grain inspection, which pro-
gressed as usual.

AMONG EI-EVATOItMTV

there is considerable discussion just at this
time, and ail is not as lovely as would ap-
pear on the surface. Under the derision of
the commission private elevators must take
out Uceu.ses as public warehouses or their
grain will not be inspected. With many of
them it would be a positive hardship to
throw open their storage room to the public
on the one hand, and an equal hardship oh
the other to be deprived of inspection in
case they prefer private business. It was
reported here, yesterday, that the Central
elevator had applied fora license, but if so
it was alone in this particular, as the others
are not ready to announce their course.

"There are three elevator firms that will
be compelled to remain private," said a
member of the linn of Van Duscu & 00.,
•'they arc ours, H. W. Pratt & Co. and the
Northwestern Elevator company. We can-
not sacrifice our private business. Ifwe
become a public warehouse our country
business willbe cut oil' entirely. The Mil-
lers' association, for instance, could fillus
up in a day, and our eighty-five- receiving
houses in different parts of the Northwest
would be leftout. .Some of the wheat now
hi store here has been sosiuce last fall, and.
as it may be stored at the pleasure of the
owner, we might be blocked up in a mo-
ment We could not refuse to take grain as
long as we had any room, so there would
be an end of all private business."

"Will you then continue as private ware-
housemen?"

"Iam not prepared to say that, for we
have arrived at no real conclusion. There
are several things to bo considered at
length. Idon't think any of the elevator
me;; are prepared to act, just at once."

"Ifyou remain private, what willyou do
about inspection?"

"Nothing; just sell by sample."
At H. W. Pratt & Co's about the same

thing was said, and the s]>eaker added:
"There is no immediate rush, and we are
content to take our time to make up our
minds." At the oflice ofthe Northwestern
Elevator company almost the same report
was made. Mr. Bobbins was in St. Paul
all day, probably conferring with the com-
mission, and in the evening went directly to
his home at Merriain Park. One of the
office men said: "Ican't say whether we
willhave sufficient storage room for our
own and a public business too. but if it
comes to a choice, I think we will remain
as we are."

"What about inspection?"
"We will sell by sample without certifi-

cation. I think we are entitled to inspec-
tion, ifwe wish to sell by grade. in spite of
the decision. An opinion is very prevalent
among private elevator men that the com-
mission cannot refuse us an inspection as
Jong as we pay forit. That, however, is a
matter for the future."

"Will there be any concerted action by
the elevator men?"

"Not that 1 know of. Every elevator will
know what is best for its business and act
accordingly."

It was reported from other sources that
the view was quite general that the decision
to Inspect. no wheat on elevator tracks
would not be insisted upon. The conunis-
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i slon men seem all very well satisfied. They
i my the law pleases them, and they have
1 not an objection t<> it.

ncaarrajH stiktkvant's views.
"Ihave heard nothing from I>ulnth to-

day, and will cct no reports untilMonday,"
said C. -C Sturtevant, secretary of the
chamber ofcommerce, "but unless one was
oi>ened there, there is not a public ele-
vator in the state to-day. The new
law has no effect, just yet, as the old crop
willbe inspected under the old rules. How-
ever, it makes comparatively little differ-
ence to Minneapolis, when one comes to
consider it, for less than one-fourth of the
grain that comes here goes through the ele-
vators. The mills take all the rest and
they collect It in their private bins in the
country and send it in just as they want it.
An inspection, with its accompanying
charges forcleaning, is an Imposition on the
mills, or would be, if they had it, because
it is an expense ofabout 2 cents a bushel all
for nothing. They don't care for the clean-
ing, as they have to do that anyhow, and
they make the cost in the screenings. In
Duluth. where there is no consumption
and all storage, is where it counts, but not
here."

Relieving tlie Garorn ntt»nt.
Special to the Globe.

New York, Aug. 1.—The circular is-
sued by the committee of the clearing house
association and addressed to the banks in
all the principal cities of the country,
requesting their aid in disbursing,
as far as they are abie, the
fractional silver coin, "of which there are
now lying in the treasury some 530.000,-
--000," and thus enable the New York banks
to relieve the government in its present
exigency for gold, has been responded
to from nearly every state in the Union.
Pennsylvania, Delaware. South Carolina
and Maryland. Many of the applications
are from savings banks, and are frequently
accompanied bya request forinformation as
to the cost of shipment of the silver from
this city. This is particularly the case
with Western and Southern banks. For their
information, United States Treasurer Jor-
dan caused this circular to be printed:
"The assistant treasurer of the
United States at New York will re-
ceive deposits for fractional silver coiu.
and will forward the coin himself, if
the place ofdestination is near to his office,
and he willforward his certificate, issued
for the deposit, to the sub-treasury nearest
to the destination of the coin, for
shipment free of expense to the con-
signees. " This regulation applies when the
sums are 8500 and over." Many instances
have occurred where Southern and West-
ern banks have sent checks for fractional
silver direct to the manager of the
clearing house. They have been
turned over to the sub-treasury to act on.
To avoid further misunderstanding on the
point the clearing house to-day issued this:
"The clearing house does not distribute
fractional currency. The drafts should be
sent to the assistant treasurer at New
York.'

Counting' the Documents.
Special to the Globe.

Washington*. Aug. —A count of the
public documents stored at the capitol and
the rented building used as the document
room of the house of representatives has
just been completed. It was found that
there are about seven hundred thousand
public documents stored there, some ofwhich
have been there for thirty years without
being touched. But few members sent
away the proceedings of the Forty-second
congress, which is the one that passed
the back-pay bill, and over which
there was such a universal
condemnation. They preferred that their
cenbtitueuts should be kept in the dark, as
much as possible, in regard to their
votes on that bill. It appears,
also, that there has not been
such a general demand for the agricultural
report as some persons believe for some
years. As many as 10,000 have
been left undistributed. Sixty thou-
sand copies of a report made
by Senator Blair's ?nmmittee on capital
and labor have recently been received by
the document room and will soon be dis-
tributed. This is outside of the number
that will be distributed by the
senate. The document consists entirely of
testimony taken by Senator Blair's com-
mittee in their tour throughout the country
during the strike of the telegraphers.

Afterthe Comtuls.

Washington. Aug. I.—Secretary Bay-
ard has carefully gone over the entire
consular l:>t during the week, and
has made a thorough examina-
tion into the records of every
consular officeron the entire list. As a re-
sult, he is preparing a list ofcharges, and it
is more than likely that when the senate
meets in December, it will have more

! nominations in the consular service to act
upon than in any Other branch of the gov-
ernment. • The secretary has discov-
ered in his investigations that there are
come twenty . or more consuls
whan removal would seriously injure the
efficiency of the service. The criterion
of the efficiency of a consul is his
ability to make valuable reports.
In this respect, the gentlemen tilling
the posts at Crefcld. Germany; Havana,
Cuba; Marseilles. France; Bradford, Eng-
land: Leith.

He considered
Grant one of the greatest generals the'
world had ever known, and ascribed the
slighting manner in which the Parisian
journals referred to him to the fact that a
Frenchman could see no merit in any thin g
outside of France.

Well Embalmed.
Mt. McGr.EGon, x. v.. Aug. i. — The

leaden line about Gen. Grant's face yester-
day was owing largely, the undertakers
say. to the unfavorable lights and shadows
in the room in which the body lay last
night. Late last night when the casket
was opened it gave forth to the senses no
evidence of other than favorable conditions.
Preparations are being used to remove the
heavy, dark circles from beneath the eyes.
